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Anotace 

Od svého vzniku v roce 2006 Twitter již několikrát překročil hranice své původní role 

média pro sdílení zážitků, postřehů a dojmů. Přístup ke Twitteru je zabudovaný do 

většiny operačních systémů a jako komunikační platforma je Twitter využíván v 

médiích, marketingu, vzdělávání i politice ke zprostředkování vzkazů a sdělení, na 

nichž má tweetující strana zájem či je považuje za důležité. Tweetování politiků je 

dosud poměrně novodobým žánrem a jeho zmapování je proto z lingvistického hlediska 

zajímavé. Tato diplomová práce využívá textovou analýzu a analýzu diskurzu k popisu 

a interpretaci jazykových strategií, které ve svých tweetech využívá bývalý americký 

prezident Donald J. Trump. Analýza je provedena na souborech tweetů zveřejněných v 

průběhu prezidentské kampaně 2020; první obsahuje tweety shromážděné během 

jednoho z počátečních týdnů kampaně a druhý tweety zveřejněné v jednom z týdnů před 

jejím vyvrcholením. Metodologicky práce kombinuje nástroje Českého národního 

korpusu (konkrétně aplikaci KWords) a mikroanalýzu vybraného souboru dat s cílem 

identifikovat dominantní jazykové strategie a následně interpretovat, jakým způsobem 

se podílejí na utváření tweetové komunikace amerického prezidenta. V rámci oborové 

specializace překladatelství práce ilustruje důležitost textové analýzy a interpretace jako 

nedílné součásti pochopení komunikační funkce textu, bez které by kvalitní překlad do 

cílového jazyka nebyl možný. Práce je napsána v anglickém jazyce. 
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Abstract 

Since its creation in 2006, the social platform Twitter has already excelled its function 

of a medium, originally designated to facilitate sharing experiences, reflections, and 

ideas. Most operating systems enable access to the Twitter application and this 

communication platform is being used in both media and marketing fields, for 

educational purposes, as well as in politics as a means of communicating information 

and sharing messages considered important enough to be published on the platform. 

Using Twitter for communication purposes on the political scene is still a fairly new 

phenomenon and therefore an interesting subject for a linguistic analysis. The diploma 

thesis uses textual analysis and discourse analysis to describe and to interpret the 

linguistic strategies employed by the former American President Donald J. Trump in his 

Tweets. The data – two data sets - subjected to the analysis were collected from the 

period during the presidential campaign in 2020. The first data set covers the period at 

the beginning of the campaign, whereas the second data set includes Tweets posted 

towards the end of the campaign, close to the Election Day. The analysis combines the 

use of Czech National Corpus tools, namely the application KWords, and a 

microanalysis of the chosen data sample in order to identify dominant linguistic 

strategies and to interpret in which way(s) they contribute to the communication 

strategy of the American President on Twitter. With respect to the field of study, the 

thesis illustrates the importance of mastering the skills of a textual analysis and 

discourse interpretation, both prerequisites necessary for a translator, in the proper 

understanding of the communicative function of a text without which achieving a 

quality translation into the target language would not be possible. The thesis is written 

in the English language. 
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1. Introduction 

The social platform Twitter can still be considered as a fairly new social media which, 

however, has rapidly increased in importance over the last few years. It has evolved 

from a not very well-known site to an international social platform which is being daily 

accessed by millions of people all over the world and which has obtained an important 

social role in our society. Twitter has become an efficient tool in the hands of politicians 

and celebrities, helping them to communicate and keep in touch with their fans, 

supporters and other citizens. This unique form of immediate communication can be 

claimed to have revolutionised the way of how people view the world through 

discourse, and to have given a new dimension to election campaigns by providing 

politicians with access to a whole new audience. Tweets, short messages written and 

posted by the Twitter users on the platform, have attained such importance that they 

made it all the way to the television, newspapers and radio, often being quoted there, 

serving as “genuine” personal statements.  

One of the most visible personas on Twitter is without a doubt the American President 

Donald J. Trump who has become a very (in)famous Twitter user. His (often 

controversial and bold) Tweets and behaviour on the platform have been oftentimes a 

source of many uproars and scandals in the American society and the rest of the world. 

His unique style of writing and presenting himself on Twitter (see Chapter 3.4), made 

him a very distinctive user and have built him considerable reputation. He became so 

powerful and influential on the platform that his Tweets had a great potential to 

manipulate thousands of people all around the world only seconds after they had been 

posted online. So much so that his Twitter account had to be suspended by the Twitter 

company itself due to “the risk of further incitement of violence” (“Permanent 

Suspension of @realDonaldTrump”) after the violent penetration into the Capitol by 

Trump supporters in the 2020 presidential elections when his Tweets were evaluated to 

be likely to “inspire others to replicate the violent acts that took place” (“Permanent 

Suspension of @realDonaldTrump”). 

Owing to such communicative power that Trump’s Tweets have over so many people, 

they were chosen to serve as the material for a textual analysis of the present thesis. 

Having a significant importance and communication potential in our society, Tweets in 

general serve as a valuable material for any textual analysis. However, Tweets 
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originating from the account of Donald J. Trump were found particularly noteworthy 

and promising to yield interesting results. 

Textual analysis (see in Chapter 5) was considered to be the most appropriate analytical 

approach to help in understanding the language of Tweets. Owing to a combination of 

qualitative analysis and the use of corpus tools, one can observe and learn about the 

structure of Tweets and their constituent parts. Any message, spoken or written, 

provides essential cues regarding the relationship between the communicative intent and 

the language strategies employed to achieve that. By undertaking a textual analysis, 

these cues may be detected, analysed and interpreted, illuminating how the author of the 

text makes sense of the world and in what way (s)he communicates it to others.  

In the thesis the main focus of the analysis is the examination of lexical cohesion 

(namely reiteration and collocation) in the text; determining the role lexical cohesion 

has, how the author employs it in the text and how it contributes to a successful transfer 

of the message to the reader. The thesis focuses on Donald Trump’s ability to exploit 

the potential of the genre of Tweets in order to make it fit his political aims. By 

undertaking a textual analysis, the thesis strives to explain how lexical cohesion is 

activated across the core data of Trump’s Tweets, what this activation results in and 

what challenges this poses to the translator. Overall, a textual analysis helps in an effort 

to find out the communicative goal of the author of the message which makes it not 

only a valuable research method, but also a very important step in the work of a 

translator. 

Going forward, the thesis introduces the methodology employed in collecting the core 

data and explains how the textual analysis was undertaken and what tools were used 

while working with the data and under what conditions. Chapter three introduces the 

communication platform Twitter and discusses the genre-specific features that Tweets 

pose and the conventions which influence the messages posted on the platform. Chapter 

four describes the role of cohesion in texts in general, with a particular focus on lexical 

cohesion which is divided here into two types – lexical reiteration and lexical 

collocation. The key notions regarding lexical reiteration and lexical collocation are 

then set out in ensuing subchapters. It is Chapter five in which an analysis of both 

lexical reiteration and lexical collocation in the core data is undertaken and which 

introduces the results yielded by the analysis. The analysis is then followed by a 
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discussion which interprets the findings and the use of both types of cohesion in the 

data. Samples from the core data are used to illustrate key points in each chapter. 

Conclusions are presented in Chapter six, where also implications for translation work 

are drawn regarding the role of lexical cohesion in the source text and its understanding 

in the context of a specific genre.  
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2. Methodology 

For the purposes of the textual analysis a volume of data had to be collected. These data 

consist of Tweets, short messages posted on the social platform Twitter.  

In total 598 Tweets were collected in order to undergo the textual analysis. The 

distribution of Tweets and Retweets in two data sets which were subjected to the 

analysis is demonstrated in the following Table 1.

The data subjected to the analysis consist exclusively of Tweets written from the 

account @realDonaldTrump; that is 443 Tweets. The additional 155 Retweets were 

included into the discussion as they contributed to the interpretation of the core data. 

However, as they were either written by other people whose statements and opinions 

were only shared and did not originate from the account @realDonaldTrump, or were 

merely Trump’s Retweets of his own Tweets, they were not included in the actual 

analysis. However, they will be taken into account in the interpretation part of the thesis 

because, even though (mostly) not written directly from the @realDonaldTrump 

account, they were chosen to be published on this account for a reason and therefore are 

an inseparable part of the data and subject to interpretation. 
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Each of the two data sets covers a different period of seven days during the presidency 

campaign of 2020 in the USA. Two different periods were chosen so that they can later 

undergo a comparison as a part of the analysis. The reason behind choosing to collect 

data from this particular period of time is that @realDonaldTrump was expected to be 

very active during that period; given that Donald Trump was one of the two candidates 

for the presidency and therefore would do his best to get as many voters as possible on 

his side. Such expectation was based on the fact that when Trump ran for the President 

in 2016, competing against Hillary Clinton, he did so mainly on the Twitter platform. 

Owing to the fact that this particular strategy brought him such success at that time, it 

was anticipated that the same attempt to accomplish the similar results in the 2020 

election would be made again. The Twitter account @realDonaldTrump, as the main 

source of communication between Trump and his (potential) voters, represents both a 

sufficient amount of data for the analysis and, given the controversial character of 

Trump’s use of language, both spoken and written, interesting material for the textual 

analysis. 

It was then this account of @realDonaldTrump which was the official Twitter account 

of the 45th American President Donald J. Trump, from which all the data were collected. 

In order to collect the data, a Trump Twitter Archive (thetrumparchive.com) was used. 

A site that launched in 2016 that collects and publicly displays Donald Trump’s Tweets 

posted from the @realDonaldTrump Twitter account. Until January 8th 2020, the day 

when the account was suspended by the Twitter platform, the total number of Tweets 

posted from this Twitter account and subsequently displayed on the Archive website 

amounts to 56, 571 (Brown, Brendan. Trump Twitter Archive). The decision to collect 

the data from the Trump Twitter Archive was motivated by the fact that Twitter Inc. 

does not store and publicly display data for a longer period of time. Therefore data more 

than one month old were no longer accessible on the Twitter account 

@realDonaldTrump. Also, even after the suspension of @realDonaldTrump, the archive 

still makes it possible for anyone to view Donald Trump’s Tweets and search through 

them. Together with storing all the Tweets posted from @realDonaldTrump, the site 

also allows the audience to explore what are the most common issues Trump Tweets 

about from his Twitter account and it also shows his activity on Twitter which can be 

observed over the scope of months, weeks, or on a particular day. 
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For the purposes of the thesis, two data sets were exported in two JSON files1 (see 

Appendix 1) from the site and then put into a two separate data files in Excel – data set 

1, data set 2 (see Appendices 2, 3), so as to ensure a better manipulation with the data 

during the analysis. Each Tweet in both data sets was assigned a number so it could be 

easily referred to throughout the thesis and then was also complemented with metadata 

consisting of information about the year, day, an exact time (Eastern Standard Time 

EST) of its publishing on Trump’s Twitter account, then from what device it was 

published (whether a computer or a smartphone), and a number of likes2 and Retweets3 

obtained by each Tweet or Retweet, together with indicating whether a particular Tweet 

was deleted or not.

All this information was included in the both data files in Excel in which it was 

subsequently organised into two tables. 

The 443 Tweets were analysed with a particular focus on lexical cohesion which is 

subsequently divided into two subcategories, namely reiteration and collocation. In 

order to observe lexical cohesion in the data, two specific methods were employed in 

 
1 JavaScript Object Notation (JSON) is a lightweight data-interchange format, easy to parse and generate 

by the machines. It is a text format that is based on a subset of the JavaScript Programming Language 

Standard ECMA-262 3rd Edition and it is completely language independent but uses conventions 

(“Introducing JSON”). In other words, it is a way to store information in an organised way which can be 

the easily accessed as a human-readable data collection. 
2 A “like” is one of the functions Twitter offers to its members which enables a member to give a thumbs 

up, a “like” to posts (s)he agrees with, finds interesting, or simply just posts that (s)he likes. It is a 

function which allows a Twitter user to react and express their opinion to posts on the platform without 

having to use any words whatsoever. 
3 A Retweet is a function which allows Twitter users to share a Tweet of someone else and post it on their 

own profile while also having the possibility to add their own comments to the shared message.

the analysis. The data were analysed by using a combination of qualitative analysis and 

use of corpus tools. 

The qualitative analysis draws mainly on a theory of cohesion in a language set by M. 

A. K. Halliday and Ruqaiya Hasan in their publication “Cohesion in English” (Halliday, 

Hasan, “Cohesion in English”) which serves as a framework for the analysis. However, 

there have been many other linguists contributing to both cohesion and lexical cohesion 

in the English language whose studies and views on the subject are also taken into 

account in the thesis. So even though the cohesive ties of reiteration and collocation are 

mainly understood in terms of Halliday and Hasan’s theory and the analysis is based 

mainly on their definition and understanding of these phenomena, the overall 

understanding of it is not limited only to their theory. Where Halliday and Hasan’s 

theory was not sufficient enough for understanding of the concept, it was complemented 

by studies of such linguists as Hoey (“Patterns of Lexis in Text”), Sinclair (“Corpus, 

Concordance, Collocation”), or Baker (“In Other Words”). The qualitative analysis 

observes the occurrences of lexical cohesion (reiteration and collocation) in the data, 

describes them and comments on their role in the data which is subsequently subjected 

to interpretation. 

The second method employed by the analysis is the use of corpus tools. This method 

complements the qualitative analysis and helps to ensure an efficient work and a better 

understanding of the data. For the purposes of the thesis, the analysis uses an 

application called KWords which was specifically designed to help during textual 

analyses.  

This web application is a part of the Czech National Corpus and is publicly accessible to 

anyone to use, no registration necessary. The application enables its users to analyse a 

text of their choice with one of the reference corpora offered by the application. There 

are three options of reference corpora from which one can choose. When it comes to the 

English language, KWords offers a choice between the following corpora: British 

National Corpus (BNC), Corpus of Contemporary American English (COCA), and 

InterCorp - EN v8. For the purposes of the analysis, the corpus COCA was chosen as a 

reference corpus. COCA is the only large, genre-balanced corpus of American English 

and contains more than one billion words of text from eight genres (“Corpus of 

Contemporary American English (COCA)“). Because the result of any analysis is 
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always influenced by the choice of the reference corpus, COCA was chosen in order to 

be able to observe whether Trump’s written discourse differs from the everyday use of 

American English and if it does, then in what ways. The application enables a 

comparison of the chosen data sample with what frequently occurs in large number of 

texts of different kinds. Furthermore, KWords disposes of yet another function and that 

is a function called “multi-word analysis” which enables a comparison of one’s two data 

sets / texts, with no reference corpus necessary. This way, it is possible to observe not 

only the difference between discourse of a chosen text(s) and a particular reference 

corpus but also whether there is a difference in language use between one’s data sets / 

texts. The analysis used this function to determine whether there is any difference in 

Trump’s language use in the beginnings of the presidential campaign (Data set 1) and 

the language use by the end of it, close to the Election Day (Data set 2). 

Once the data are inserted, the application starts the analysis. Its main goal is to identify 

all the key words in the inserted text(s) by comparing relative frequencies of the words 

occurring in these texts with the ones from the selected reference corpus. That means 

that the results of the application’s analysis of the text will yield the most prominent 

words (highlighted in a red colour), words which appear significantly more often in the 

text one chose to analyse than in the reference corpus. Together with the key words, this 

application enables the observation of thematic frequencies (highlighted in a yellow 

colour) throughout the text, number of types and tokens in the text, distribution of the 

words, keyword links and concordance.  

The analysis used the application not only to detect the key words in the data, but also 

to determine the repetitiveness present in the data by using the function of types and 

tokens count. It was also used as a tool in observing the frequency of single lexical 

items in the data. Furthermore, in the collocation analysis, it served as a way to 

determine the most frequent collocates of the key words in the data and to observe the 

structure of links between pairs of lexical items across Tweets. The function 

“concordance” then enabled a more detailed observation of the immediate lexical 

environment of an item. The qualitative analysis and the use of the application KWords 

are employed in both the reiteration analysis and the collocation analysis, 

complementing each other. 
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The analysis can be found in the second part of the thesis, following the theoretical part, 

and it is divided into two main parts – reiteration analysis (see Chapter 5.1) and 

collocation analysis (see Chapter 5.3), both followed by a discussion part. However, the 

analysed data were also used to complement the theoretical part of the thesis where 

necessary, providing a demonstration of how Trump works with the language and what 

he does with it in such a particular kind of communication as is Tweeting. The results 

yielded by the analysis were then subjected to interpretation in order to find out the 

communicative intention behind the message; that is, what is it that Trump tried to 

achieve by using language, in this case the cohesive tools, in such a way. The 

interpreted results from the analysis are then summarised and discussed in the 

conclusion of the thesis. 

3. Defining Genre 

This chapter describes typical characteristics of Twitter communication which differ 

from other types of written communication and thus create a genre on its own, with its 

own specificities. 

Kress defines genre as “conventionalized forms of texts which reflect the functions and 

goals involved in particular social occasions as well as the purposes of the participants 

in them” (Hatim and Mason, 69). Genre could be seen as sort of an additional level of 

context. And in order to analyse and interpret a text, any text correctly, it is important to 

understand this context of a text (together with the context in which the text was 

written), as well as the genre (and register) it represents since it motivates the patterns 

of cohesion in the text and their realisation. Because, as Baker maintains, “in every 

language there will be conventional associations between certain linguistic patterns and 

certain inferable meanings” (240).  Hatim and Mason see a great importance in the 

context of text creation and in the genre of a text as well, claiming that “context (social 

occasions) is reflected in genre which is then expressed in discourse” (71). 

Particular genres are defined by certain conventions to which a writer makes appeal in 

order to engage a reader and which are assumed to be common knowledge. There will 

always be a set of assumptions in people’s minds, together with certain expectations 

when it comes to a particular genre. These assumptions include certain expectations 

about the form of the text, the purpose, place, time, participants and the probable 
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content of the text. Such assumptions are culturally set and their violation can represent 

a cause of confusion and maybe even misunderstanding. The concept of genre is also a 

determining factor in the work of a translator and it plays a significant role in the 

process of transfer between semiotic systems of the source language and the target 

language and has a great influence over translator’s decisions. 

