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Other comments or suggesƟons:

The student has submiƩed a bachelor´s thesis of relaƟvely good level.

Regarding the content of the bachelor´s thesis, the reader finds problems with literary sources. There are no refer-
ences to the authors in whole paragraphs, in the paragraph chain as well as in whole subchapters (e.g. 3.1.3., 3.4.1.
etc.). This objecƟon (except for short passages) concerns the whole work.

Described deficienciesmay be related to the fact that the student acquired a lot of informaƟon from one single source
(frequentlymore than on one page of the text?). In some cases, large parts of the text were literally copied. Simply, the
citaƟon method does not meet the required standard, i.e. quotes with reference to the source and the designaƟon
of literally copied quotaƟons.

From the 60 cited literary sources (more expert than scienƟfic ones), 38 are from the Internet and are not listed sepa-
rately in the list of literature. Czech sources predominate, but the requirement for 25% of foreign language resources
has been met.

This bachelor thesis was evaluated as original though the formal control of plagiarism found 18 content similariƟes
(2 per 7 % and 15 per less than 5 %), exclusively from the Internet resources.

The text of the thesis with marked passages of similariƟes is available to the supervisor.

The bachelor thesis is characterized by a logic structure and contains many relevant informaƟon. Nevertheless, data
reported for global maize producƟon are 10-12 years old (p: 6). For the higher relevance of the findings, it would be
adequate rely on the latest data, although the trends are quite obvious and well described (by many authors).

QuanƟficaƟon of data is missing – data on the global development of maize growing areas, including its further uƟ-
lizaƟon. This data can easily be obtained through both FAOSTAT and naƟonal staƟsƟcal offices. One graph or table
would have a greater informaƟon value than a number of words. Also for these reason, the conclusions of the thesis
and the summary are pracƟcally vague without clear and specific findings and recommendaƟons.

It is regreƩable that the student did not pracƟcally communicate (nor did she cooperate) with the supervisor. This
collaboraƟon would have been made possible to avoid problems of this final thesis and limit the errors, as well as the
respect of the author for the binding instrucƟons of the faculty for wriƟng the final thesis. And not just in terms of
formaƫng, but also in terms of the stated objecƟves of the bachelor thesis, which must correspond to the objecƟves
menƟoned in the bachelor thesis topic approved by the authoriƟes.
