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Komentáře k hodnocení The aim of the submitted thesis is to confront the portrayal of 

orphans in four selected pieces of nineteenth- and twentieth-century English novels (Oliver Twist, 

Mowgli, Harry Potter and Stella). The principal method of analysis employed by the candidate is 

comparisons of the above-mentioned characters in their historical and social contexts. However, 

the reasons for the division into the Theoretical Part (pp. 3-12), discussing Dickens’s Oliver Twist 

and the situation of orphans in Victorian England, and the Practical Part (pp. 13-24), including the 

interpretations of other three characters, are not clear. The thesis could be better structured. The 

candidate’s method of characterization and comparison of the characters unfortunately results in 

many repetitions of facts and ideas throughout the study. The Conclusion (pp. 25-27) is more an 

abstract than a final evaluation. The findings, which can be approved of, are thus scattered in the 

text. The primary and secondary sources are well selected and appropriately used. The standard of 

language and style is good throughout. The formal aspects of the thesis, references and 

bibliography comply with the requirements. In conclusion, the candidate has manifested her 

ability to produce a study fulfilling all the necessary standards and requirements for a Bc. thesis in 

the field.
