Proto je dulezité,
aby zéaci méli kvalitni vyuku jiz od samého zacatku. Dulezitym faktorem ve vyuce
malych déti je vzbuzeni zajmu o jazyk. Cilem ucitele by mélo byt vytvoreni takoveé
hodiny, ze které déti odchazeji spokojené, nadSené z novych véci a plné zazitkl. Pfimét
zaky nebat se mluvit a pouzivat cizi jazyk. Na prvnim stupni zakladni Skoly je potieba
vyuzivat rizné metody, které se Castéji stiidaji s ohledem na kratkou pozornost malych
déti. Dalsim ptedpokladem pro kvalitni a uspéSnou vyuku je znalost a pouzivani
riznych materialnich a nematerialnich prostiedkl. Stfidani ¢innosti vyzaduje pfipravy
na interaktivni tabuli, vytvofeni pracovnich listl, her ¢i jinych pomticek. Ucitel musi
mit hodiny peclivé pfipravené a promyslené.

Vyuziti her a jinych aktivit vede ke zpi{jemnéni hodin. Zaci nevnimaji dril gramatiky,
ale s nadSenim trénuji a procvicuji fraze ¢i nova slovicka.

V diplomové praci popisuji n€kolik aktivit, které se mi osveédcCily pii vyuce. VSechny
maji cil procviceni uciva prvniho stupné, které muze vyuzit kdokoli, bez ohledu
na pouZivané ucebnice.

Snazim se o vytvofeni originalniho souboru aktivit, které nejsou bézné zafazeny
do ucebnic. Vychazim z vlastnich potieb pii vyucovani. Podporou mi jsou pozitivni
reakce mych zakl i1 kladné reflexe kolegi. Dal§im dileZitym faktorem jsou komentaie
mé desetileté dcery, kterd mi pomdahad pii tvorbé pomucek, které zaroven sama
provétuje.

Téchto deset pfiprav je vytvofeno v programu Smart
Notebooku a nahrano na CD, kter¢ je ptilozeno k diplomové praci.

Doufam, ze tyto vytvoifené materidly budou prospésné pro jiné kolegy a piinesou

obohaceni do hodin i pro dalsi zaky na riznych $kolach.

1. Vymezeni Skolniho véku

Skolni v&k je vymezen obdobim povinné kolni dochazky. Skola se stavd prvni
vyznamnou instituci, do niz se dit¢ dostava. Nastup do Skoly ovlivni dalsi rozvoj jeho
osobnosti. Postupné se zde budou rozvijet jeho schopnosti a dovednosti. Zaroven

je Skola mistem, kde dité ziské spoustu socialnich zkuSenosti.

Dle Vagnerové lze Skolni vek rozdélit na tii dil¢i faze (1999, s. 107) :

Rany Skolni vék trva od ndstupu do Skoly, tj. priblizné od 6-7 let do 8-9 let.
Je charakteristicky zmenou Zivotni situace a riiznymi vyvojovymi zménami, které se

projevuji predevsim ve vztahu ke Skole.

Stiedni Skolni vék trva od 8-9 let do 11-12 let, tj. do doby, kdy dité prechazi
na 2. stupen zdkladni Skoly a zacind dospivat. V priibéhu této faze dochazi k mnoha
zméndm, které jsou podminény nejen socialné, ale i biologicky. Lze je povazovat za

pripravu na dobu dospivani.

Star§i Skolni vék navazuje na obdobi stredniho skolniho véku a trva do ukonceni
zdkladni skoly, to znamenad priblizné do 15 let. Toto obdobi byva oznacovano jako

pubescence.

1.1 Mladsi $kolni vék

Obdobi mladsiho $kolniho v&ku lze celkové charakterizovat jako relativné klidné a bez
dramatickych vyvojovych zmén. Tato vyvojova faze zac¢ina zah4jenim Skolni dochazky
a konci s nastupem pubescence. Nejvetsi zmeény se projevuji v psychickém a socialnim
vyvoji ditéte. Zasadni zménou vtomto obdobi je relativné dlouhodobé odlouceni
od rodiny, pfi ¢emz se dit¢ musi soustfedit na vyuku a také se integrovat do skupiny
spoluzakil. Zaci jsou ovlivnéni uditelem, kolektivem ve tfidé a také samotnymi $kolnimi
povinnostmi. VéEtSina déti v tomto véku rada spolupracuje a snazi se byt pii hodinach

aktivni (Ptacek, Kuzelova, 2013).
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Rozdil mezi aktivitou zakli na prvnim a druhém stupni se pomérné lisi. Podle mého
nazoru je snadnéj$i zaujmout mladsi déti a pfimét je k praci. Jako ucitelka prvniho
1 druhého stupni se s timto rozdilnym piistupem k préci setkdvam denné. DéEti na prvnim
stupni jsou nadsené z jakékoli aktivity, kde se mohou hybat, néco kreslit, zkoumat,
soutézit mezi sebou. Pfi zkouSeni novych her, pracovnich listi a pfiprav na interaktivni
tabuli jsem byla odménéna nadSenim a kladnymi reakcemi mych zakd. Nemohu fici, ze
by Zaci na druhém stupni neuvitali zafazeni her a riznych Cinnosti, ale jejich snaha

a pristup je v jednotlivych tfidach rozdilny.

V tomto obdobi je dulezité déti ocenit za jejich snahu. Dité vyhodnoti své snazeni jako
uspesné nebo neuspeésné podle toho, zda je toto snazeni nékym subjektivné dulezitym
ocen¢éno. Na podaném vykonu zéavisi sebehodnoceni ditéte. Vysledek samotny pro dité

nema nejvetsi vyznam (Ptacek, Kuzelova, 2013).

