Navzdory faktu, Ze je to pouhé stoleti, kdy lidé
pracovali kazdy den na polich pro svou vlastni obzivu, pfisly o Zivot
miliony lidi z dlivodu imperialistickych experimentl svétovych mocnosti
v oblasti potravinové sobéstacnosti. Esej posléze presouva svlij exkurz

Zili ve stinu hladu®. Prace se v posledni ¢asti soustfedi na historicky
posun od stoleti experimentl a hladu do stoleti Zelené revoluce®, diky niz
dnes za cheeseburger v low-cost restauraci zaplatime dvé eura. How
do Grocery Stores Shelves Stay Full All the Time nastifiuje problematiku
environmentalnich disledkd sou¢asného modelu agrikultury.

Stalin pouzival ke svému vyobrazeni klasicistnich, strohych
principl, zatimco Chrus¢ovova zemédélska politika ukazovala svétlé
zitrky a obrazy pUsobi prosvétlené az impresionisticky.

o vizualni propagandé, ktera byla zvlasté specificka pro kazdy rezim.
Nalézani spojitosti s vizualni kulturou, ktera je hlavnim pfedmétem mého
vysokoskolského studia, se tedy snazim spojit dohromady s vlastnim
autodidaktickym ,,dovzdélavanim se”. Zkoumanim historie z pohledu
agrikultury a krajiny se zabyvam pro hlubsi pochopeni sou¢asnosti.

Cile prace

Cilem prace je sjednoceni myslenek do uceleného pribéhu. Hlavnim
tématem urcujicim strukturu textu bylo zkoumani dulezitosti potravi-
noveé sobéstacnosti pres historické udalosti az k sou¢asnosti, tedy jak
politické systémy ovliviiuji chod a fungovani venkova, vzhled krajiny

a zivoty kazdého ob&ana v ném.

Téma je velice komplexni pro shrnuti, pochopeni nebo vzdélavani,

je mozné jej uchopit z nespocetného mnozstvi Uhll a kazdy z nich
atomizovat do nejmensiho detailu. Mym cilem nebylo rozbit kazdy
moment do detailu, za prvé ma momentalni znalost je, fekla bych,
velice povrchni, coZ se i esej snazi odrazet. Pouzivam kratké texty

ve snaze udrzet si odbornost pouze do té miry, aby nezacaly ¢tenare
nudit svou téZkopadnosti. K tomuto formatu jsem pouzivala asistenci
Chat GPT®, ktery mi pomahal s nalézanim parafrazi nebo zjednoduseni
pochopeni hlavnich zamér( textl, napriklad kvili poméru vyssi drovné
anglického jazyka vs. slozitost tématu.

Zakladniho cile bylo v praci nejspi$ dosazeno, téma ovSem otevira
plno moZnosti na mikro-zaméreni a dalsiho vzdélavani se v dané
oblasti. Projekt se zaméfuje spiSe na poskytovani informaci a povrchni
pfistup. Diskutovana témata se zaméruji na stru¢nost, jasnost, ¢tivost
a udrzeni pozornosti. Na zakladé tohoto pristupu musely detailni popisy,
komplexni pohledy na problematiku a dlouhé texty ustoupit stranou.
Takto je i esej definovana na vstupni strance: ,,Poutavy pribéh o jidle,
ktery je vypravény strucne a nema konkrétni odpovedi.“ Tato jedna
véta, kterd je rozdélena na tfi ¢asti podle barev, slouzi jako bézné
webové hamburger menu, které pfi kliknuti uZivatele odnaviguje na

oznaceni pro ¢éast eseje, ktera se snazi alarmovat informacemi o pfi-
délovém systému zeleniny ve Velké Britanii a kapitalistickou reakci
ministryné Zivotniho prostredi, at lidé pracuji vice hodin, kdyz nemaiji
penize na jidlo.

“Foodlongstorytoldshort” esej, se zaméruje na historickou ¢ast expe-
rimentd s potravinovou sobéstacnosti 20. stoleti, ktera jiz byla popsana
vyse. ,No-specific answers“ je posledni ¢asti eseje, ktera neodkazuje
na zadné konkrétni odpovédi ani feSeni problému, text zakoncuje
strué¢nym a kratkym prehledem problematiky Zelené revoluce. Casti
jsou rozdéleny podle barevnosti na zelenou, modrou a ¢ervenou. Slouzi
tak jako orientacni systém spolu s ,predély” stranek a vyznacuje se
velkymi typografickymi prvky a barevnym pozadim dle barvy kapitoly.

Podbarveni citatl je zdGraznéno jinymi barvami nez tfemi hlavnimi
pro naruseni monoténnosti. Popisky a odkazy v bublinach se ale drzi
vzdy barevnosti dané kapitoly. Esej je zpracovana digitalni formou
jako webova stranka a k udrZeni pozornosti vyuziva zamérné efekty
jako jsou vyskakovaci okna a pohyblivé interaktivni elementy. Web je
doplnén strankovacim systémem jako byvaji klasické tiSténé knihy,
¢imz se snazi blize navodit pocit ,,obycejné eseje” a také napomaha
udrzet Cistotu a srozumitelnost jeho celkového vzhledu, ktery je sice
narusSovan vyskakovacimi okny a citaty, zaroveri ma vsak stale svou
pevnou strukturu, na které stoji.

Popis dila

Esej je zpracovana formou tzv. longreadu. Longread’ je format, ktery
zahrnuje prezentaci informaci v rozsahlé a podrobné textové podobé,
ktery obvykle obsahuije vice nez 5 000 znakl a jehoz precteni trva
priblizné 5-7 minut. Hodnota longreads® je predmétem diskusi, jelikoz
uzivatelé nemaji zajem Cist dlouhé texty a maji tendenci je opustit po
prvnim odstavci. Navzdory debatam kolem dlouhych textll ma jejich
psani své vyhody. Spole¢nost Newswhip provedla v letech 2013 a
2017 studie, které zjistily, Ze stale existuje vyznamna ¢ast uzivateld,
ktefi davaji prednost dlouhym ¢lankdm s vice nez tisici a dvéma sty
slovy nebo sedmi tisici a tfista znaky.

Pro vytvoreni efektivniho longreadu existuje sada doporuceni: Nastinit
hlavni témata, strukturovat text a navrhnout shrnuti pro kazdou ¢ast,
logické vazby mezi texty a uceleny zavér. Otevienou otazkou upoutat
pozornost ¢tenare na prvnich radcich formou provokativniho tvrzeni
nebo kratkého vypravéni a k udrzeni pozornosti zaradit interaktivni
prvky jako napf. obrazky, videa, grafy. Esej se snazi vSechny tyto
body naplnit, ale nedodrzuje je striktné. Zaveér je otevieny, ne uceleny,
ovSem vyuziva podbizivé titulky, vyskakovaci okna, emajis, gify, obra-
zovy nebo video material.
