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Other comments or suggesƟons:

The diploma thesis is prepared on 120 pages of text. It contains 6 logically consecuƟve parts. In Part 2 ObjecƟves and
Methodology on page 9, author states goal of diploma thesis – develop a comprehensive and acƟonable business
plan for Green SƟtch, focusing on sustainability, to establish and operate a sucessful cloathing business. Futhermore,
author states 3 research quesƟons. I suppose that Methodology could have been wriƩen in more detail. In Litera-
ture review, on pages 11 – 49, author describes theoreƟcal definiƟon of terms that are related to the issue of the
final thesis. PracƟcal part, on pages 50 – 101, contains 10 subchapters (ExecuƟve Summary, Business RaƟonale, Mar-
ket analysis, Business DescripƟon, Business Offerings, MarkeƟng Analysis, OrganizaƟonal Analysis, Financial Analysis,
OperaƟonal Analysis, CompeƟƟve Analysis). I suppose that Part 5 Conclusion should have been much broader in con-
tent.

I have following comments on this work:

- some paragraphs in the thesis are poorly formaƩed (for example on pages 27, 28, 29, 31, 70, 79)

- under Tables 1, 5, 11 the source is not indicated

- Tables 11, 12 are quite extensive. In my opinion, it would be more appropriate to place them in annexes

-in Part 3 Literature review much part of text is not quoted (for example on pages 35,36, 38, 39, 40)

- I suppose that subchapter 4.8. could have been described in more detail

QuesƟons for thesis defence:

1. From data in Table 3 is clear that difference in order amount is $ 200 (South India $ 400, North India $ 200 ). How
does the author explain this difference?

2. In Table 7 the author provides a month by month sales forecast for 2024. Based on what data did the author make
this forecast?
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
