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Other comments or suggesƟons:

The student has chosen a very topical topic, the environmental problem related to the determinaƟon of elements to
affecƟng negaƟvely the Northern Great River, Latakia region, Syria.

To obtain realisƟc data from this area has been difficult, especially since someofficial government sources aboutwater
quality in this area are very different from reality.

The student is originally from this Latakia Governorate and knows the situaƟon related to the quality of water from
this region well.

The student factually visited the above-menƟoned locaƟon during his stay in Latakia during the summer of 2019.

The student has cooperated very well with the supervisor on bachelor work. The student’s acƟviƟes were on a very
good level and the Ɵmetable of the bachelor thesis has been well fulfilled, according to the possibiliƟes which are sƟll
done by the specific situaƟon in Syria.

Frommy point of view, I posiƟvely evaluate the student’s approach during the elaboraƟon of the bachelor thesis and
acƟve cooperaƟon with the supervisor, experts from the Czech Republic, and especially cooperaƟon with the experts
from Syria during primary data collecƟon.

The student describes the problems with the quality of water in the river and has proposed a framework of technical
and technological soluƟons for the sustainability of quality of water in the Northern Great River, Latakia.

The student completed the objecƟves of the B.Sc. thesis. It is a pity that the student did not presentmore technologies
for water purificaƟon such as ionizaƟon or ferrate technology to miƟgate the number of harmful elements in the
water.

The student was probably based on the economic possibiliƟes of Syria, which does not currently allow the use of the
latest technologies for water purificaƟon.

The thesis has a good informaƟve level and importance. From the formal point of view, the bachelor thesis has the
proper structure, required for this category of the thesis. From the above-menƟoned reasons, I recommend the thesis
admiƩed to defense.
