Methodology

and the current state of knowledge, focusing on transport infrastructure and economic growth. It will
include a critical analysis of the most important studies, including the methods used, the results found
and, where appropriate, the problematic points. Methodically, this part of the work will be the analysis of
documents.

The literary search will provide a basis for the author to specify the methods used for the analytical part
of the work. The chapter entitled “Methodology” will present in detail all the methods used; it will also
include the source of the data, their description and the process of their preparation for the analysis.

In the next step (analytical part), the author applies the knowledge gained during the literature study to
analyse the obtained data using the methods specified in the methodology. This part is a core component
of the thesis. This part of the thesis will contain the analysis results and a comparison of the results with
other authors focused on the same topic (discussion). This part may also contain recommendations for
policy makers or other interested parties.

Inthe final part (Conclusion), the author will summarise his findings, mention the limitations of the research
and indicate possible possibilities for further research.
