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Other comments or suggestions:

The author has undertaken a thesis centered on software development, with a particular emphasis on the user inter-
face and an adaptive tutoring system. While the document is close to the required length, it raises concerns regarding
content depth, language quality, and adherence to feedback. The thesis is divided into two main chapters: the theo-
retical framework and a chapter detailing the survey and software development processes. Unfortunately, the overall
information presented appears to be a bit weak, not aligning well with the thesis title. Furthermore, there are doubts
about the originality of the survey. The cooperation between the student and the supervisor has been satisfactory,
but there is disappointment in the student’s failure to implement some of suggested revisions.

While | am inclined to recommend a final grade of “good (3),” it is imperative that the author addresses the afore-
mentioned concerns with precision.
