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Objectives of thesis

The main objective of the thesis is to analyse, design and deploy a mobile application for students of the
Czech University of Life Sciences Prague.

Partial goals of the thesis are such as following:

- to make a literature overview of current mobile apps for university students and mobile development
frameworks;

- to conduct user survey and develop the application prototype;

- to implement and test the mobile application and deploy it to a selected store.

Methodology

The thesis will draw on an extensive literature review and secondary information desk research. In the prac-
tical part, a survey will be conducted to collect user requirements for the proposed application. Further, the
methods of analysis, synthesis and deduction will be used to compare App Store and Play Market and mo-
bile development frameworks. The application prototype will be developed by using software engineering
methods such as User Centred Design, prototyping and usability testing.
