The thesis focuses on evaluating the economic efficiency of solar energy based on microcontrollers, which will help 
the decision maker to calculate the ROI when implementing such systems. The student identified the two main mi­
crocontroller architectures. In the practical part of the thesis, both are described in detail. 

The student used reliable resources from the World Bank and used mathematical methods in the results and analysis 
section. 

The conclusion of the work states the results clearly: solar energy systems using MPPT microcontrollers show superior 
economic efficiency compared to PWM-based systems. 

The thesis has all the formal qualities. The text has a logical structure and is easy to read.