3.1  Twitter 

The microblogging site Twitter emerged in 2006 and was widely popularised during the 

years of 2008 and 2009 when the number of user accounts exponentially increased 

together with media attention. On the political scene, it gained its popularity mainly 

because of the former American president Barack Obama, sometimes referred to as 

“America’s First Social Media President” (“Obama White House Social Media 

Archive”) who, as one of the first politicians, used this platform as a main tool in his 

2008 presidential campaign and made it a legitimate communication channel on the 

political scene. He also launched the official Twitter account of the President of the 

United States @POTUS44 Tweeting “Hello, Twitter! It's Barack. Really! Six years in, 

they're finally giving me my own account“ (May 18 2015, 5:38PM, Tweet). And even 

though he is no longer the Head of the USA, as a former president, he still uses his 

political influence on Twitter and he still is an active Twitter user. “We have the 

opportunity to elect a leader who will unify this nation. And that leader is @JoeBiden. 

We don't have a moment to waste. http://iwillvote.com/obama“ (@BarackObama, 

October 8 2020, 11:30PM, Tweet).  

Twitter had been used by politicians even before Obama’s campaign, however, it was 

after his campaign, that it has been adopted by many other politicians, using it to spread 

their propaganda and make themselves more visible to a wider audience. In a relatively 

short period of time, Twitter has become an important member of social media with 

approx. 340 million users sending 500 million Tweets per day from whom 186 million 

users are active daily (last updated 10/10/2020) (“Twitter by the Numbers“). Twitter 

users include celebrities, politicians, various corporations as well as “ordinary” people. 

At the time of writing this paper (2020/2021), Twitter was currently ranked in the first 

20 most popular social media platforms worldwide, alongside with Facebook, YouTube, 

Tik Tok and others (Clement, J., “Most Used Social Media 2020).

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According to Twitter’s web page Twitter Inc., the purpose of Twitter is to “serve the 

public conversation and to ensure that all people can participate in the public 

conversation freely and safely” (“Company”, Twitter Inc.). The site represents basically 

a stream of short messages ranging from everyday life thoughts to breaking news or just 

shared links, images or videos, which are being constantly updated.  

The main principle according to which Twitter works is fairly simple. A person with a 

Twitter account can post short messages (Tweets) on the platform about what topic (s)he 

decides to. There is a limit to how many Tweets can be posted from one account which 

is currently 2400 Tweets per day (“About Twitter Limits”, Twitter Inc.). Twitter users 

are free to choose other users to follow, thus seeing their activity and Tweets on the 

platform, and each user has his/her own group of followers. There is no requirement of 

reciprocity, in other words, the user whom one starts to follow is not obligated in any 

way to reciprocate and vice versa. The number of followers a Twitter user has to a 

certain extent defines his/her popularity on the platform. If a user decides to follow 

someone, then (s)he can see and read the feed of that particular Twitter account. It is 

also possible to search Twitter using hashtags (#), a prominent feature of Twitter whose 

main function used to be to facilitate the retrieval of content from the site but its 

function has progressively changed over time and now it serves mainly as a guide to 

reader’s interpretations of messages posted on the platform. This fairly new function 

will be observed in a greater detail later on in the chapter. Another important feature 

worth mentioning is Retweeting which allows a user to repost another person’s Tweet, 

thus making the Tweet in question more visible and therefore increasing its impact. 

It is important to note that creating an account on Twitter does not cost anything and it 

is therefore freely accessible in almost every country around the world (with a few 

exceptions as is for example North Korea, China, etc.) to anyone who owns an 

electronic device. Users have a wide choice of possibilities of how to post or read 

Tweets ranging from the web, SMS to smartphones and other devices. Twitter provides 

its users with constant access and immediacy. Users can post their messages at any 

time, any day they choose and the content then becomes immediately available for other 

users to read, Retweet or to comment on.

The first Tweet from the two samples, even though posted late at night, received 1220K 

likes and was Retweeted 140K times which makes it the third most liked Tweet posted 

on the @realDonaldTrump account. The following Tweet seems to be written from the 

plane on Trump’s way across America to the state of Iowa, emphasising the previously 

mentioned fact that, having the right device at one’s disposal, one can Tweet or read 

Tweets on the Twitter platform anytime and practically from everywhere. 

3.2  Communication and Language Use on Twitter  

Twitter represents a platform with specific conventions which play a significant role in 

the way people interact with each other on it; shaping the form and style of their 

communication. Because of these conventions, the platform therefore favours certain 

use of language. “Even though no common consensus exists on the exact definition of 

genre, most classifications include considerations of the form, expected content, and 

intended communicative purpose. …An established genre within a community serves as 

a template for social interaction, shaping the communicative actions of members within 

the community.”( Sæbø, Øystein, 3) 

Although being a fairly new phenomenon and unconventional by nature, Twitter has its 

own particularities, conventions and rules which are to be respected by its users. It 

creates a particular environment in which users construct their messages and 

communicate with each other. By setting the rules, Twitter creates guidelines for a 

“special” kind of communication. 

According to Ott, Twitter, as a mode of communication, is defined by three key 

features: simplicity, impulsivity, and incivility (60). 

3.2.1. Simplicity 

Posts published and shared by the Twitter users, referred to as Tweets, are short 

messages with a character limitation imposed on them and they create the basis of the 

platform. In the beginnings of Twitter, this limitation was 140 characters per Tweet. 
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However, with the increasing number of users along with the popularity of the media, 

the available space character was in November 8th 2017 doubled from 140 to 280 

characters (Boot, Arnout B., et al.). Despite the increase of the available space 

character, users still have to be conscious about the limited space in which they 

construct their messages and adapt them to this particular condition respectively. This 

limitation then makes it rather difficult to produce communication of sophisticated and 

detailed messages and fundamentally decreases the possible complexity of the message. 

This way the users’ capacity to have a profound discussion is being undermined, and, 

subsequently, prevents them to think about issues and events in a more complex 

manner. A great deal of complex and smart ideas expressed on Twitter then often have 

to be simplified in a one way or another in order to fit in the limited space. This space 

limitation then has an impact on the structure of the message, its content, and sometimes 

even word forms, which then favours the use of various abbreviations and acronyms to 

fit as much information as possible into such a limited space.  

There are several good examples demonstrating Twitter’s restrictions on the character 

limit a Tweet should have in practice. One such example can be found and observed on 

Donald Trump’s account, as following: 

Data Sample 112a 

Joe Biden spent the last 47 years outsourcing your jobs, opening your borders, and sacrificing 

American blood and treasure in endless foreign wars. He is a diehard globalist who cares 

nothing for working people. He repeatedly tried to cut Medicare & Social Security. Biden 

was… 

Data Sample 113a 

… a cheerleader for NAFTA-sending your auto jobs to Mexico. He voted for China’s entry into 

the World Trade Organization – getting your industries to finance China’s rise. HALF of all 

Michigan auto manufacturing jobs WERE ELIMINATED after the Biden-Backed NAFTA and 

China… 

Data Sample 114a 

…Disasters. At every turn, Biden twisted his knife into the back of Michigan workers. In 2016, 

Michigan voted to FIRE this corrupt political establishment and you elected an outsider as 

President who is finally putting AMERICA FIRST! #VOTE #MAGA 
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Twitter would not allow Trump to write a longer Tweet than 280 characters so he, 

unwilling to shorten the message, had to divide it into three separate messages from 

which the first part, Data Sample 112a, was published at 3:03:32PM and the two 

remaining parts, Data Samples 113a and 114a, follow with one second delay, being both 

published at 3:03:33PM. This way Trump managed to include all the intended 

information into the message. However, being separated into three parts, the message 

still does not completely function as a whole and it seems to be rather looked at as three 

messages that have been tied up together. Such an assumption is also supported by the 

difference of likes and Retweets of every one of them. The first Tweet 112a received 

89K likes and was Retweeted 22K times, but when the two remaining Tweets are 

examined, there is observed a significant decrease in their popularity, with the Tweet 

113a having only 45K likes, 10K Retweets and the Tweet 114a with 46K and 10K 

Retweets. This may have several explanations, it can be either that the audience read the 

first part and did not really stayed interested enough to read the rest or just liked the idea 

expressed in the first part better than the ideas in the two following parts, or it can be 

neither and the reason may be completely different. Importantly, however, the fact that 

a Tweet is being treated as three separate messages by Twitter, seems to be encouraging 

the audience to do the same. 

This need for economy also gives rise to unconventional spellings, shortenings – 

“faves” as favourites (@MileyCyrus, 1 December 2020, 3:39AM, Tweet), contractions 

– “Dems” as for Democrats (Data Sample 256a), or “FREEZN SZN” for freezing 

season (@KimKardashian, December 22 2020, 5:08PM, Tweet), homophones – “Law 

& Order” (Data Sample 70), “gr8” for great (@Gr8FallsPark) or complete omissions of 

punctuations or in some case a part of speech altogether – “FEELING GREAT” (Data 

Sample 99), “who ready” (@rihanna, 25 September 2020, 8:09PM, Tweet). Even 

though these strategies decreased after the character limit change (CLC) (Boot, Arnout 

B., et al. ) and users can afford to construct longer, more complex sentences than they 

used to, the economy of language is still needed and has not disappeared from Twitter 

communication.  

Another space-saving efficient strategy is a practice of linking which is very common 

on the platform. Such practice consists of the writer simply redirecting the reader to 

another web page which has no character limitation and where the issue in question can 

be properly explained. Or, as another alternative, (s)he can Retweet some other user’s 
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message thus providing background information to his/her own Tweet, supporting 

his/her claim with another’s person argument or pointing to the importance of the issue 

discussed by showing it is a centre of interest.  

A further strategy, nowadays largely used on Twitter, is the use of hashtags. A hashtag 

is represented by a well-known symbol # followed by (a) word(s) or phrase and it has 

become a prominent feature of Twitter. It usually accompanies Tweets. It stands either 

before, or after the text, or it is incorporated into it. As it was already mentioned, the 

main function hashtags used to have on Twitter was that they served as metadata tags 

which made it possible to retrieve the content from the site. However, their function has 

shifted and today, their main function is to guide reader’s interpretations of Tweets. The 

information a hashtag contains may help the reader to derive both explicitly and 

implicitly communicated meaning. At the same time, it allows the writer to encapsulate 

the gist of the message or to emphasise its particular part(s) and draw reader’s attention 

to it. In this way, it can be observed what part(s) his/her own message the writer finds 

the most important or interesting and which (s)he wants the reader to remember. 

Together with its interpretational role, hashtags also play a stylistic role on Twitter, 

when facilitating the use of an informal, casual, and more personal style in mainly text-

based communication.  

Because of the character limitation, there is also not much space for providing 

contextual information explicitly in the Tweet so the writer has to trust the reader to be 

able to fill in any necessary background information in order to interpret the content of 

the Tweet correctly; that means in a way the writer intended it. By trusting their reader, 

the writer is revealing his/her confidence in the mutual understanding existing between 

him/her and the reader, thus creating a greater informality in the discourse and 

contributing to a casual conversation. Here, a hashtag can play a crucial role in guiding 

the reader towards the “correct” interpretation, originally intended by the writer and 

making the meaning more explicit and accessible to a wider range of readers, thus also 

enlarging the impact of that particular Tweet. 

3.2.2. Impulsivity 

Twitter users can Tweet virtually everywhere, no matter where they are and at any time. 

Twitter allows for its members to Tweet whenever they want to, even if they have 
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nothing particularly important to say. Posting a Tweet requires almost no effort at all 

which makes it a highly impulsive activity. Such an attitude can be also well observed 

on Donald Trump’s Tweets. He is known to be a very active user and it is not 

uncommon for him to post number of Tweets in a single hour. 

Data Sample 74, 7:00:58AM  

BEST V.A. EVER. 91%  APPROVAL RATING. VOTE! 

Data Sample 75, 7:02:03AM  

SPACE FORCE. VOTE! 

Data Sample 76, 7:04:00AM 

MASSIVE REGULATION CUTS. VOTE! 

Data Sample 77, 7:05:18AM  

PRO LIFE! VOTE! 

Data Sample 78, 7:07:04AM  

BETTER & CHEAPER HEALTHCARE. VOTE! 

Data Sample 79, 7:08:34AM  

PROTECT PREEXISTING CONDITIONS. VOTE! 

Data Sample 80, 7:10:26AM 

FIGHT THE CORRUPT FAKE NEWS MEDIA. VOTE! 

Data Sample 81, 7:12:53AM  

SAVE OUR SECOND AMENDMENT. VOTE! 

This example demonstrates that Trump was able to post 8 Tweets in 12 minutes. Even 

though the Tweets do not represent any long texts, it still does not seem enough time to 

reasonably think about the content of the message thus making it a rather impulsive 

decision on the part of the author (unless the author prepared the content of the Tweets 

in advance which would be then really difficult to find out). Such quick posting of 

Tweets might then be a result of a “genuine” impulsivity on the part of the author or an 
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elaborated move, something we could call “staged” impulsivity employed to create a 

call for action with the goal to agitate the reader and the voter.  

Other examples demonstrating author’s impulsivity in producing and posting a message 

may be observed. Tweets that are emotional and affective or Tweets which impulsively 

respond to someone else’s Tweet, comment(s) or behaviour could be also viewed as 

impulsive, as for example in Data Sample 151 below. 

Data Sample 151 

Wear your mask in the “beauty” parlor, Nancy! https://t.co/z3JAxwrXTi 

This Tweet represents a sarcastic comment referring to the current speaker of the United 

States House of Representatives Nancy Pelosi and her positive attitude towards wearing 

a mask in order to prevent spreading of the virus Covid-19; a behaviour Trump does not 

agree with and often mocks, viewing it as a sign of fear and stupidity. Ott argues that 

emotionally charged Tweets like this “tend to be Retweeted more often and more 

quickly compared to neutral ones” (Ott, Brian L, 61). Such claim seems to be supported 

by the previously stated example which was Retweeted 47K times which, compared 

with the rest of the data samples, is one among the highest numbers in the whole Data 

set 1. 

However, it is important to note that Twitter also allows its users to take advantage of a 

particular function called “Schedule” which enables Twitter users to schedule the exact 

day and time when their Tweet should be posted and the operation is then done 

automatically. All the user has to do is to write the message and select the date of its 

planned publishing and the Schedule will do the rest. In this way a user can plan for 

several Tweets to be published at the same hour so one cannot be completely sure 

whether the Tweets published in a short amount of time are a product of impulsivity or 

a decision planned well in advance. 

3.2.3. Incivility 

The last key feature of communication on Twitter as defined by Ott is incivility (60). 

This last feature is closely connected with the previously mentioned key feature of 

Twitter communication - impulsivity. When a writer tends to be impulsive, producing 

emotionally charged message, (s)he does not think about it twice and posts the message 
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straight away. Then it can happen that the message may seem impolite, insulting or 

otherwise offensive to certain readers. Donald Trump is certainly one of the Twitter 

users who is very direct and does not seem to care very much whether he is being polite 

or not. 

Data Sample 161  

Because I’ve beaten him and his very few remaining clients so much, and so badly, that he has 

become a blathering idiot. He failed with John McCain and will fail again with all others. He is 

a total loser. 

Data Sample 205 

He’s been a wacko for years, and everyone knows it. The Lamestream Media is stuck with him 

and they are just now trying to clean up his act. Notice how all of bad things, like his very low 

IQ, are no longer reported? Fake News! #MAGA  

It can be also observed that Trump has made up “nicknames” to certain people/things, 

usually his main rivals, and he often refers to them in depreciative terms as for example 

“Sleepy Joe”, “the Fake News”, “Lamestream Media”, “Crazy Bernie”, “Crazy Nancy 

Pelosi”, “Crooked Hillary”, or a “Washington Swamp” making the rest of the Tweet 

impolite. 

Language on Twitter is decidedly informal and rather casual which often goes hand in 

hand with a lack of concern with proper grammar and style of a message, thus 

undermining norms which usually enforce civility. However, this is not only a problem 

of Twitter but the phenomenon of incivility can be observed on many social platforms, 

including Facebook or Instagram (not only in posts, but very often in comments as 

well). Such practice may be caused by the fact that it is much easier to act rude, to say 

something insulting about someone else when that particular person is not physically 

present. There is a general agreement that the long distance-communication and the 

factor of anonymity contribute to the rudeness and incivility but a very decisive factor 

can also be “a lack of eye contact that allows us to be particularly rude to people” 

(Wallace, Plata, Is Social Media Making Us Ruder?). 

It is true that Twitter may have some characteristics corresponding to already existing, 

established genres, however, the platform as a whole, with its specific format and 

language, constitutes a new unique genre. Even though Twitter can still be considered 
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as a fairly new medium, some instances supporting such claim can already be observed 

as it is for example in the case of a new genre called Twitterature 

(“TWITTERATURE”), amalgamation of Twitter and literature which is based on the 

premise of Twitter being a genre on its own. This Twitterature offers readers great 

works of literature but presented through the voice of Twitter, thus stripping these 

works to its essence and presenting them in a simple, fragmented language of Twitter. 

The founders of Twitterature see this union with Twitter as an advantage, claiming that 

“it provides everything you need to master the literature of the civilised world, while 

relieving you of the burdensome task of reading it” (“TWITTERATURE”). In this 

example, Twitter is treated as a genre in itself while the authors of Twitterature take the 

most distinctive characteristics of Twitter and use them to “modify” the great works of 

literature, and by using the language of Twitter, make them shorter and easier to read, 

thus making it accessible to a wider audience. 

3.3.  Tweeting on Twitter 

Writing a message on Twitter is not as simple as it may sound. An account on Twitter 

can have thousands, even millions or more followers of different ages, genders, social 

and educational background, different cultures, opinions or languages who make up the 

audience reading whatever message appears on that particular account. These multiple 

audiences are usually thought about as separate groups, however, on Twitter they 

coexist in a single social context. The writer almost always has a certain target audience 

in mind for which (s)he adapts his/her message. However, when the writer is a 

politician, this target audience gets much wider as (s)he tries to appeal to as many 

potential voters as possible, hence has to try to construct his/her message in a way to 

take into account all these different audiences. In the end, (s)he writes the Tweet with a 

though that it can be read by almost anybody.  