1.1.1 Kognitivni vyvoj

Na zacatku Skolniho véku je dité schopno operaci, které¢ se vazou na konkrétni véci,
jevy a obsahy. Je dulezité, aby si déti mohly vSe nazorné predstavit. U zakd mladsiho
Skolntho veéku postupné stale vice roste schopnost soustfedéni, kvalita stalosti
a pfenaSeni pozornosti i jeji rozsah. Vyrazné se rozviji aktivni imyslnd pozornost. Dité
se chce soustfedit na ucivo, nebot’ vi, Zze pokud bude Gspésné, bude odménéno. Zaci
st dokazi trvale zapamatovat to, na¢ zaméfi svou pozornost. Postupny rozvoj mysleni
vede k rozvoji logické paméti. V tomto véku prevlada schopnost mechanického
zapamatovani. Dit¢ dokaZe udrZet vice informaci najednou. Problémy dokaze feSit
pouze Vv mysli. Zdokonaluje se slovni projev, roste slovni zdsoba, délka vét, jejich

sloZitost 1 skladba. Dité poznava nova slova. Mezi Skoldky jsou jiZ znatelné rozdily

v kvalité slovniho projevu (Zacharova, 2012).

Pii vyuce anglického jazyka na prvnim stupni je dileZité, aby Z4ci zapojili co nejvice
smyslt. Dilezité je pouzivat obrazkové materidly. V téchto smérech se domnivam,
Ze jsou rozhodné pfinosnéjsi knihy od nakladatelstvi Oxford University Press. Cela
ucebnice je barevné ilustrovand a obrazky vhodn€ dopliuji jednotlivd cviceni.

V knihach Marie Zahalkové jsou pouzity starsi fotografie, obrazky nejsou poutavé.
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Schopnost naucit se spravné vyslovovat slovicka v cizim jazyce je spjata se spravnou
vyslovnosti v jazyce mateiském. V dnesni dobé se stava, ze do Skol pfichazeji zaci
se Spatnou vyslovnosti a artikulaci. Tito Zaci maji problémy nejen v anglickém jazyce,

Ktery se na vétSin€ Skol zacinaji u€it ve tieti tiidé, ale také v Ceském jazyce.

1.1.2 Emoc¢ni vyvoj a socializace
Dit¢ se u¢i modelovat své zpisoby chovani uz nejen podle rodici, ale i ucitelt
a spoluzaki. Ve tfid¢ se dit¢ mize naucit takovym dovednostem jako je pomoc slabsim,

spoluprace ¢i soutézivost (Langmeier, Krej¢itova, 2006).

Dle Vagneroveé (1999) si zdk béhem vyuky zkousi rizné formy soupeteni, ale i zplisoby
spoluprace. Miize zde ziskat vyznamnou socidlni zkuSenost s projevem solidarity,
kterou nelze prozit jinak nez ve skupiné rovnocennych spoluzaki. Vytvaieji se zde
ruzné kamaradské vztahy a postupné dochéazi k diferenciaci a hierarchizaci roli.
DosaZeni dobré pozice a sympatie spoluzaki mé v détském véku velky vyznam. Dité
si takto potvrzuje pozitivni hodnotu vlastni osoby, ziskava vétsi sebejistotu a sebeuctu,

coz se projevi i v jeho sebepojeti.

Podle Langmeiera a Krej¢itové (2006) star$i zaci pirechazeji od hravych aktivit
k obCasné vytrvalejsi a cilevédoméjsi Cinnosti. Dokazi jiz sami dokoncit naro¢né&jsi
ukol. Hra ze zivota ditéte ovSem nevymizi a ani prace nenastupuje razem. Oboji
se dlouho stfida a navzdjem prolind. Ucitel by m¢l zatadit zdbavu i pro starSi déti. Hry
rady soutéZe. V hodinach anglitiny je vhodné zatadit aktivitu nazvanou Game —
speaking, drawing and pantomime. Pravidla jsou totoznd s pravidly ceské verze
Aktivity. Pii hie se stfidd mluveni, pfedvadéni pantomimy a téz kresleni na tabuli.
Tato hra méla velky uspéch a zaci si ji Casto chtéli zahrat. Pfi ¢ast&j$im hrani této hry

je zapotiebi obménovat karticky, aby hra byla stale atraktivni.

Podle Dvorakové (2002) je jednou ze zakladnich potieb ditéte pohyb. Prostrednictvim
pohybu se dit¢ seznamuje s okolim, ziskédva sebevédomi a uci se spolupraci. Zaroven
je prostiedkem, jak vyjadrit sebe sama a komunikovat s ostatnimi. Pohyb by mé&l byt

jednim z vychozich boda v u€eni déti vSeobecné.
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Pohybové chvilky jsou u malych skolaka velmi dulezité i z pohledu schopnosti vénovat
se urCité c¢innosti. Schopnost soustfedit se a cilené¢ pracovat se zlepSuje postupné
s vékem. Dulezité je, abychom neméli pfehnané naroky a zohlednovali individualni
vyvoj jednotlivych zakii. Pokud ucitel vidi, Ze jsou Zaci unaveni nebo se jiz nesoustiedi,
je na misté¢ zaradit pohybovou aktivitu. Pfikladem mohou byt pisnicky Super Simple
Songs vytvofené pro zaatetniky v anglickém jazyce. Zaci se nejen protdhnou,
ale zaroven se uci nova slovicka, ktera si propojuji s pohybem. Slovicka si rychleji
zapamatuji a také snadnéji vybavi. V ramci mezipfedmétovych vztahti je vhodné zaradit

anglické pisnicky téz do hodin ¢eského jazyka ¢i matematiky.

1.1.3 Cizi jazyk u déti mladSiho Skolniho véku

,»Cilem vyuky anglického jazyka by predevsim mél byt rozvoj komunikacnich dovednosti
deti v cizim jazyce. Pri vyuce zaku mladsiho skolniho véku je hlavnim cilem probuzeni
zdjmu o dany predmét — ucime deéti hravou formou a povzbuzujeme je k celozZivotnimu
vzdélavani, poskytujeme jim pozitivni stimuly k uceni, K chuti ucit se cizimu jazyku.
Pri vyuce deti mladsiho véku dbdame predevsim na rozvoj dovednosti poslechu

a mluveni. Pri vyuce pouzivame aktivizujici metody** (Zormanova, 2015).