Twitter allows for celebrity practices, adopted also by politicians, who are now often 

well-known public personas next to famous singers or actors. Marwick and Boyd 

suggest that such practices “involve negotiating these multiple audiences to successfully 

maintain face and manage impressions” (145). They claim that Twitter allows its users 

to create a sense of closeness and familiarity between themselves and their followers 

(147). With short, fragmented messages, and users freely commenting on each other’s 
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messages, Twitter seems to be constructed in a way that resembles a real-life 

conversation. It offers a casual, familiar environment which had been embraced by a 

number of its users for whom Twitter has a social function, rather than a function of 

sharing meaningful information and they tend to use it to reinforce their connections 

and maintain social bonds. To add to such a practice, users often tend to post pictures or 

videos and/or address rumours and share personal opinions and information. 

3.4  Donald J. Trump on Twitter 

Generally speaking, Trump is a very controversial figure in the American society and in 

the world, and he draws a lot of attention to himself. This controversy is partly created 

by his activity on Twitter and by the content of Tweets he keeps posting. He is known 

to be quite an impulsive Twitter user who often does not bother to verify the 

information he is posting4. 

Trump joined Twitter in March 2009 (@realDonaldTrump, Twitter Inc.) with an 

account @realDonaldTrump that has at the moment of writing this thesis (2020/2021) 

and when he still is the American President approximately over 88,6 million followers 

(@realDonaldTrump, Twitter Inc.) which makes his account the 7th most followed 

Twitter account in the world (Clement, J., “Twitter: Most Followers 2020.”); when he 

follows only 51 other accounts (@realDonaldTrump, Twitter Inc.). This places him 

among one of the most popular Twitter accounts and imparts him quite a significant 

impact on a large number of people not only in America, but also around the whole 

world.  

The impact of Twitter as media is certainly undeniable. Statistics of 2020 show that 

71% of Twitter users say they use the network to get their news (“Twitter by the 

Numbers“). That means that Twitter is used as a source of information by a large 

amount of its users. Therefore, the platform is probably considered to be trustworthy 

even though a large part of what is presented on Twitter are rather personal opinions on 

something, sharing of personal experience, advertisements of all kinds, or just giving 

advice; all generally rather subjective phenomena. However, such users seem to 

 
4 The practice Twitter started dealing with by adding a note to the Tweets which have been judged to 

contain disputable information thus drawing reader’s attention to the fact that the claim in the Tweet has 

not yet been verified and therefore does not have to be necessarily truthful. 
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uncritically accept Twitter as their principal source of news, together with information 

about public affairs. It is of course possible that these 71% of Twitter users will later 

verify their information gained on Twitter but we cannot know that for certain. What is 

important is that they go on Twitter for similar purposes as other people may go to buy 

newspapers in the morning; not for entertainment, but to get their information. Lately, it 

can be also observed in the news on television or even in various articles on the internet, 

in journals or newspapers, that Tweets of famous Twitter users such as politicians or 

celebrities are being quoted and often presented as a personal statement of that 

particular person to an issue discussed by the particular media. Such a practice boosts 

Twitter’s influence, and therefore influence of its users such as Donald Trump. 

Since Barack Obama’s campaign in 2008, Twitter has become a commonplace for 

political campaigns and politicians often try to attract new voters on this very platform. 

In doing so, they take advantage of its popularity, its immediacy of the communication, 

and easy accessibility. On the top of that, Twitter is economically favourable for 

politicians who do not have to spend millions of dollars in order to promote themselves 

on the platform. Using Twitter, politicians are also able to reach to more (and often 

younger) voters. Trump skilfully uses Twitter as a strategic tool to gain and enhance his 

political power as well as to promote his own persona. According to Twitter stats 

@realDonaldTrump is a casual user, with an average 7-10 Tweets per day (Gounari, 

Panayota, 217). However, this number is very often much higher, especially during 

presidential election, when in his 2020 campaign he was able to post a Tweet or 

Retweet someone else’s message almost every hour or even manage to post several of 

them in that hour or in a few minutes (to this day (12.12.2020), he posted 59,1K 

Tweets) (@realDonaldTrump, Twitter Inc.).   

In 2016’s presidential election, Trump won over Hilary Clinton and became the 45th 

American President, mainly owing to social media, especially to Twitter where he led a 

great part of his campaign. In this way, he was able to reach to thousands of Americans, 

creating a seemingly close relationship with them by making his Tweets sound as if 

“they were directly from him” (actually one cannot be sure when Trump is Tweeting 

himself or when it is done by a member of his staff, even though there were a few

studies5 trying to determine different authors contributing to Trump’s account). Hillary 

Clinton, on the other hand, did not use Twitter on such a scale and got completely 

overshadowed by Trump’s interminable wave of constant Tweet posting. This approach 

adopted by Trump turned out to be highly successful and he, since then, has stayed loyal 

to his Twitter account (even though less active during his presidency than he was during 

the election). In 2020, with another upcoming presidential election, he decided to 

reproduce what happened in 2016 and chose social media, with an emphasis on Twitter 

again, for a large part of his political campaign. 

4. Cohesion in English 

This chapter first defines cohesion, sets out its key parameters, and explains the concept 

of text and the role of cohesion in its construction. It then discusses the distinction 

between grammatical and lexical cohesion and introduces cohesive ties distinguished by 

Halliday and Hasan in their seminal study (“Cohesion in English”). Focus is developed 

on lexical cohesion - reiteration, collocation - as these stand in the centre of interest of 

the thesis and are subject to the analysis.  

4.1. Text 

There have been numerous definitions trying to pinpoint the concept of a text and to 

delimit it in some way. Mona Baker conceptualises text as having “features of 

organization which distinguish it from non-text, that is, from a random collection of 

sentences and paragraphs” (122). Halliday and Hasan describe it as “any passage, 

spoken or written, of whatever length, that does form a unified whole” (1). What is 

certain is that a text is not just a string of unrelated sentences; it is not a grammatical 

unit, something comparable to a sentence, but differing in size. Text is a unit of 

language in use; it is a unit of meaning. In other words, text is a semantic unit realised 

in a form of sentences connected to each other.

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Naturally, there are different kinds of text with different kinds of organisation. The 

organisation of a text depends on the language and culture in which the text is being 

produced. Every text exhibits certain linguistic features. These assist the reader in 

making connections between sentences and paragraphs, and they unify the information 

flow as it permeates through the body of the text; something which Halliday and Hasan 

call “texture” and argue that this texture is what makes text a text (2). Notably, it is 

through cohesion that texture is maintained and managed (ibid.) and texts are created to 

serve their purpose. 

4.2. Cohesion  

The expression of semantic unity of a text lies in the cohesion existing between the 

sentences composing the text. Cohesion ties a text together and makes it a coherent unit.  

Cohesion lies in the relation set up by two (related) elements in a text, and “occurs when 

the interpretation of some element in the discourse is dependent on that of another” 

(Halliday, Hasan, 4). In simple terms, cohesion is everywhere in a text where any item 

requires making reference to some other item. From these two elements one 

(presupposing element) presupposes the other (presupposed element) in a sense that the 

presupposing element could not be properly decoded without the reference to the 

presupposed element. In other words, the interpretation of the one element is dependent 

on a reference to the other. Such dependency of two elements on each other is realised 

by a “cohesive tie” (Halliday, Hasan, 3). 

Cohesive relations between elements of a text can be realised both within and among 

sentences. However, in the analysis, the main focus is on the cohesive ties realised 

across sentence boundaries since they are more interesting for the purposes of the 

analysis. Moreover, they are the only source of texture compared to a sentence, within 

which there can be found structural relations as well. It is also important to note that 

texture can vary through text. In some parts of a text there can be dense clusters of 

cohesive ties whereas in others the texture can be loose. The texture is a matter of more 

or less, not a matter of all or nothing; whether it is a conscious decision of the writer or 

not.  

The genre a text falls under is also a significant influence in the text creation (see in 

Chapter 3). The way in which the cohesive ties between the textual elements are 
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signalled reflects genre-specific properties of the text. Therefore, it can be presumed 

that the genre and the way in which the cohesive ties are being used are intertwined. It 

is then important to bear in mind to what kind of genre the text belongs while analysing 

it because every genre has certain conventions which eventually have an impact on the 

ties between parts on the text. It can be subsequently presupposed that, given the fact 

that the type of communication on Twitter is still a fairly new phenomenon (which, as 

the thesis argues in the Chapter 3, gives rise to a new specific genre), the use of 

cohesive ties and the type of cohesive ties being used, will differ to some degree from 

that of the well-established genres in English speaking cultures. 

Cohesion ensures the connectedness, intelligibility and it contributes to the coherence of 

a text. Most linguists consider cohesive relations as signalling coherence and having an 

influence on it, hence also on the purposefulness of a text. Even though closely related 

and collaborative in nature, cohesion and coherence are two independent phenomena 

and it is important to distinguish them from each other. There certainly exists an 

interdependency between them, however, one must bear in mind that “cohesion is a 

property of text while coherence pertains to discourse” (Olga Dontcheva-Navratilova, 

11) and their collaboration consists of cohesion “fostering coherence as cohesive 

devices guide the reader in text processing”(Olga Dontcheva-Navratilova, 11). 

In their study of cohesion Halliday and Hasan argue that cohesion is expressed partly 

through grammar (grammatical cohesion) and partly through the vocabulary (lexical 

cohesion) (6). This division points to the fact that the connectedness in a text is a 

product of both the choice of grammatical linking words and the choice of vocabulary 

words (also together with the choice of tense and aspect which contribute to textual 

relations as well). They further develop the thought by distinguishing five cohesive ties 

in their study: reference, substitution, ellipsis, lexical cohesion (further divided into 

collocation and reiteration), and conjunction.  

Reference is defined as a property of certain items in a language, which instead of being 

interpreted semantically in their own right make reference to something else for their 

interpretation. Halliday and Hasan then further distinguish these elements into 

personals, demonstratives and comparatives (31).  

The cohesive relations of substitution and ellipsis are dealt with together when 

substitution is defined as a replacement of one item by another and ellipsis as the 
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omission of an item (88). The last cohesive relation distinguished by Halliday and 

Hasan is conjunction which is described as “rather different” in nature from the other 

cohesive relations and quite complicated to clearly classify in terms of cohesion. 

Conjunctive elements are presented as being cohesive not in themselves but indirectly, 

by virtue of their specific meanings (226). Halliday and Hasan further divide 

conjunctions into four types – additive, adversative, causal, and temporal (238-9). 

In their distinction, reference, substitution, and ellipsis all fall under the category of the 

grammatical cohesion given the fact that they involve closed systems; reiteration and 

collocation both belong under the category of lexical cohesion which involves an open-

ended choice; and, lastly, conjunction that is said to stand on the borderline between the 

two.  

Even though all cohesive ties represent important constituents of cohesion, create 

texture, and thus directly contribute to the making of a text, the thesis focuses 

exclusively on lexical cohesion, namely on the cohesive ties of reiteration and 

collocation. Hence the cohesive ties of reference, substitution, ellipsis, and conjunction 

are not part of the textual analysis undertaken by the thesis.  

4.2.1. Lexical Cohesion 

Alongside with the grammatical cohesion, lexical cohesion plays a crucial part in the 

text-binding process, achieving the cohesive effect by the appropriate selection of 

vocabulary and thus ensuring the intelligibility and coherence of a text. In other words, 

lexical cohesion is established at the lexico-grammatical level. It is important to note 

that for Halliday and Hasan the repetition of a lexical item is cohesive in its own right, 

whether or not there is identity of reference, or whether any referential relation exists 

between the two (319). This means that if a writer uses for instance a word “cat” several 

times and each occurrence of that word refers to a different cat than the previous one, 

the element still has a cohesive effect ensured by the repetition of the lexical form in the 

text. In their study of cohesion in English Halliday and Hasan further identify two types 

of lexical cohesion – lexical reiteration and lexical collocation (274 – 292). These two 

cohesive ties will be the subject of further observation in the following parts of the 

thesis. 
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4.2.1.1. Lexical Reiteration 

In the beginning of any text, in the first (few) sentence(s), words occur for the first time. 

However, very soon they start to recur, repeat as the text evolves, referring back to 

already mentioned elements, ensuring smooth information flow and connectedness of 

the text. This is what Halliday and Hasan call “lexical reiteration” (277).  

This form of lexical cohesion is based on repetition of a lexical item. It does not only 

include reiteration of the same lexical item but also the occurrence of a related item. The 

reiterated item, as Halliday and Hasan suggest, can appear in a form of a repetition of 

the same word, a synonym (or a near synonym), a superordinate or a general word. 

Michael Hoey in his work “Patterns of Lexis in Text” also adds antonymy (8) to the list 

of these instances of reiteration; a kind of reiteration which was found to be interesting 

for the purposes of the analysis.  As it was already mentioned in the previous section, it 

is not necessary for the two items to have the exactly same referent in order for them to 

be cohesive. When the two elements have an identical referent, it is usually being 

signalled by an anaphoric “the” accompanying the reiterated item. 

What all types of reiteration have in common is that they allow the writer to say 

something again so that something new may be added to it. This technique may be a 

result of various intentions of the writer (which will be discussed later on in the 

discussion part of the thesis) or it may be used unconsciously which usually happens 

mainly in spoken discourse when the speaker tends to use less rich vocabulary than in 

written discourse where (s)he has more time to think about the content and its 

presentation. 

However, simple as it may seem, lexical reiteration also brings along some difficulties. 

Such difficulties reside mainly in the assumption that lexical items retain the same 

meaning when they are repeated. This assumption is seriously questioned by Michael 

Hoey who points to the fact that “even when the whole sign is repeated, difference is 

introduced through the very fact of repetition, the accumulation of significance it 

entails, and the change effected by the different context in which it is placed” (53). The 

correctness of Hoey’s assumption could be also observed on numerous instances of 

recurring lexical items present in the data as documented and further discussed in the 

analysis (see Chapter 5.1). 
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4.2.1.1.1. Repetition of a single word / phrase 

The simple repetition of a word represents the most direct form of lexical cohesion. It 

refers to the link that may exist between two (or more) tokens of a type. A word 

considered a repetition of a preceding item in the text is a word with no great 

alterations. The lexical item can be repeated as a whole, with no morphological change 

(total repetition). 

Data Sample 27a 

A vote for Joe Biden is a vote for the biggest TAX HIKE in history, crushing regulations, 

slashing Medicare and Social Security, and abolishing American Energy. A vote for Biden is a 

vote for open borders, offshoring jobs, shredding the Second 

Amendment...https://t.co/lrveykMf4R 

Here the lexical item “vote” is repeated as a whole without any further change in its 

morphological form. 

Together with the total repetition, a partial repetition, where there is a slight change in 

the word’s morphological form, can be observed in a text. However, if there are some 

alterations in the repeated item, then one has to be able to explain these alterations in 

terms of a closed grammatical paradigm as illustrated on the two examples below. 

Data Sample 56a 

For half a century, Joe Biden has been outsourcing your jobs, opening your borders, and 

sacrificing American blood and treasure in endless foreign wars. Joe Biden is a corrupt 

politician—If Biden Wins, China Wins. When We Win, Florida Wins—and America Wins! 

https://t.co/UdqQqmxvL7  

Data Sample 331a 

Sleepy Joe Biden has vowed to ABOLISH the American oil and natural gas industries, and 

BAN fracking. Biden’s energy ban will send every state into crushing poverty, from Michigan, 

to Wisconsin to Arizona to Pennsylvania. https://t.co/gsFSghkmdM 

These two examples illustrate a partial repetition of a word which alters only in its 

grammatical form. In the Data Sample 56a, what alters is conjugation of the verb, 

shifting from the 3rd person singular to the 1st person plural. In the Data Sample 331a, a 

shift in grammatical category can be observed in a lexical item “ban”. This item in its 
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first occurrence in the text takes on a form of a verb which later on changes with its 

repetition when the repeated item takes on the form of a noun. The grammatical form of 

the words in both examples changes in this case, however, its lexical meaning remains 

unchanged. 

4.2.1.1.2. Synonymy / Near-synonymy 

In English, traditionally, synonymy is referred to when two different words share the 

same meaning. This kind of semantic overlap can be usually detected by applying a test 

of substitution; when a word can be substituted by another in a sentence without a 

change in meaning. Then these two words can be said to be synonymous as it can be 

observed in the following example. 

Data Sample 170a 

Last night, our Country’s brave warriors rescued an American hostage in Nigeria. Our Nation 

salutes the courageous soldiers behind the daring nighttime rescue operation and celebrates the 

safe return of yet another American citizen! 

Here, the adjectives “brave” and “courageous” have the exact same meaning thus are 

interchangeable in any context. However, the sameness of meaning between two words 

(synonyms) does not always have to be total (Halliday, Hasan, 278). If we look at the 

example again, the two nouns “warriors” and “soldiers” are here also both used to refer 

to the same referent, however, they are not so identical anymore as it was in the 

previous case with the two adjectives. According to the Oxford Advanced Learner’s 

Dictionary, “soldier” is a member of an army, especially one who is not an officer while 

“warrior” refers to a person (especially in the past) who fights in a battle or war. Such 

difference makes these two nouns near-synonyms; almost identical, but not completely. 

Finally, synonymy is a relation between meanings, so when a word has several 

meanings, it is then more than likely for it to have also several synonyms. The 

situational meaning of that word can be then only derived from the context and thus an 

appropriate synonym can be used. 
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4.2.1.1.3. Superordinate 

The relation of superordinate refers to a meaning which includes one or more other 

meanings. A superordinate is usually a word the meaning of which includes the 

meaning of another word or words. 

Data Sample 53 

Doctors, Nurses and ALL at the GREAT Walter Reed Medical Center, and others from likewise 

incredible institutions who have joined them, are AMAZING!!!Tremendous progress has been 

made over the last 6 months in fighting this PLAGUE. With their help, I am feeling well! 

In this Tweet, the word “institutions” is a superordinate of the “Walter Reed Medical 

Center” in that, that “Walter Reed Medical Center” can be described as a kind of an 

institution and as such falls under this particular category. The relation between these 

two lexical items helps to structure the text and contributes to the lexical cohesion. 