Déle téz k rozvijeni pozitivniho
vztahu k osvojovanému jazyku, ziskani sebedivéry pii vystupovani na vefejnosti,
ke kultivovanému projevu a v neposledni fadé také k samostatnému ziskavani informaci
z riznych zdrojii a k zvladnuti prace s jazykovymi a literarnimi prameny i s texty

Nejjednodussimi
pomuckami jsou rizné druhy karticek. Pro vét$i upoutdni pozornosti a odbourani
strachu z néfeho nového vyuzivaji ucitelé manasky, plySové hracky ¢i loutky.
Cim mensi déti u¢ime, o to vice bychom méli byt herci. Jednak tim zaky zaujmeme,
ale zaroven jim poméahame s porozuménim a pochopenim situace. Pro zpestfeni hodin
se déti u¢i kratké basnicky a pisnicky. Cast&j§im opakovanim ziskavaji sebejistotu
a odvahu pro dalsi uceni. K jistoté ptispivaji rutiny, zavedena pravidla a situace, které
détem hodiny usnadnuji. Svoji roli maji také aktivity, kdy zaky nechame vymyslet své
vlastni rymy a hrat si se zvuky. V tomto v€ku maji Zaci velkou schopnost se snadnéji
ucit jazyk diky hrani her. Svoji roli maji stolni hry, které slouzi nejen k uceni

se spoluprace ve skupiné, toleranci, ale také zdky motivuji k uceni se novych slovic¢ek
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¢i frazi. Malé déti jsou plny energie a ocekavani, proto je dalezité mit hodiny peclivé
naplanované a promyslené. Stiidani riznych Cinnosti by mélo byt samoziejmosti.
Pfi planovani hodiny by ucitel mél dbat na prostfidani vSech jiz zminénych fecovych

dovednosti (Scott, Ytreberg, 1990).

,,Poslech s porozumenim ma klicovou roli v komunikativnim zpusobu vyuky ciziho
jazyka Zakii. Je to proto, ze mluvena/zvukova podoba jazyka je pro dité prirozenym
zdrojem pro osvojeni vyslovnosti a slovni zdsoby, které jsou predpokladem mluveni.
Pro efektivni rozvoj poslechovych dovednosti ve skolnim prostredi je nezbytné vytvoreni
srozumitelného situacniho kontextu, ktery zajisti porozumeni i tém jazykovym prvkiim,
ktere jsou pro zdaka nové. Situacni kontext lze vytvorit napr. pomoci obrazkii, loutek
a dalsich vizudlnich pomiicek. Zak rozumi s opakovanym vyuzivanim rutinnich metod
kratkym otdzkam, které se vztahuji k tematickym okruhiim. Zdk je schopen provadét
kratké pokyny, které ucitel ve vyuce pravidelné pouzivda. Pro ndcvik porozumeéni temto
pokynim  jsou  vhodné  aktivity vychazejici z metody Total Physical
Response “(Metodicky portal rvp- 1, 2018).

Metoda nazyvana Total Physical Response (TPR) byla ptivodné zavedena americkym
profesorem psychologie James Asherem v Sedesatych letech dvacatého stoleti. Jeji
podstatou je propojeni uceni s fyzickym pohybem. Jedna se o instrukce jako "Pojd’
k tabuli" nebo "Otevfi si svou knihu". Kratké aktivity TPR jsou pro Zzdky motivujici

a mohou slouZit jako pomiicka pro lepsi fixaci paméti (Bowen, 2017).

. Mluveni je zameéreno na zvladnuti zdakladnich komunikacnich situaci (pozdrav,
predstaveni se, podékovani) a na zvladnuti jednoduché recové produkce. Na 1. stupni
se jedna predevsim o osvojovani jednotlivych vyrazii a kratkych slovnich spojeni.
Dulezita je jasnd struktura uciva, ndzornost, vizudlni opora a vyuziti dalSich
podpiirnych strategii. Vhodné jsou metody vyuky pouzivané u vékové skupiny prevazne
predskolnich déti a Zaki mladsiho skolniho véku, zejména multisensoridlni pristup
zahrnujici Fikanky, rytmizace, pisnicky, jednoduché vytvarné, pohybové a pracovni

cinnosti vedené v cizim jazyce (Metodicky portal rvp- 2 , 2018).

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2. Charakteristika a ¢lenéni didaktickych prostiedkii

Didaktické prostiedky doprovazi vychovné vzdélavaci proces. Podle ValiSové
a Kasikové (2007) je vzdélavani slozity proces, pii kterém dochéazi k zamérnému
a organizovanému osvojovani védomosti, dovednosti, schopnosti, nadvyki, postoju
a hodnot. Pii Skolni vyuce se zaroven vytvareji kompetence, které presahuji do bézného
zivota. Spravna volba metody vyuky, organiza¢ni formy a materidlnich prostiedkt
je dulezitym faktorem pii vyucovacim procesu. Na spravném vytyceni cili 1 obsahu

a na zpisobech, jak téchto cili dosdhnout, zavisi efektivita vyucovani.

Pojem didaktické prostiedky se objevuje v mnoha publikacich tykajicich se didaktiky
a pedagogiky. Vysvétleni najdeme u mnoha riiznych autort, ale ve své podstaté
se s vykladem jen nepatrné lisi.

Josef Manak (2003, s. 49) chape didaktické prosttedky jako: ,,Predmeéty a jevy slouzici
k dosazeni vytycenych cilu. Prostredky v Sirsim smyslu zahrnuji vse, co vede ke splnéni
vychovné vzdélavacich cilu.*

prostredky chapany vsechny prostredky materialni (napr. redlné predmeéty, jevy,
nazorné pomiicky, tabule aj.) a nematerialni (napr. metody, organizacni formy vyuky

‘

aj.) povahy, které prispivaji k celkové efektivite vyucovaciho procesu. *

2.1 Materialni didaktické prostiedky

Materialni didaktické prostiedky jsou predméty, které slouzi k didaktickym ucelim
a jsou materialni povahy. Podle Rambouska (1989) do skupiny materialnich prostfedk
patii vyu€ovaci pomicky, zafizeni a pfistroje, Zdkovské potfeby a didakticka technika.
Tyto prostfedky délime podle smysld, jejichz funkci pifi vyucovacim procesu ovliviuji.
Jedna se o prostiedky - vizudlni, auditivni, audiovizualni, zpétnovazebné a pomocné
technické prostiedky. Pokud se zabyvame pojmem v uzSim pojeti, pak zahrnuje oblast

ucebnich pomicek a didaktické techniky.
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2.1.1 Didaktické pomiicky

Didaktické pomucky jsou dle Manaka (2003) ¢lenény na skute¢né piedméty, modely,
obrazy, zvukové, dotykové nebo literarni pomiicky. VSechny tyto pomicky a piistroje
podporuji ndzornost ve vyuce a zaroven kladou na naroky pfi jejich vhodném vybéru
a zatrazeni do vyuky.