4.2.1.1.4. General noun 

Halliday and Hasan also include to the list of kinds of reiteration general nouns. They 

define them as a “small set of nouns having generalized reference within the major noun 

classes” (274). The class of general nouns stands on the borderline of the lexical and the 

grammatical cohesion. From a lexical point of view, general nouns can be seen as a kind 

of superordinates of major sets of words, for instance nouns referring to humans (boy, 

girl, people, guy), inanimate objects (thing), or places (place). Such words are usually 

very vague, often used when the writer / speaker (they are mostly used in the spoken 

language) cannot think of a more concrete word. 

Data Sample 220a 

When I originally became your all time favorite President, the Great State of Michigan was 

hemorrhaging car companies and jobs. Plants were closing and moving to Mexico, and other 

places. No new plants for decades. I stopped the moves, & now many plants are and have been 

built... 
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Data Sample 221a 

...The place was a mess and would have lost much more business if I hadn’t come along. Many 

new plants are starting. Foreign countries and companies now treat the USA, and Michigan, 

with respect. Big jobs plans. Please remember this when you go to cast your very important 

vote! 

In this Tweet (one longer message divided by Twitter into two Tweets because of the 

character limitation), Trump used several general nouns to include as much as possible 

without having to give any specific examples while, by using such a lexical item, 

ensuring the connectedness of the text. 

4.2.1.1.5. Antonymy 

Even though it is not officially a part of the Halliday and Hasan’s types of reiteration, 

antonymy was considered to be an important cohesive tie and an interesting element for 

the purposes of the analysis and so it was added to the list. 

Antonymy stands for the semantic relation between the lexical items of opposite 

meanings which also creates and/or enhances cohesive effect in a text. It is important to 

note that antonymy is variable, in other words that it depends on the context. 

Data Sample 55a 

This election is a choice between the AMERICAN DREAM and a SOCIALIST NIGHTMARE. 

Our opponents want to turn America into Communist Cuba or Socialist Venezuela. As long as I 

am President, America will NEVER be a socialist Country! https://t.co/gsFSgh2KPc 

In this example, the writer puts the two phrases “AMERICAN DREAM” and 

“SOCIALIST NIGHTMARE” into opposition, thus creating an antonymous relation 

between them in this particular context. 

4.2.1.2. Lexical Collocation 

In their study, Halliday and Hasan also distinguished a second element contributing, 

together with reiteration, to lexical cohesion of a text. The second element is 

represented by lexical collocation which, as they argue, helps to tie the text together and 

https://t.co/gsFSgh2KPc
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ensures its coherence and intelligibility (284). This subchapter focuses on the definition 

and description of this cohesive tool and on how it works in a text. 

There is no unitary opinion among linguists when it comes to defining collocation. No 

wonder that Halliday and Hasan regarded it in their study as “the most problematical 

part of cohesion” (284). There are many ways of understanding it and many points of 

view being adopted since its introduction into linguistics by a British linguist J.R. Firth 

(since then, the interest in collocation has increased substantially, especially with the 

arrival of computer corpora).  

Firth sees collocation as co-occurrence of words in a text when the meaning of the one 

word is determined by the others co-occurring with it, in other words “you shall know a 

word by the company it keeps” (195). Later on, Sinclair and Halliday elaborated on this 

definition when Sinclair described collocation as part of the idiom principle6, placing it 

into opposition with the open-choice principle, saying that words do not occur at 

random in a text, and implying that many words have tendency to attract certain words, 

creating pairs, collocates (109-110). The present thesis uses mainly Halliday and 

Hasan’s definition of collocation. In their study, they see it as a “kind of lexical 

cohesion that is achieved through the association of lexical items that regularly co-

occur” (284). 

But how can it be that a lexical item attracts only a certain number of other lexical 

items? Why for example a noun “ending” attracts the adjective “happy” and not, let’s 

say “merry” or “joyous”? It is generally believed that the world that surrounds us is, to 

some extent, reflected in the language organisation and thus makes it less random than it 

would be expected to be. Sinclair argues that “things which occur physically together 

have a stronger chance of being mentioned together” (110) but, at the same time, he 

admits that even though that might be an explanation for creation of some collocations, 

“there are many ways of saying things, many choices within language that have little or 

nothing to do with the world outside” (110).  

 
6 Sinclair is credited with 2 models of interpretation. “The Open-Choice Principle” allows one to see the 

language text as the reset of a very large number of complex choices when the only restraint is 

grammaticalness. It is also called a “slot.and-filler” model seeing texts as series of slots which can be 

filled by choosing from lexicon. The second, opposing model is the “Idiom Principle” according to which 

a language user has at her/his disposition a number of semi-constructed phrases that constitute single 

choices, even though they might appear to be analysable into segments (109 – 110). 
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Sometimes a collocation may be “writer-specific” or “genre-specific”, created for a 

certain purpose and appearing only in particular contexts. Such collocations are not 

numerous and they are not usually widely used unless they get adopted by others (the 

readers / hearers). Once they start to be frequently used, they become conventional. 

Notably, the co-occurrence of certain lexical items was in such instances initially 

chosen by the author in order to fulfil a certain communicative goal; therefore their 

combination is not coincidental and it is usually well thought through. However, for 

most collocations, it is difficult to determine why certain lexical items choose the 

company in which they occur. In general, collocations are commonly believed to be 

arbitrary, meaning that there is, for example, really no particular reason for the noun 

“ending” to collocate with the adjective “happy” and not with the adjective “joyous”.  

This is to a large degree a result determined by a coincidental lexical selection, which, 

over time, has become entrenched in language, rendering the collocation conventional 

and widely used. 

It is important to emphasise that for Halliday and Hasan this tendency for lexical items 

to co-occur together is mainly a feature of lexical cohesion and collocation is seen as a 

cohesive tie contributing to the connectedness of a text. Such cohesion is then ensured 

by the expectation of one of the items from the collocation that the other will follow. 

Halliday and Hasan’s definition of collocation may seem rather general at first, however 

they elaborate on it in their study, explaining that the semantic association is achieved 

when the concerned lexical items have tendency to share the same lexical environment, 

which constitutes the cohesive effect. In other words, any two lexical items which tend 

to appear in similar contexts will generate some cohesive force. Such an example could 

be observed in the Data Sample 156 on such a pair of lexical like items as “funds” and 

“money”. 

However, this effect is not limited to only a pair of words but can be observed to form 

long cohesive chains with words sharing the same semantic field as it is in the following 

example. 

Data Sample 53 

Doctors, Nurses and ALL at the GREAT Walter Reed Medical Center, and others from likewise 

incredible institutions who have joined them, are AMAZING!!!Tremendous progress has been 

made over the last 6 months in fighting this PLAGUE. With their help, I am feeling well! 
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Here the chain constitutes lexical items such as “doctors” – “nurses” – “Medical 

Center” – “institution” and maybe even the “plague” when one treats it primarily as a 

kind of illness which is usually being treated in hospitals. Such chain creates a specific 

semantic field which consequently may activate particular notions and which is likely to 

already target particular groups.  

However, if one does not focus only on one Tweet, then in Data Samples 62 and 86 it is 

possible to track a chain of semantic continuity created through the use of the word 

“hospital”. 

Consensus on what qualifies as collocation and what is termed merely a free word 

combination has therefore still not been reached. For Halliday and Hasan however, the 

debate seems to be quite straightforward. They see a cohesive connection between any 

pair of lexical items (or between multiple lexical items) that share some recognisable 

lexicosemantic relation. According to this statement, synonyms like “courageous” – 

“brave”7, near synonyms like “soldier” – “warrior”8, superordinates like “act of 

terrorism” – “attack”9, or pairs of opposites such as “American Dream” – “Socialist 

Nightmare”10 are considered not only a kind of repetition but to be sharing a collocation 

relation between each other.  

4.2.1.2.1. Cohesive force 

When referring to collocation, the reference automatically includes the notion of 

relationship between (at least) two lexical items co-occurring together in a language. 

This pair of lexical items consists of two components in a hierarchical relationship – a 

base (a semantically independent word) and a collocate (an item semantically 

dependent more or less on the base with which it collocates). The base and the collocate 

are then connected to each other by a certain cohesive force. The strength of that force 

can significantly vary across collocations, distinguishing between restricted collocations 

and free collocations.

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Free collocations are considerably transparent and not institutionalised pairs of lexical 

items when both the base and the collocate are usually used in their literal sense as can 

be observed (even twice) in Data Sample 109 on collocations “make an offer” and “a 

generous offer”. These collocations usually do not pose any problems during their 

interpretation and a subsequent translation. 

Restricted collocations on the other hand are more complicated in terms of their 

interpretation and that is because of their specialised or figurative meaning as in “pay 

respect” (Data Sample 86). Since one lexical item from the pair (in here the verb “pay”) 

is not usually used in its literal sense in such collocation, they are not fully 

compositional and may pose some problems in translation. However, these collocations 

are still partly compositional with one lexical item usually used in its literal meaning 

and not completely opaque as it can be observed in idioms such as “kick the bucket” 

whose overall meaning widely differs from the meanings of its constitutive parts. 

But how is it possible that the cohesive force can vary so significantly across 

collocations? Again, there are many opinions but what most linguists seem to agree to 

be a decisive element in terms of the strength of the cohesive force between the lexical 

items in a text is frequency with which the pair appears in a language. 

Each co-occurrence of a pair of lexical items contributes to the strengthening of the 

cohesive force between them. A frequently repeated co-occurrence of certain items 

represents an indication that the collocation is being entrenched in the language and, 

over time, it can become conventionalised in it. There can arise new co-occurrences of 

lexical items in a language but they can become conventionalised collocations only if 

they are being frequently used in texts and/or spoken discourse. In this way, when a 

reader frequently reads/hears a co-occurrence of certain lexical items (s)he 

unconsciously starts to associate these two elements with each other and when coming 

across one of the lexical items from the pair (s)he expects for the other one to follow. In 

the beginning, these co-occurrences may be only context-dependent, meaning that they 

could be observed only in certain texts; however, the more frequent they become, the 

less they are dependent on the context and their usage becomes more general. 

But even though most linguists have agreed on the fact that frequency is a significant 

factor determining the strength of cohesive force between the base and the collocate, 

their views seem to differ when it comes to the distance between the collocating items 
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in a language. In computational linguistics, it is often worked with a span 3-5 when 

searching for collocations in a corpus. According to Sinclair, a maximum of 4 words 

can intervene between the base and its collocate. On the other hand, there have been 

linguists arguing that collocation should be observed not only in the limited space of a 

single sentence, but across text as well. The semantically-related chains of lexical items 

were already mentioned previously in the chapter (see in 4.2.1.2.). Taking it even 

further, Firth recommended that, when it comes to spoken discourse, a proper analysis 

should be extended and should include also the utterances of preceding and following 

speaker. Whatever recommendation one chooses to follow in his/her analysis, it is clear 

that collocations do not appear only within the boundaries of a sentence but can be 

easily observed to work also across sentences as may be demonstrated in the following 

example on the pair of lexical items “fail” – “loser” whose connection stretches across 

sentence boundaries. 

Data Sample 161 

Because I’ve beaten him and his very few remaining clients so much, and so badly, that he has 

become a blathering idiot. He failed with John McCain and will fail again with all others. He is 

a total loser. @MarshaBlackburn is a Tennessee Star, a highly respected WINNER! 

https://t.co/SxUzvwIHxT 

In this example it can be observed that, similarly to the semantically-related chains, 

collocation is not limited to the boundaries of a sentence but works across the discourse 

as well, contributing to the information flow and to an overall intelligibility of the text. 

4.2.1.2.2. Typology 

There have been many attempts to distinguish collocations into various types, which, 

however, very often differ from linguist to linguist. Earlier in this chapter (see Chapter 

4.2.1.2.1), the distinction between free and restricted collocation was made in order to 

illustrate the difference in cohesive force between the co-occurring lexical items. Some 

linguists also mention “conventional collocations” (Mona Baker, “In Other Words”) 

which are considered to be combinations of lexical items mostly used in typical 

situations of people’s everyday lives. These collocations are familiar to the native 

speaker and thus enable him/her to draw on his/her experience so that (s)he knows what 

to expect and in this way they ensure the smoothness of the conversational flow.

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As already mentioned before (see Chapter Lexical Collocation), some collocations may 

be only context/genre/author-specific. These collocations are very interesting for the 

purposes of the thesis. Certain words are more frequent in certain contexts; writers, 

being creative, are able and often do create new, unusual word combinations in their 

texts, sometimes even coin new word forms. It should then come as no surprise that the 

same can be applied for collocations. A Czech linguist František Čermák talks about 

“individual collocations” (12), collocations which do not appear frequently in texts, 

which are often metaphorical and also often author-specific.  Lexical items heard or 

read in the course of human life are being received and stored in certain context of the 

sentence in which it was used. Hoey observes that “some people seem to have special 

lexical associations that keep reappearing” (154) which would suggest human’s ability 

to create their own personal collocations. It would also make possible to change 

collocations over time or create new ones which is indeed observable in a language. The 

particular text type also to a certain extent determines what collocations are more likely 

to be employed in the text. A register of a text predetermines in a certain way the set of 

linguistic choices available to the writer and the Sinclair’s “slot-by-slot” choices (see in 

Chapter 4.2.1.2) for creating collocation are significantly reduced in scope. These 

limitations are then very often set up by social norms governing the register of the text. 

In other words, in certain contexts some collocations are much more likely to appear 

than others. Then readers, familiar with such convention, build expectations for what 

kind of collocations they will come across and if a collocation deviating from this 

convention appears in the text, it is perceived as “odd” or “alien” by the reader. 

One can find many different classifications of collocation, some more generally shared 

and agreed upon than others, however there is still not a clear consensus among 

linguists in this matter. Halliday and Hasan themselves did not really focus on exact 

classification of different types of collocation. But despite this division on the subject 

matter, one classification of collocations is clear, and that is distinction of collocation 

according to their syntactic-semantic dependency. This standard typology includes 

following patterns: 

Noun + Noun – death rate (Data Sample 5a) 

Verb + Noun – make a progress (Data Sample 53)  

Adjective + Noun – sincere condolences (Data Sample 225a) 
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Adverb + Verb – fight hard (Data Sample 57a) 

Adverb + Adjective – really good (Data Sample 87) 

Noun + Preposition + Noun – (from) the bottom of (my) heart (Data Sample 356) 

Such typology reflects collocation relations operating within the structural framework; 

the underlined lexical items represent (in most cases) the semantically independent 

base. The list could be further extended by such collocations as Noun + Preposition or a 

Verb + Preposition but these are not the main interest of the thesis which, following 

Halliday and Hasan’s work, focuses mainly on lexical collocation, leaving different 

types of prepositions and conjuncts aside. 

However, all collocations, no matter their typology, are affected by the context and by 

the text in which they are being employed. It is important to note that each textual 

selection further constrains lexical choices available to the writer and every lexical 

selection made by him/her then has an impact on or creates cohesive links that help in 

text organization.  

4.2.1.2.3. Collocation and the reader / listener 

Even though texts cannot be considered as predictive statements, they indeed can be 

considered as coherent. But for a completion of a text as a kind of interaction, 

engagement of the reader is required. As Widdowson already discussed in his work, 

everyone has certain expectations of what is likely to be said in a language, expectations 

which are based on our knowledge of what is probable and what is conventional (14-

16). This knowledge can only come from other, previously encountered texts. Certain 

words then greatly increase these expectations that other words will follow; they allow 

the reader to make predictions about what will follow and the surrounding text.  

One of the roles of collocations in a language is generally considered to consist in 

helping the reader to process the information (s)he is being offered. If a collocation is 

already conventionally used and entrenched in a language, it significantly helps in text 

processing, making it faster and easier for the reader to make sense of the text since 

(s)he expects that after a base a certain collocate will follow. Together with these 

expectations, certain assumptions about in what text type and genre are certain 
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collocations most likely to appear are present in reader’s mind. If they are not met it 

might cause confusion or even misunderstanding of the text on the part of the reader. 

Each text represents a large resource of potential semantic connections which are to be 

activated by the reader/translator who then has to select which connections to take note 

of. This suggests that the reader’s/translator’s role is far from passive and it should be 

rather looked at as a creative one. However, the reader’s/translator’s ability to recognize 

(or ignore) individual links and therefore to decode and understand collocations present 

in the text, depends on his/her previous experience, age, education, cultural background 

and many other aspects. In other words, a 12 year-old child would most likely differ in 

interpretation of some collocations than a 40 year-old adult.  

Here the work of a translator gets complicated. Collocations which seem natural and 

predictive to the native speaker who might not even think twice about them, may pose 

great difficulties to a translator both with their proper interpretation and their 

subsequent rendering into the target language. The translator has to be familiar not only 

with the context, the conventional use of the collocation and its meaning, but (s)he also 

has to be able to find a proper equivalent of that collocation in the target language 

which can be sometimes quite challenging. That takes us back again to the question of 

genre and the importance of the translator’s understanding of it. As already pointed out 

(see Chapter 3), each genre has its own specificities and conventions which applies also 

to the use of collocations and their frequency in the text. Certain genres build 

expectations for a particular kind of collocation to appear, other genres may prefer a 

different kind of collocations to be used. It is then important for the translator to be 

familiar with these conventions not only in the source language but also in the target 

language where (s)he should know what collocations are natural or “appropriate” to use 

in a particular genre. 

Both lexical reiteration and collocation are important cohesive ties, linking the text 

together and should not be overlooked. So far, the thesis focused on ensuring the 

reader’s understanding of lexical cohesion and the importance of genre. In the following 

part, this knowledge will be utilized in the textual analysis of the core data. 
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5. Textual Analysis 

The data collected (443 Tweets) were subjected to textual analysis in order to determine 

the discursive strategies introduced in this thesis. Textual analysis represents a first step 

towards a successful interpretation of the text and in the process of translation leads to a 

better understanding of author’s communicative goal(s). It is an important step in 

determining what the author is doing by writing in the way (s)he does, using the 

particular vocabulary and structuring the text in the way it is structured. 