Hlavnim divodem pii pouziti didaktickych pomucek a didaktické techniky pfi vyuce
ciziho jazyka je vzbudit zajem a vybudovat u zakl pozitivni pfistup k cizi feci.
Na prvnim stupni by méla vyuka ciziho jazyka probihat formou hry, fikanek, pisnicek,
pfi kterych je vhodné vyuzivat rizné ,,flashcards®. Pfi tomto zplisobu vyuky si Zaci
Casto ani neuvédomi, Ze se uci cizi jazyk. Uceni je zabavné a spontanni. Ve tieti tiideé
je vhodné vyuzit kartidek k ugeni se novych slov. Zaci si vyrabi karti¢ky, z jedné strany
je obrazek, ze strany druhé je napsano slovicko. V mych hodinach jsme karti¢ky tvotili
spole¢né. Kazdy zak si je sim nadepisoval, tim si fixoval spravny zapis. Pouzivali rizné
barvy a karti¢ky si zdobili. Dale jsme karti¢ky vyuzili na rizné hry a aktivity. Diky

nazornosti ziskévaji Zaci jasnéj$i a ucelené predstavy o ucivu.

2.1.2 Informacni a komunikacni technologie

Technologie plni v naSich zivotech nezastupitelnou a velmi podstatnou roli, kterd nas
pfiméla ménit pohled na tradi¢ni formy dosavadni vyuky na naSich Skolach: ,,ICT
postupné zpristupnuji lidem obrovské mnoZstvi informaci a védeni, coz mimo jiné
znamenad, Ze Skola jiz neni nebo nemusi byt jedinym a vyhradnim mistem vzdelavani.
Takovy stav vyvolal mimo jiné otdzku, zda je v dnesni dobé relevantni skolni vzdelavani,
které je prevazné orientovano na tradicni preddavani hotovych védomosti (Zounek,
2006, s.

Vyuka probihajici s pouzitim ICT nabizi vét§i moznosti nez
tradiéni vyuka. Diky ICT se vyuka méni v hru. Hodiny mohou byt obohaceny o fadu
praktickych cviceni, které Zzdky bavi. V uc€ivu se zdokonaluji naptiklad tim,
7e si potfebna fakta a informace vyhledavaji sami. Zaci se stavaji aktivnimi ¢astniky
vyuky. Rozviji se jejich schopnost konstruktivné pfemyslet a tvofit. Podili se na procesu
poznani. Jejich z4djem o ucivo vzroste, vyuka je zadbavnéjsi a Zaci ji sleduji a ucastni

se ji s vetsi pozornosti (Zounek, 2006).
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Na vétsing Skol se setkame s novym ICT zafizenim, které propoji vizualni, auditivni
a audiovizualni funkci, ale zaroven je napojeno na dotykovy displej. Jedna

se o interaktivni tabuli.

2.1.3 Interaktivni tabule

Jiti Dostal uvadi nasledujici definici interaktivni tabule: ,, Interaktivni tabule
je dotykove-senzitivni plocha, prostrednictvim které probihda vzajemna aktivni
komunikace mezi uzivatelem a pocitacem s cilem zajistit maximalni moznou miru
nazornosti zobrazovaného obsahu. Obvykle je vyuzivana ve spojeni s pocitacem

a dataprojektorem “(Dostél, 2009, s. 11).

Jak Dostal uvadi (2009), vzdélavani je neustdle inovovano vyuzivanim moderni
didaktické techniky a u¢ebnich pomucek, které se pro dnesni generaci vzdélavani staly
témét nepostradatelnymi. V ¢eskych Skolach se interaktivni tabule vyuZivaji stale Castéji

a jejich zaclenéni do vyuky se zacina stdvat normou.

Jednd se o novou moderni metodu vyuky na Skoldch s nékolika hlavnimi cili.
K nejvyznamnéj$im cilim patii moznost zdky motivovat k uceni zédbavnéjsi a méné
stereotypni formou. Zaci nemusi byt pouze pasivnimi posluchaci, nybrz se aktivné

zapojuji do hodiny.

Interaktivni tabule jsou dodavany spole¢né s autorskym software. Ucitel tak mulzZe
snadno naplanovat vyuku a vytvaret interaktivni vyukové hodiny. Je mozné vkladat
text, obrazky, zvuky, animace, kresby, atd. Autorsky software obvykle obsahuje
Sablony a vyukové objekty k volnému vyuZziti. V dneSni dobé existuje jiZ spousta

hotovych prezentaci, které mtize ucitel pouzit pii svych hodinach (Dostal, 2009).

Na Skolach jsou nejrozsifené;si tabule, které jsou oznacené jejich vyrobcei jako SMART
Board, ACTIV Board a INTERWRITE Board. Hlavni rozdily mezi jednotlivymi typy
tabuli dle vyrobcti nalezneme v pouzité technologii, v principu prace s tabuli,
v rozliSovacich schopnostech, rychlosti snimani dotyku a odolnosti proti poskozeni

(Dostél, 2009).
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Zéci tabuli ovladaji pomoci popisovade, specialniho pera nebo samotnym prstem.
Spravné odpovédi se daji dopisovat, odkryvat nebo volit z dané nabidky. Dal§i moznosti
je vybirat ze spousty interaktivnich a multimedialnich soubort v ¢asti Lesson Activity
Toolkit. Zaky tyto aktivity bavi. U¢itel ma moznost kazdy soubor editovat dle trovné

a schopnosti zakl a probirané gramatiky.