It is important to stress that the main focus of the thesis are Tweets originating from the 

account @realDonaldTrump (see Appendices 2, 3) (it is difficult to determine which 

Tweets were actually written by Donald Trump and which ones were constructed by his 

staff, so the thesis further refers to the person(s) producing the messages as the 

“author”). So even though the Retweets are considered and taken into account in the 

interpretation, the text of Retweets were not subjected to the analysis as such. The 

Tweets consisting only of a link to a website were also be treated in the same way since 

the links very often redirect the reader to other websites managed by different people or 

to various videos and interviews. Even though the Retweets and Tweets consisting of a 

link may be shared from the Twitter account @realDonaldTrump, they cannot be 

included in the analysis because they represent a message written by somebody else, 

hence their analysis would be an analysis of a different text by a different author, most 

likely yielding different results and thus disrupting the compactness and credibility of 

the present analysis. For the same reasons, links existing between such grammatical 

items as determiners, preposition, auxiliaries, co-ordinators, subordinates, sentence 

conjunctions, sub-modifiers or particles were not taken into account in the analysis of 

lexical cohesion in the data. 

Finally, it is important to bear in mind the specificity of the communication on Twitter 

(see Chapter 3.2) and the “uniqueness” of Trump’s discourse on this platform. So even 

though Halliday and Hasan’s view of lexical cohesion serves as a framework for the 

analysis, it was stretched to a certain extent in the thesis and complemented by theories 

of other linguists so it could be applied to the “Twitter discourse”. 
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5.1. Reiteration Analysis 

The analysis first focused on lexical reiteration and its use by the author in the particular 

genre of Tweets. Firstly, the analysis determined the frequency of the use of lexical 

reiteration in the core data taken from the @realDonaldTrump account as this indicated 

how much the author resorts to the use of this particular cohesive tie in his Twitter 

discourse.  

The two data sets of Tweets from the @realDonaldTrump account (stripped of hashtags 

and links to videos or websites), covering the period of 14 days, account for 7526 

tokens and 1464 types11. That by itself says very little about reiteration unless we 

subject these data sets to a comparison. To determine whether the extent of author’s use 

of reiteration is “conventional” in terms of messages on Twitter or whether it is 

something which differentiates the author’s discourse from other Twitter users, the data 

were compared in the following Table 3 with a data set of similar size (see in Appendix 

5) taken from the official Twitter account of a former president Barack Obama 

(@POTUS)12.

Having almost the same amount of word occurrences but quite a differing number of 

word types, the comparison revealed that Trump’s discourse on Twitter tends to be 

more repetitive when compared to Tweets of the former American President. It is

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therefore plausible that one could find richer vocabulary in Obama’s Tweets than in the 

Tweets posted on @realDonaldTrump. 

The analysis predominantly focused on lexical cohesion across different Tweets. 

However, as illustrated in the Data Sample 192a below, it is also important to note that 

regardless of the shortness of the message, lexical cohesion can be also observed within 

the sentence or in a single Tweet. 

Data Sample 192a 

A vote for Biden and Harris is a vote to Ban Fracking, Ban Mining, and Completely Destroy 

Pennsylvania. A vote for me is a vote to remain ENERGY INDEPENDENT! Let’s WIN 

PENNSYLVANIA, get out and VOTE! https://t.co/aR8iwO6Gvl 

Here one lexical item – “(a) vote” - is repeated, in an unchanged form four times in the 

limited space of one Tweet. This makes it highly prominent in the message; moreover it 

is further accentuated with the concluding call to arms – “Let’s WIN PENNSYLVANIA, 

get out and VOTE!”, where the word “vote” is used once again. In the context of the whole 

corpus, the word form “vote” (either as a noun or as a verb) is, according to the 

application KWords, the most frequently used word by the author,13 which makes it the 

most repeated item in the entire discourse.  

Furthermore, lexical cohesion is more likely to be observed in longer Tweets than in 

short ones, usually made up of just a few characters. Nevertheless, there can be found a 

few cases, however rare they may be, but in general, the author does not seem to favour 

such short-distance connections between lexical items. 

Data Sample 122a 

This election is the most important election of our lifetime! Get out and VOTE to #MAGA! 

https://t.co/jM4hTHUYDF 

The author here, and in general, seems to favour simple repetition. He chooses a word 

(or a phrase) and repeats it over and over again in a (usually) unchanged form. When 

used like this in a single Tweet, reiteration adds a great emphasis to the repeated item 

and, as it can be observed in the following example, it makes the Tweet sound almost 

like a chant of some sort.

It can be said with certainty that in this case lexical cohesion ensured by repetition was 

not an unconscious move of the author and that it was a product of a clear choice with a 

clear purpose behind it. One can be sure about this assumption when one sees that the 

author decided to use capital letters for the repeated lexical items, thus putting even 

more emphasis on already emphasised words and giving a sort of a poetic feeling to the 

message. 

This kind of short-distance lexical cohesion can be observed in a number of Tweets. 

However, Twitter is a particular genre (see in Chapter 3) and during the analysis, it was 

considerably more interesting to observe lexical cohesion across Tweets than focus 

merely on the connections within a sentence or in a single Tweet. So, when we move 

from examining reiteration in single Tweets and look at the entire discourse, we can see 

how this kind of lexical cohesion was created and sustained.  

It was already mentioned that the word form “vote” was the most frequently used 

lexical item in the discourse. Taking into account also hashtags, then another significant 

repetition of a single word (this time an abbreviation) stands out in the data. It is the 

word “MAGA”14 used as a hashtag and incorporated in the text as in the Data Sample 

83 below: 

Data Sample 83 

TODAY is the LAST day to register to VOTE in ARIZONA, FLORIDA, GEORGIA, OHIO, 

AND TEXAS! Click below for more information, and let’s #MAGA! https://t.co/gsFSghkmdM 

Or it can be observed standing by itself at the end of the text:

However, what seems to be a pervasive type of lexical cohesion across Tweets is 

repetition of not only a single word but also of phrases made up of a number of words 

which the author repeats throughout the data with no or only slight changes in their 

form or sequence.  

Halliday and Hasan in their work on cohesion talk only about a simple repetition (279) 

of one lexical item in a text (see in Chapter 4.2.1.1.1), Hoey in his “Patterns of Lexis in 

Text”, goes into more detail by recognising also a “complex repetition” (55) and a 

“paraphrase” (62) as other forms of lexical cohesion. However, neither of these 

distinctions fully corresponds to the cases which frequently appear throughout Trump’s 

Tweets. Nevertheless, I want to argue that these cases of repetition do belong in the 

category of lexical cohesion and they are indeed a type of reiteration. 

During the textual analysis a great number of cases of reiteration were observed in the 

core data. First of these cases worth mentioning is Trump’s famous15 phrase “MAKE 

AMERICA GREAT AGAIN”. In the data sets this phrase was repeated 15 times in an 

unchanged form and each time written in capital letters. From these 15 cases, 2 of them 

were hashtags and 4 of them made up the whole content of the Tweet. If we were to 

count “MAGA” and “MAKE AMERICA GREAT AGAIN” as a single repetition 

(which could indeed be possible because these two lexical items differ only in the form 

but do have the same referent), then their frequency in the text would significantly 

increase.  

Another example of such reiteration is certainly “GET OUT AND VOTE” or 

(sometimes) put in a slightly different form “GET OUT & VOTE”. This phrase 

appeared even more in the Trump’s discourse than the phrase “MAKE AMERICA 

GREAT AGAIN”. There are in total 28 repetitions of this phrase throughout the data. If

inextricably intertwined with Donald Trump’s name. 
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one examines the two data sets separately and compares them, a rapid increase in the 

use of this phrase is immediately notable: the phrase is repeated much more frequently 

(26X) in the second data set covering the period right before the Election Day than it is 

in the first data set (2X). 

There are number of other phrases repeatedly recurring in the Tweets. The cumulative 

frequency was, however, not particularly striking. The last two examples of such 

reiteration of significant frequency are however different from those previously 

mentioned. They are particular in a way that their form slightly differs whilst the 

meaning remains the same.  

Trump is well known for his strong opinions regarding the press so it should not come 

as a surprise that @realDonaldTrump uses combinations of words like “The Fake 

News” (repeated 7X) or “The Fake News Media”(repeated 3X).16 The second case of 

repetition concerns the word combination of “Pack the Court” (repeated 4X) / “Court 

Pack” (appears 1X) / “Packed Court” (appears 1X) whose repetitions were identified 

mostly in the second data set and were always used in connection with Biden. 

The name Joe Biden plays a crucial role in the discourse. It is mentioned very often and 

pervades throughout both data sets. The frequency of appearance of the name “Biden” 

is according to KWords the second highest (after the lexical item “vote”) in the whole 

discourse being analysed, reaching the figure of 60. There are 141 repetitions of that 

name in both data sets. 

Also, as it was already mentioned (see in Chapter 3.2.3), the author gives Joe Biden his 

own nickname “Sleepy” and often calls him by that nickname. In the data, there are 

recurrent three alterations of that name which are constantly repeated – “Sleepy Joe 

Biden” (repeated 6X) / “Sleepy Joe” (repeated 7X) / “Sleepy” (appears 1X). The high 

frequency of repetition in a short amount of time can be demonstrated on Tweets from 

the second data set. In 4 Tweets posted during 4 minutes, the lexical item “Biden” was 

repeated 8 times.17

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However, the author does not repeat only the name. He, again, repeats whole phrases, 

adding repetitions of other lexical items as well. An excellent example is that of a 

phrase “Joe Biden is a corrupt politician” which is repeated 6X in an unchanged form.18 

The author employs such repetition quite often in the text. However, the analysis would 

not be complete without mentioning a kind of repetition which is characteristic of 

Twitter; and that is a Retweet. Retweet is Twitter’s special function of sharing other 

user’s messages and I want to argue that a Retweet by itself is a kind of repetition and 

should be considered in the analysis.  

In a Retweet, the whole text (usually) written by somebody else is repeated in an 

unchanged form, with maybe just a few words added by the person sharing that 

particular Tweet on his/her own account. However, such a Retweet does not really form 

the focus of the analysis. Even though it can, too, create lexical cohesion (since 

Retweets are usually chosen to support the point the author is making in his own 

discourse) and it certainly has its own purpose in the text, however, the text of a 

Retweet is assumed not to be constructed by the author so it was not included in the 

qualitative analysis.  It is only later in the interpretation of the discourse that these 

Retweets are taken into account. That is because such Retweets are still a product of the 

author’s decision (he decides what Tweet he wants to share and when) and contribute to 

the communicative goal he is envisioning. 

As it can be observed in the following example, it is not unusual for the author to 

Retweet his own Tweet. 

Data Sample 29, October 1, 5:51:12PM 

Will be interviewed tonight by @seanhannity at 9:00. Enjoy!@FoxNews 

This Tweet is later the same day Retweeted by the author himself, thus repeating the 

same information again. 

Data Sample 48 , October 1, 7:16:15PM 

RT @realDonaldTrump: Will be interviewed tonight by @seanhannity at 9:00. 

Enjoy!@FoxNews

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The same case scenario is repeated also with the Data Sample 4, although this time the 

author repeats this Tweet two times. The first time he Retweets it four days later (Data 

Sample 85) and then after two days, he repeats the message again (he does not Retweet 

it this time, only writes the same message again) for the second time (Data Sample 163). 

Another interesting example can be observed on the Data Sample 214a which is a 

Retweet of someone else’s Retweet of the author’s Tweet. In other words, the author 

shared someone else’s Retweet of one part of his own Tweet posted earlier on his 

profile. 

Data Sample 214a , November 1, 1:53:27AM 

RT @GOP: “A vote for Biden and Harris is a vote to Ban Fracking, Ban Mining, and 

Completely Destroy Pennsylvania.” -@realDonaldTrump https:… 

This shared Retweet by @GOP repeated a part from author’s previously posted Tweet. 

Data Sample 192a , October 31, 8:13:24PM 

A vote for Biden and Harris is a vote to Ban Fracking, Ban Mining, and Completely Destroy 

Pennsylvania. A vote for me is a vote to remain ENERGY INDEPENDENT! Let’s WIN 

PENNSYLVANIA, get out and VOTE! https://t.co/aR8iwO6Gvl 

Retweeting of his own Tweets is not the only kind of a whole-Tweet reiteration the 

author applies in his discourse. Oftentimes he does not use the tool of a Retweet but 

copies the message by himself and posts it again, as if it were a completely new 

message, not an already previously mentioned one. 

Data Sample 57a , October 29, 4:39:08PM 

If I don’t sound like a typical Washington politician, it’s because I’m NOT a politician. If I 

don’t always play by the rules of the Washington Establishment, it’s because I was elected to 

fight for YOU, harder than anyone ever has before! https://t.co/gsFSgh2KPc 

https://t.co/kCtPkRWdY4 

This Tweet is a few days later repeated in the exact same form: 
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Data Sample 320a , November 2, 4:30:19PM 

If I don’t sound like a typical Washington politician, it’s because I’m NOT a politician. If I 

don’t always play by the rules of the Washington Establishment, it’s because I was elected to 

fight for YOU, harder than anyone ever has before! https://t.co/gsFSghkmdM 

https://t.co/eVdVbUUwPM 

Such repetition is not unusual in the data analysed and is actually more common than 

the Retweeting of one’s own Tweets. Sometimes the author does not repeat the whole 

Tweet but chooses one part and repeats it several times as it can be observed in the Data 

Sample 138a below: 

Data Sample 138a 

There is only one way to defend your dignity. There is only one way to defend your family and 

your Country. There is only one way to preserve, protect and defend the American Way of Life: 

you must show up and vote on November 3rd! https://t.co/gsFSgh2KPc 

https://t.co/14MbcBz2oH 

As a last concluding point in the analysis of reiteration of the same word, the thesis 

focuses on another interesting case of repetition, and that is repetition of metaphors. It is 

interesting to see how the author works with them in his discourse. He coins new names 

for already existing phenomena, thus providing a new point of view (his point of view) 

on the subject matter. Once coined, the metaphor is then used repeatedly in his 

discourse. In this way, when the reader, familiar with the author’s discourse or/and with 

his politics and opinions, encounters such metaphor (s)he knows exactly what it refers 

to. One such example is author’s metaphor for Covid-19. 

Data Sample 53 

Doctors, Nurses and ALL at the GREAT Walter Reed Medical Center, and others from likewise 

incredible institutions who have joined them, are AMAZING!!!Tremendous progress has been 

made over the last 6 months in fighting this PLAGUE. With their help, I am feeling well! 

In order to understand this Tweet, the reader needs a little bit of context. One hour 

before posting this Tweet, Donald Trump announced that he and his wife had been 

tested positive for Covid-19, so the word “PLAGUE” here is a metaphor used to refer to 

Covid-19. This exact lexical item is then used several times throughout the discourse 

with the same referent. But this metaphor is not the only case when the author avoids 

https://t.co/eVdVbUUwPM
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using the publicly recognised term “Covid-19” and chooses to coin his own names for 

the virus. 

Data Sample 93 

....invincible hero, who not only survived every dirty trick the Democrats threw at him, but the 

Chinese virus as well. He will show America we no longer have to be afraid.” @MirandaDevine 

@NYPost  Thank you Miranda. Was over until the Plague came in from China. Will win 

anyway! 

This is only the last part of a longer Tweet which was separated into two parts and 

which describes the President Trump in a very positive light and as a man who survived 

Covid-19. In the example, one can see the reiteration of the already mentioned metaphor 

“Plague” but also a new item “Chinese virus” which the author uses instead of the term 

Covid-19. He keeps using this term not only in his Tweets but also in his speeches and 

interviews. In the whole data, it is almost a tie between the use of a proper name 

Covid(-19) and “Plague” / “Chinese Virus” / “China Virus” when referring to the virus 

causing the world pandemic. But even though the word form may differ, the referent 

stays the same in all the cases mentioned.  

The same case of using a metaphor instead of the proper name can be observed when it 

comes to the Washington establishment which the author refers to a number of times. 

However, in most cases, he does not use the proper term, but instead he chooses to use a 

metaphor “Washington Swamp” or just “Swamp”, often creating phrases such as “Drain 

the Swamp” (Data Sample 65a). This can be illustrated in the following example: 

Data Sample 309a 

The Depraved Swamp have been trying to stop me – because they know I don’t answer to 

THEM – I answer only to YOU. Together, we will defeat the corrupt establishment, we will 

DETHRONE the failed political class, we will drain the Washington Swamp & we will SAVE 

THE AMERICAN DREAM! 

Again, this particular metaphor is being repeatedly used through the whole discourse. 

When it comes to other types of reiteration, they do not seem to be used as extensively 

as the repetition of a single word. Also, they mostly appear either within a sentence or 

within a single Tweet and do not usually work across Tweets as we could see in the 

previous examples of repetition. 
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The general noun does not appear in the text very often and does not seem to be a 

preferred type of lexical cohesion used in the discourse. The exception might be only a 

general noun “people” which frequently reappears in the data. This noun is in most 

cases used to refer to Americans, citizens of the USA who have the right to vote. The 

author uses it to indirectly refer to the target audience (which is most likely an 

American citizen with the ability to vote). 

Data Sample 256a 

People are forgetting that if Sleepy Joe Biden and the Radical Left Dems win, you will vey 

quickly lose your Second Amendment! https://t.co/gsFSghkmdM 

In this example, the link between the general noun and the target audience can be 

observed. This link is being referred to by the personal pronoun “you”. The author uses 

the general noun either in a vague way, as it can be observed in the Data Sample 256a, 

or he specifies the general noun a little bit, narrowing the audience he is referring to as 

it is in the Data Sample 177 below. 

Data Sample 177 

We just got a BIG win for the people of Michigan. Open up your Churches and your Schools. 

Auto companies pouring in and expanding (thank you Mr. President!). Have fun! 

https://t.co/Bmj9f32DZV 

Another use of general noun in the data sets can be observed when referring to 

inanimate objects as demonstrated in the following Data Sample 205: 

Data Sample 205 

He’s been a wacko for years, and everyone knows it. The Lamestream Media is stuck with him 

and they are just now trying to clean up his act. Notice how all of the bad things, like his very 

low IQ, are no longer reported? Fake News! #MAGA https://t.co/LU2o2m7CSs 

This kind of general noun with an inanimate referent can be spotted 4X in the data, 

however one can observe the use of general nouns employed to refer to place(s) (Data 

Samples 220a, 221a), questions (Data Sample 218a) or a man (Data Sample 162). 

The superordinate, on the other hand, has greater representation in the discourse. It 

seems to be used the most in one kind of Tweets. In the second data set, there is a 
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sequence of 1719 particular Tweets, all posted within 2 minutes. All these Tweets have 

the same structure and the same communicative purpose and a great majority of them 

includes a superordinate. When it appears in the Tweet, the superordinate is always used 

in the same way.  