V soucasné dobé néktera nakladatelstvi nabizi Skoldm moznost ziskani interaktivnich
ucebnic zdarma. Podminkou je zakoupeni urcitého mnozstvi ucebnic a pracovnich
sesSitu. Nakladatelstvi Oxford University Press poskytuje interaktivni uéebnice iTool
Project. Jedna se o software, ktery slouzi pfi vyuce na interaktivni tabuli. Na projektoru
zaci vidi stranku ucebnice nebo pracovniho sesitu, ve které je mozno dopliovat,
vyznacovat dulezit¢ udaje nebo si spolecné zkontrolovat text. DalSi vyhodou
je poslechovéa ¢ast, kterd je namluvena rodilym mluvéim. Dobfe zpracovanad jsou
poslechova cviceni. Ucitel ma volbu pustit zakiim poslech a zaroven text, ktery se jim
aktualné zvyraznuje. Poslechova cviceni jsou doplnéna o dalsi aktivity propojujici psani

¢i mluveni. Pro ucitele je zde v nabidce nékolik interaktivnich mluvnickych cviceni.

Z didaktického hlediska spatfuji vyhodu ve vyuzivani moderni techniky ve vyuce,
nebot’ je pro zaky atraktivni. Tento styl vyuky je bavi a je jim blizky. Zaroven umoznuje
rychlé a snadno dostupné propojeni riznych ¢innosti a zdroju.

Tabule je vyrobena zplastu, dobfe omyvatelna béznymi mycimi prostiedky
a také odolna. Nehrozi zadn4 alergie na prach pfi psani kiidou. Moznost pouziti Lesson
Activity Toolkit zrychluje pfipravu ucitele, ozivuje hodinu a usnadiuje kontrolu.
Ve chvili, kdy se zobrazi spravné odpovédi, Sikovnéj$i Zaci si sami kontroluji a ucitel
ma tak Cas se vénovat slabSim zakiim. Velké mnozstvi funkci pfispiva ke zpestieni
vyuky, vybizi uitele k tvofivosti, zaky lépe zaujme a motivuje. Tabule zprosttedkovava
vizualni informace a tim se zvySuje ndzornost. Lze zobrazit rizné obrazky, do nichz
se daji ptidat popisky Ci text.

Tabule ptispivd rovnéz krozvijeni pocitacové a informacni gramotnosti, ktera
je v dnesni dob€ povazovana za nezbytnou. Ucitel ji téZ mlze pouzit pro vyuku zaka

S vyvojovymi poruchami uceni.

Nevyhodou muize byt pofizovaci cena. Kazdd Skola nemiiZze pofidit potiebny pocet

interaktivnich tabuli. Nektefi ucitelé jsou skepticti a spiSe preferuji tradicni koncepci
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vyuCovani. Jini nejsou ochotni se uc¢it novym vécem a software aktivné nevyuzivaji.
Nespravnym pouzivanim tabule je potladena interaktivita a aktivni Cinnost zakda.
Pouzivéani tabule musi byt pfiméfené, aby zaci nebyli zahlceni mnozstvim informaci.
Pokud budou Zaci brat vyuzivani interaktivni tabule jako samoziejmost, opadne jejich
zdjem. Nevyhodou je omezeny pocet zaki pracujicich pfimo u tabule. Vzhledem
K tomu, ze pfi mych hodinach mam ve tfid¢é pres dvacet zakt, musi se stfidat a nékdy
jsou nedockavi, nez na né pfijde znovu fada. Toto fesSim délenim tfidy na skupiny, kdy
se u tabule stfidaji, aby si kazdy uzil sviij ¢as. Druhd cast tfidy pracuje samostatné,

naptiklad v pracovnim sesit¢.

2.1.4 Pracovni listy

Pracovni listy patfi mezi didaktické materidlni prostfedky a do vyuky se zafazuji
spole¢n¢ s ucebnicemi jako textové ucebni pomucky. Pracovni listy jsou urcené
predevsim k procviceni potiebnych informaci a kK rozvijeni dovednosti zaku. Listy jsou
pfevazné vytvareny pro individudlni praci. Umoziiuyji tim rozvijet u Zakl samostatnost,
tvofivost a podnécovat pfirozenou touhu po poznani. Mohou byt vytvofeny i pro praci
skupinovou, kde se procvicuji nejenom znalosti a dovednosti, ale i spoluprace.
Uplatiiuje se zde rozvoj klicovych kompetenci, a to kompetence k uceni, k feSeni
problémt, komunikativni, socidlni a persondlni, obfanské a pracovni. Ucitel mize

zatadit préci s listy ve vSech fazich hodiny (Skalkova, 1999).

Pti tvorbé pracovniho listu je dulezité stanoveni cile a promysleni jakou formou
jej dosdhnout. Dilezitd je pfiméefenost, pfizplsobeni véku zakil a také atraktivnost.
Zaroven je potfeba si uvédomit, v jaké fazi vyucovani budou pracovni listy zafazeny
a podle toho zvolit vhodné ulohy. Jednotlivé ukoly by mély byt sefazeny v urcitém
logickém sledu, jejich navaznost by méla byt dobfe promysSlend. Nedostatecné
obménovani tloh by mohlo postupné vést ke ztraté¢ motivaci a k tnavé. Ucitelé by méli
dbat i na délku uloh, kterd by méla odpovidat véku zakt a jejich schopnostem,
ale neméli by zapomenout na odstupfiovani obtiznosti ukol. Dobfe pfipraveny pracovni
list by mél upoutat a zlepSit zdkovu pozornost diky zajimavym a zdbavnym ukolim
a diky tomu prodlouzit soustfedéni. Dale by mél pfimét pouzivat dosazené védomosti,
dovednosti a rozvijet logické mysleni. Vyhodou pracovnich listd je moznost pracovat

Vindividualnim tempu ¢i pfizpisobeni specidlnim potfebam jednotlivych zaki
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naptiklad zvySenim ¢i snizenim narocnosti, Upravou rozsahu a formy — zvyraznéni slov,
zvétseni pisma ¢i linek, nahrazeni pisma obrazky...
Pracovni list mize slouzit jako zpétnd vazba nejen pro ucitele, ale zaroven pro zaky

1 rodi¢e (Manénova, 2014).

V této praci ptikladam pracovni listy pro samostatnou praci, kde zék pracuje s textem.
Ukolem je vybrani spravnych odpovédi, vybarveni dle zadani nebo pfifazovani textu
ke spravnému obrazku. Cilem je procvicovani Cteni s porozuménim v anglickém jazyce.
Jiné pracovni listy slouzi k rozhovorim a nacviku gramatickych jevi. Sady karticek
slouzi k nacviku mluveni ¢i skladani dle poslechu.