Data Sample 154a 

Scott Franklin (@ScottFranklinFL) will be an incredible Congressman for the State of Florida! 

A Navy Veteran, he will help us Lower your Taxes, Strengthen our Military and Defend your 

Second Amendment. Scott has my Complete and Total Endorsement! #FL15 

https://t.co/RdZ1JPdJc6 

The other Tweets are constructed in almost the exact same way, only the information 

provided differs – “Dr. Mariannette Miller-Meeks (….). A Doctor and Veteran” (Data 

Sample 155a), “@DerrickVanOrden (….). A former Navy Seal” (Data Sample 157a), 

“Steve Negron (….). An Air Force Veteran” (Data Sample 164a), etc. In each of these 

cases, the author first introduces the name of the person (the superordinate) to the reader 

and then chooses one quality / skill / former job of that person to characterise him/her in 

a certain way to the reader, the potential voter. 

This use of reiteration is somehow unusual but one can also observe quite regular use of 

a superordinate in the discourse, a superordinate which could appear in any text. 

Data Sample 350a 

Our prayers are with the people of Vienna after yet another vile act of terrorism in Europe. 

These evil attacks against innocent people must stop. The U.S. stands with Austria, France, and 

all of Europe in the fight against terrorists, including radical Islamic terrorists. 

Here, the “act of terrorism” is a superordinate of the following lexical item “attacks”. 

Another kind of lexical cohesion – synonymy - works both in the context of a single 

Tweet (or within a single sentence) and across Tweets in the discourse as well. The 

most frequent case of synonymy is when the author is speaking or referring to the 

audience by the pronoun “you” which in this particular context of presidential campaign 

is synonymous to “American people”. This synonymy is explicitly expressed in the 

following Tweet.

In this Tweet, the author himself explicitly mentions whom he refers to when he uses 

the personal pronoun “you” when he talks about the upcoming election. These two 

lexical items are then frequently used in the discourse, both having the same referent. 

However, it is important to note that such synonymy is strictly context-specific and in 

any other situation “you” would most likely refer to a completely different referent. 

Such context-specific synonymy appears again when it comes to the following example. 

Data Sample 243a 

Chris Wallace of @FoxNews, by far the lowest rated of the Sunday morning news programs, 

can’t get over his poor debate performance, probably even worse than Sleepy Joe’s. His show is 

a total “hit job” on your favorite President, me! 

Here again, as in the previous example, the author clearly establishes whom he refers to 

when he talks about a “favourite President”. He replicates such structure several times, 

clearly stating who the “favourite President” is supposed to be and then he uses only the 

collocation “favourite President” when he wants to refer to himself. However, by that 

time, the reader knows that such collocation is synonymous with the person of the 

author and does not need any further explanation. This way the author makes himself 

synonymous with “favourite President” which is then repeatedly used in the discourse; 

for example, as in “I am asking you to VOTE for your favourite President, we still have 

work to do!” (Data Sample 345a).  

The same case of synonymy can be observed in the Data Sample 218 where there is a 

synonymous relation between “@BorisJohnson” and “Prime Minister of the United 

Kingdom”. Such synonymy is again context-specific and works only during a limited 

period of time and that is the time when Boris Johnson is in the office and actually 

represents the British Prime Minister. The second a new Prime Minister will be chosen, 

this relation will not be synonymous anymore (as it was not synonymous before he took 

the office). Such synonymy is working across Tweets throughout the entire discourse. 

However, the reader can come across not only this type of synonymy in the core data, 
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but also synonymy working across shorter distances which is to be observed in the 

following part of the thesis.   

One of the most prominent synonymy of this kind can be found in the sequence of 

Tweets as already discussed regarding the use of superordinates; the sequence of 17 

Tweets with an almost identical structure. Each of the Tweets in this sequence ends with 

the same sentence with only one differing lexical item and that is the name of the person 

presented in the Tweet: “(the name of the person in question) has my Complete and 

Total Endorsement!”. The synonymous relation is present between the adjectives 

“Complete” and “Total” when both, according to the Oxford Learner’s Dictionary have 

the same meaning and that of emphasising something or meaning to the “greatest 

possible degree” (300). 

Antonymy was added to the list of lexical cohesion because, after an examination of the 

data, it was considered simply too important in the discourse to be left out from the 

analysis. A significant number of Tweets seem to be based on opposition, mainly on 

opposition made between the Democratic Party and the Republican Party and also 

between Joe Biden and Donald Trump. This opposition was then being constantly 

repeated with an increasing frequency as the Election Day was approaching. Simply put 

Joe Biden is “the bad guy” Americans should not vote for and Donald Trump is “the 

good guy” who deserves another 4 years in the White House. That is the building block 

which all of the oppositions in the discourse are based on. One of such oppositions can 

be observed in the Data Sample 55a below: 

Data Sample 55a 

This election is a choice between the AMERICAN DREAM and a SOCIALIST NIGHTMARE. 

Our opponents want to turn America into Communist Cuba or Socialist Venezuela. As long as I 

am President, America will NEVER be a socialist Country! https://t.co/gsFSgh2KPc 

The author goes from one extreme to another. However, the reader has to be familiar 

with American culture and history in order to fully understand how much antonymous 

these two phrases are. Examples of this kind are recurrent in the discourse and one can 

observe oppositions like “Trump Super Boom” X “Biden Depression” (Data Sample 

126a), “they (Biden and Harris) stand with the rioters” X “we (Trump and his 

Administration) stand with the HEROES of Law Enforcement!” (Data Sample 196a), or

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“Biden wants to LOCKDOWN our Country” X “there will be NO LOCKDOWNS” 

(Data Sample 223a). Sometimes, the opposition is quite complex: 

Data Sample 255a 

Joe Biden is the candidate of rioters, looters, arsonists, gun-grabbers, flag-burners, Marxists, 

lobbyists, and special interests. I am the candidate of farmers, factory workers, police officers, 

and hard-working, law-abiding patriots of every race, religion and creed! #MAGA 

This is not so much about opposition between the individual words listed but about the 

opposition created between the two candidates, putting them each on an opposing side 

of the scale – a good candidate and a bad candidate. Such differentiation is repeated in 

the majority of Tweets where one can observe three greatest oppositions above all – 

Biden is bad with the economy X Trump is a good businessman, Biden wants to ban 

fracking X Trump wants to support fracking, Biden wants a complete lockdown of the 

country X Trump is against the lockdown. Even though the opposition may be 

expressed with different lexical items or it may have a different structure it pervades the 

whole discourse and therefore it is essential to the analysis. 

5.2. Reiteration Discussion 

On complementing the analysis, one should ask what the results yielded mean, how they 

could be interpreted and how they could help towards a better understanding of the 

message the author was trying to render to the reader. The interpretation of a textual 

analysis is one of the essential steps in the work of every translator. Adequate text 

interpretation (which relies on a well-done analysis) highly influences the process of 

translating and the final product itself. This chapter examines the role of lexical 

reiteration in the data, its function in the text and its possible impact on the reader. 

Given the fact that reiteration was so often used in the data and that the repetition of a 

single word (or whole phrases) was the most widespread kind of reiteration found 

during the analysis, the little variation in the choice of vocabulary turned out significant, 

if no striking. In fact, there is only a number of certain lexical items which were being 

constantly repeated in the text, sometimes with slight variations.20  

 
20 This claim could be supported by the already mentioned repetition of the entire Tweets - retyping of 

one’s own Tweets, Retweeting of one’s own Tweets, Retweeting of Retweets Retweeting one’s own 
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It is worth noting that the vocabulary selection was already limited by the fact that the 

data represent a political discourse and were further limited by the context of 

presidential election. On their own, however, these factors would not be able to restrict 

the vocabulary choice to the degree which could be observed in the data. From the 

analysis of the data, the limited lexical variation appears to be the author’s deliberate 

choice. Such assumption seems to be supported by the comparison of Trump’s and 

Obama’s discourse (see Table 3), where Obama’s discourse featured a greater variety of 

lexical items being used.  

This observation was not a great surprise since Trump is quite (in)famous for his limited 

vocabulary, simplicity of sentence structures and fragmentation of the text. This can be 

also observed in the spoken discourse where his language is rather simple and the 

speech seems to copy the general Tweet structure, almost as if he was constructing his 

discourse with a continuous line of short segments of speech and gluing them together. 

The frequent use of reiteration as a cohesive element in the text makes the discourse 

quite predictable. Such argument can be supported by an actual experiment designed to 

mimic Donald Trump’s voice on Twitter, showing how recursive, predictable and 

simple-structured Donald Trump’s Tweets and speech are. The author of this 

experiment, Brad Hayes, used artificial intelligence and designed an algorithm which he 

then let learn from Donald Trump’s public discourse the style of his speech in order to 

mimic Trump’s voice on Twitter. This algorithm was then able, if provided with a few 

words, to complete that sentence based on a statistical probability using all the data of 

Trump’s original speeches. This parody Twitter account, created in March 2016 was 

called @DeepDrumpf (@DeepDrumpf, Twitter Inc) and was able to rather successfully 

imitate Trump’s style of Tweets, sometimes so well that one would not recognise that it 

was not written by Trump himself.  

 
Tweet; repetition of whole phrases appearing frequently in the data, such as “MAKE AMERICA GREAT 

AGAIN (Data Samples 84, 74a, 141a, 186a, 270a, 306a, 349a, 379a,…) , “GET OUT AND VOTE” (Data 

Samples 96, 97, 16a, 17a, 47a, 52a, 65a, 122a, 192a, 227a,…), “Joe Biden is a corrupt politician” (Data 

Samples 137a, 117a, 265a, 318a, 333a, 56a,…); repetition of certain lexical combinations such as “Sleepy 

Joe (Biden)” (Data Samples 102, 203, 60a, 77a, 188a, 219a, 277a, 331a, 335a,…), “Biden corruption” 

(Data Samples 9a, 13a, 14a, 28a,…), “Fake News / Media” (Data Samples 91, 162, 205, 12a, 21a, 62a, 

106,..); or repetition of a single word when, according to the application KWords, a number most frequent 

words in the data set are “vote”(Fq. 69), “Biden”(Fq. 60), “great” (Fq. 41), “thank”(Fq. 35), “country” 

(Fq. 30), “get” (Fq. 30), “president” (Fq. 28), “Joe” (Fq. 27),…  In total, there are 38 lexical items with 

frequency 10 and higher in the data set. 
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The algorithm was based on a statistical probability, so it used such words which often 

occur next to each other in Trump’s speeches or Tweets. This sometimes resulted in an 

interesting paradox: a lot of Tweets generated by the algorithm were illogical and did 

not make really sense, even though Trump’s writing style could still be recognised in 

them. As in the following example when the algorithm was given a prompt “math is a” 

and was left to complete the sentence, it resulted in the following Tweet: “[Math is a] 

common democrate lie. It can’t make the budget great. I’ll have the best economy. 

#debatenight” ( Misener, Dan, “Is It Trump, or a Tweet Bot?”). So even though the 

Tweet makes no sense semantically, it is still possible to recognise the rhetorical style of 

Donald Trump’s Tweeting.  

The fact that Trump’s style of speech can be so well processed by these types of 

machine learning models supports the statement that suggests its simplicity, its 

impoverished vocabulary and elementary syntax without any sign of complexity. It also 

points to the fact of re-occurrence of certain phrases or words, using similar patterns of 

words occurring together, patterns that seem to be almost rigid and change only 

scarcely. An example of such practice is Trump’s constant use of a phrase “Make 

America Great Again”, or “Get Out And Vote” which, as the analysis showed, 

frequently reappear throughout the data in a perfectly unchanged form. Such constantly 

recurring patterns increase the level of predictability in the text and make it much easier 

for the algorithm to finish the sentence accordingly. The experiment seems to support 

the result yielded by the textual analysis of the thesis revealing a high use of reiteration 

in the data (mostly a simple reiteration of a single word / phrase). 

It may be argued that choosing such a specific writing style has its reasons and it is not 

by accident that the author writes in a way he does. Every writer has a communicative 

purpose behind his/her message which (s)he presents to the audience and wants to have 

his/her message a certain impact. Reiteration plays a quite significant role in the overall 

impact of the text on the reader, in particular when it comes to Twitter. Here the reader 

faces a continuous flow of short messages 24/7, especially when it comes to Donald 

Trump’s account which, as one could already see in Chapter 3.4, shows a significant 

activity almost every day (which increases even more during the presidential 

campaign). And with such a frequent use of repetition in the Tweets, the reader is 

offered the same information and the same point of view over and over again. There 
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have been a number of sociolinguistic studies that argue that such a constant exposure 

to information repetition can have a significant impact on the person who receives it.  

Reiteration of lexical items is inevitable in spoken discourse and it can be often merely 

coincidental or without any further importance - just ensuring intelligibility, using 

repetition to stick to the subject, correct mistakes or as a reminder of things. However, 

in political discourse managed through Tweets, the repeated words are more likely to be 

meaningful in some way or another, and I want to argue that they certainly are 

meaningful in Trump’s discourse.  

In political discourse, repetition is a very powerful persuasive technique and seems to 

be one of the primary ways in which Donald Trump persuades the reader on his Twitter 

account. A number of psychological studies argue that the practice of repeating simple 

words or phrases over and over again has the power to convince the audience that these 

words and thoughts are true (even if they are not). When one hears / reads something 

repeated more than once, (s)he becomes more inclined to accept it as the truth, a given 

fact, or gets used to it and does not really think about it any further. Repetition creates 

familiarity and familiar things, requiring less energy than a brand new information, are 

much easier to process by the human brain. Studies suggest that the more one reads 

repeatedly the same thing, the more (s)he creates a positive attitude towards it. People in 

general tend to see familiar things as something good or positive, sometimes even 

trustworthy. Even though they probably forgot how and when they acquired that 

particular information (and whether the source was trustworthy or not), it is familiar to 

them so it is probably more likely to be true. By being subjected to a constant repetition 

of a thought one might be initially sceptical about, through such a repeated exposure 

one’s mind gradually adjusts and begins to tolerate or even accept ideas that otherwise 

would be inconceivable or perceived as adversary. This is what Trump’s Tweets seem 

to try to accomplish by so frequently using reiteration as a cohesive element throughout 

the discourse. 

Furthermore, repetition is generally known and used as a drilling technique when one 

wants to learn something; then one has to repeat it several times in order to establish the 

information in one’s mind. Through repetition the writer thus builds a habitual feeling 

in readers’ subconscious and adjusts the reader to his/her point of view and opinions. 

This way, the meaning of lexical items and phrases that are repeated is reinforced, 
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creating an effect on the reader, sinking to his/her subconscious mind and potentially 

influencing his/her actions and behaviour. And “once information is encoded into 

memory in terms of one set of concepts, it is unlikely to be retrieved and interpreted in 

terms of other, alternative sets presented at a particular point in time” (The Handbook of 

Discourse Analysis, Wilson, 406).  Once conceptualised in a certain way, it is then 

really hard to adjust oneself to a different perspective on a subject.  

The analysis identified two different ways in the use of repetition by Donald Trump. He 

either used a “short-distance” repetition when the lexical items followed quite quickly 

one another, which creates an emphasis on the element / phrase repeated, or he used a 

“long-distance” repetition when he repeated a word / phrase / Tweet after a day or two, 

restoring the information in the reader’s mind and ensuring it will stick. 

It has been pointed out that using repetition in order to persuade the reader is the most 

powerful when one does not pay close attention to what one is reading. In other words, 

it is harder to convince an attentive reader merely by repeating the same thoughts. 

However, Twitter (see in Chapter 3.1) with its immediacy of access and message 

fragmentation does not pose demands on long spans of attention as people virtually read 

Tweets in passing. Hence it represents an ideal platform for exercising such 

manipulation through repetition. 

The analysis highlighted the degree to which the author employed repetition, constantly 

pushing his ideas and opinions on the reader over and over again. With the increased 

activity of @realDonaldTrump, the reader faces the repetition of the same thoughts 

several times a day, being constantly reminded what is the “right” way to look at the 

world. By choosing certain names for certain people (“Sleepy” for Joe Biden) or things 

(“Swamp” for the Washington establishment), he chooses to emphasise one aspect 

about them which he then puts forward and, by repeating these items across his Tweets, 

he establishes them in the reader’s mind. This way, he limits the audience’s point of 

view on the matter, choosing only the one perspective advantageous for him. However, 

he does not only repeat himself and his own messages, but also the messages of others. 

Twitter allows its users to use a special kind of repetition – Retweeting, which the 

author frequently takes advantage of, repeating messages of other (carefully chosen) 

people who write about a similar topic as him (and share his opinions), thus reinforcing 

his own claims. This practice adds credibility to his own message. When he Retweets a 
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message from a well-known, respected person who agrees with him on a certain matter, 

he suddenly gets more respect and greater audience, gaining readers who follow and 

respect that particular person. 

Trump is very successful in using repetition as a persuasive tool. One could see his 

phrases being repeated by other people all around the world. Almost everyone is 

familiar with the phrase “Make America Great Again” (MAGA) and many people still 

use it to this day (even though it was much more popular to use four years ago, during 

Trump’s first presidential campaign) to show their support to Trump; it still appears on 

T-shirts, hats, banners, or buildings and the phrase has become inextricably intertwined 

with Donald Trump himself. In the data, it can be observed how many times all of his 

Tweets are Retweeted, thus repeated by someone else and made visible to even a greater 

audience, giving his Tweets much greater impact than they already had. 

However, it should be noted that this is not to suggest that every reader has to be 

convinced about the truthfulness of Trump’s Tweets just by the use of repetition. The 

persuasive power of repetition works only to a certain extent and it can have also quite 

an opposite effect, especially when a lexical item or a phrase is repeated too often. This 

can then seem rather irritating to the reader and thus losing its efficiency. However, it is 

certain that the cohesive element of reiteration plays a significant role in Trump’s 

discourse on Twitter and its frequent use by the author has a great impact on the 

audience. 