V praci jsou materialy k vytiSténi, které¢ usnadni praci ucitelim. Jedna se o didaktické
hry, které podporuji spolupraci a zaroven se Zaci dobfe bavi. Dalsi listy spliuji

propojeni n€kolika ¢innosti najednou, nebot’ malé déti rady stithaji, lepi a maluyi.

2.2 Nematerialni didaktické prostiedky

Mezi nematerialni didaktické prosttedky patii predev§im metody a formy vyucovani.
Jak uvadi Matidk a Svec (2003), vyukova metoda zprostfedkovava a zajistuje dosazeni
edukacnich cili. Metoda nepiisobi izolovang, ale je soucasti komplexu ¢etnych ¢initeli.
Vyuclovaci metody, organiza¢ni formy vyuky spolu s materidlnimi didaktickymi
prostiedky zabezpecuji realizaci cil a uéiva ve vyuce. Usp&$nou vyuku ovliviiuje
Z veétsi Casti ucitel svym vybérem a realizaci metod, ale zaroven dulezitym faktorem
je vzdjemnd spoluprace mezi ucitelem a zaky. Zprostredkovani védomosti a dovednosti
patii k nejvyraznéjSim funkcim vyukovych metod. V zdjmu harmonického rozvoje
osobnosti zakili je zapotiebi pfifadit 1 aktivizaéni a komunikacni funkci, kterd

je predpokladem smysluplné a efektivni vyuky.

Metody mizeme rozdélit do nékolika skupin. Dle Manaka a Svece (2003) ma piehled
vyukovych metod pro pedagoga znaény vyznam. Mnozstvi metod miZze pedagoga
inspirovat k inovaci i k experimentovani, a tim pfispét ke zkvalitnéni vyuky.

Délime-li metody dle zdkova zdroje poznani, pak se rozliSuji metody slovni,
nazorné-demonstracni a praktické. Jedna se o klasické vyukové metody. Metody, kde
je kladen daraz na mysleni, feSeni probléml a na vlastni Cinnost zaka, se nazyvaji

aktivizujici vyukové metody.
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2.2.1 Klasické vyukové metody

Klasické vyukové metody se rozd€luji na slovni, nazorné-demonstracni a praktické.
Metody slovni zahrnuji vypravéni, vysvétlovani, praci stextem ¢i rozhovor
a jsou zaloZené na vyuziti mluveného projevu (Manak, Svec, 2003). V hodinach
anglického jazyka je dtlezité, aby ucitel mluvil na zaky timto cizim jazykem co nejvice,
spravn¢ vyslovoval, a tim zaky pozitivne ovliviioval. Pti pocatcich vyuky ucitel vyuziva
,classroom language®. Zaci nejprve naslouchaji, poté zalinaji pouZivat jednoduché
naucené veéty. Zarazenim gramatickych jevl do pisnicek, basnic¢ek ¢i her si Zaci nejlépe
fixuji uéivo a zmirfiuje se obava z mluveni. Na fixaci uciva je dobré vyuzit metody
rozhovoru, ktery pfedstavuje verbalni komunikaci v podob¢ otazek a odpovédi,
kdy Zaci mluvi ve dvojicich. Cilem je doplnéni chybégjicich tdaji v tabulce, kdy

se stereotypné opakuji otazky a odpovédi.

Dulezitymi ¢innostmi pii vyuce Ceského nebo anglického jazyka je zarazeni prace
s textem K rozvijeni ¢tendiské gramotnosti. Jak uvadi Manak a Svec (2003, s. 64)
wPraci s textem rozumime vyukovou metodu zaloZenou na zpracovani textovych
informaci, jejichz vyuziti smeruje k osvojeni novych poznatkii, kjejich rozsireni
a prohloubeni, popr. k jejich upevnéni.” Pii praci s textem jde hlavné o to, aby zdk
porozumél, coz je zalozeno na dovednostech zdka nalézt v textu klicové pojmy
a postihnout vztahy mezi nimi. Pfi Cteni 74k uplatiluje vnimani, zapamatovani,
piedstavivost, fantazii, mysleni i emoce (Mafiak, Svec, 2003).

Oblibenou aktivitou u déti na prvnim stupni je propojeni Cteni, kresleni a nasledné

hledani, vybirani nebo psani spravnych odpovédi.

»Metody nazorné-demonstracni se uplatiuji v etapé smyslového zprostiedkovani uciva.
Tato skupina metod vsak nelze chapat izolované, ale naopak je treba zduraznit velmi
lizké vazby s metodami dovednostné-praktickymi a slovnimi“ (Manak, Svec, 2003,

s. 77).

»Pro Zaky 1. stupné je vdecnym objektem predvadeni cely sveét, ktery je obklopuje
a Vv némz se postupné orientuji. V tomto pripade je ucitelova uloha snadnd, protozZe pro
Zdky je témer vse nové a zajimave, na druhé strané vsak také obtizna, nebot ucitel musi

Mezi praktické metody se tadi vytvareni dovednosti, napodobovani, manipulovani,
experimentovani a produkéni metody. Jednu z klicovych oblasti kurikula tvoii
dovednosti, které jsou povazovany za piipravenost zaka k Cinnosti. Dovednosti
se vytvari opakovanim, tréninkem Ci drilem. V procesu utvareni dovednosti je dilezité,
aby zak mél zdjem o aktivni hleddni problému, orientoval se v problému a ptenasel

dovednosti do novych situaci (Matiak, Svec, 2003).

2.2.2 Aktivizujici vyukové metody

Diskuzni, heuristické, situacni metody a didaktické hry patii mezi aktivizujici metody.
Tyto metody byly vytvoreny za Gcelem piekonani stereotypnich a direktivnich ptistupti
ve vyuce. Aktivni metody naopak podporuji kreativitu ucitele a aktivni ucast zakd
pii  vyuCovéani. Aktivizujici metody muzeme definovat jako postupy, které
zprostiedkovavaji dosahovani vychovné vzdélavacich cili na zakladé vlastnich
ucebnich cinnosti zaki, pficemz diraz je kladen na mysSleni a feSeni problémil.
Skoldktim umoziuji se aktivné zapojovat do vyudovani a pozitivné ovliviiuji formovani
osobnosti zdka a zohlediiuji jeho individudlni zvlaStnosti. Dulezitou roli hraji

pti budovani p¥iznivého §kolniho prostfedi (Maiidk, Svec, 2003).