5.3. Collocation Analysis 

In this section of the thesis, the focus shifts from reiteration analysis to observation of 

@realDonaldTrump’s use of collocations in his Tweets. First, conventional collocations 

are mapped out and commented on, then the focus shifts to the observation of 

collocations working across longer distances where the analysis strives to learn whether 

they are being employed in the data and if they are, what distance is there between the 

base and the collocate. The following centre of interest are then the key words of the 

text when the analysis strives to determine their most frequent collocates (using the 

application KWords – see Chapter 2). And finally, the thesis examines the most 

interesting kind of collocation and that is an author-specific collocation where the 

analysis observes special kinds of co-occurrences, specific to the Trump discourse. 
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As it was already described in the theoretical part on collocations (see Chapter 

4.2.1.2.2), there is a type of collocation which could be seen as “conventional”. The 

author seems to use it on an everyday basis and does not seem to deviate from the 

average in any way. One can easily observe all collocational patterns mentioned in the 

theoretical part, from patterns of Adjective – Noun – “good faith” (Data Sample 109) to 

those of Adverb – Verb – “highly regarded” (Data Sample 225a). These conventional 

collocations were frequently employed in the data and help tie the text together.  

It could be interesting to mention the use of yet another kind of collocation which might 

be, from a certain perspective, looked at as conventional as well. In the data, country 

names are also used, as the United Kingdom or the United States (of America); lexical 

combinations which are conventionally used together when there is a strong expectation 

that after the base, the collocate will follow. The same rule might apply to word 

combinations such as “Election Day” or the “White House”. However, these 

combinations are slightly different, they are both, more or less, “culture-dependent” 

(even though, being a powerful and important country, USA’s culture and facts about 

the country are familiar to many people who are then more likely to know such word 

combinations) and in the case of “Election Day”, it is also usually context-specific; 

mostly used in the political discourse, during (presidential) election campaigns or in the 

news commenting on this event. Naturally, such reference can be used also outside 

these particular contexts but it is a rather scarce use. These collocations generally 

worked on short-distance basis in the data, placed usually right next to each other. 

However, in the data, there can be also observed collocations working across longer 

distances, sometimes even creating chains of several semantically related items. This 

chain of semantically-related lexical items can be illustrated on the following set of 

Tweets taken from the data sets. 

Data Sample 142 

New FDA Rules make it more difficult for them to speed up vaccines for approval before 

Election Day. Just another political hit job! @SteveFDA 
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Data Sample 118a 

We did not come this far, and fight this hard, only to surrender our Country back to the 

Washington Swamp—So get your friends, get your family, get your neighbors & GET OUT & 

VOTE! On November 3rd we must finish the job and Drain the Swamp once and for 

all.https://t.co/1HSPRkWMTg 

Data Sample 52a 

Your VOTE on Tuesday, November 3rd is going to SAVE OUR COUNTRY. We are going to 

defeat the Marxists, Socialists, Rioters, Flag-Burners, and Left-wing Extremists! Get out and 

VOTE! #MAGA https://t.co/gsFSgh2KPc 

In these examples, a chain of semantically-related lexical items can be observed, 

namely “Election Day” – “November 3rd“– “Tuesday”, repeatedly used throughout the 

data, all having the same referent. This kind of semantic association and its 

understanding also depend on the knowledge of the reader and whether (s)he is familiar 

with the fact that “Election Day” is the day when Americans vote for their president and 

that this day fell on Tuesday November 3 during the presidential campaign of 2020. If 

we were to stretch the chain even more, we could probably include to it also 

“tomorrow” from the Data Sample 322a. 

Data Sample 322a , November 2, 4:33:21PM 

...no future for America’s youth. A vote for Biden is a vote for Lockdowns, Layoffs and Misery. 

Get out and VOTE tomorrow! https://t.co/gsFSghkmdM 

This element would however be a highly context-dependent in the chain and would 

require knowledge of the calendar on the part of the reader, telling him/her that “today” 

is November 2 so “tomorrow” refers to November 3, hence the Election Day. 

Similar use of collocation can be observed also with another chain of semantically-

related lexical items which, together with the previous example, stands out and plays a 

significant role in the data. The chain encapsulates the semantic field of the current 

pandemic of Covid-19, consisting of lexical items such as “Covid-19” – “virus” – 

(“Plague”) – “pandemic” – “cases” – “tests” – “vaccine” – “lockdown”. The lexical 

item “Plague” is in brackets in here, because of its metaphorical use and its context-

specificity. However, it is considered to be a part of the chain because it shares the same 

referent with the rest of the chain constituents and often co-occurs with them.

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Another interesting use of this type of cohesion and the last one mentioned in the 

analysis is the one referring to presidency: “four more years” / “next four years” – 

“office” – “The White House”.

Chains of lexical items like this pervade the data and, by having the same referent and 

by their constant repetition, the connection between them gets stronger and they 

significantly contribute to the cohesiveness of the text as a whole. The chains stretch 

across a number of Tweets, sometimes covering a period of a few days. 

Another interesting way to look at the use of collocations in the data is to observe the 

key words in the text and to study what other words they most frequently attract. For 

such an observation, the application KWords was used, where the data, stripped of 

hashtags and website links, were used (see Appendix 4) and compared with the 

reference corpus COCA.21 The total of 137 keywords was found in the both data sets 

combined. The collocation span was set to 5 (allowing for maximum of four words to 

come in between the base and the collocate) on both sides of the base (the keyword in 

 
21 The analysis excluded search for prepositions, conjunctions, pronouns, and numbers. 
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this case) revealing a number of keyword links which are analysed here (see Appendix 

6).  

When sorted by frequency, the most frequent word appearing in the data was a verb 

“vote”, followed by “Biden” (however, if we include search for pronouns to the 

analysis, the personal pronoun “I” replaces “Biden” in the second place for the most 

frequent word in the text), then “great, “thank”, and so on. Because of the space 

limitations of the thesis, the analysis had to be selective and only interesting and 

somehow prominent links will be discussed. In other words, the lexical items such as 

“thank” which in the data almost exclusively co-occurs with the pronoun “you” are not 

taken into account because there is nothing interesting in its use in the text. 

First, it is interesting to examine the lexical items “Biden” and “Joe”. These two items 

obviously collocate very often with each other and there is a very strong link if we 

analyse them in terms of immediate links. However that is, given that the items 

represent the first name and the family name of the presidential candidate, fairly 

obvious and this collocation will not be observed in a greater detail and the analysis will 

focus on other lexical items co-occurring with this particular base. According to 

KWords, “Biden” has 108 links in total, with the most frequent collocates “vote”, 

“corrupt”, “corruption” or “China”. 

But a high frequency of collocation does not necessarily make it prominent. There are 

also other interesting collocates as “rioters”, “radical”, “refugees”, “Obama”, and “fake” 

often co-occurring with the lexical item “Biden”, even  though not as often as the most 

frequent ones mentioned before.  

The lexical item “Joe” has 58 links working across the distance up to 5 words from the 

base, with the most frequent collocates being “corrupt”, “politician”,  but also with 

lexical items as for example “fracking”, “destroy”, or “vote”.  

If we focus on some collocates of these two lexical items, we can see that they seem to 

co-occur with thematically quite similar words as well. “China” attracts the words like 

“virus”, “plague”, “Biden” or “jobs”. “Fake” collocates the most with “media”, “polls” 

or “news”. “Corrupt” collocates with “media”, “polls”, “Joe”, or “Biden”. “Sleepy” 

collocates almost exclusively with either “Joe” or “Biden”. But on the other hand 

“Trump” collocates with “vote”, “America”, “sign”, or “election”. These “short-

distance” collocations are also partly achieved by the cohesive element of reiteration 

which highly increases frequency of particular lexical items, often repeating them in an 

almost unchanged form and with the same lexical environment. There are plenty of 

connections of this kind, however, as already mentioned in the theoretical part (see 

Chapter 4.2.1.2), it is important to consider collocations to work also across the 

sentence boundaries thus creating cohesion of the text together with its coherence. 

The analysis already mentioned the use of chains of semantically-related lexical items 

but in the data, there can be also observed connections across sentences between pairs 

of lexical items. If we focus on the distant KWord links, we notice a rapid increase in 

the number of links of words. The results of the distant links show that the previous 

findings from the limited search up to five words from the base do not significantly 

differ from these distant links, but they are only multiplied in number. In this way we 

can see that for example the lexical item “Biden” still strongly attracts the collocates 

“corrupt” and “corruption”, only it is done across longer distances and, getting rid of the 

limits, there are now many new links appearing as well. 

Finally, while studying lexical collocations in the data, a significant number of 

particular co-occurrences was observed. These co-occurrences of lexical items would 

not be considered collocations in any other text and would probably be looked at as just 

free word combinations, however, I want to argue that they might actually be 

considered collocations in the discourse of Donald Trump and could be seen as “author-

specific” collocations, characteristic for a speech style of one particular person. The 

reason for that is their significant frequency in the data (their use can be observed in the 

spoken discourse as well), unchanging form and the insistence of the author on using 

them in his discourse together with the fact that some of these collocations were and are 

being adopted by other people who use them in their spoken and written discourse as 

well, thus contributing to the process of making them conventional in the English 

language. 

Trump indeed comes up with such unique combinations of words creating new semantic 

associations in readers’ minds and then uses them repeatedly, not only throughout his 

Tweets, but in his spoken discourse as well.  
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Data Sample 14a 

Why isn’t Twitter trending Biden corruption? It’s the biggest, and most credible, story 

anywhere in the world. Fake Trending!!! 

“Biden corruption” is among the more frequent author-specific collocations used by the 

author. This particular word combination is repeated over and over again, sometimes in 

slightly changed variations (e.g. “Biden is a corrupt politician”22). “Biden” in general 

seems to be the author’s favourite base which attracts various “unique” collocations. 

The most significant is probably “Sleepy”, collocating either with “Biden” or with “Joe” 

on many occasions. The author then creates quite close relationship between “Biden” 

and “crime”(Data Sample 117a), “rioters” (Data Sample 125a), “China” (Data Sample 

56a), “betrayal” (Data Sample 174a), “treachery” (Data Sample 174a), “lockdown” 

(Data Sample 126a), “disaster” (Data Sample 198a), “depression” (Data Sample 126a), 

“tax increase” (Data Sample 109a) or “ban fracking” (Data Sample 176a). Such co-

occurrences are recurrent in the data and they are a product of conscious decision of the 

author and certainly not coincidental. 

Another quite interesting word combination, behaving like collocation is “China virus” / 

“Chinese virus”. 

Data Sample 218 

Just spoke with Prime Minister @BorisJohnson of the United Kingdom. Very thankful for his 

friendship and support as I recovered from the China Virus. I am looking forward to working 

with him for many years to come, a great guy! 

This particular co-occurrence is used to refer to Covid-19 and the author seems to prefer 

its use on a number of occasions before the more neutral and officially used terms for 

the virus – Covid-19 or Coronavirus. 

Another interesting word combination and an example of author’s creativity can be 

observed in a yet another author-specific collocation, and that is a “Washington 

Swamp” co-occurrence.

I’m NOT just running against Joe Biden—I’m running against the left-wing media, the Big 

Tech giants, and the wretched Washington Swamp. They have nothing but disdain for you and 

your values—get out and VOTE to #MAGA! https://t.co/ZYiv9biLvX 

This particular collocation appears several times in the data, establishing the semantic 

association between the pair of words, and with time, it can be observed that the author 

considers the cohesive relation between the two items strong enough that he uses them 

independently, counting on the fact that now, if only one lexical item from the pair is 

mentioned, the reader will automatically think of the other one as well. Consider the 

following example. 

Data Sample 65a 

For years you had a President who apologized for America—now you have a President who is 

standing up for America! Get your friends, get your family, get your neighbors and GET OUT 

& VOTE! On 11/3 we must finish the job and Drain the Swamp once and for all! 

https://t.co/RZzSuwLUSP 

Here, the author mentions only the collocate “Swamp” without its base “Washington”, 

but the combination of the two items is by then well established in reader’s mind and 

(s)he will automatically associate the item “Swamp” with “Washington” without it 

being explicitly mentioned. However, it is important to note that the reader has to be 

familiar with the author’s discourse, if this is the first Tweet (s)he reads, (s)he will most 

likely fail to make such connection and will not fully understand the meaning of the 

Tweet. So knowledge of context is crucial here. 

Another word combination worth mentioning which is also very characteristic for the 

author is the use of “fake news” / “fake media” adopted already during his 2016 

presidential campaign and often present in the data as well (also newly accompanied by 

the use of “fake polls”) which is well-known and can be also observed to be adopted 

and used more and more in other people’s texts as it is in the following example. 

“Earlier this year, a decades long survey of Americans put trust across all party lines of 

the media at the lowest it’s ever been. Headlines like this are why. “Showers money on 

Americans”? “Sharply cutting poverty”? Most Americans will see thru this tripe and 

that it’s fake news” (@RepRickCrawford, March 7 2021, 2:17PM, Tweet). 
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This fact seems to support the idea that certain of author’s specific word combinations, 

owing to their constant repetition in texts and author’s persona and fame, can be indeed 

considered collocations. Owing to Trump’s fame, controversy around his person and 

frequent scrutiny of his language, a number of his collocations and phrases have been 

adopted and are being used in discourses of other people all around the world. 

5.4. Collocation Discussion 

After the analysis of the data, it is again essential for an interpretation to take place in 

order to make sense of the results yielded by the analysis and to better understand the 

author’s intention behind the Tweet production; a step crucial for both a translator and 

an “ordinary” reader. 

The analysis revealed that the author often employed collocation in the data, both the 

immediate collocation and the “long-distance” collocation as well, which both help to 

achieve the cohesiveness of the data and to connect different Tweets together, ensuring 

smooth information flow.  

As previously mentioned (see Chapter 4.2.1.2), collocations contribute to faster and 

easier text and information processing since they answer to reader’s expectations and 

they represent a familiar aspect in a language which the reader already knows from 

his/her previous reading. The author indeed used such conventional collocations (e.g. 

make a deal, high speed,…) in the data to transfer the information as smoothly as 

possible. The genre and the unconventional structure of the text in the form of Tweets 

allows for the use of a rather informal language which the author makes use of and 

employs the language in a way that it closely resembles a conversational style in which 

a conventional collocation is used on an everyday basis. However, every text of natural 

language consists of at least one conventional collocation like this and that is why the 

analysis focused more on the “author-specific” kind of collocations used in the Tweets 

so it seems only reasonable that they will be the main focus of the interpretation as well. 

As we could see from the analysis, the author coins very specific kinds of collocations 

as for example “Sleepy Joe”, “Washington Swamp” or “Fake News”; and then uses 

them quite frequently in his discourse. I want to argue that combinations of these words 

are far from coincidental and that they are in fact a well thought-out communication 
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strategy. Halliday and Hasan argue that the preceding lexical environment frequently 

provides a great deal of hidden information that is relevant to the interpretation of the 

item concerned (the base) which makes it perhaps the most significant element of 

context (289). The author seems to be aware of this and of the fact that the collocate 

helps the base to define what each other mean. And by choosing a particular collocate 

for a base, he then creates particular semantic associations in readers’ minds. One 

should thus bear in mind that collocations do more than just “name things”, they have a 

pragmatic element as well.  This way, by choosing the particular collocate, the author 

makes the reader to see the person / thing referred to from a particular point of view. He 

shows the reader only one perspective, only one point of view on the subject which is 

strongly emphasised. This allows for manipulation of reader’s thoughts and opinions. 

But this is not to suggest that every reader will immediately think the same as does the 

author, however, by creating such collocations and their constant repetition in the text, 

the reader is, for a certain period of time, exposed to one particular opinion and no 

matter who the reader is, it does leave an impact. 

By creating and then using collocation as “Sleepy Joe” throughout the data and during 

the whole presidential campaign of 2020, the author clearly wants the reader (and thus 

the potential voter) to see Joe Biden in a particular light. By choosing the collocate 

“Sleepy”, he creates a strong semantic association, emphasising the age of Joe Biden 

and pointing to the fact that he is an old man, often tired, not active enough (both 

physically and mentally) and therefore not fit for the role of a president (even though 

Biden is only four years older than Trump himself). By referring to Joe Biden as 

“Sleepy” he then forces the reader to see him mainly from one perspective – as an old, 

incapable man – a perspective which the author prefers for everyone to share.  

It is also interesting to observe what impact such a particular choice of a collocate can 

have. “Sleepy Joe” is of course seen as an attack, as one presidential candidate insulting 

the other, and it has also been greatly talked about and discussed on several occasions. 

And such an insult has its consequences. Owing to this particular linguistic choice, Joe 

Biden can be often seen to be “jogging” – when he gets off a plane, when he goes to a 

microphone or when he is meeting his fans during the campaign tour. He does not just 

walk to his fans or walks to the microphone to give a speech, he literally runs there. 

This can be interpreted as a reaction to the author’s use of “Sleepy Joe” and as an effort 

to prove to all Americans that he is not “sleepy” but a healthy, fit and capable candidate 
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for the post of American President. This shows how much power a single collocation 

can have. Of course it is important to bear in mind that Donald Trump was a current 

American President at that time, running for the Second Term in the White House; a 

rich and a very controversial man, famous and very well-known all around the world, a 

person whose behaviour and language use were frequently discussed and a man of a 

great influence. If the combination of “Sleepy Joe” was coined and frequently used by 

an average American, it would not most likely be adopted by such a great number of 

other people and it would not gain such influence. 

Even greater impact of the author’s choice of a particular collocate to co-occur with a 

base can be observed in the use of collocation “China Virus” / “Chinese Virus”. This 

word combination emerged together with the spreading of the disease Covid-19 from 

the Chinese province Wuhan to the rest of the world and has been adopted by many 

people, among who also belong a number of academics, celebrities and politicians, and 

after a year the word combination has become conventionalised in the language and a 

great majority of American people have grown to be familiar with it. Donald Trump is 

among those who have adopted such collocation and he frequently uses it when 

referring to the virus.  

This particular collocation clearly points to the fact that the person who chose to use it 

instead of the neutral term Covid-19 wants to point to the fact that the virus initiated in 

China (the most probable epicentre, but to this day (February 2021), no clear evidence 

supporting this claim was found) and this explicit mentioning of China seems to serve 

as an accusation of this country for causing the global pandemic. Being familiar with 

Trump’s opinions and politics, there is no doubt that he uses the collocation exactly 

from these reasons – to blame China for what is happening in America and all over the 

world right now. In several interviews, Trump himself states that he uses such term to 

point to the fact that the virus comes from China and he wants to be “accurate” about it. 