Situa¢ni metody stavi na aktivit¢ svych ucastnikl. ,,Vztahuji se na redalné pripady
ze Zivota, které predstavuji specifické, obtizné jevy vyvolavajici potiebu vyporadat
se s nimi, vyZadujici angaZované usili a rozhodovani“ (Manak, Svec, 2003, s. 119).
Ucitel na prvnim stupni zékladniho vzdélani musi brat na zfetel, ze situacni metody
musi byt uzptisobeny pro zaky mladSiho Skolniho v€ku. Proto by zvolené¢ metody mély
mit spiSe hravy charakter. Situani metody obohacuji Zaky v dovednostech
komunikovat a vyuZivat ziskané znalosti a védomosti v praxi. Zaroven situa¢ni metody

rozviji tviiréi mysleni, proces analyzy a syntézy (Manak, Svec, 2003).

Ptikladem jednoduché situa¢ni metody pro malé Skolaky mlze byt psani pohledu
&i dopisu. Zaci si predstavuji, Ze jsou na jakémkoli misté na svété a maji poslat psani.

V prvni fazi je vhodné vyuziti metody brainstormingu k zopakovani velkého mnozstvi
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slovicek a potfebnych frazi. Dalsi fazi je vymysleni vlastniho textu a dodrZeni vSech
nalezitosti a formalit u psani korespondence. Pro podporu kreativity je dobré nechat

zaky, aby si poradili i s vytvofenim vlastnich origindlnich pohledu.

Didaktické hry jsou vyuzivany na prvnim stupni, kde plni pfedevsim funkci motivaéni,
relaxaéni a diagnostickou. Hra ma jasné vymezend pravidla, je fizena ucitelem
a podtizuje se didaktickému cili, ale zaroven nepotlacuje tvofivost zakl. Predevsim
umoziuje propojovat neuvédomélou détskou aktivitu se zamérnou praci a vzdélanim.
Didaktické hry se orientuji na procvicovani ziskanych poznatkli, na rozvoj smyslové
percepce a myslenkovych procest. Hry muze ucitel zaclenit do vSech vyucovacich
predméti. Cinnosti ve hie musi ugitel jasné vymezit a mély by stale vzbuzovat pocit,
ze si déti hraji. Pravidla hry jasné vymezuji, co zak smi a nesmi vykonavat. Pravidla
pedagog musi formulovat jasn€, konkrétné a jednoduSe. Musi brat v potaz jednotlivé
zvlastnosti vSech zakl. Vysledek hry sebou nese hodnoceni a odménu, kterou Zaci

7aka. Manak, Svec (2003) zdarazituji predeviim zvyseni zdjmu o sdélované uéivo,
pricemz ziskané védomosti, dovednosti a zkuSenosti maji trvalejsi charakter. VSestranné
rozviji samostatnost, tvofivost, angaZovanost a mysleni zakd. Hry a soutéZe jsou

zalozené na komunikaci mezi Zdky a zaroven podnécuji trénink socialnich kompetenci.

2.2.3 Komplexni vyukové metody

didaktickych prostredkii a mnohem vice nez predchozi skupiny metod reflektuji téz
celkové cile vychovy a vzdelavani* (Manak, 2003, s. 131).

Jak Mandk dale uvadi (2003), mezi tyto vyukové metody se fadi frontalni, skupinova

a kooperativni vyuka, samostatnd prace zaki, projektova vyuka nebo brainstorming.
Frontalni vyuka se vyznacuje spole¢nou praci zakl ve tfidé¢ s dominantnim postavenim

ucitele. Vyuku fidi, usmérituje a kontroluje pouze ucitel. Komunikace je jednosmérna

od uditele k zakam ve formé fizeného rozhovoru.
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Pozitivem této metody je rychlé obeznameni zakli s novym ucivem. Kladem je také
moznost méefit a vzajemne srovnavat Groven znalosti a dovednosti jednotlivych zaki.
Pti frontdlni vyuce miize byt pozitivné ovliviilovano klima tfidy. Pro nékteré zaky mize
byt urcitd pozice v tfidnim kolektivu motivaci. Prostfednictvim frontalni vyuky lze
vysvétlovat nové ucivo, vést rozhovor se tiidou, hromadné procvicovat a upeviiovat

nové poznatky a postupy, provadét opakovani (Manak, 2003).

Vyuka, pii které se ocekava od zakl osobni nasazeni a koncentrace pozornosti, byva
spojena se skupinovou praci. Hlavni pfednosti je aktivizace a motivace zaki. Zaci se uéi
naslouchani, respektu a pfijimani nazort druhého. Z komunikativniho hlediska
je velkou vyhodou rozvijeni verbalnich i neverbalnich dovednosti.

Pro spravny pribéh skupinové prace je dilezité nejen stanovit zdkiim jasna pravidla,
ale rovnéz zamyslet se nad organizaci aktivit pfimo v ramci vytvoiené skupiny.
Pti skupinové praci musi ucitel zaky pribézné kontrolovat a zajistit zapojeni vSech

¢lend. Toho lze dosdhnout uréenim konkrétni role pro jednotlivé zaky (Mandk, 2003).

Samostatnou praci zakli rozumime ,,takovou ucebni aktivitu, pri niz Zaci ziskavaji
poznatky viastnim usilim, relativné nezavisle na cizi pomoci a vnéjSim vedeni,
a to zejména resenim problémi* (Mandk, 2003, s. 154). Slouzi nejen k osvojovani
novych poznatkli nebo dovednosti, ale také k opakovani, fixovani nebo procviCovani
uciva.

Aktivity uvadéné v diplomové praci zahrnuji riizné formy vyuky — samostatnou praci,

préci ve dvojicich, brainstorming i praci skupinovou.

2011).

Miniprizkum byl proveden na malém vzorku respondenti — 19 74k — Skolni tfida
tvrtého roéniku ZS. Zudastnilo se devét chlapeti a deset divek. Obsahem dotazniku
je 14 otazek, které jsou velmi jednoduché a srozumitelné vzhledem k véku zaka. Jedna
se 0 12 uzavienych (dichotomickych) otdzek - dotazovany musi vybrat ze dvou
nabizenych variant odpovédi — ano / ne. V otazce ¢islo 13 a 14 z4ci pisi vlastni ndzor.