He could be using the official and neutral term Covid-19 or coronavirus, however, he 

frequently chooses to employ this collocation, creating a strong semantic association 

between the virus and China in reader’s minds, making China responsible for all misery 

the virus has brought to American citizens. The choice of using these particular words 

frequently together has had a great impact on the American society. It has caused 

manifestations of xenophobia and racism towards Asian Americans all over America. 

The use of such word combination even caused (and is still causing) great tensions 
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between Washington and Beijing and worsened the relationship between the two 

countries. The president is said to start using such word combination as a response to 

China’s spreading their own conspiracies suggesting that Covid-19 had actually been 

imported by the U.S. Army personnel (Molter, Webster; “Coronavirus Conspiracy 

Claims”) which caused a quite hostile messaging war between the two countries. 

The naming of things and people while creating new collocations seems to be quite a 

characteristic trait of the author’s language use on his Twitter account. Such practice is 

mainly used to achieve his own goals making readers to see the world in the same way 

as he sees it. In the data, this practice involves mainly defaming his opponents - Joe 

Biden, Democrats, Media or previously mentioned China to name a few. He creates a 

web of semantic associations established by the use of collocations and strengthened by 

their constant repetition in the text. In this way he connects the “incapable” politicians 

from the “Washington Swamp” with the Democratic party to which (as practically 

every American knows) belongs Joe Biden whom he then associates with China (calling 

him “China puppet”), Communism and Socialism (“This election is a choice between 

the AMERICAN DREAM and a SOCIALIST NIGHTMARE”23) and practically with 

all the bad things happening in America that one can think of.  

Given the fact that the Tweets are produced during the presidential campaign, it can be 

expected that the author will focus on promoting his own person over his opponent. 

However, his mentioning of Biden in his Tweets is almost as frequent as he mentions 

himself and the name “Biden” is used very often as a base attracting various (almost 

exclusively depreciative) collocates such as “depression”, “destroy”, “rioters”, etc. 

Among the significant ones in the data and collocates occurring with “Biden” the most 

is, next to “Sleepy” which was already discussed, also an adjective “corrupt”.  

“Corrupt” is used to co-occur mostly with “Biden” (with an increasing frequency as the 

Election Day is approaching), but it is also used with lexical items such as “election”, 

“media”, or “political establishment” which is used to refer to the Democratic Party, 

hence to Biden again. 

This strategy of creating particular associations in people’s minds by using specific 

collocations in the text then results in the fact that when one sees the name Biden, 

 
23 Data Sample 55a. 
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among the first things that pop into one’s mind after having read author’s Tweets are 

China – “if Biden wins, China wins” (Data Sample 117a), corrupt / corruption – “Joe 

Biden is a corrupt politician” (Data Sample 137a), Communism, Socialism – “A vote 

for Sleepy Joe Biden is a vote to give control of government over to Globalists, 

Communists, Socialists,…” (Data Sample 348a), lockdown – “Biden wants to 

LOCKDOWN our Country” (Data Sample 223a), tax increase – “A vote for Biden is a 

vote for the biggest TAX HIKE in history” (Data Sample 27a), ban on fracking – “a 

vote for Biden is a vote to BAN FRACKING” (Data Sample 176a) , and in general just 

misery for America if Biden is elected president – “A vote for Biden is a vote for 

Lockdowns, Layoffs and Misery” (Data Sample 322a). 

One would expect that when the author gave so much energy and creativity into 

introducing the various collocates co-occurring with the name of his opponent, he 

would do the same with his own person. It is surprising that, even though Trump is a 

very skilful self-promoter, it seems that in the data, the main attention is paid to 

insulting and attacking Biden, Democrats and their supporters and practically anyone 

who is not on his side. Of course the personal pronoun “I” or the name “Trump” is 

frequently used in the text but no innovative or somehow specific collocations are 

employed as it is in the case of lexical items such as “Biden”, “China”, “News” or 

“Media”. All the author does is that he refers to himself as “the right President” (Data 

Sample 206), or as “your favorite President” (Data Sample 243a) or even “your all time 

favourite President” (Data Sample 220a) or also as “an outsider” (Data Sample 114a), 

putting himself in the opposition with the “Washington Insiders” (Data Sample 174a). 

All this is definitely not a subtle move, on the contrary, the author is quite direct about it 

and does not seem to hide his intentions and communicative goals behind his Tweets. 

The collocations he uses seem to be all quite straightforward and mostly clear. Overall, 

the main aim of the author seems to be to create a certain (negative) image of his 

opponent and his supporters through the use of the specific collocations described in the 

analysis. In this way, the reader sees (and is then inclined to think) only one perspective, 

the one the author wants him/her to see. The main focus is to describe his opponent in 

as bad light as possible while putting oneself into an opposition, showing that he is 

everything Biden is not and therefore the perfect candidate for the next American 

President. 
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6. Conclusion 

Cohesion forms relations, creates meaning and ties lexical items and sentences together. 

It ensures intelligibility, coherence and constitutes a necessary condition for the text 

creation. The aim of the thesis was to analyse cohesion, more precisely lexical cohesion, 

and its use by Donald J. Trump in the specific genre of Tweets. The aim of the analysis 

was to observe how Trump employs the cohesive ties of collocation and reiteration in 

his Tweets, with what frequency they appear in the Tweets, how he works with them 

and which communicative goals are pursued. 

The thesis aimed to determine whether the Tweets from the core data were in any way 

connected to each other or whether they constituted just single, unrelated “shouts” on 

the platform; how lexical cohesion was used by the author and what impact it 

potentially had on the reader. Another point of interest was the fame and popularity of 

Trump’s Tweeting on Twitter where the thesis observed whether and in what way 

lexical cohesion could contribute to such renown. 

The thesis used Halliday and Hasan’s definition of lexical cohesion (“Cohesion in 

English”, 274-288) as a framework for they were the first ones to have described the 

fine nuances of lexical cohesion and to have highlighted the close relationship between 

grammatical and lexical forms of language in their constitution of meaning. Their work 

Cohesion in English served the thesis as a framework for the analysis of both lexical 

reiteration and lexical collocation which was then complemented by studies of other 

linguists where appropriate. It should also be noted that, while assessing the lexical 

cohesion of the data, the analysis did not take into account occurrences of fully 

grammatical (closed system) items and focused primarily on the lexical occurrences 

present in the core data.  

The analysis showed that, even though Tweets are not a classic representation of a text, 

they are indeed cohesive; moreover, lexical cohesion plays an important role in their 

structure and organisation. Although a Tweet represents a short message which does not 

allow for expression of very complex thoughts, lexical cohesion is present and 

observable in the majority of them, working at the sentence level within a single Tweet 

but also outside Tweet boundaries, linking the Tweets together and creating metatextual 

coherence across a series of Tweets. By linking certain Tweets together, whether 

through the use of the cohesive tools of reiteration or lexical collocation, a smooth 
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information flow was being facilitated and coherence of Trump’s discourse was being 

ensured. Such organisation and coherence of the text is according to Olga Dontcheva-

Navratilova important in ensuring the persuasive force of political discourse and such 

use of explicit markers of logical relations helps the listener to follow and accept the 

discourse interpretation intended by the speaker (“Coherence and Cohesion in English 

Discourse”, 130-131). Owing to lexical cohesion, Tweets can thus interact with each 

other and one Tweet can take up the content of a previous one ensuring the reader’s 

understanding of the subject matter and not letting him/her forget the information. 

Both collocation and reiteration play an important part in the data and 

@realDonaldTrump frequently employed them in his Tweets. In fact, the results yielded 

by the analysis have effectively confirmed that Trump and his team – crudely said - are 

a group of very skilled manipulators. Lexical cohesion is employed in a perfect 

alignment with the genre of Tweets in order to achieve Trump’s political goals. It was 

strikingly surprising how much the cohesive tool of lexical reiteration was used by the 

author. Twitter by itself allows for the reiteration of whole messages with no change in 

the text whatsoever through its function of “Retweets” enabling its members to repeat 

and share thoughts and opinions of others on their profiles. However, the author seems 

to have taken reiteration to a whole new level, often repeating not only single lexical 

items or using synonyms, superordinates, general nouns or antonyms, but also by 

repeating the whole phrases, entire Tweets (not only by using the function of 

Retweeting but actually writing the same message again and posting it) or even 

Retweeting someone else’s Retweet of his own Tweet. I would argue that by repeating 

certain phrases and thoughts all over again, Donald Trump managed to create a very 

specific, if not peculiar, image of the world which he was offering to the reader, his 

potential voter. 

The use of lexical collocation could also be frequently observed in the data. 

Conventional collocations (such as make a mistake, high hopes,…) are however 

observable in almost any text and were expected to be employed by the author as well. 

The analysis therefore examined more closely the use of a particular type of collocation, 

in the thesis termed as “author-specific” collocation, which represented a prominent 

feature in the discourse of Donald Trump. This particular type of collocation allowed 

the author to direct the reader’s thinking in a way preferable to him and helped him to 

make the reader see the world through his own eyes and to share his opinions. 
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The analysis documented that the combination of the cohesive tools of lexical 

reiteration and lexical collocation represents a very powerful rhetorical tool which is 

only enhanced by the ethos of Trump’s persona, his position in the American society 

and his wealth which all make him a very influential person and politician. Both lexical 

collocation and lexical reiteration were very skilfully used and combined in the Tweets. 

Using collocations like “Sleepy Joe” or “China Virus” (see Chapter 5.3) then created in 

the reader’s mind specific semantic association which was subsequently established by 

its constant reiteration (see Chapter 5.1) in the discourse. The analysis documented 

numerous instances of the reader being repeatedly subjected to one particular point of 

view or an opinion and even though (s)he might not agree, may be sceptical about it or 

even abhor Donald Trump, through constant reiteration of a phrase or collocation 

impacted on the reader’s mind whether (s)he wanted it or not. This way, Trump made 

the reader form a particular image of the world, one that was favourable for Trump and 

his political agenda, one that would also be easily understood and well-remembered by 

his audiences.  

The analysis observed that novel word combinations were repeatedly being used in the 

data, some of which were adopted as fresh, original or outrageous by other people and 

started to appear in different discourses as well. Such practice only widens Trump’s 

influence and spreads his opinions and view of the world. Collocation such as “Fake 

News” was adopted by many people and is being widely used not only in America, but 

in many other countries around the world. By using specific-stance forming word 

combinations in specific context, he is pre-fabricating discourse, often having a 

derogatory impact on the subject in question (“Sleepy Joe”, “Washington Swamp”,…) 

which is aimed to place them in a poor light while adopting an opposite strategy when 

referring to himself where he builds up positive images (“your favourite president”, 

“American Dream”,..) and slogans (“Make America Great Again”). Together with 

employing lexical reiteration in the Tweets and continually using these trigger phrases, 

Trump reinforced negative messages of the selected subjects. The reader was then 

repeatedly faced with such views not only in Trump’s discourse but also in discourses 

of other people who had adopted such phrases. This way, even the reader who might 

have been originally against Trump’s politics and opinions, became inclined to get used 

to them and more likely not to view them as “outrageous” or “shocking”. That is not to 
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say that (s)he suddenly agreed with Trump’s statements, however, (s)he was more likely 

to view them as “ordinary”, as something (s)he is already familiar with. 

The analysis and subsequent interpretation of the data revealed how closely both 

reiteration and collocation work together – collocation establishes a semantic 

association in the reader’s mind, a new image (e.g. “Sleepy Joe” – Biden as an old, tired 

man; “Chinese Virus” – China as the country to blame for the global pandemics, etc.) 

and this association is then strengthened through its constant repetition in the data. On 

the examples of “Chinese Virus” and/or “Sleepy Joe Biden” the analysis documented 

the influence engendered by a constantly repeated collocation when it is used by such a 

famous public person as is the American President. The influence proved to be so strong 

that at that time it was possible to observe impact of Trump’s Tweeting campaign on 

people’s behaviour, on the atmosphere in the society and even on the relationship of the 

USA with other countries. 

The collocations Donald Trump used were usually simple pairs of lexical items, not 

complicated to process. Trump’s not very rich vocabulary and simplistic use of 

language has been a subject to many discussions. The results of the analysis suggested 

the truthfulness of such claims about his writing style when comparing Trump’s Twitter 

discourse to that of Obama and taking into account the frequency of the use of 

reiteration in his Tweets (see Chapter 5.1). However, the thesis holds back from the 

oversimplification of suggesting that such use of language would be an unconscious 

move and that it is caused by Trump’s lack of education. Through close examination of 

lexical cohesion, the thesis argues that the constant reiteration of certain words, simple 

collocational patterns and phrases, was a conscious and deliberate action on the part of 

Trump and his team. Because, ultimately, by the end of the day, the reader is in general 

much more likely to retain the simple (but almost always controversial in some way), 

non-complex information repeatedly offered in Trump’s discourse rather than a 

complex, well-thought through idea found in discourse of someone else.  

Trump’s language use seems to be a part of his success on the platform. Despite it often 

being criticised, discussed and subjected to various analyses in which the simplicity of 

Trump’s language and his limited vocabulary are pilloried, the strategy obviously bears 

fruit. By using simple, yet controversial collocations, the author attracts the reader’s 

attention. At the same time, the collocation is processed quite easily and quickly in the 
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reader’s mind. And when the collocation is being repeated several times in the data, it is 

much more likely to stick (at least temporarily) in the reader’s memory. It is therefore 

highly probable that Trump owes his fame and success on the Twitter platform partially 

to this simplicity of vocabulary combined with a skilful use of lexical cohesion in the 

genre of Tweets. 

The thesis also suggested that there may be also another reason for the popularity of 

Twitter and its distinctive members (see Chapter 3.2). The way readers used to consume 

the texts they read has changed. The preferable length of the texts and the ability to 

access critically the information to which the reader is exposed is different than it used 

to be (see Chapter 5.2). The attention span on the internet has become considerably 

shorter and Twitter has developed close alignment with this trend. By having such a 

medium at hand, people gain an immediate access to information which they may deem 

to be “ready-made truths” and to what may seem to be “authentic” interpretations of the 

world out there. It is then very easy, tempting, and also highly comfortable to merely go 

and adopt such views offered to you on the platform. 

Such fact is crucial for a potential translator of Trump’s Tweets to the target language. 

The analysis of the core data documented not only the importance the genre has when 

working with a text, but also the role of lexical cohesion in that particular genre. 

Instances of constant reiteration of simple, yet controversial and specific collocations 

were discussed to illustrate the need for the translator to have a sound insight into the 

genre of Tweets and the communication on Twitter, as disregard of genre conventions is 

most likely to result in a poor-quality translation. For instance, if the translator were not 

familiar with the genre of Tweets and translated Trump’s Tweets using more complex 

sentences with richer, more sophisticated vocabulary (maybe thinking that (s)he is 

somehow “improving” or helping the author), the communicative and rhetorical effect 

of the translated text would not be the same as it was in the original. The reader would 

be suddenly required to process more complicated, longer chunks of language and 

would not be repeatedly faced with certain opinions which consequently would make 

the discourse less memorable and less persuasive. Without understanding the genre of 

the source text, its particularities and conventions, it is difficult for the translator to 

grasp and imitate the author’s style and voice, which is ultimately essential for a good 

translation. A good quality translation does not only mean a text offering the same 

information as the source text. It also means a text which will have the same or similar 
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impact on the reader as the source text. This requires the translator’s understanding of 

the communicative intention behind the message, what is the author trying to achieve 

using the language in a way (s)he does. Equivalence between the source-language text 

and the target-language text thus constitutes a key notion in translation and can be 

sought on different levels of the text, when “any of these can be privileged depending 

on the purpose of the translation” (Steiner, “The Cambridge Handbook of Systemic 

Functional Linguistics”, 746). 

The specific and relatively new genre of Tweets represents a new channel consisting of 

different sets of registers which ultimately “causes for new patterns of cohesion and 

coherence to appear” (Steiner, “The Cambridge Handbook of Systemic Functional 

Linguistics” 755). Here the thesis was able to map out through the textual analysis of 

how the genre of Tweets is exploited when these specific register features are activated. 

Through the analysis, the reader can observe the link between genre, register, cohesion 

and coherence. A genre can alternate various registers and these registers differ in their 

use and frequency of cohesive ties; and, consequently, cohesive ties “foster the 

perception of discourse coherence as they facilitate the construction of continuity of 

occurrences of conceptual content items in the discourse” (Dontcheva-Navratilova, 

133). Familiarity with these phenomena is essential for the translator before (s)he can 

adopt a translation strategy which then leads his/her choices during the process of 

translation. The form of the final product in the target language then strongly depends 

on every single choice of the translator during the process of translation and his/her 

stance towards the source text. 

In conclusion, the thesis demonstrated the importance of lexical cohesion in author’s 

Tweets, in what way it is being used by the author and what impact is can have on the 

reader. Moreover, it illustrated how cohesive ties contribute to the coherence and the 

overall textuality of a text. It would be indeed very interesting to observe in a greater 

detail how not only lexical cohesion but cohesion in general, contributes to the 

description of register.  This examination might be an interesting incentive for future 

work. 
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Appendices 

This section provides a list of documents the thesis used during the analysis. Appendix 

1 represents an example of a JSON file, a form in which both data sets were 

downloaded from the Trump Twitter Archive. The following Appendix 2 and Appendix 

3 display tables – Data set 1, Data set 2 – consisting of metadata from JSON files which 

were transformed into this particular format so they could be more easily analysed. 

Appendix 4 includes Data set 1, Data set 2 (stripped of metadata and links to videos and 

web pages) transformed into a text for KWords analysis. Appendix 5 displays a set of 

Tweets collected from the Barack Obama’s Twitter account @Potus44 again, in a form 

of a text for KWords analysis. And finally, Appendix 6 represents a KWords links 

schema of both Data set 1 and Data set 2.

Yogi 

Berra was an American original - a Hall of Famer, jovial prophet, & a humble veteran. 

We'll miss you, Yogi, but your legacy ain't over. Welcome to the White House, 

@Pontifex! Your messages of love, hope, and peace have inspired us all. Millions of 

families are more secure thanks to the ACA. Join them and #GetCovered on Nov 1  Our 

right to vote is sacred.