Dotaznik je velmi kratky a ¢asoveé nenarocny.

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According to methodology | base my lessons on a mixture of methods and approaches
to meet the different needs of learners and the different aims of lessons. Factors
in deciding how to teach include the age and experience of learners, lesson,expectations
and resources (BBC, 2017).

We talk about four language skills that we need for the complete communication when
we learn a language. Listening and reading are receptive skills. Speaking and writing
are productive skills (Scrivener, 2011).

This practical part is divided into four main chapters of basic language skills
- listening, speaking, reading and writing. Each part includes several activities which
can be used during lessons for younger learners. It depends on level of English language
and the needs of teachers. | created my own materials, aids and worksheets that are not
commonly used in the textbooks. Some activities are supported by teaching
on the interactive whiteboard. There are five activities in each chapter that | have
already used during my lessons. | reflect my own experience and | also mention my
pupils” reflection. | asked several colleagues for using my materials during their lessons

and writing me their reflections.
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4. Comparison of textbooks

»Younger children tend to be influenced by their feelings for their teacher, the general
learning atmosphere in the classroom, the methods used and by their parents opinions.
Two of the most important reasons for pupils liking English appear to be teacher and
teaching methods. This suggests that your role as the teacher is very important in
selecting appropriate learning materials, planning interesting learning activities and in

creating a positive learning environment (Moon, 2000).

4.1 Listening

I have experience with the textbooks Hello, kids! written by Marie Zahélkova. These
textbooks are designed for children from the third to the ninth grade. Each book
is divided into thirty units. The teacher can use the listening in each unit, the CD
is enclosed for the teacher. There are no pre-listening or post-listening activities. Pupils
can only repeat the words or the sentences, learn dialogues by heart or listen to the text.
I miss songs and rhymes for younger learners. There are no exercices for filling the gaps

or missing information. There are no cartoons or real stories for the pupils.

The textbooks published by the Oxford University Press are designed from the first to
ninth grade at the primary school. There are Happy House, Happy Street and
The Project books. The books are completed by the real photos and nice pictures.
In each unit there are a lot of listening exercises in different ways. Pupils listen and
repeat, complete the tables or match words together. In each unit there is a cartoon
for listening and reading. In Project Books there is a story about a girl Millie, a boy
Mickey and a dog Mut. In each unit there are six short funny stories from their life.
There are also post-listening activities. For younger learners there are several songs and

short rhymes.
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4.2 Speaking

I have experience with the textbooks Hello, kids! for younger pupils written by Marie
Zahalkova. 1 cannot find exercises which encourage pupils to speak. In this book

we only repeat and make the same dialogues. There are no pictures for describing.

| also studied Project student’s book. I was wonder which speaking activities are offered
for children. There are a lot of dialogues connected with listening. Pupils have to make
up new ones using key words. They also fill in the missing words. There are nice
activities for describing pictures, putting them in the right order and then making new

stories.

4.3 Reading

In the Project books 1 there are a lot of different short texts about animals, hobbies and
sports (Hutchinson, 2008). The texts are connected with nice pictures and pre-reading
and post-reading activities. Pupils also like comics reading in Happy Street and Project
Books. In each unit there is a story about Mickey, Millie and Mut. Stories are funny,
with coloured pictures. It includes pre-reading activities such as practising vocabulary,
giving a task during reading and so on. There are also post-reading activities such as
finding information in the text, retelling the story according to the pictures, creating
own story with the key words. The teacher can verify understanding the text. Most of
the reading texts are complemented by listening. There are also quite good pictures
connected to the text. In our school we use textbooks Project 2 - 5 for the secondary
students, but I try to use materials from Happy Street and Project 1 for my pupils in the
primary school too.

At our school we have to use books written by Marie Zahalkova, Hello kids!
(Zahalkova, 2008). | am not satisfied with them. The texts are boring and pupils are not
interested in them. They are not about funny or useful things. I miss pre-reading
activities. Sometimes | can find post-reading activities, especially choosing true or false
sentences or learning short texts by heart.
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That is why | have to prepare my own materials. | think it is important that my pupils
are interested in the text. They are more active in working. They have to learn how to
work with understanding the text.

4.4 Writing

I could not find any writing exercises in the textbooks of Marie Zahalkova. Writing
exercises are only in the workbooks. In each unit there are exercises for filling new

vocabulary. There are crosswords and different types of practising.

In the Project books there are also several exercises in the workbooks but there are also
exercises in the textbooks. They are connected with speaking, listening and reading.
I like the variety of different kinds of practising new grammar.
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5. Activity bank - listening

5.1 Walking, walking - Nursery Rhyme

Younger learners need physical activity during lessons. Moving while listening to
Nursery Rhymes is the best way of learning. It is a funny way to learn new words or
practise what they have already learnt. Pupils can learn from each other if they do not
understand the first time.

So the
teacher let children move. There are a lot of songs on the youtube that you can watch
during lessons. | like Super Simple Songs. There are three CDs. All songs can be found
with the videos on the websites. This song is favourite one. Pupils often want to listen to
it.

cards which I drew myself.

As Scott and Ytreberg (1990) write that all children like songs and they repeat them
again and again. Songs are repetitive, they have natural rhythm and they have
an element of fun of playing with the language. It is an important part to play in their

learning process.

It is easy to find songs on youtube and watch them during lessons. Younger pupils like
them. They can relax while listening. They often start moving and singing

spontaneously.

In some activities pupils involve different senses. For example, | can mention
the Animal House activity. This is a listening activity where pupils place the cards
in specific boxes. First they describe the rooms in the house according to the teacher's
instructions and at the end they listen to an English song and put the pictures in the
correct boxes. During one lesson we practise listening, reading, writing and speaking in
a funny way.

This is a kind of activity which engages pupils to cooperate together and help weaker
pupils. Children work in various groups. The teacher should think about the
composition of each group in advance. It is good to have at least one clever pupil in
each group. This pupil chooses his / her teammates according to their own choice. If the
teacher lets the pupils to form their own groups, they will become very unequal.
