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Anotace

Bakalatska prace se v teoretické ¢asti zabyva médii a kriminalitou, vysvétluje pojmy
agenda setting, ramovani a gatckeeping, také vysvétluje tlohu nasili a kriminality
v médiich. Poté se prace vénuje medidlnimu produktu a jeho obsahu, reprezentaci
v médiich a narokim na medidlni produkty. Ty dé€li na objektivitu, pfedpojatost a
stranéni a bulvarizaci, uvedené pojmy vysvétluje. Déle prace shrnuje teorie o vlivu
médii na publikum i na kriminalni vySetfovani. Posledni kapitola teoretické c¢asti

poukazuje na chyby novinait pfi informovani o kriminalnich ptipadech.

Praktickd cast pak demonstruje uvedena zjisténi na zndmém americkém piipadu
Orenthala Jamese Simpsona. Z vybranych ¢lankt z Los Angeles Times a New York
Daily New uvadi ptiklady pasazi s prvky bulvarizace, pfedpojatosti a stranéni. Nakonec
sleduje v novinovych ¢lancich informace o vlivu medialniho pokryti daného ptipadu na

publikum, vysetfovani i soudni proces.

Annotation

The bachelor thesis is in theoretical part focused od media and criminality, explaines
concept of angenda setting, framing and gatekeeping, also explaines role of violence
and criminality in media and demands on media products. Thesis divides these concepts
to objectivity, bias and siding and tabloidization, and describes them. Then this thesis
summarizes theory of media influence on audience and criminal investigation. Last
chapter of theoretical part points out journalists mistakes, when they are informing

about criminal cases.

The empirical part then demonstrates those findings on well-known american case
of O. J. Simpson. It states parts with signs of tabloidization, bias and siding from
selected articles published by Los Angeles Times and New York Daily News. In
newspaper articles it eventually monitors information about influence of this case on

audience, investigation, even on the trial.

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UvVOD

Autorka bakalaiské prace se vénuje medidlni reprezentaci kriminélnich ptipadi a
jejich pachateld. Cilem této prace bylo zjistit a popsat, jaky vliv mohou mit média na
kriminalni vySetfovani a na publikum. V praktické c¢asti tato zjiSténi autorka

demonstruje na prezentaci znamého piipadu O. J. Simpsona.

Pro zodpovézeni stanovenych vyzkumnych otazek byly urceny Ctyfi hypotézy,
autorka chtéla potvrdit ¢i vyvratit, zda se ve vybranych ¢lancich z denik Los Angeles
Times a New York Daily News objevovaly prvky bulvarizace, piedpojatosti a stranéni a
zda-li m¢l zminény piipad vliv na publikum a na vySetfovani ptipadu, popfipadé na
pribéh soudniho fizeni, informace na toto téma autorka hledala také zejména
v novinovych ¢lancich. Metody zkoumani daného problémy poté byly obsahova analyza

arozbor.

Autorka si dané téma vybrala zejména z divodu, Ze téma medidlni prezentace
kriminalnich ptipadii a jejich aktéra je stale aktualni. V médiich se stale objevuji zpravy
0 krimindlnich ¢inech, které se udaly. Podle informaci zjisténych béhem tvorby
teoretické Casti tento trend navic neustdle stoupd. S medidlni prezentaci téchto ¢inti je
také tfeba pocitat s pfitomnosti nezadoucich prvk, jako bulvarizace zprav, zobrazeni ¢i
popsani nasili nebo vliv téchto zprav na publikum. I kdyz byl vybran pfipad z let 1994 a
1995, dodnes se o ném mluvi jako o pifipadu stoleti, je zminovan v mnoha kontextech a
v posledni dobé znovu nabyl aktudlnosti, kdyz o ném byly natoCeny dva u kritikti i u
publika velmi uspéSné seridly. Stidle na ném lze ukdzat mnoho negativnich prvkl

objevujicich se v médiich dodnes.

Konkrétné na téma medialni reprezentace kriminalnich ptipadt byla napséna zatim
pouze jedna prace, na Univerzité¢ Karlové, a to v roce 2009. Autorka zminéné prace se vV
ni vénovala ale étyfem piipadiim z Ceské republiky, Jifimu Kajinkovi, Petru Zelenkovi,
Vaclavu Novotnému-Urbanovi a Pavlu Pecovi. Dalsi nalezené bakalaiské a diplomové
prace se zabyvaly ur€itymi Castmi této bakalaiské prace, naptiklad policejni a medialni

interakci, nasilim v médiich, anebo nastolovanim témat.



Bylo ponékud obtizné najit literaturu, kterd se vénovala pifimo vybranému tématu, proto
autorka musela patrat zejména po spojitostech nékterych témat a davala je za pomoci dalsi
literatury do kontextu probiraného tématu. Co se tyce déle zkoumanych témat, jako je
naptiklad nastolovani témat ¢i nasili v médiich, literatura byla velmi napomocna,
srozumitelna a snadno pfistupna. Autorka vzhledem ke zminénému problému ale hojné

vyuzivala i internetu, na kterém byly informace vice nez dostacujici.

Téma by mohlo pomoci alespon z ¢asti ujasnit, zda lze v médiich nalézt chyby v jejich
prezentaci pachatelti a trestnych ¢ind, které spachali. Podle autorky by si dané téma
zaslouzilo mnohem S§ir$i analyzu, ktera by odpovédéla na dalsi otazky, které si spolecnost,

popiipad¢ odbornici, kladou.

1 MEDIA A KRIMINALITA

V nasledujici podkapitole 1.1 Agenda setting, ramovani a gatekeeping jsou uvedeny
definice téchto pojmi a jejich spojeni s kontextem reprezentace kriminalnich ptipadi.

Dale se autorka vénuje kriminalité a nésili v médiich.

1.1 AGENDA SETTING, RAMOVANI A GATEKEEPING

,,Média zpracovavaji a vybiraji udalosti, které zarazuji do svych obsahii viceméné
konzistentnim zpiuisobem. (...) Média nemuseji byt schopna urcovat, co si lide maji myslet,
ale jsou uspésna v urcovani, o cem maji premyslet.” (Trampota 2006, s. 112-113)
Zpravodajstvi 1 publicistika se na prezentaci témat podili z medialnich zanrG nejvice.
Vyzkum nastolovani agendy (agenda setting) vychazi ze dvou premis — to, jak zpravodajska

média filtruji a spoluvytvaii realitu a diraz médii, ktery kladou na vybrand témata,

vvvvvv

Na téma nastolovani agendy se zaméfilo mnoho autord, nékteii se vénovali i zlo¢inu.
Naptiklad ve Spojenych statech byly nékolikrat provedeny vyzkumy, které ukazaly, ze
obcané se obavaly kriminality i ve statech, v nichZ podle statistiky pocet trestnych €ind
klesal. Zdrojem téchto obav se nejspis stala média, to potvrzuji obsahové analyzy tisku —
podet zprav o zloGinech v daném obdobi znaén& vzrostl. (McCombs 2009, s. 59) , Spatné
zpravy se prodavaji mnohem lépe. (...) Priuzkumy ukazuji, Ze prumérni prijemci maji
nejvétsi zdjem o projevy zla, agresivity, o drastické scény, nasili a sex.” (llowiecki,

Zantovsky 2008, s. 74)

Prostor vénovany kriminalit¢ v médiich nadéle naristd. Britska studie Roberta Reinera

porovnava pocet kriminalnich zprav v denicich The Times a Mirror a pojednava o tom, ze
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od 40. let do devadesatych let 20. stoleti informace o zlo¢inech vzrostly ze zhruba desetiny

z celkového rozsahu denikli na vice nez pétinu. (Reiner 2002, s. 382-383)

Podle Jewkese je mozné ve zpravach dokonce jasn¢ identifikovat, jaké krimindlni
pfipady maji pro zpravodaje nejvétsi ,,cenu. Ptipady, které lze takto oznacit, maji
prvky nasili a sexu, dramati¢nosti, neocekavanosti, moznosti personifikace a ptisouzeni
skutku patologii pachatele, zapleteni celebrit, déti a mladeZe (nehledé na to, zda-li jsou
obéti ¢i pachatelé), poukazani na chybu v systétmu a v neposledni fad¢ také blizkost

publiku k udalosti. (Jewkes: 2004, s. 38)

Stejna témata a udalosti lze také zpracovat za pomoci rizného ramovani. ,, V' Sirsim
pojeti lze zaramovani vnimat jako organizacni principy, které jsou socidalné sdilené a
casové setrvalé, které funguji symbolicky a vyznamoveé strukturuji socialni svet. *“ (Reese
2001, s. 11) Tematické ramovani udalosti mize mit znaény vliv na to, jak budou
pfijemci danou udalost vnimat. Rdmovani pifedstavuje vybér atributl, které jsou
zdiraznény. Udalosti ramuji jak média, coZ se projevi v jejich obsazich, tak pfijemci.

Zaramovani 1ze vnimat 1 jako interpretaci udélosti pfijemci.

Zaroven také plati, ze aktéfi udalosti se snazi prosadit své vlastni zardmovani
udalosti tak, aby korespondovala s jejich potiebami. Aktéti disponuji rozdilnymi
potencidly ramovani udalosti, usiluji o moc definovat témata stejné jako diskurz. Jednim
Z pohledu na ramovani je, jak lidé prosazuji své tthly pohledu na udalosti a jak se jim
dafi je prosadit do médii. Ramovani se dale d€li na epizodické a tematické. Epizodické
zaramovani je zaloZeno na uvadéni ptikladu, naptiklad problém nezaméstnanosti mize
byt uveden na piikladu konkrétniho nezaméstnaného. Tematické zaramovani uvadi
udalost do Sir§iho nebo popiipadé¢ abstraktniho kontextu. Na piikladu zminéné
nezaméstnanosti se zprava o ni muze objevit v podobé statistika nebo pland do

budoucnosti a podobné. (Trampota 2006, s. 122-123)

Gatekeeping jako pojem znamena regulace toku informaci. Gatekeeper, ,,vratny®, je
zodpovédny za vybér a kvalitu zpravodajstvi. Vyzkum vyberu zpravodajstvi umoznil
ustalit vlastnosti a pravidla, diky nimz zpravy ziskavaji svoji hodnotu a pftitazlivost.

Pravidla a vlastnosti zprav jsou naptiklad:
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e Snadné vniméani — udalost musi odpovidat obecnému praiméru

e Piekvapivost — udalost nebyla ocekavana

e Aktudlnost — pokud mozno by méla byt udalost zpracovéana takzvané ,,na zivo*

e Blizkost pfijemce — zprava o udélosti nejen co se tyce zemépisné blizkosti, ale i
kulturni (neplati pro udalosti tykajici se celého lidstva)

e Dtlezitost pro pifijemce — rozliSeni zprav, pokud se tykaji urcitych skupin
(ucitelt), nebo vétsiny

e Spojeni s jinymi udélostmi a dilezitymi jevy a procesy — odlisné zpravy mohou
mit nakonec mnoho spole¢ného

e Vyjimecnost — ta vzdy dodava zpraveé zavaznost

e Koncentrace na osobnosti — informace se tyka vefejné znamych lidi

e Konkrétnost — ta zvysuje vérohodnost informace

e Divéryhodny zdroj — zprava by se méla odkazovat na autority

e Drasti¢nost, negativismus — nejzadanéjsi jsou zpravy, které obsahuji alesponl

jeden ze zminénych znaka (Ilowiecki, Zantovsky 2008, s. 72-74)

1.2 KRIMINALITA A NASILI V MEDIiCH

,Zvlaste medialni produkty distribuované televiznim vysilanim, v sitich kin a
pujcoven a prodejem videonahravek a pocitacovych her podléhaji v rade zemi regulaci
Z hlediska toho, zda obsahuji nasilné vyjevy, projevy psychického c¢i fyzického nasili
vuci druhym osobam apod. ** (Jirdk, Koépplova 2015, s. 295)

U zobrazovaného nasili se rozliSuje predevsim implicitni nasili, coZ je jen to, které
si uzivatel musi domyslet, od explicitniho, které je dopodrobna popsané ¢i zobrazené,
dale faktické nasili, to je inspirovano skute¢nosti, je pfedvedeno napf. ve zpravodajstvi,
od fiktivniho, které se nachazi napt. ve filmech nebo v krimindlnich ptibézich a je

kompletné smyslené. (Tamtéz, s. 295)

Pravidla a hlavné skute¢nost se ale po svété znaéné lisi. V Ceské republice napiiklad
legislativa zakazuje vysilat ,,v dobe od 6.00 do 22.00 porady, které by mohly ohrozit
psychicky ¢i moralni vyvoj déti a mladistvych* (§ 5 odstavec zakona ¢. 468/1991 Sb., o
provozovani rozhlasového a televizniho wvysilani, dostupné z: http://zakony-

online.cz/?s136&q136=all).

Ve Spojenych statech je to se zdkony o nésili v jakychkoliv médiich pon¢kud
dodatek Ustavy, ktery pojednava o svobodé slova. Tim padem je nasili v médiich
prakticky neregulované. Podle Drbohlava v sobotnim dopolednim vysilani, které je po
celém svété obecné povazovano za Cas urceny pro détské porady, je mnozstvi nasilnych
podnéti dokonce vy$s$i nez beéhem hlavniho vysilaciho ¢asu. Tam je zobrazeno 3-5
nasilnych ¢in za hodinu, oproti tomu béhem sobotniho dopoledne je to 20-25 Cini.
Obecné potom je ve zhruba 90% filmi zobrazeno explicitni nasili, dale v 68%
pocitacovych her. (Drbohlav 2015, s. 74) Vzhledem k obrovské distribuci americké
filmografie a poé¢itatovych her do celého svéta, tato &isla jsou aktualni i v Ceské

republice.

., Nasili v médiich je nutné aktualizovat podle toho, jakou roli sehrdva v kontextu,
V némz je predvideno — je-li samouicelnym ,,zpestienim* déje, nebo dokonce prvnim a
Jedinym resenim jakéhokoliv problému, nebo je-li do déje zakomponovano jako krajni
reSeni, jako neprijatelny zpiisob jednani apod.* (Jirdk, Kopplova 2015, s. 296) Jinymi
slovy stoji za tvahu, jaké nasili je kde ,,akceptovatelné* a kde by naopak mohlo byt

eliminovano.
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2 MEDIALNI PRODUKT A JEHO OBSAH

, Medidalnim produktem rozumime to, co je uzivateli nabidnuto jako jednordazove
zverejnény ci opakované zverejiiovany celek, popr. soucasti tohoto celku, pokud jsou
identifikovatelne. *“ (Jirdk, Kopplova 2015, s. 237) Zvetejnéni probihd pomoci tiskovin,
televize, rozhlasu a internetu. Bud’ si divak ¢i ¢tenai produkt zakoupi nebo k nému ma
neomezeny piistup. Medidlnim produktem mulze byt hrany ¢i dokumentarni film
nabidnuty do televizniho vysilani, televizni porady, noviny a Casopisy, webova stranka

atd. Produktem muze byt i medialni kampan, politicka i reklamni. (Tamtéz, s. 237-238)

Jirdk a Kopplova tifidi medidlni produkty podle nékolika kritérii. Vyznamnym
rozliSenim produkti je podle komunika¢niho média, v némz se objevuji. Takto je
mozné odlisit televizni zpravodajstvi, zpravodajské Casopisy, noviny a zpravodajské
servery apod. To dovoluje rozliSit charakteristické rysy, které dand média maji, a

pomuze ukézat, jak povaha komunika¢niho média ovliviiuje vysledny produkt.

Dalsim podstatnym tfidicim hlediskem je odliSovani produkti podle vztahu
k mimomedialni skute¢nosti, coZ znamena rozliSovani fiktivnich obsahut (film, televizni

inscenace) a téch faktudlnich (zpravodajstvi a publicistika).

RozliSovat medialni produkty lze také podle rysti podobnosti ve vnitini vystavbé,
stylu, vyrazovych prostiedcich a jejich uziti, tematickém zaméfeni a zpisobu
prezentace. Tak je tedy mozné identifikovat produkty riznych zanrt, tedy textovych
vzorcil. Textové vzorce se déli na nékolik typt, nékteré se blizi spise literarni produkci,
jiné kinematografické, televiznimu ¢i rozhlasovému vysilani. Mohou se dale délit i

podle novinafskych Zanri, jako jsou tvodniky, komentate, sloupky nebo fejetony.

Dale 1ze medialni produkty tfidit podle jejich cilt, rozliSuji se podle toho, zda je
jejich cilem poskytnout informace, ziskat, presvédcit, pobavit nebo obohatit publikum.
Tak se v médiich objevuji produkty zaméfené na poskytovani informaci (zpravodajstvi),
analyzu udalosti ve spolecnosti (komentafe a publicistika), presvédcovani ¢i manipulaci
(reklama a marketingova sdéleni v§eho druhu), naplnéni volného ¢asu (televizni porady)
a na nabidku hlubsiho zazitku (povidky v ¢asopisech apod.). (Jirak, Kopplova 2015, s.
238-244)
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., Kazdy takto vymezeny medialni produkt, at je to novinova zprava, vytisk casopisu,
fotografie, hudebni nahravka, televizni soutez, nebo film, se sklada z prvku, které jsou
urcitym zpiisobem vybrany a usporadany a tvori celek. Prvky, jez tvori kazdy medialni
produkt (informace, jednajici postavy, témata) a zpiisoby jejich vybéru a usporadani

predstavuji ,,obsah* medidalniho produktu. “ (Tamtéz, s. 261)

2.1 REPREZENTACE V MEDIICH

Reprezentace v médiich se v podstaté sklada ze dvou vzajemné se dopliujicich jevi,
fakt, Ze média publiku predvadi svét v podob¢, v jaké ho je schopno akceptovat a
skute€nost, ze v tomto pfedvadeéni jsou abstraktnim pojmim (vélka, Zenskd otdzka,
vitézstvi apod.) davany konkrétni podoby. (Jirak, Kopplova 2015, s. 271) ,, Uvazujeme-
li o medidlni produkci jako o souboru reprezentaci socidlni skutecnosti v medialni
komunikaci, vystoupi do popredi skutecnost, Ze jde o nekonecny proud predvadeni
obecnych soudii a predstav v podobé konkrétnich vyjevii ¢i udajii — to je podstata

medialni reprezentace. “ (Tamtéz, s. 272)

Média maji sklon aktéry zpravodajskych ptibéhi znazornovat podobné, tak vytvari
jejich mediélni reprezentaci. Je potifeba ale néjakou dobu pritbéh reprezentace sledovat,
jelikoz se Casto lisi od skuteéné podoby daného aktéra. (Trampota 2006, s. 91) V této
urovni medialni reprezentace se objevuji rizné Grovné reprezentace — typ, archetyp a
stereotyp. Typ je opakujici se prezentace osoby C¢i skupiny s ddrazem na urcité
vlastnosti, kterou se vyznacuji i dalsi pfedstavitelé tohoto typu. Ve vysledné zprave jsou
pak osoby vykresleny na zakladé té spole¢né vlastnosti, mize se jednat o typ politika,
ktery se poté objevi jako naptiklad zkorumpovany politik apod. Typizovany mohou byt

také situace a udalosti.

Archetypem se rozumi opakujici se reprezentace, kterd je hluboko zakofenéna
Vv kultufe. Tyka se zejména zakladnich lidskych hodnot, jako jsou pfeziti, Zivot, smrt
atd., archetyp ve zpravodajském piibéhu muize byt naptiklad souboj dobra se zlem a

podobné. (Tamtéz, s. 92)

Stereotyp predstavuje zjednoduSenou reprezentaci, kterd se objevuje po delsi dobu.
Jedna se o klasifikaci osob ¢i skupin a jejich reprezentace pomoci zjednodusenych a
zobecnénych znakt, jez pfimo nebo nepifimo predstavuji soubor hodnot a predpokladii
tykajicich se danych objekti a jejich chovani, vlastnosti, historie apod. (Jirdk, Kdpplova

2015, s. 281)

Trampota také rozebira nastroje reprezentace, tvrdi, Ze se na medidlni reprezentaci
podili znakové kédy. Kromé samotného jazyka jsou to vizudlni kody, jako fotografie ¢i
video, a rozhlas uziva auditivnich kodt (hudebni podkres, ruchy). Televizni
zpravodajstvi ma vtomto zna¢nou vyhodu — muze koédy libovolné kombinovat,

napiiklad dramatické zabéry mohou doprovazet hudebni podkresy ¢i komentare.
Mezi zakladni vyznamotvorné kddy televizniho zpravodajstvi fadi:

e Zabér kamery —zavisi na uhlu a pozice kamery

e Stiih — ten pomaha fadit znaky za sebe

e Distribuce ¢asu — tim se chape, kolik danému piib¢hu (a tudiz jeho
reprezentaci) zpravodajstvi vénuje — urcuje jeho dilezitost

e Hudba a zvukovy podkres — se V televiznim zpravodajstvi na reprezentaci
podili jen omezené

e Situace — aktér mtize byt zachycen v nedustojné ¢i nelichotivé situaci, tim se
nepiimo urci 1 jeho povaha a charakter

e Forma dialogu — aktér mize byt pferusovan redaktorem, mize mu byt

pokladana stale stejna otazka a podobné. (Trampota 2006, s. 100-101)

2.2 NAROKY NA MEDIALNI PRODUKTY

Pro soucasnou spolecnost je dilezité, aby méla pfistup ke spolehlivym zdrojim
informaci, na jejichz zéklad€ by se mohli clenové téchto spolecnosti orientovat ve svété
a rozhodovat. Tyto spolec¢nosti tedy spoléhaji na média a spojuji s nim fadu ocekavani,

jak by méla média zpracovavat informace. (Trampota 2006, s. 143) Zminéné naroky se
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podepisuji na podobé vyslednych produkti. S ohledem na mozné G¢inky médii je
nékterym typlim obsahli vénovéana vétsi pozornost, nékdy jsou dokonce oSetfeny
pravnimi Upravami. Pfedevsim zédkony upravujici fungovani médii nebo reklamy kladou
naroky na to, jaky ma byt obsah medialnich produktt. (Jirak, Koépplova 2015, s. 291)
V nasledujicich kapitolach jsou uvedeny tii pozadavky, které jsou zkoumdny i v

novinovych ¢lancich v praktické ¢asti této bakalarské prace.

2.2.1 OBJEKTIVITA

V soucasné dobé je jednim z aspektti ovliviiujici usporadani medialniho produktu
(zejména zpravodajstvi) pozadavek na objektivitu jako postoje pfi manipulaci
s informaci. (McQuail 1999, s. 285) Informace, které novinafi ve svych ¢lancich
prezentuji, by mély byt pfesné a pokud mozno ndzorové neutralni. ,,Objektivita® tu je
chépana jako ,,intersubjektivita®, to znamena, ze si kazdy ¢tenaf mtize informaci oveéfit,
aby mohli sledovat dal$i pribéh a aby kazdy, kdo sleduje stejnou cestu, doSel ke
stejnému nazoru. (Jirak, Képplova 2015, s. 292)

Pojem objektivita byl rozdélen na dvé dalsi sloZky: fakticnost a nestrannost.
nFakticnost se v tomto konceptu sklada z kritérii pravdivosti a z kritérii relevance.*
(Trampota 2006, s. 145) Pravdivosti se nerozumi jen pravdivost zprav, ale také jejich
uplnost. Pojem relevance v sobé skyta zahrnuti v§ech aktérii a udalosti ve zprave a také
to, zda je zprava potiebnd pro publikum. Nestrannost si potom v§ima toho, zda jsou ve
zpravé uvedeny nazory a vyjadieni obou stran a zda je zprava nezkreslena. I tento
pojem se dale déli — na kritéria vyvazenosti a kritéria neutralni prezentace. ,, Vyvazenost
postihuje rovny nebo proporcni pristup aktérii do zprav a jejich rovnocenné predvadeni
a hodnoceni. Neutrdlni prezentace pak postihuje nehodnotici zpracovani, vyhnuti se

explicitnim i implicitnim hodnoticim prvkim. “ (Tamtéz, s. 146)

Z pohledu novinafe se za postupy k dodrzovani objektivity povazuje zejména
oddelovani fakti a nazorl, vyvazeny prostor K protichidnym nazorim, odkazovani se

na vyssi autority a také formulace zpravy, napiiklad nepouzivani ich-formy. (Tamtéz, s.
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146) OvSem ani tento postup nemusi vzdy znamenat, ze vysledna zprava bude

objektivni.

Definice pojmu objektivita také souvisi se tfemi sméry, filosofie, ekonomika a
technologicky vyvoj. ,, Filosoficky oteviel moznost uvah o objektivité zurnalistiky v 19.

Ekonomicky se da objektivita vnimat jako vysledek pfitomnosti zpravodajstvi na
trhu. Média chtéji svym obsahem zaujmout co nejvétsi procento ¢tenart ¢i divaku, takze

se snazi o univerzalnost, neni potfeba zaujmout vybrané skupiny.

Z technologického hlediska lze na objektivitu pohlizet prostfednictvim novych
vynalezl, kterymi média dokresluji psané¢ ¢i mluvené slovo — tim jsou mySleny
fotografie a videa. Na publikum obecné ptisobi obraz, at’ uz zminéné fotografie ¢i videa,

dojmem definitivnosti a nezkreslené reality. (Tamtéz, s. 292-294)

2.2.2 PREDPOJATOST A STRANENI

Predpojatosti (biasem) se v kontextu zprav rozumi nevyvaZzené vybirani a
zpracovani zprav samotnych novinafi. MizZe to byt zdmérné, ale i nezamérné. Jinymi
slovy pfedpojatost lze oznalit za pravidelné zkreslovani reality, které vyplyva
Z podstaty sdéleni, negativni zobrazovani jakychkoliv skupin, snizovani pozice Zen ve
spole¢nosti nebo zjevna preference politické strany, €1 jeji oCernovani. (Jirak, Kopplova
2015, s. 294) Jak uz bylo fefeno, muze se to ale dit i nezdmérné, napiiklad
v rozhovorech s politickymi nebo jinymi statnimi predstaviteli, kdy novinaf v podstaté
nekontroluje, co mu je feCeno. McQuail (2016, s. 155) popisuje cesty, jak se mohou

znaky predpojatosti €1 stranéni dostat do riiznych zprav, takto: ,,Zdmérné pokusy o
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ovliviiovani se mohou do médii dostavat temito zpiisoby: manipulaci udalosti, ucinnym

PR a managementem zprav, zasahem vlastnika, ideologickou pozici novinaru.

Pokud je zpréva analyzovana, jako jsou c¢lanky v praktické casti této bakalarské
prace, Ize nalézt nékolik znakli manipulace s publikem, které jsou zaroven i znakem
predpojatosti novinafe a stranéni jedné ¢i druhé stran¢€. Podle llowieckiho a
Zantovského jsou to nasledujici znaky, ti je povazuji za ,novinaiské prohfesky*:
zaml¢ovani nepohodInych informaci, zvefejiiovani neovéfenych informaci, manipulace

pomoci titulkl a perexii — tyto znaky nepotiebuji dalsi vysvétleni. Dalsi znaky jsou:

e zamérné obvinovani — to je zjednoduSené oceriiovani druhé strany;

e invektivy a nalepky — novinaf si vymysli jednoduché definice na popsani
osoby nebo skupiny, o které doufa, Ze si ji publikum lehce zapamatuje;

e metoda ,,piekryti — n€kdy oznacovano jako ,.Cerveny sled* (v anglickém
jazyce ,,red slag®), jde o prezentovani senzacni informace ve spravném case,
aby se publikum nesousttedilo na jinou udalost;

e metoda zdanlivych autorit — tento znak souvisi s takzvanymi opinion makers
a jejich vytésiiovanim z vefejného z4jmu, piikladem mtize byt Karel Kryl;

e propagovani historické ztrity paméti — tim se chape zneuzivani dé&jin
k politické propagandé¢ nebo k ocernéni jednotlivych osob;

e agresivita a sex na pfani — to je spojenim zvySovani sledovanosti
prostfednictvim zminénych aspekti a metody ,,prekryti®, tak totiz tyto
zpravy mohou velmi dobfe slouZit;

Dalsim znakem ptedpojatosti a stranéni muze byt také power of publicity, neboli
upoutavani pozornosti, tim mohou poskodit ¢i znevyhodnit své politické nepratele ti,

kteti kontroluji organy zajist'ujici publicitu. (McQuail 2016, s. 155)

2.2.3 BULVARIZACE

., V ramci Zurnalistické profese i mimo ni se obvykle predpoklada, Ze publika vice
pritahuji obrazy a film, prehnané vyjadrovani, personifikace, dramatické udalosti casto
zahrnujici nasili, skandaly a sex. Pro popis vsech téchto jevii se nejcasteji pouzivaji
terminy jako senzacechtivost, tabloidizace ci infotainment.” (McQuail 2016, s. 148)
V cestiné se obycejné pouziva k oznaceni téchto jevl pojem bulvarizace. Bulvarizaci
zprav se chape zaméteni na konkrétni osoby €i na takzvané soft news. (Trampota 2006,
s. 160) Obecné se bulvarizace zprav sleduje diky tfem ukazatelim — zptisobu osloveni,
rozsahu a formé. , Rozsah je tradicné vniman zhlediska riznorodosti obsahu.
Bulvarizace se u néj projevuje venovanim méné mista informacim a mensi pozornosti
takzvanym hard news (zavaznym aktudlnim zprdvam) a zahranicnimu zpravodajstvi. *
(Tamtéz, s. 160) Forma textu je zfetelnd na vétSim prostoru pro vizualni prvky, neZ pro

informace.

DalSimi ukazateli bulvarizace jsou zejména prvky personalizace, konkretizovani
zprav na jednu osobu, zdlraznéni emociondlni a osobni stranky zprdv a uvadéni
informaci ze soukromého zivota osob. Tyto atributy jsou zkoumany a vyhledavany
v praktické casti této bakalatské prace v novinovych c¢lancich tykajicich se O. J.

Simpsona.

Infotainment je dal$im znakem bulvarizace — jednd se o prezentovani zprav
zédbavnou formou. Obecné se tento pojem vyklada jako snahy o naldkani publika na

zajimavé, nékdy az Sokujici, zpravy. ,, U tisténého zpravodajstvi jde napriklad o vybeér
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fotografii, které zachycuji aktéra zpravy v usmévné (nékdy az dehonestujici) situaci,
zpuisob vypraveni zpravodajského pribéhu od prekvapujiciho a nediilezitého detailu po
jadro udalosti (které miize byt nekdy dokonce zcela vypusteno), zdiiraziovani
prekvapivych informaci a kuriozit.* (Trampota 2006, s. 161) Prvky bulvarizace byly
puvodné¢ doménou pouze bulvarnich médii. Seridozni média ale tyto prvky postupné
zaCaly pfejimat, zabyvaji se podobnymi tématy a maji tendenci k emocionalizaci a
zjednoduSovani zprav. (Jirak, Kopplova 2015, s. 258)
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3 VLIV MEDIi

Vliv médii, zejména na publikum, se snazi odbornici popsat uz od zacatku 20.
stoleti. V nasledujici kapitole autorka shrnuje zakladni zjiSténi o vlivu na publikum.
Déle se vénuje vlivu médii na krimindlni vySetfovani, zejména oboru investigativni

zurnalistice, ktery vySetfovani miize ovlivnit nejvice.

3.1 VLIV MEDIi NA PUBLIKUM

Vse od snah politiki o proniknuti do médii a lobbisti o ovlivnéni médii, ptes
nakupovani reklamnich ploch a vysilaciho ¢asu inzerenty, Usili zdkonodarcii o regulaci,
az k boji proti nadmérnému zobrazovani nésili a sexu v médiich — to vSe je zalozeno na
nazoru, ze média znacn& ovliviuji jednotlivce i1 spolecnost, manipuluji s nidzory a
postoji publika, mohou ovlivnit spotiebitelské chovani ¢i v politickém rozhodovani.
Média mohou vzdélavat a zabavit, ale mohou také désit a vyvolavat dalsi nezddouci

emoce. (Jirak, Kopplova 2015, s. 301)

Vliv médii na publikum uZ se studuje dlouha léta, zejména vliv nésili v médiich na
déti a mladistvé. Podle Jirdka a Kopplové Ize na vliv pohlizet z mnoha uhlt. Nejprve
rozdélili predpokladany vliv médii na neplanovany vliv a ten pldnovany, pfimy a

nepiimy a nakonec na kratkodoby a dlouhodoby.

Podle hledisek kratkodobého a dlouhodobého vlivu na publikum lze rozlisit, zda
reakce na dany medialni obsah je okamzita, bezprosttedni a také pomijivd nebo
dlouhodob4 a postupné se prosazujici. Kratkodoby vliv je pouze o pocitech (napt. napéti
¢i strach u hororovych filma ¢i pocity pohorSeni a zloby u zpravodajstvi o nasilné
kriminalit€), zatimco dlouhodoby vliv je spiSe o postojich a nazorech a ptredstavach o

tématech, ktera jsou pro danou spole¢nost zrovna vyznamna.

Ptimé a neptimé plisobeni médii na publikum zavisi na tom, zda cesta od podnétu

vede piimo k reakci nebo jestli mezi podnétem a reakci stoji jeSté¢ naptiiklad osoba
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pojmenovand opinion leader nebo tzv. vyznamny druhy. Soucasti uvah o dopadu
pfimého ptsobeni médii je i vira v moznost Uspéchu planovaného a zamérného

pusobeni médii a obavy z jeho mozného zneuziti.

Vzhledem k tomu, Ze $ifeni medialnich produktt se dé&je nepochybné s néjakym
zamérem, je tézké odlisit, jestli plisobeni produktu bylo zamérné ¢i ne. Povahy produktt
mohou byt ekonomické (napt. generovani zisku), politické (oslabeni ¢i posileni pozice
nekterého z politickych hracl) a v neposledni fad¢ také vzdélavaci neboli osvétova.

(Jirak, Kopplova 2015, s. 308-316)

Mimo nebezpeci, o kterych se uz dlouho debatuje, jako jsou naptiklad zvyseni
kriminality u mladistvych, je zde podle Trampoty jest¢ jedno velké riziko, pojmenoval
toto nebezpeci jako ndkazovy efekt a panika. Tvrdi, Ze Sifeni rGznych informaci mize
ovlivnit chovani jednotlivct ¢i skupin a presvédcit je k riznym ¢inlim, patii mezi né
rizné typy nepokoji nebo viny panického skupovani zbozi. Nékteré zpravy mohou
podnitit rasové nepokoje, jakych zazily naptiklad Spojené staty mnoho, mezi nimi
nepokoje béhem zatCeni O. J. Simpsona, ktery je predmétem praktické casti této
bakalaiské prace, nebo pfi rasistickém utoku ¢tyt policistl na Rodneyho Kinga, o ¢emz

se autorka taktéz zminuje v praktické ¢asti. (Trampota 2006, s. 110)

3.2 VLIV MEDIi NA KRIMINALNI VYSETROVANI

Medialni pokryti kriminalnich pfipadi mutze mit vliv nejen na publikum, ale na
samotné vySetfovani danych ptipadid. Novinafi se béhem tvorby svych reportazi a
¢lankd Casto objevuji na misté ¢inu, mluvi s policii, se znamymi ¢i dokonce rodinami
ob¢ti nebo s dal§imi zainteresovanymi lidmi. I také diky tomu vznikl obor zvany

investigativni novinafina.

Lidé praktikujici zurnalistiku by méli dodrzovat nékolik zdkladnich zasad, mimo
jiné 1i: zavaznost pravdé a obcanlim, moralni cit, disciplina pfi ovefovani faktd,
nezavislost vi¢i danému tématu, poskytnuti prostoru pro kritiku a vytvofeni
kompromist a zvetejiiovani zprav, které jsou vyvazené a pravdivé. (Kovach, Rosenstiel

2007, str. 5-6) Z téchto zasad samoziejmé musi vychazet i investigativni Zurnalista.
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Anderson a Benjaminson tvrdi, Ze investigativni zurnalistika je: ,,informovani o
skrytych informacich. Nékteri investigativci se zajimaji o aktivity verejné cinnych osob,
jako napriklad zkorumpovanych politiki; jini se zajimaji o aktivity obchodnich
spolecnosti, politickych organizaci, charit, a dokonce cizich viad.” (Anderson,

Benjaminson 1976, s. 5)

Nézev investigativni zurnalistiky vychazi anglického ,,investigate®, ktery je ptrelozen
jako ,,vySetfovat, zkoumat, patrat, proto se také lze setkat s oznacCeni Zurnalistika

patraci Ci vySetfovaci.

Nejznadméjsi politickou aférou, o jejiz odhaleni se zasadili investigativni novinafi, je
bezpochyby aféra zvana Watergate. I kdyz na aféfe pracovalo n¢kolik novinatt z celych
Spojenych statli, nejvice se o zvetejnéni celého obrazu kauzy zasadili dva novinati
z Washington Post, Bob Woodward a Carl Bernstein, ktefi nasledné napsali bestseller,
jez byl i zfilmovan, Vsichni prezidentovi muzi. Na toto téma se vyjadiil i znamy
americky investigativni novinai Clark R. Mollenhoffa, nepovazoval za nejvétsi tlohu
tisku v pfinaseni a prezentovani novych dikazl, ale spiSe v klimatu, ktery média
vytvafela a ve kterém mohli byt vlddni zaméstnanci zainteresovani v této kauze
postaveni pied spravedlnost, i pfes zna¢ny odpor. (Mollenhoff 1976, s. 102) Toto
vyjadieni by se do jist¢ miry dalo aplikovat 1 na ostatni kauzy ,,vySetfované*
investigativnimi novinafi. Samotné informovani o kauze a jeji neustalé pfipominani je

totiz vdéEnym nastrojem pii ,,dopadeni‘ vinika.

I kdyZ z obecnych definic, v¢éetné uvedené, vychazi, Ze investigativni zurnalistika se
zabyva spiSe politickymi kauzami, postupem Casu se zacala promitat 1 do pole
kriminalistiky. Jednim z ptikladu, ktery se bezprostfedné tyka i tématu praktické Casti
boty, o kterych u soudu pozdéji tvrdil, Ze je nikdy nevlastnil, a jejichZz podrazky se
shodovaly se stopami na misté &inu. Clanek a fotografii zvefejnil bulvarni denik
National Enquirer, nicméné aZ rok po propusténi Simpsona. Fotografie ovSem
dopomohla rodindm obéti alesponi u civilniho soudu, u kterého Simpson pfiznal, Ze
podobné boty asi mél. (The photos that sent O.J. Simpson spiraling, online, 2017-01-
10)
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4 CHYBY NOVINARU PRI INFORMOVANI O
KRIMINALNICH PRIPADECH

Tato kapitola z ¢asti uzce souvisi s predchozi kapitolou, 3.2 Viiv médii na krimindlni
wySetfovani, zejména piipad Cerné Dahlie, ktery je zminén dale, jelikoZ chyby, jez se
novindii pifi sbéru informaci dopousti, mohou také znacné ovlivnit policejni

vySetfovani.

Krom¢ negativnich znakt ¢lanky, které jsou uvedeny v kapitolach Objektivita,
Bulvarizace a Predpojatost a stranéni, se novinafi dopousti dalSich chyb, a to pfi
samotném sbéru informaci a pfi jejich nasledném zpracovani. Tyto chyby mohou

znacn¢ narusit policejni vySetfovani.

Jednou ze zédsadnich chyb, kterou novinafi délaji, respektive délali zejména
v minulosti, bylo navstiveni mista ¢inu pted polici. Stava se, ze ocity svédek, nalezce
téla a podobné&, zavolaji médiim a ufadim. Stavéa se to ovSem ziidkakdy. Zejména po
slavném piipadu ,,Cerné Dahlie“, ktery se dodnes po celém svété udava jako $patny
ptiklad prace novinaft. Dne 15. ledna 1947 byla v Los Angeles nalezena brutalné
zavrazdéna mlada Zena, Elizabeth Shorty, ptezdivand Cerna Dahlia. Policie pfijela hned
poté, co jim nalezkyné téla zavolala. KdyZ pfijeli detektivové na misto, uz tam bylo
nékolik novinail, ktefi chtéli co nejlépe popsat, co vidi a udélat detailni fotografie.
Podle vSech expertil tak zfejmé znicili ¢i alespont znehodnotili vSechny potencionalni
dikazy, které kriminalist¢é mohli najit. Nasledovala lavina neovéfenych informaci,
novinaii otiskli cokoliv, co se dozvédéli, nehledé¢ na pravdivost informaci. Jeden
z novinai Los Angeles Daily News dokonce zavolal matce obéti, informoval ji, Ze jeji
dcera vyhrala soutéz krasy a jestli by mu nemohla poskytnout néjaké informace ze
zivota Elizabeth. Matka zatim nebyla informovana o smrti dcery, jelikoz bydlela
Vjiném mésté. Coz je mimo jiné dal§i hruba chyba novinara, které se dopoustéi,

Vv zadném piipad¢ by neméli poziistalé¢ kontaktovat diive nez policie.

Policie dale marné¢ patrala po relevantnich stopach, ale kviili medialnimu ,,Silenstvi‘
musela ovéfovat stovky dopist a desitky faleSnych pfiznani. Do doby, nez policie

zastavila pfisun informaci do médii, novinafi se voln€ pohybovali po policejnich
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stanicich, mluvili s vySetfovateli, odpovidali za né na telefonaty a fadu tipit dokonce ani
nepiedali policistim, naopak zacali vySetfovat na vlastni pést. ,,Jak mnohem pozdeji
sebekriticky priznal jeden z redaktorii deniku Los Angeles Herald Express - nebude-li
vrah dopaden, jednoznacnou vinu na tom bude mit bohuzel tisk...* (Cernd Dahlia,
online, cit. 2017-01-10a) Skute¢ny vrah Elizabeth Shorty alias Cerné Dahlie nebyl
nikdy dopaden. (Cernd Dahlia, online, 2017-01-10b)

V interakci s rodinami obéti vrazd, nebo v dalSich ptipadech, novinati chybuji velmi
Casto. Zminény problém o kontaktovani piibuznych diive nez policie se autorka kratce
uvedla v pfedchozim odstavci. Zminény problém byl, Ze novinaf pisici ¢lanek zneuzil
nevédomosti matky obéti vrazdy a ziskal tak informace, ke kterym by se pravdépodobné

pozd¢ji nedostal.

Dalsi zéasadni chybou podle Stevena Abella, ktery poskytl rozhovor pro britsky
magazin Journalism, je, kdyz zurnalisté informuji rodinu o smrti diive nez policie,
zvlast pokud se jedna o vrazdu. Novinafi by se méli nejdiive informovat, zda rodina je
obeznamena se situaci, a s opatrnosti je pfipadn¢ kontaktovat. Pokud ptibuzni nebudou
souhlasit s rozhovorem, novinai by mél ustoupit a nenaléhat na pozlstalé. Abell se

Vv tomto piipadé opira o klauzuli ¢islo 5 v britském Editors' Code of Practice.

Ve stejném rozhovoru Sal Lalji uvadéla, Zze by si novinafi méli davat pozor na
interpretaci reakci rodiny na smrt jejich blizkého: ,,Jestli jedinec nevykazuje znamky
litosti, ¢i neni na prvni pohled nestastny, miZe se pouze Vyrovndvat se smutkem jinak,
kazdy na dané situace reaguje jinak, takze novindr si tohle musi uvédomit a nevykladat
to jako nulovou emociondlni odezvu nebo jako nestarani se.“* (How to: report on death
responsibly in a digital age, online, cit. 2017-01-10a) Dalsim problémem je podle ni
pfili§ detailni popsani spachani sebevrazdy, hrozi, Ze by mohl né€kdo postup zopakovat.

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Hypotéza €. 1: V ¢lancich LA Times i NY Daily News se objevily prvky bulvarizace.

Hypotéza €. 2: V ¢lancich LA Times i NY Daily News se objevily prvky ptedpojatosti

a stranéni.
Hypotéza €. 3: Média méla vliv na vySetfovani ptipadu O. J. Simpsona 1 soudni fizeni.

Hypotéza €. 4: Medialni pokryti pfipadu melo vliv na publikum.

6.1 VYZKUMNA METODIKA

Pro ovéteni danych hypotéz a pro nalezeni odpovédi na vyzkumné otazky uvedené

Vv piedchozi kapitole si autorka bakalatské prace zvolila obsahovou analyzu a rozbor.

V ramci popisu reprezentace piipadu O. J. Simpsona ve vybranych denicich jsou
analyzovany zejména vypovédi a citace zainteresovanych osob a informace, které
novinafi podavali ¢tendiim. V samotné analyze autorka postupovala podle teoretické
Casti této prace, v niz se v danych kapitolach vénovala atributim zkoumanych
v praktické casti. Konkrétné jsou to kapitoly Medidalni produkt a jeho obsah,
Obijektivita, Bulvarizace a také Predpojatost a stranéni. Zejména tyto prvky se zamé&fuji
na personalizaci nejen tohoto pfib&hu, také i na zdiiraznéni emocionalni stranky aj. Dale
se autorka vénuje vlivu médii na vySetfovani ptipadu a na soudni fizeni a to na zaklade
informaci z novinovych ¢lankl na toto téma, nakonec se vénuje informacim o vlivu na

publikum.

6.2 VYZKUMNY VZOREK

Pro analyzu medidlni reprezentace tohoto ptipadu a samotného O. J. Simpsona byly

fijna 1995 byl shledan nevinnym a propustén na svobodu.

Po tomto soudnim procesu, stanul Simpson jes$té pted civilnim soudem, kde byl
shledan vinnym a byl nucen zaplatit pozlstalym Goldmanovym kauci ve vysi 33,5

milionu dolari, ale k rodindm se dostal z této castky pouze zlomek.

V zéti 2007 byl O. J. Simpson zaten v Las Vegas za podezieni ze spachani tnosu,
kradeze a za drZeni smrtici zbrang. 3. fijna 2008 byl shledan vinnym a odsouzen k 33

letim ve vézeni.

0.J. Simpson's Ex-Wife, Man Found Slain

Football great O. J. Simpson's former wife and a 25-year-old man were found apparently
stabbed to death outside her Brentwood townhouse early Monday morning.

Los Angeles police said they were not ruling out anyone's possible involvement in the
Sunday night slayings of Nicole Brown Simpson, 35, and Ronald Lyle Goldman, a waiter at a
trendy Brentwood restaurant. Sources close to the case, who asked not to be named, said the

football star was considered a suspect.
However, Simpson's attorney, Howard Weitzman, insisted that his client is innocent.
"He had nothing to do with this tragedy," Weitzman told reporters. "He is in shock."”

Although police refused to identify any suspect, a knowledgeable source said a blood-
soaked glove believed used during the killings was found at O. J. Simpson's house in

Brentwood.

Weitzman confirmed that search warrants had been served at two residences belonging to
Simpson--the house in Brentwood and an unspecified condominium. To obtain such warrants,

police must provide a judge with probable cause to justify the action.

Police took the former football star into custody at his house Monday afternoon--
handcuffing him briefly--before transporting him Downtown to the Police Department's
Parker Center headquarters for questioning. Two hours later he was released, and Weitzman
said Simpson would spend the night at the home of a friend.

"No one has said to me that he is a suspect,” Weitzman said. "No one has said to me that
he could be or would be charged with a crime... | don't believe that O. J. would even

contemplate doing something like this, to Nicole or any other person.”

One source close to the case said Simpson's release was "a temporary thing." The source

said an arrest was being delayed until forensic tests are completed.



Police said little about the crime, declining to offer a possible motive or to say exactly
when the attack is believed to have occurred. Officers said only that there were signs of a
struggle and that there was no evidence that the attack occurred during a robbery or a

burglary.

"Obviously, we're not going to rule anyone out (as a suspect),” Police Cmdr. David
Gascon said during a news conference Monday night. "We will pursue whoever we need to

pursue until we bring the party to justice.”

Shortly after a passerby found the bodies of Nicole Simpson and Goldman, police began

looking for O. J. Simpson, learning a few hours later that he was in Chicago.

When Simpson had gone to Chicago was not clear, although Weitzman said his client took
a "red-eye" flight sometime in the "late evening™ on Sunday.

Pete Phillips, general manager of the O'Hare Plaza Hotel near Chicago's O'Hare Airport,
said Simpson checked into the hotel at 6:15 a.m. CDT, which meant he could have taken any

of at least three flights that left Los Angeles after 11:30 p.m. Sunday.

Phillips said Simpson had made a reservation three to five days earlier, and he showed up

"just about the time™ his reservation had indicated.

The hotel manager said Simpson told him that Hertz, the auto-rental company for which
the former football player has long been a spokesman, was holding "a function™ in Chicago.
"He was in here to talk to the people and play a little golf,” Phillips said.

Los Angeles police said they telephoned Simpson Monday morning and asked him to
return home. "He was in Chicago when we contacted him," Lt. John Dunkin said. "Where he

was last night is something we don't know."
Simpson checked out of the hotel about 8:30 a.m. CDT.

"He asked the desk clerk to get him a taxi," Phillips said. "He was in a hurry to get to the

airport.”

The manager said Simpson was so upset that he cut into a line of other guests waiting to
check out and demanded service.



"He wanted to go right now," Phillips said.

Chicago police arrived about an hour later and searched Simpson's room, taking
unspecified hotel property with them when they left.

Meanwhile, Simpson took a late-morning flight back to Los Angeles. Shortly after he

reached his luxury home in Brentwood, police went to the house.

Yellow police tape was spread across the driveway gate of Simpson's estate, about two
miles from the townhouse where the killings took place. Police placed pieces of cardboard on
Simpson's driveway, marking small reddish-brown stains leading up the driveway to a point

about 50 feet from the garage. Simpson's black Rolls-Royce was parked in the driveway.

Sources said the bloodstained glove was found inside the elegant home. Weitzman said
that at his request, Simpson's handcuffs were removed. The football hero--grim-faced,

wearing slacks and a polo shirt--was driven to police headquarters.

"We have brought him in to conduct a follow-up investigation and to question him as a

potential witness," Officer Rigo Romero said.
After about two hours, Simpson left police headquarters and was driven away.

Police said they had been called to the townhouse in the 800 block of South Bundy Drive
several times in the recent past to deal with domestic dispute between Simpson and his former

wife. "It's an ongoing problem," one officer said.

Simpson, 46, and his former wife--who has worked as a waitress, sales clerk and interior
decorator--divorced in 1992, three years after he pleaded no contest to a spousal battery

charge filed after he allegedly hit her, kicked her and told her, "I'll kill you."

Friends said the couple had been attempting to get back together in recent months, but the

reconciliation attempt came to an end several weeks ago.

Goldman's co-workers at Mezzaluna, the trattoria in Brentwood, said the waiter--a trim
and handsome man who had once modeled in a print advertisement for Giorgio Armani--was

acquainted with Nicole Simpson.



They said the two worked out at the same gym and saw each other often at the restaurant,

but it was unclear whether they had a close relationship.

Karim Souki, one of the owners of the restaurant, said Nicole Simpson--whose townhouse

is about four blocks from the restaurant--had been a regular for years.

Stewart Tanner, a bartender at the restaurant, said that although authorities listed
Goldman's home as in the Agoura area, the waiter had been living somewhere in Brentwood
and walked to work each day.

Souki said Simpson had been to the restaurant Sunday night with her children as part of a

party of 10. Later, Souki said, she telephoned to inquire about her prescription glasses.
"She said she had misplaced them, and then we found them," Souki said.

Goldman's relatives in Ventura County said he apparently was just dropping the glasses
off after his shift ended.

"He obviously got caught up in something that he wasn't involved in," said his
stepbrother, Mike Glass, 16.

Detectives said the Simpsons' two children--Sidney Brooke, 9, and Justin, 6--were asleep

in the Mediterranean-style townhouse on Bundy when the slayings occurred Sunday night.

Police said a passerby found Nicole Simpson's body sprawled on the steps of a walkway
in front of the townhouse shortly after midnight. Goldman's body was found a few feet away,
in shrubbery.

"Sharp-force injuries,"” such as stab wounds, appear to have played a part in the deaths, but
other causes have not been ruled out, said Scott Carrier, a spokesman for the county coroner's

office.

The bodies were discovered by a man walking along the sidewalk who glanced up the

walkway in front of the townhouse. Police were called and the area was cordoned off.
As dawn broke, neighbors and passersby gathered outside the crime scene.

Denise Pilnak, a jogger who lives nearby, remembered hearing dogs barking shortly
before midnight.



"It was nonstop barking,” she said. "It made me think something was going on with the

neighbors."

Pauli Orchon, 35, a marketing director who lives in the neighborhood, said she was there
Monday morning when officials removed the sheet they had been using to cover Nicole

Simpson's body.

"She was lying on her side, just crumpled down,” Orchon said. "I could see some abrasion
to the side of her face... There was a lot of blood on both bodies."

Orchon said she had often seen Nicole Simpson walking her dog in the neighborhood in
recent weeks, and she theorized that the woman might have been doing that when the attack
occurred. Orchon said passersby found a dog with a leash wandering through the
neighborhood Monday morning, "and everyone says it's her dog."

Amy Goodfriend, 25, a music publisher who stopped by to see what was going on
Monday, said she had been a friend of Nicole Simpson's for several years. "She's blonde, she's

tanned, she's absolutely beautiful,” Goodfriend said. "I'm in shock. I can't believe this.”

O. J. Simpson--best known in recent years for his Hertz commercials, his work as a
football analyst on NBC and his roles in "The Naked Gun™ series and other movies--was one

of the game's most popular stars.

During his two years at USC, Orenthal James Simpson equaled or bettered dozens of
records, culminating his collegiate career with the Heisman Trophy--awarded to the nation's
best college football player--in 1968. After he was drafted in the first round by Buffalo in
1969, he went on to establish a National Football League single-season rushing record of
2,003 yards in 1973. He finished his 11-year pro career with the San Francisco 49ers as the
second-leading rusher in NFL history, and in 1985, he was inducted into the Pro Football Hall

of Fame. Simpson has two adult children by his first marriage, which also ended in divorce.

0O.J. Simpson, the football great who rose from the mean streets of San Francisco to
international celebrity, became the subject of a massive police manhunt Friday, after a warrant

was issued for his arrest in connection with the murders of his ex-wife and a male friend.

His lawyer, Robert Shapiro, said Simpson disappeared around noon after agreeing to turn
himself in to authorities. Shapiro said Simpson, 46, had been last seen with his friend, former

USC teammate Al Cowlings.

The two apparently fled together as police were en route to the large, San Fernando Valley
house where Simpson's arrest was to have taken place. Shapiro said he was upstairs in the

house when Simpson and Cowlings apparently left.

Shapiro, who publicly begged Simpson to turn himself in "for the sake of your family, for
the sake of your children,” said that in the hours before his disappearance, Simpson had
updated his will, called his mother and children, and gave a friend at the house three sealed

letters.

One, addressed "To whom it may concern,” reiterated Simpson's denial that he had any
part in the murders of his ex-wife, Nicole Brown Simpson, 35, and Ronald Lyle Goldman, a

25-year-old Brentwood waiter.

"I think of my life and feel | have done most of the right things," the letter said. "So why
do I end up like this? I can't go on. No matter what the outcome, people will look and point. |

can't take that. | can't subject my children to that.”
The letter concluded:

"Don't feel sorry for me. | have had a great life, great friends. Please think of the real O.J.,

and not this lost person."



Authorities, enraged at Simpson's disappearance, warned the public against hiding the
1968 Heisman Trophy winner, who had promised to surrender to authorities on Friday
morning but failed to show up. Scores of law enforcement officers fanned out across Southern
California in an intensive search for one of the world's most recognizable public figures when

Simpson did not appear as scheduled.

"Many of us perhaps had empathy, to some extent,” said a visibly agitated Gil Garcetti,
the Los Angeles County district attorney. "We saw the fall of an American hero. . . . But let's

remember, we have two innocent people who have been brutally killed."

Nicole Simpson and Goldman were found stabbed to death early Monday morning outside
her $700,000 townhome. Police sources said the two had been slain sometime after 10 p.m.
Sunday night as her two small children slept inside.

Although police had refused to officially label Simpson a suspect, and Simpson's lawyers
said he was innocent, sources inside the LAPD made it clear from the outset that he was the

focus of their investigation.

The former college and professional football star was briefly handcuffed and taken into
custody at his mansion Monday afternoon. He was released, however, after questioning, and
returned to the graceful Tudor-style home, where he remained as evidence against him

mounted day by day.

By Friday, detectives had concluded their case, recommending that Simpson be charged
with two counts of first-degree murder. The charges, which include a "special circumstance"

of multiple killings, could bring him the death penalty if he is found, tried and convicted.

Los Angeles Police Commander David J. Gascon said Simpson had been scheduled to
turn himself in to police at 11 a.m., with arraignment set for later that afternoon in Los

Angeles County Municipal Court.

But time ticked by and Simpson was nowhere to be seen. Finally, just before 2 p.m.,
police held a news conference to announce that Simpson had officially become a fugitive

from justice.
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"He is a wanted murder suspect,” Gascon said tersely, "and we will go find him."

It was unclear how the 6-foot-1, 205-pound Simpson--who had been dogged by crowds of
reporters and camera crews for most of the week--had managed to elude the authorities, who

had felt confident that someone so famous would never attempt to flee.

Throughout the week, Simpson had appeared to be sequestered in his Brentwood home,
emerging only to visit his children and to attend Nicole Simpson's funeral in Brentwood and
burial in Orange County. And after the services Thursday, a man resembling Simpson was
photographed ducking past hordes of news reporters into the home--escorted by an off-duty
LAPD sergeant.

Police sources say that authorities now believe that that man was a decoy, and intend to
interview Sgt. Dennis L. Sebenik, a 25-year veteran who works in the LAPD's Harbor

Division and who was a member of Simpson's security detail.

Sebenik said, however, that the Simpson decoy had been intended only to help the

grieving Simpson avoid the media.
"To get rid of you guys, maybe," he told The Times, "but not to help him get away."

Sebenik said he manages a "legitimate security company" and had been hired to provide
security for Simpson. He would not comment on why an off-duty Los Angeles police officer

was providing security for a man widely reported to be a suspect in a double homicide.
Gascon, meanwhile, said department officials were investigating Sebenik’s conduct.

"I'm not going to rush in here and defend anything that might have occurred, but I'm not
going to rush to judgment either,” Gascon said. "We have no interest in excusing what is

obviously going to be a difficult situation to explain."

Shapiro said Simpson had been told Friday morning that he would have to surrender that
day. Because of Simpson's "fragile” emotional state Shapiro said he had asked several doctors
to join him at the San Fernando Valley home where a heavily sedated Simpson had spent

Thursday night.

Shapiro said he was in constant contact with authorities as doctors were examining

Simpson, a process that delayed the planned surrender for nearly an hour.
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Police, impatient about the delays, called the house to say that they were coming to arrest
Simpson. But, Shapiro said, he did not pass that news on to Simpson, who was with Cowlings
in another part of the house.

It was apparently at that point that Simpson and Cowlings slipped away, Shapiro said.

As authorities announced to an audibly shocked press corps that Simpson was a fugitive,
Nicole Simpson's father rushed from her Brentwood condominium, begging a teen-ager to
dial 911. LAPD Sgt. Bob Brounstein said a man claiming to be Simpson called the house at

least twice, saying he was coming over to the scene of the murders to kill himself.

"I'm going to go join Nicole," the caller allegedly said. But Simpson never turned up at the

residence.
"We have a big mess," said Sgt. Doug Abney. "This is a false alarm.”

As it became increasingly clear that Simpson was not likely to turn up, other law
enforcement agencies throughout the region were notified of Simpson's disappearance.
Sheriff's officials and the California Highway Patrol joined the manhunt for Simpson,
focusing their search on the Los Angeles area.

Police said they were looking in particular for a white Ford Bronco apparently belonging
to Simpson's lifelong friend, Cowling. They also warned that Simpson might be armed and
was considered possibly suicidal. That created yet another problem: If Simpson raises a
weapon at an officer, there is the possibility that he could end up dead.

"If we can avoid a shooting, we obviously will," Abney of LAPD said. "But we have to

consider that if he's suicidal, he may be homicidal."

The disappearance of Simpson was a public relations nightmare for the LAPD and the
district attorney's office, whose decision not to arrest Simpson earlier had been second-
guessed in some quarters. Police sources had been saying all week that the evidence against
Simpson was strong enough to warrant his arrest, and yet the department held off, hoping to

build an air-tight case before taking him into custody.
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Gascon said the department was "very unhappy” with Simpson's disappearance, and
stressed that police had not given Simpson special treatment in their handling of the

investigation.

Garcetti, who described himself as "upset and angry" about Simpson's disappearance, also
defended the Police Department's performance, saying investigators had done a commendable

job at building the case against the former football star.

In the four days since the killings, police sources say, evidence has continued to mount

linking Simpson to the crimes.

Bloodstains on the walkway where the bodies were found matched Simpson's blood type,
they said, and two blood-stained gloves were recovered, one at the scene, its match outside his
Brentwood home.

Police sources also said that a trail of blood drops stretched across Simpson's cobblestone
driveway. And Friday, they said that blood stains inside his home matched Nicole Simpson's
blood type. The blood evidence appeared to figure against Simpson but is not necessarily
conclusive, sources said. Even the rarest blood types are shared by many people.

DNA tests can more definitively identify blood samples, but they take weeks or even

months to complete.

Garcetti said that a murder weapon, which he described as a "substantial knife," had yet to
be found.

Police also have interviewed witnesses about Simpson's relationship with his ex-wife, and
on Thursday questioned a jogger who said she saw a light-colored car resembling one of
Simpson's outside the townhouse at around the time the murders are believed to have

occurred.

Witnesses and authorities said O.J. and Nicole Simpson--who had apparently seen each
other off and on after their troubled and sometimes violent marriage ended in 1992--had been
together on the evening of the killings, attending a dance recital for their 9-year-old daughter
in West Los Angeles.
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But he was not with the family when Nicole Simpson, her children, and seven others
arrived for dinner at the Brentwood restaurant where Goldman had been a waiter for the past
three months.

Goldman's co-workers at the restaurant, Mezzaluna, later said that when Nicole Simpson
went home, someone in her party left behind a pair of glasses. Goldman, a sometime model
who during the past several weeks had struck up a friendship with Nicole Simpson,
volunteered to drop them off at her house on his way home, they said.

Their blood-soaked bodies were found sprawled on a Spanish-tile walkway shortly after
midnight Monday morning. Coroner's investigators said both their throats had been slit, and
their corpses bore multiple stab wounds. Investigators added that there were signs that
Goldman had put up a fierce struggle before he died. Police sources placed the time of death

at sometime between 10 p.m. and 11 p.m.

Within hours, police began looking for Simpson, who, they later learned, had taken an
11:45 p.m. flight to Chicago. Lawyers for the athlete-turned-TV-pitchman said he had been
scheduled to attend a meeting hosted by Hertz, the auto rental firm for which he has long been

a spokesman.

Workers at the Chicago hotel where Simpson checked in hours afterward said that upon
his arrival, he displayed the same affable, avuncular attitude that had been the hallmark of his
public persona. When he checked out at 8:30 a.m. CDT, however, he was visibly agitated,
they said, breaking into a line of other guests at the desk and demanding to be attended to

immediately.

Simpson immediately returned to Los Angeles, arriving shortly before noon. Meanwhile,
Chicago police scoured his hotel room, discovering a broken glass, bloody pillowcases and a
bloody towel; a lawyer for Simpson later explained that he had slammed his hand down and

cut his finger upon learning of his ex-wife's death.

Later, as police struggled to conduct a deliberate investigation in the face of intense press
scrutiny, Simpson's lawyers protested the celebrity's innocence--even as authorities stressed

that he was not officially a suspect.

Howard Weitzman, the lawyer who initially represented Simpson, said at first that

Simpson had been on his way to Los Angeles International Airport when the slayings
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occurred. Several days later, after Simpson replaced Weitzman with Shapiro, the second

lawyer said that Simpson had been at home awaiting the arrival of his limousine at the time.

Shapiro, however, also signaled that Simpson was aware that he had become the focus of
the case, and indicated that he was planning an aggressive defense with an announcement that

he had hired a private forensics team on Simpson's behalf.

Shapiro also said that Simpson had been distraught since the killings, and had been
undergoing treatment for depression.

Simpson's condition appeared to be particularly acute over the past three days, Shapiro
said Friday. He and Simpson's doctors feared that the football Hall of Famer might attempt
suicide, and one of Simpson's last acts before disappearing had been to write three letters--one
to his children, one to his mother and one to the public.

Although the letters to his children and mother were not released, close friend Robert

Kardashian read the public letter at a Friday afternoon press conference.

"Everyone understand,” the letter said, "I have nothing to do with Nicole's murder. I love

her and always will."

FRIDAY'S SEQUENCE OF EVENTS
MORNING

8:30 a.m.: Robert Shaprio, lawyer for O.J. Simpson, receives call from LAPD officials
telling him to surrender his client.

9:30 a.m.: Shapiro goes to an undisclosed home in the San Fernando Valley, and informs

Simpson he will have to surrender by 11 a.m.

Murder charges are filed against Simpson in the slayings of Nicole Simpson and Ronald

Goldman; arraignment is scheduled for the afternoon.
11 a.m.: Simpson is scheduled to surrender.
AFTERNOON

Shortly afternoon, accoridng to Shapiro, the lawyer receives call from LAPD officials
telling him that police must annonuce that Simposon is a fugitive. he gives police directions to
the house.

not here."
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Garcetti, at news conference, says anyone helping Simpson to flee will be prosecuted as a
felon. "We will find Mr. Simpson and bring him to justice." Police are searching for his
former teammate, Cowlings. Garcetti says prosecutors have not decided whether to seek the

death penalty in the case.

5 p.m.: Shapiro holds press conference, during which a longtime Simpson friend, Robert
Kardashian, reads a letter from Simpson: "Don't feel sorry for me," ends the note. "I've had a
great life, great friends. Please think of the real O.J. and not this lost person. Thanks for

making my life special. | hope | helped yours. Peace and love. O.J."

Prosecutors Tell Tale of 'Other’ Simpson: Trial: Revealing a bloody trail of evidence,
they say he killed out of a desire to control his ex-wife. Judge Ito threatens to cut off TV

coverage after a juror is shown.

Ending months of anticipation, prosecutors in the O.J. Simpson murder trial finally
revealed their case in public Tuesday, telling 12 jurors and millions of television viewers that
the affable public face of the star athlete hid a controlling spouse who tried to dominate his

wife and who killed her when he failed.

Prosecutors also for the first time described the panoply of physical evidence that they say
links Simpson to the June 12 murders. DNA tests and other scientific analysis of blood, hair
and fibers, the lawyers said, show a literal trail of blood running from the crime scene to
Simpson's car and back to his home two miles away.

Simpson is charged with the murders of Nicole Brown Simpson and Ronald Lyle
Goldman. He has pleaded not guilty, and his lawyers had asked Superior Court Judge Lance
A. Ito to let Simpson proclaim his innocence to the jury as part of their opening statement. As
legal experts had predicted, Ito denied that unusual request Tuesday, though he did rule that
Simpson can show the jury scars that his lawyers maintain prove he would not have been able

to carry out the killings.

The prosecution's opening statements had been long awaited and were televised across the
country. But no sooner had the government lawyers delivered their remarks than Ito

threatened to end the television coverage of the trial.

Court TV, which is responsible for the pool coverage of the trial, allowed a brief shot of
an alternate juror to be broadcast, in violation of a court order restricting dissemination of
images of jurors. Although the network apologized for the mistake, Ito was outraged.

The television media "have demonstrated an inability to comply with the court's order,"

Ito said. "My inclination is to terminate all television coverage at this point."

Speaking directly to the press, Ito added, his voice heavy with anger and sarcasm: "Our
friends in the news media, | thank you again... This is unbelievable.”
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Ito has previously threatened to discontinue the television coverage of the trial, and with
the issue suddenly thrust again to the forefront, he asked a lawyer representing The Times and
other news organizations to meet with him this morning. He then recessed the proceedings for
the day.

That forced lead Simpson trial lawyer Johnnie L. Cochran Jr. to delay the delivery of his
opening statement until today, a development that defense lawyers said was unfair to Simpson
because it allowed jurors to hear from only one side Tuesday.

"We have seen today his right to a fair trial has been interrupted,” said Robert L. Shapiro,
one of Simpson's attorneys, who described the early halt of the proceedings as a result of the
television mix-up as a violation of his client's right to due process. "Now the jury is left under
a cloud and sent home at 3:30 with concerns about what happened... We're anxious to get this

matter moving, and we're prohibited from that."

Without any defense statement to balance it, what the attentive group of jurors and
alternates got from the government team was a double-barreled attack, combining allegations
of domestic abuse with a host of blood, hair and fiber samples. Relatives of Simpson and the
victims also watched with rapt attention Tuesday, occasionally breaking down in tears when

grisly photographs from the crime scene were displayed for the first time in open court.

DNA tests point to the blood of both victims in Simpson's car and indicate a mixture of
their blood and his on a glove found at his home, prosecutors said. In addition, DNA tests
identify Simpson as the source of five drops at the crime scene, they said. They also said a
drop of blood found on a sock recovered from Simpson's bedroom belonged to Nicole

Simpson.
A Story of Jealousy and Control

"That trail of blood . . . is devastating proof of his guilt,"” Deputy Dist. Atty. Marcia Clark
said as she neared the end of her remarks. "The results of the analysis of that blood confirms
what the rest of the evidence will show, that on June the 12th, 1994, after a violent
relationship in which the defendant beat her, humiliated her and controlled her, after he took
her youth, her freedom and her self-respect, just as she tried to break free, Orenthal James

Simpson took her very life in what amounted to his final and his ultimate act of control."
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In contrast to her emotional conclusion--which Ito interrupted after defense attorneys
complained that Clark was arguing her case rather than merely previewing the evidence--the
veteran prosecutor spoke in flat tones as she listed the blood and hair samples connecting
Simpson to the crime. When photographs of five blood drops from the scene were displayed
one after another on a screen for the jury, Clark simply repeated over and over: "Matches the

defendant.”

Hair samples from a watch cap recovered at the crime scene also appear to match
Simpson's, and fibers from the cap resemble fibers from his car's carpet, Clark added. A hair

found on Goldman's shirt also resembles Simpson's hair, she told the jury.

Many of the test results discussed in court had been previously reported in The Times and
elsewhere, but the jurors selected for the case were picked partly because they had little
exposure to the case, so many of them may have been hearing the results for the first time.
Moreover, some of the test results have never been reported, and others emerged after the jury

was sequestered. As a result, that evidence surely took the panel by surprise.

Although Cochran did not get the chance to address the jury Tuesday, he said outside

court that the prosecution statement was "full of half-truths and not the total facts."

Simpson's lawyers have signaled that they will attack the DNA results by accusing
authorities of mishandling samples or even of planting evidence in order to implicate Simpson
in the crimes. Bracing for that argument, Clark urged jurors not to abandon their common

sense as they consider the evidence.

"Beware of the efforts to get you to accept the unreasonable, to be distracted by the
irrelevant and to base your decision on speculation,” she said. "You have to examine all the
evidence very carefully and ask yourselves: 'Is this reasonable? Is this logical? Does this make

sense?' "

In her presentation, Clark also hammered on Simpson's lack of a verifiable alibi.
Prosecutors believe the double homicide was committed about 10:15 p.m. on June 12, when a
neighbor of Nicole Simpson recalled hearing a dog plaintively howling in the distance.
According to Clark, no one has emerged to say they saw Simpson between about 9:35 p.m.

and shortly before 11 p.m.
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Defense attorneys have spoken with a woman named Rosa Lopez, however, who
apparently told them that she saw Simpson's car outside his Brentwood home about 10:15
p.m. Her name first surfaced in a defense motion filed this week, and already Lopez has been
so besieged by news organizations that Cochran joined with prosecutors Tuesday in urging
the news media not to harass her. Carl Jones, the lawyer representing Lopez, made the same

request in a letter to the district attorney's office.

Prosecutors have yet to interview Lopez, whose account could poke a hole in their case. In
court, Deputy Dist. Atty. Christopher A. Darden said authorities will make arrangements to

interview Lopez through Jones.
Presenting the Motive

While Clark had the job of laying out the prosecution's physical evidence and describing
its theory of the events that took place on the day of the murders, Darden told jurors why
prosecutors believe O.J. Simpson, a man known to all of them as a star athlete and pleasant
television and movie personality, brutally murdered his wife and her friend outside her

Brentwood condominium.

The key to understanding the crime, Darden said, is that Simpson's public persona hid a
controlling spouse who tried to dominate his wife and who killed her when he failed. "She left
him," Darden said. "She was no longer in his control. He was obsessed with her. He could not
stand to lose her. And so he killed her."”

Speaking in uncharacteristically understated tones, Darden spent just over an hour laying
out the prosecution's domestic abuse allegations. And he wove those allegations into the
prosecution's central theory of the case--that the murders were the final act in an abusive, 17-
year relationship.

Nicole Simpson was killed for the simplest and oldest of reasons, Darden said: jealousy
and control. As for the other victim, Darden said Simpson "killed Ron Goldman because he

got in the way."

Although Simpson did not display any emotion at first, he visibly reacted as Darden
reviewed the prosecution's allegations of domestic abuse--allegations that the government

team just recently won the right to introduce during the trial.
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When Darden said the defendant had repeatedly called his ex-wife's family during the
period of their separation in attempts to lure her back, Simpson turned toward the audience
and sought eye contact with members of the Brown family who were in court. They stared

straight ahead, as they did through most of the session.

Members of the Brown and Goldman families lost their composure briefly, however,
when prosecutors later displayed photographs from the crime scene. The photographs did not
go out over the television feed, but were projected onto a large monitor above the witness

stand.

One depicted a close-up of Nicole Simpson, slumped on her side, still dressed in the black
cocktail dress that she wore to dinner the night of the killings. The other photograph was of
Goldman, his shirt pulled up and his body bloody.

Simpson stared at the ceiling when those photographs were displayed, refusing to look at
them. But members of the victims' families burst into tears, as did Simpson's adult daughter,
Arnelle, who was in the audience Tuesday. Arnelle's mother, Marquerite Simpson Thomas,
also was present and moved to sit next to her when Arnelle began to cry. In addition to
sharing separate moments of grief, the Brown and Simpson families spent a few moments
together during one of the breaks in the court proceedings. Juditha Brown, Nicole Brown
Simpson's mother, approached O.J. Simpson's mother, Eunice, with a photo album. Standing
around Eunice Simpson's wheelchair, members of both families looked over pictures of the

two children of O.J. and Nicole Simpson.

Despite some points in common, however, the families also have divided loyalties.
Relatives of Nicole Brown Simpson were wearing angel pins to symbolize their loss--the pins
are copies of one of the murder victim's favorites--while members of the Simpson family were
wearing gold heart-shaped pins that say "Family: OJ 100% NG," a reference to Simpson's

statement that he is "absolutely 100% not guilty" of the murders.

During his hourlong presentation, Darden spoke of evidence that had never before been

publicly disclosed.

Darden said, for instance, that a 911 operator will take the stand to describe a 1989

emergency call that features the sounds of Simpson actually striking his then-wife during a
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beating in the pre-dawn hours of New Year's Day. Jurors will be allowed to hear that dramatic

tape, Darden aid.

"You will hear the sound of this defendant, this man beating this woman," he said. "You
will hear the sound of his hand smacking across her face. You will hear the sound of this

defendant beating his wife."

Rather than apologize for his conduct when officers arrived, Simpson proclaimed to them
that he had no more use for his wife, Darden said. He quoted Simpson as saying: "I've got two

women now. | don't need that one."

And when the officers tried to take Simpson into custody, the suspect instead fled in his

Bentley, Darden said, adding contemptuously: "The next day, he went to the Rose Bowl."
Defense Counterattacks

After Ito abruptly recessed the proceedings, Simpson's attorneys gathered outside the
courthouse to warn against prematurely judging their client on the basis of the prosecution

opening statements.

"We have a wrongfully accused client,” Cochran said as he left the building. "You will see

the complete picture tomorrow."
Whether the public will see that picture remained unclear at the end of the day, however.

Ito has asked to meet at the beginning of today's session with Kelli Sager, a media lawyer
representing a number of news organizations, to discuss the possibility of discontinuing the
television coverage. Defense opening statements are scheduled to begin at 10 a.m., and
Simpson's lawyers asked that at least those statements be broadcast in fairness to their client,

because the prosecution statements were carried on television.

Scrambling to explain the mistake, Court TV officials took full responsibility but said they

would ensure that it was not repeated.

"We made a mistake," said Steve Brill, president of Court TV. "Our camera person was
following Miss Clark. As she moved away from the podium, he inadvertently shot a juror
who appeared at the corner of the screen. He immediately jerked the camera away--we timed
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it at about eight-tenths of a second. We knew what had happened, and we immediately asked

to speak to the judge about it."”

Two alternate jurors are seated in front of the jury box, just a few feet from the
prosecution table. Brill said a second person monitoring the feed, a technician manning the

tape delay mechanism for audio and video, failed to catch the mistake until it was too late.
"We've covered 288 trials, and this has never happened before," Brill said.

Brill added that the person operating the camera was not the usual Court TV cameraman
who has covered the trial. That man was taking time off on doctor's orders because of stress.
His replacement was the cameraman's supervisor, who runs the video company that Court TV

has used in the coverage of several trials, including the Menendez brothers murder trial.

Brill said the mistakes could be rectified in the future by restricting the movement of the

camera from the podium to the witness stand.

"We can assure ourselves it will never happen again,” Brill said. "Whether we can assure

Judge Ito is another question.”

Spokesmen at local television stations said they did not feel the camera should be pulled

out of the courtroom, adding that they should not be penalized for Court TV's mistake.

"It would be a mistake to pull the camera,” said Craig Hume, acting news director of
KTLA Channel 5. "The public has a right to see the trial gavel-to-gavel. The judge has a
legitimate concern, but these problems can be addressed and better safeguards can be

established to keep it from happening again."

Jury Rapt as Simpson Tries Bloody Gloves

In a gripping scene that transfixed jurors Thursday afternoon, O.J. Simpson worked his
hands into the pair of frayed, bloodied leather gloves that prosecutors say he wore to murder

Nicole Brown Simpson and Ronald Lyle Goldman--and pronounced them "Too tight.”

The surprise demonstration, in which Simpson sought to show the jury how tough it was
to squeeze into the gloves, was widely perceived as a blow to the government's case against
the former football star.

Although prosecutors asked Simpson to try on the gloves, it was the defense team that
emerged smiling after the dramatic display--a moment of live human drama that followed
more than a week of gory autopsy photos and numbing charts presented by the Los Angeles
County coroner.

"Obviously the prosecution was hoping for the perfect Cinderella ending,” Southwestern
University law professor Karen Smith said. But jurors could interpret the tight fit, she said, as
a suggestion that "those weren't his gloves."” On the other hand, Smith added, "certainly the
gloves fit to some degree; it wasn't as if they didn't fit at all.”

The theatrical episode began when, after a brief sidebar conference with defense lawyers,
prosecutors handed Simpson the worn brown gloves--one of them with a bloodstain circled in

silver ink.

Looking relaxed and confident, Simpson pulled two latex gloves out of a box in front of
him and yanked them over his hands. Then he carefully picked up the cashmere-lined leather
gloves and tried to tug them on--raising his eyebrows, pursing his lips and using other body

language to convey difficulty.

The Aris Isotoner gloves are designed to be snug. In fact, a prosecution witness had
testified earlier in the day that customers favored the gloves because they fit almost like a
second skin. But Simpson, shaking his head and grinning with an expression of incredulity,

showed the jurors that he could not fully extend his fingers into the tips of the gloves.
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Raising his hands in front of him and flexing his fingers, he revealed that the extra-large

gloves did not stretch all the way to his wrists.

Darden meanwhile provided a running commentary about Simpson's glove-donning
technique, and even asked Judge Lance A. Ito to instruct Simpson to put the gloves on in a
normal manner. Later, in a question to a witness, he implied that Simpson had been bending

his thumb so the glove would not slip on easily.
Simpson jumped in himself, commenting, "Too tight," as he faced the jury.

Fascinated, the jurors leaned forward and craned their necks. Their faces betrayed neither

surprise nor excitement, but they were clearly spellbound by the show.

At the prosecution's direction, Simpson then grasped a large blue marking pen in his right
fist. Darden asked him to move his arm, apparently to simulate a knife thrust, but Ito halted

the demonstration when the defense objected.

The jurors scribbled notes frantically. At least three continued jotting their impressions for
several minutes after Simpson handed the bloody gloves to Darden and returned to his seat.
Leaning back with an air of satisfaction, Simpson whipped off the latex liners and tossed them

jauntily onto the table.
Darden quickly tried to recoup.

Seeking to dull the impact of the display, Darden asked witness Richard Rubin, the former
general manager of the glove manufacturer Aris, whether an extra-large glove should fit

Simpson's hand.

Simpson congenially held out both hands for inspection. Rubin studied them, even
holding Simpson's clenched fist for a moment. "At one point in time, those gloves would
actually be large, I think, on Mr. Simpson's hand," he testified.

Darden did not ask Rubin whether moisture--such as blood or dew--could shrink the
gloves. And Rubin said he did not feel qualified to testify about whether the latex gloves

Simpson was wearing could have contributed to the tightness of the fit.

Legal observers noted several reasons why the bloody gloves might not have fit Simpson:

They could have shrunk because of moisture, or become misshapen after months of storage,
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or simply not be designed to glide on over latex. But they added that the sheer drama of the
scene, in which Simpson once again had a chance to interact directly with the jury, might
have dealt a serious blow to the prosecution's case.

"It was a gamble for them to do it,” Smith said. "It was not the ending they would have

wanted."

The bloody gloves, from the beginning a compelling symbol of the crime, have taken on
huge significance over the past six months.

Prosecutors contend that Simpson dropped the right glove at the murder scene in his haste,
then let its mate fall on his property as he was dashing home. The gloves form a critical part
of the "trail of blood" that they contend Simpson left at both the Bundy Drive crime scene and
his Rockingham Avenue estate.

But to the defense team, the gloves have become a stand-in for police incompetence or
corruption. Defense lawyers have argued that a Los Angeles police detective could have

planted a glove at Simpson's estate in a frenzy to convict the former star athlete.
A Lively Day of Testimony

Coming just moments before adjournment, Simpson's glove demonstration capped a fast-
paced day that started with clinical forensic testimony, featuring a graphic display of stabbing

techniques by defense attorney Robert Shapiro.

With no eyewitnesses to the crime, prosecutors have relied on Los Angeles County
Coroner Lakshmanan Sathyavagiswaran's forensic testimony to bolster their hypothesis that
Simpson surprised both victims, rapidly overpowered them and knifed them to death within

minutes.

On cross-examination, however, Sathyavagiswaran acknowledged that he could not with

"medical certainty" determine how many assailants attacked Nicole Simpson and Goldman.

To press the point, Shapiro then grabbed a knife for a startling courtroom demonstration
of the many ways to lunge at and stab a victim. As Shapiro, an amateur boxer, slashed the air
with his glinting, single-edged blade, he rattled off a list of the various grips and motions he

was using. Demonstrating that an agile assailant could kill a victim any number of ways,
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Shapiro elicited Sathyavagiswaran's admission that it was difficult to figure out even such

basic information as whether a murderer was right- or left-handed.

Under Shapiro's intense questioning, Sathyavagiswaran acknowledged that he based all
his conclusions on autopsy photographs and notes, not on detailed firsthand examination of
the bodies. The record he relied on was compiled by Dr. Irwin Golden--the same pathologist

who made more than two dozen mistakes when he performed the autopsies.

Sathyavagiswaran insisted that he had confidence in Golden's photographs and notes,

despite the many errors.
"So you're saying a photograph is a substitute for an in-person autopsy?" Shapiro asked.
"That's not my opinion,” the coroner answered.
"But that's what you're going on?" Shapiro pressed.
"Under the circumstances, yes."

Shapiro also questioned Sathyavagiswaran's opinion that Goldman flailed at his assailant

with open hands, but did not land a firm punch.

The jury has already seen a photograph of Simpson, taken shortly after the murders, which
showed no obvious injuries, except for a cut on one hand. In an incredulous tone, Shapiro
asked whether it was plausible that a healthy, athletic young man such as Goldman could have

succumbed without inflicting more wounds on his attacker.

If Goldman were incapacitated quickly, "you may not see injuries on the attacker,"

Sathyavagiswaran answered.

Backing up slowly with his arms open wide, exposing his chest and face, Shapiro asked
whether Sathyavagiswaran really believed Goldman would have faced an assailant in such a
vulnerable position, instead of crouching or protecting his head.

The question gave Sathyavagiswaran a chance to recap, with one powerful sentence, just
how brutal the attack on Goldman was. In his terror, the coroner testified, Goldman might

have tried to squirm away, rather than lash out at a knife-wielding aggressor.

"He backed, he ducked, he turned, he twisted and he didn't have a chance,"

Sathyavagiswaran said.

Striking back, Shapiro reminded both the witness and the jury that such descriptions are

speculative.

"Neither you nor any other medical examiner can accurately reconstruct what took place?"

Shapiro asked the soft-spoken coroner.
"Accurately reconstruct?" Sathyavagiswaran repeated. "No."

Later, Deputy Dist. Atty. Brian Kelberg sought to re-establish the prosecution theory as

the most credible of myriad possible crime-scene reconstructions.

"Would you stake your reputation that the evidence is consistent with these murders
having been performed by a single perpetrator 6 foot, 2 inches tall, 210 pounds, athletically
built, with an element of surprise and a six-inch knife?" Kelberg asked, his voice rising

dramatically.
After a brief exchange, Sathyavagiswaran answered quietly, "Yes."
New Witnesses Emerge

Outside court, prosecutors announced that they hope to call two new witnesses to testify

about Simpson's alleged abuse of his ex-wife.

Meanwhile, defense attorneys filed a motion to put all jury investigations on hold until
after closing arguments. And one woman who had been in the jury pool but was not
impaneled filed a declaration claiming that two sheriff's deputies told her the Los Angeles

Police Department was investigating Simpson jurors.

Prosecutors said Gioconda Redfern, who used to baby-sit for Nicole Simpson, will testify
that her boss "was in constant fear" of O.J. Simpson, who often complained about her
behavior and attire. Simpson repeatedly tried to check up on his ex-wife's whereabouts--once

calling 50 times in two hours, Redfern said.

Such behavior, prosecutors argue, shows that O.J. Simpson may have obsessively stalked

his ex-wife in a violent relationship that ultimately ended in murder.
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The second witness will testify that she saw O.J. Simpson shove Nicole Simpson against a
Bentley parked in the driveway of his Rockingham Avenue estate. Elizabeth Holmes, a
personal trainer who worked for Simpson's neighbors, "heard a loud thud when Nicole Brown

Simpson struck the car," according to the prosecution’'s motion.

Ito has not announced when he will consider the prosecution’'s motion to call Redfern and

Holmes.

"In any issue like this, the judge has to do a balancing act in terms of how relevant the
testimony is against any unfair prejudicial impact it might have,” Loyola law professor Laurie

Levenson said.
Gloves Take Center Stage

Before the glove demonstration, the afternoon seemed to be going reasonably well for the

prosecution.

Bloomingdale's buyer Brenda Vemich identified a charge-card receipt, signed by Nicole

Brown, for the $77 purchase of two pairs of Aris Isotoner gloves.

She testified that the gloves Nicole Simpson bought on December 18, 1990, were called
Aris Isotoner leather lights--the same expensive style, she said, as the gloves found at the

crime scene and at Simpson's estate.

But on cross-examination, Vemich acknowledged that she could not tell from the receipt

what size or color gloves Nicole Simpson had purchased.

In a relaxed, jovial manner, Cochran himself tried on the glove found at Simpson's estate
to ask Vemich about its size. Stretching out his hand, he tried to tug the torn leather down
over his wrist--in a gesture Simpson would later mimic. He then asked her whether the glove

was really an extra large.
"Yes, it is, but it doesn't fit you," Vemich said.
"Right, it's small," Cochran said.

"It's too big,” Vemich instantly contradicted him.
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"Since I'm wearing it, it seems too small, but we won't argue about that,” Cochran
responded. That exchange, little more than a lighthearted aside at the time, illustrated the
difficulty inherent in determining a glove's fit.

After Cochran had finished his gentle cross-examination, the prosecution called Rubin.

A chatty, relaxed witness, Rubin acknowledged that he could not determine the year in
which the crime-scene glove was purchased. Aris manufactured thousands of pairs of similar

gloves between 1982 and 1992 and Bloomingdale's had an exclusive contract to sell them.

Of the 10,000 pairs of gloves the company manufactured in 1990, he said, about 300 were
extra-large brown gloves of the type linked to the murder scene. Fewer than 240 pairs were

sold, he said.

With court scheduled to end an hour early so a juror could see a doctor, it looked as if the

testimony might end there. But moments later, Darden asked Simpson to don the glove.

"They couldn't ask Simpson to do a dress rehearsal,” law professor Smith noted. "It was a

one-time shot."

Simpson Not Guilty : Drama Ends 474 Days After Arrest : Verdicts: The ex-football
star expresses gratitude and returns to his Brentwood estate where friends and family
celebrate. Relatives of the victims react with pain and grim silence to the jurors’

Bringing one of history's most riveting courtroom dramas to a stunning climax, O.J.
Simpson was acquitted of two counts of murder Tuesday, verdicts that set the football Hall of
Famer free 474 days after he was arrested and charged with a brutal double homicide.

At 11:16 a.m., Simpson returned home to his Brentwood estate, embracing his longtime
friend Al Cowlings in the same driveway where the two were arrested on June 17, 1994. As
night fell, crowds of well-wishers and detractors gathered beyond police barricades while the
Simpson entourage partied inside the famous home.

Within hours of the verdicts--broadcast live and bringing businesses across the country to
a temporary standstill--family members of the victims retreated in grief, and the first of the
anonymous jurors emerged to give The Times an interview in which he dismissed the

prosecution's physical evidence as "garbage in, garbage out."

While jurors scattered to their homes, prosecutors, defense lawyers and family members

of the victims and defendant gathered in an extraordinary series of news conferences.

In a statement read by his eldest son during one of the media sessions, Simpson expressed
relief, gratitude and a commitment to finding whoever murdered his ex-wife Nicole Brown

Simpson and her friend Ronald Lyle Goldman.

"I am relieved that this part of the incredible nightmare that occurred on June 12, 1994, is
over with," Simpson said. "My first obligation is to my young children, who will be raised in
the way that Nicole and | had always planned.”

Simpson vowed to pursue "as my primary goal in life" the killer or killers responsible for
the murders, concluding: "l only hope someday that--despite every prejudicial thing that has
been said about me publicly, both in and out of the courtroom--people will come to
understand and believe that | would not, could not and did not kill anyone."
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After 266 days of sequestration at the Inter-Continental Hotel in Downtown Los Angeles,
jurors deliberated a mere three hours before accepting Simpson's contention that the charges

against him were unproven.

Their verdicts, which were delivered in a courtroom so tense that some spectators

trembled visibly in anticipation, united jurors and Simpson in a strangely triumphant moment.

Simpson smiled thinly and mouthed the words "thank you" as the not guilty verdicts were
read. Two jurors smiled back. Another, Lionel (Lon) Cryer, raised his left fist in a salute

toward Simpson as the panel left the courtroom.

But the same finale was greeted with shock by the family of Nicole Simpson, and it

wrenchingly broke the spirits of Goldman's relatives.

Nicole Simpson and Goldman were knifed to death outside her Brentwood condominium
on June 12, 1994, a foggy summer evening in an otherwise quiet neighborhood. O.J. Simpson
pleaded not guilty to the crimes, but he was the only suspect, and members of both victims'

families came to believe that he was responsible for the murders.

In court, Fred Goldman, the victim's father, stared in pain at the ceiling, his wife in one
arm and his daughter in the other, both sobbing openly as the verdicts were read. In the quiet

courtroom, Kim Goldman's gulping sobs were the only sound that accompanied the reading.
"Oh my God," Patti Goldman said, turning to her shaken husband.
"Murderer,” he said under his breath, repeating that later as he left the courtroom.

Kim Goldman, Ronald's sister, fought to keep herself from speaking out while court was
in session--Superior Court Judge Lance A. Ito had warned that any outbursts would be
grounds for ejection. But after the verdicts were delivered, she could not contain herself. She
quietly burst out a short string of expletives, then turned to the people sitting near her on the

courtroom bench and apologized.

"I'm sorry," she said, repeating that twice more as her long red hair cascaded over her tear-

stained cheeks.

Later, Fred Goldman said the night of the murders "was the worst nightmare of my life."
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"This," he added, "is the second."
Prosecutors Solemn, Defense Celebrates

For the police who investigated the case and the prosecution team that brought it to trial
and spent six months presenting what Los Angeles County Dist. Atty. Gil Garcetti labeled a

"mountain of evidence," the quick verdicts were a devastating repudiation.

Deputy Dist. Atty. Christopher A. Darden turned toward the panel as it was being polled
and glared at its members, his mouth half open in disbelief and dismay. None of the jurors

would meet his gaze.

Next to him, Deputy Dist. Atty. Marcia Clark refused even to turn toward the jurors. She
looked over her right shoulder and pursed her lips, expressionless but for the exhaustion in her

eyes.

The two lead police investigators, Tom Lange and Philip L. Vannatter, sat a few feet
away. They showed no emotion and declined to comment at length afterward. Asked whether

he could believe the verdicts, Vannatter responded only: “No, not at all."”

Afterward, at a news conference featuring the district attorney team and the Goldman
family, downcast prosecutors publicly thanked each other for their efforts but were obviously
shaken by the swift dismissal of a case in which they summoned 72 witnesses during 99 days

of testimony.

Clark, her voice thick and her eyelids heavy, expressed her sympathy and love for the

victims' families and thanked the members of her team for doing a "beautiful job."

Darden stepped to the lectern next. The young prosecutor, who distinguished himself in
the trial's closing arguments, said he was not bitter about the verdicts, but when he began to
thank his colleagues, he faltered: "I'm honored to have. . . ." he said. Then he paused, his

voice tightening up.

With a small wave of resignation, he stepped away from the microphone and crumpled in

the arms of the Goldman family.

Although Darden said he accepted the jury's verdicts, his boss, Garcetti, conceded that he

was angry.



"We are, all of us, profoundly disappointed,” he said.

"This case was fought as a battle for victims of domestic violence,” Garcetti said. "We
hope this verdict does not discourage the victims, who are out there throughout our

communities, throughout this country, from seeking help."

For the defense team, the trial's end represented an enormous legal triumph: Johnnie L.
Cochran Jr., the defense's lead trial lawyer, hugged colleagues and denounced pundits who
viewed the verdicts as an indication of the predominantly black jury's distaste for the LAPD

rather than a reflection of its evaluation of the evidence.

"I just want to say how grateful we all are for this verdict,” Cochran said at the defense's
news conference. "We think the verdict bespeaks justice. We were always optimistic. That

optimism proved right."

He and the defense team were joined at the news conference by Simpson's family--his
mother, sisters and grown children--who effusively expressed their gratitude and relief. His
mother, Eunice, said her belief in her son had never wavered, and her grandson, Jason, read

his father's statement.

Cochran said his client did not attend the news conference for security reasons--Nation of
Islam guards were present at the courthouse and have provided security for the Simpson

family and defense team in recent days.

But one of Simpson's sisters, Shirley Baker, said family members were ecstatic: "l just

feel like standing on top of this table and dancing a jig."
A Case of Twists and Turns

The Simpson case tragically and violently began with a double murder in the normally
placid Westside community of Brentwood. No credible eyewitnesses ever surfaced to the

murders, but the culprit or culprits left behind a number of clues.

Bloody shoe prints from Size 12 shoes led away from the bodies, and drops of blood were
found to the left of those shoe prints. A bloody glove and a knit cap were found next to the

corpses.
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Four detectives went to Simpson's house before dawn that morning--they said they were
there to notify Simpson of the killings and to help him care for his children, who were inside
their mother's home when she was killed. Once there, they jumped the fence and one of them,
now retired Detective Mark Fuhrman, told his colleagues that he had found the mate to the

bloody glove at the crime scene.
It was at that moment, Vannatter testified, that Simpson became a serious suspect.

Over the next few days, more pieces of evidence would fall into place that seemingly
implicated Simpson: When he was interviewed by police on the day after the killings, for
instance, police noticed several cuts on his left hand, one of which they believed was large

enough to have left the blood drops at the scene.

Bloodstains also were found in Simpson's car, and analysis of the drops leading away
from the bodies revealed that they matched his blood type. A pair of his shoes revealed that he

wore Size 12.

Still more evidence would surface later: A limousine driver interviewed by police said he
saw a shadowy figure darting inside Simpson's house just before 11 p.m. and Simpson then
quickly answering the intercom. Simpson said he had overslept, but investigators believed
that was a lie, that he actually had just returned from committing the crimes and was trying to

hide his tracks.

Armed with sophisticated DNA tests, a history of domestic violence between Simpson and
his ex-wife, and powerful circumstantial evidence suggesting that Simpson had the
opportunity to commit the crimes, prosecutors boasted early on that convictions seemed

likely, even inevitable.

Simpson and his high-priced but often divided legal team argued strenuously from the
outset that he was innocent, and his lawyers launched an extraordinary assault on the police

investigation.

Cochran accused police of a "rush to judgment™ and attacked every aspect of the inquiry.
According to Cochran and the rest of the legal contingent assembled by Robert L. Shapiro,
coroners were not summoned promptly, criminalists were ill-trained and poorly supervised,

and evidence in the case was hopelessly contaminated and corrupted.
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A highly touted pair of DNA legal experts, Barry Scheck and Peter Neufeld, were brought
in from New York to take on the prosecution's physical evidence, a task they tackled with
vigor. With aggressive cross-examinations of prosecution witnesses, they challenged the
evidence collection techniques, and they called Dr. Henry Lee, one of the nation's foremost

criminalists, who testified that "something's wrong™ with the physical evidence.

Although prosecutors responded to each point, jurors dismissed early in the case said they
had doubts about the integrity of some evidence after hearing the defense challenge.

Then, just as the trial was winding down, the defense team dropped a bombshell whose
impact will reverberate through Los Angeles long after the spotlight has moved from
Simpson. One of the detectives in the case, Fuhrman, had given a series of interviews to an
aspiring screenwriter; in them, he boasted of beating suspects, singling out minorities for

brutal treatment and manufacturing evidence.

Gamely fighting back, prosecutors responded that Fuhrman's evident racism and lying

discredited him but should not taint the case as a whole.

Although Shapiro had once promised that race would not be an issue in the Simpson case,
Cochran made no such pledge. In his closing argument, Cochran called Fuhrman a "lying,
perjuring, genocidal racist,” compared him to Adolf Hitler and blasted the investigation as

nothing short of a sham.

Joined by Scheck, he encouraged jurors to "do the right thing" and called on them to reject

the Police Department and its Simpson investigation with not guilty verdicts.
That message carried the day.

One juror, returning home Tuesday, declined to comment in detail about the case, but her
brief statement echoed Cochran's argument.

"I think we did the right thing," she said. "Matter of fact, | know we did."

From the beginning of their deliberations, Cryer said, 10 panelists believed Simpson was
not guilty; the other two, he said, came around after testimony of the limousine driver was
read back to them. Cryer also dismissed the government's central theory of the case: that

Simpson had killed his ex-wife as the final act of a violent, controlling relationship.
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"The prosecution tried to build a picture of him raging that day on June 12 to a point
where he was wanting to be controlling of Nicole,” Cryer said. "And apparently he didn't have
that control anymore, and that's why he went over there and killed her.

"To be honest with you," Cryer said, "I never bought into it. I didn't see it.”
Reaction Quick and Emotional

Throughout Southern Californian and the nation, reaction to the verdicts was heartfelt, and
opinions often broke along racial lines--as they often have throughout the case.

Outside the courthouse, where crowds grew larger and more unruly in the trial's closing
days, demonstrators got word over radios and television sets. Dozens immediately burst into

joyful shouts. Some pumped fists in the air. Some cried.

Bus riders traveling along Alvarado Avenue on the No. 18 line broke into cheers when the

driver announced the verdicts over the loudspeaker system.

But in the Orange County neighborhood where Simpson's children are being cared for by

their grandparents, someone posted a sign reading: "O.J., you're not welcome here."

Tuesday night, the intense emotions that swept through the region all day coalesced at
Simpson's Brentwood estate, where supporters and detractors gathered outside the gates.
Preachers shouted messages of love and forgiveness, and a saxophonist played "Amazing

Grace" to a backdrop of helicopter noise.

The crowd's chants of "O.J.! O.J.! O.J!" drew his sister, Shirley Baker, to the estate gate,
where she briefly addressed news crews. "We just want to thank all you guys," she said. "0O.J.

is home, and at a later time, he's going to speak with you."
But not all were there in support.

"What about Ron Goldman?" asked Shane Novak, who criticized Simpson and his
lawyers for holding a party to celebrate the verdicts. "There's no one playing a saxophone at

Ron Goldman's party now."

In political circles, from Washington to Sacramento, there also was no shortage of
comment on the case that has preoccupied the country for nearly 16 months.
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President Clinton, who watched the verdicts from the Oval Office, wrote out a short

statement in longhand.

"The jury heard the evidence and rendered its verdict," he wrote. "Our system of justice
requires respect for their decision. At this moment, our thoughts and prayers should be with

the families of the victims of this terrible crime."

Gov. Pete Wilson echoed Clinton's sympathy for the families, but also argued that the
long, contentious trial demonstrated the need for legal reforms. Wilson, who is a lawyer, said
television cameras should be removed from criminal trial courtrooms, and recommended that
attorneys be prohibited from asking juries for a "political message™ such as the one sought by

Cochran in denouncing the LAPD.

"I would urge the removal of cameras from our courtrooms,” Wilson said. "To contribute
to turning a serious legal proceeding into a circus-like atmosphere is not in the interest of

justice or public confidence in the justice system."

Wilson also was fiercely critical of Cochran. "I find it particularly distressing, in fact it is
more than that, when lawyers do not argue the issue at hand,” the governor said, "and instead

ask jurors to use a verdict as a means of sending a political message to law enforcement.”

In Los Angeles, Mayor Richard Riordan, who broke off a trip to Asia to be at his post
when the verdicts were announced, praised jurors for their "extreme sacrifices to meet the

challenges of this trial." The mayor urged residents to accept the panel's decision.
"Whether we agree or disagree," Riordan said, "we must accept the decision."

Police Chief Willie L. Williams, whose department has been subjected to yearlong
criticism and whose officers went on tactical alert Tuesday, said he hoped the jurors' decision
was not based on "the defense team's decision to put my department on trial."

"The vast majority of the men and women of the Los Angeles Police Department day in
and day out put their lives on the line serving the people of our community,” Williams said.

The chief urged residents to "move on . . . make sure all the races in this city work together."

Nevertheless, many legal experts said the verdicts demonstrated how badly the LAPD's

credibility has eroded, particularly in the minds of many black residents.
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"This just shows that you can't get black jurors to trust LAPD," said Harland W. Braun, an
experienced defense attorney who represented Officer Theodore J. Briseno in the Rodney G.
King civil rights case. "If you can convince jurors to eliminate any evidence that LAPD might

have tainted, this is what happens.”

Steven D. Clymer, who prosecuted that case and won convictions against two of the
officers, said the verdicts also demonstrated the power that charges of racism can bring to a

criminal trial.

"I think it's a tragic irony that O.J. Simpson, a person who probably never suffered the
kind of racism that Mark Fuhrman dished out, is a beneficiary of the claims of racism," said
Clymer, now a professor at Cornell Law School. "I doubt that O.J. Simpson in his adult life
experienced those things. | feel it's a terrible result. | feel so bad for those families."”

But John Burris, an Oakland civil rights lawyer, said he considered the verdicts well-
supported by the defense case and justified by the questions raised about the LAPD's

performance.

"The verdict is a perfectly sensible verdict in light of the evidence presented,” he said. "It
reaffirms my faith in the good sense of African Americans that police misconduct won't be

tolerated."

Although Tuesday's verdicts mean that Simpson can never be tried again for the murders,
they do not end the legal action spawned by the brutal murders nor Simpson's legal troubles.

The district attorney's office has indicated that it will consider perjury charges against
Fuhrman, though most legal analysts say a conviction would be difficult to win. The Justice
Department and the LAPD, meanwhile, are investigating possible criminal charges growing

out of Fuhrman's comments in the taped interviews.

And Simpson faces an immediate future still dotted by legal challenges. Three separate
wrongful-death lawsuits have been filed against him, one by each of Goldman's parents and

the third by Nicole Simpson's estate.

Those cases do not require a finding of guilt beyond a reasonable doubt, only that jurors
conclude that a preponderance of the evidence favors one side or the other. And they are

unaffected by Tuesday's acquittals.

Robert Tourtelot, the attorney who once represented Fuhrman and continues to represent
Fred Goldman and his family in their lawsuit against Simpson, pledged Tuesday to pursue

that lawsuit aggressively in the coming months.

"Today, the judicial system took a very big hit,” he said. "A lot of people will be looking

to us for justice.”

Having successfully dispatched the criminal charges, Cochran and his staff will represent

Simpson in those cases as well.

V prohlaseni, které piecetl jeho syn, Simpson
vyjadtil svou ulevu, vdé€nost a slibil, Ze najde kohokoliv, kdo zabil jeho byvalou Zenu Nicole
Brown Simpson a jejiho kamardda Ronalda Lyla Goldmana. ,,Ulevilo se mi, ze skoncila tahle
neskutecna no¢ni miira, ktera se tdhla uz od 12. ¢ervna 1994, ekl Simpson. ,,Mym hlavnim
zédvazkem je postarat se o mé dvé malé déti, tak jak jsme ja a Nicole vzdy planovali.*
Simpson slibil, Ze jeho ,,hlavnim cilem* je dovést vraha ¢i vrahy ke spravedlnosti: ,,Jen
doufam, Ze — i pfesto, co se 0 mné fikalo a psalo - lidé dojdou k zavéru, Ze bych nikdy nemohl

nikoho zabit.*
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Po 266 dnech v Intercontinental Hotelu v Los Angeles, porotci po tiech hodinach u soudu
dosli k zavéru, ze diikazy proti Simpsonovi zlstaly nepotvrzeny. Verdikt, ktery byl pfednesen
napjaté soudni sini, k niz se nékteti az tfasli nedoCkavosti, spojil porotce a Simpsona ve
zvlastnim triumfalnim momentu. Simpson se usmal a tiSe pod€koval, kdyz byl piecten
verdikt. Dva porotci se na néj také usmali. Dalsi, Lionel Cryer, zvedl levou ruku sevienou
V pést v gestu solidarity. Ale toto piekvapivé finale se setkalo se Sokovanymi reakcemi od

rodiny Nicole Simpson a zlomilo veskeré nadéje v Goldmanové roding.

Nicole Simpson a Goldman byli ubodani pied jejim domem 12. ¢ervna 1994, v mlzny
letni vecer v jinak klidné ulici. O. J. se prohlésil za nevinného, ale byl jediny podeziely, a
¢lenové obou rodin dospéli k ndzoru, ze vrazdy spachal. V soudni sini Fred Goldman, otec
Ronalda, v bolesti sledoval strop, jeho ruku omotanou kolem jeho Zeny, drouhou kolem své
dcery, obé plakajici, kdyz byl verdikt ¢ten. V tiché soudni sini doprovazely ¢teni rozsudku
pouze vzlyky Ronaldovy sestry Kim. ,,Mij boZe,* fekla Patti Goldman, otacejic se na svého
manzela. ,,Vrah,” pronesl, opakoval toto slovo, i kdyz odchazel ze siné. Kim Goldman,
Ronova sestra, bojovala sama se sebou, aby nepromluvila béhem soudniho pieli¢eni — soudce
Lance Ito prohésil, ze jakékoliv projevy budou zamitnuty. Ale po vyhlaSeni uz se nedrZela
zpét. TiSe vybuchla vzteky, fekla n¢kolik sprostych slov, nasledné se omluvila lidem sedicich
pobliz ni. ,,Omlouvam se,* fekla, pak to zopakovala jest¢ dvakrat, zatimco ji jeji rudé vlasy
padaly do tvafe.

zivoté®. ,, Tato,” dodal, ,,je hned druh4.*
Zalobci jsou zarmouceni, obhajoba slavi

Pro zalobce a kriminalisty vySetfujici tento pifipad a kteti ziskali, jak to popsal statni
zastupce Gil Gareetti, ,,horu dikazi“, byl tento verdikt zdrcujici. Zalbce Christopher Darden
se otoCil na porotce s ohromenym a nevéticnym vyrazem, nikdo z nich mu ale jeho pohled
nevratil. Vedle ngj se Zalobkyné Marcia Clark odmitala byt’ jen oto€it na porotu. Podivala se
na pfes své rameno a nakréila rty, v jejich o¢ich byly zjevné znamky vycerpani. Dva vedouci
detektivové, Tom Lange a Phillip Vannatter, se posadili n¢kolik stop od nich. Nejevili zadné
znamky emoci a odmitali véc komentovat. Na otazku, zda Vannatter chtél véfit verdiktu,
odpovédél: ,,Ne, vibec ne.“ Na tiskové konferenci tym Zzalobct spole¢né s Goldmanovou
rodinou si dékovali navzajem za snahy a podporu, ale byli zjevné otfeseni rychlym
zamitnutim jejich piipadu, po vyslySeni 72 svédka béhem 99 dni. Clark, zatimco se ji tfésl

hlas a padala ji vicka unavou, vyjadrila soustrast a ndklonost rodindm obéti a dékovala svému

Krvava stopa od boty velikosti 12 miftila
pry¢ od tél, nalevo od stopy byly kapky krve. Vedle tél byla také zakrvacend rukavice a
pletena cepice. K Simpsonovu domu se vydali ¢tyfti detektivové — jak uvedli, chtéli Simpsona
informovat o vrazdach a predat déti do jeho péce, byly v domé, kdyz byla zabita jejich matka.
Jakmile tam policisté byli, prelezli plot a jeden z nich, ted’ uz byvaly detektiv Mark Fuhrman,
fekl svym kolegtim, Ze naSel druhou rukavici shodujici se s tou z mista ¢inu.

0.J. Simpson’s ex-wife, Nicole Brown Simpson and Ron Goldman murdered in 1994

The bloody corpses of Nicole Brown Simpson and her younger male companion, Ronald
Goldman, were found sprawled on a tiled walkway just outside her posh townhouse —

shattering the polite silence of her well-heeled street.

“It’s shocking to hear this happening right outside my house,” said nervous neighbor

Kathie Martiniano. “This is usually a very quiet neighborhood.”

The bodies of the 35-year-old ex-wife of O.J. Simpson and the 25-year-old Goldman were
found just after midnight yesterday in a trail of blood outside Nicole Simpson’s Spanish-style
split level townhouse on Bundy Ave. in Brentwood.

The pricey, taupe-colored home is shaded by palm trees and exotic, brilliantly colored

flowers and nestled among other lucrative residences on the quiet street.

Police had cordoned off the townhouses. In the back of Nicole Simpson’s home, forensic
experts wearing shower caps were at work, dusting her white Ferrari convertible with the top
still down and the Jeep Grand Cherokee.

Authorities carefully removed the two children — 5 and 7 — of O.J. and Nicole Simpson

from the home. The couple divorced in 1992 after seven rocky years.

Neighbors were jolted by the twin murders. Some neighbors reported hearing gunshots.
Another heard a dog barking.

“I’m sick for the whole thing,” said Lita Friedman, 31, a florist. Nicole Simpson bought

flowers from her just yesterday.

“She was coming to pick up flowers for her daughter’s dance recital,” said Friedman. “We
chitchatted for a while. She seemed happy and excited for her daughter. She’s been a
customer for years. Really bubbly, really beautiful.”
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“I’'m not thinking it was a burglary. I think it was a love triangle or something,”
speculated neighbor Joanne Hokyo, 38, a court reporter. “I mean, how did they get into a
gated area? I’ve seen her around and I’ve seen O.J., too, but not together. I didn’t know she

was his wife.”

Pro football legend O.J. Simpson was grilled for 3 % hours by Los Angeles police
yesterday after his ex-wife and a companion were found dead in a pool of blood outside her

posh L.A. condo.

Although Simpson denied knowing anything about the slaying, police last night refused to

rule out the former Buffalo Bills superstar as a suspect.
“Obviously we are not going to rule anybody out,” said Police Commander David Gascon.

While Simpson was being questioned by police, authorities cordoned off his $1.2 million
mansion with yellow tape and placed cardboard markers small reddish brown droplets leading

up to a point about 50 feet from the garage.

Detective Tom Lang of the LAPD emerged from Simpson’s tudor-style mansion at 7 p.m.

carrying two white Reebok gym shoes in a clear plastic bag.

Lang declined to say why he took the gym shoes, but another police source said
investigators were going to compare them with footprints found at the scene of the double

slaying, located a mile from Simpson’s estate.

The victims were identified as Nicole Brown Simpson, 35, Simpson’s second wife, and
Ronald Goldman, 25, of Agura, Calif.

Goldman was a waiter at an Italian restaurant where Nicole Simpson was a regular
customer, the owner of the restaurant said last night. She had eaten there the night of the

slaying, he said.

“She was here with her sister, her mother, her children, her whole family,” said John De
Bello, owner of Mezzaluna, which is just a few blocks from Nicole Simpson’s condo. He said

that O.J. Simpson was not with the family at the dinner.
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“Apparently she dropped her eyeglasses outside the restaurant and one of my employes

found them.”

Simpson called the restaurant from her condo and asked if anyone had found her glasses.

Goldman went to return them, De Bello said.

“Ron said he knew her from the gym, that she was a friend of his. As far as I'm

concerned, he just went to do a good deed.”

A passerby discovered the two lying on a tile-covered walkway near the steps leading up

to Nicole Simpson’s luxury condo shortly after midnight Sunday, police said.

The two had dragged themselves to the walkway, where they died, police said. All that
remained of their struggle was the trail of blood that stretched down the stairway from the
Spanish-style complex to the walkway.

Although police refused to say specifically how they died, Scott Carrier of the county
coroner’s office hinted that they might have been stabbed to death.

“We feel as though sharp-force injuries played a part” in the deaths, said Carrier.

Forensic experts told the Daily News they recovered a pair of black gloves and a beanie

from the bushes near the bodies.

Earlier yesterday, an unshaven and grim-faced Simpson was escorted by police from his
Brentwood mansion, shortly after he flew back from Chicago, where he was attending a

business conference.

“I don’t know anything about this,” Simpson shouted to reporters gathered at his estate as

he climbed into a patrol car with his lawyer, Howard Weitzman.

While police have refused to say exactly when Nicole Brown Simpson and Goldman were
killed, a neighbor said he heard a ruckus coming from Nicole Simpson’s condo at 10 p.m.

Sunday.

“About 10 o’clock or so I heard their dog just going insane,” said writer Fred Lieberman,
40, who lives nearby. “I said to my wife, ‘Somebody must be dead in there. I knew something

was up.”
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Another neighbor, Yoichi Sakamoto, 29, said he saw a “Ford Escort or Mazda or
something” sitting in front of the complex at 9:45 p.m. with its parking lights on. He said that

when he returned after midnight the car was gone.

Weitzman said the football star boarded a flight for Chicago at 11 p.m. Sunday after

attending his daughter’s dance recital with his ex-wife.

Weitzman said that Simpson had been in Chicago to attend a Hertz rental car convention

and flew back at the request of police.

“Mr. Simpson was advised of this tragedy while in Chicago. He flew back at police

request, “ Weitzman said.

Simpson checked into the O’Hare Plaza Hotel at 6:15 a.m. yesterday and checked out at
8:30 a.m., a hotel worker said.

Gascon refused to say whether Simpson was in Los Angeles when the two were slain.

Simpson was handcuffed briefly before being brought in for questioning. Afterward,

Officer Rigo Romero said “it just was an error on the part of the officers.”

Simpson’s two children by Nicole Simpson were asleep inside the condo when the bodies
were discovered. Gascon said they were “not exposed to the crime scene” and sent to stay

with relatives. Weitzman said he expects Simpson “to get custody of them very soon.”

“He’s obviously shocked and surprised,” said Weitzman, who also represents tainted pop
star Michael Jackson. “They said they wanted to talk to him, and he’s going to be talking to

police.”

Yesterday the remaining blood on the steps leading into the condo was being soaked up by

white towels.

Shocked residents of the chic neighborhood said Simpson could not have been involved

because he was a “perfect gentleman.”

But the Simpsons had a stormy seven-year marriage, and the football star was convicted

five years ago of beating her on New Year’s Day, allegedly yelling “I’ll kill you.”
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Simpson’s friends told a local CBS affiliate that the couple had been recently talking
about a reconciliation. Their 5-year-old son and 7-year-old daughter were not harmed.

0.J. Simpson surrenders to LAPD after chase in white Ford Bronco in 1994

(Originally published by the Daily News on June 18, 1994. This story was written by
Michelle Caruso, Jonathan T. Lovitt, Larry Hackett, and Laurie C. Merrill.)

After holding a gun to his head during a harrowing police chase and threatening to shoot
himself, accused killer O.J. Simpson surrendered to authorities last night as millions of

stunned television viewers watched the tragic journey of a great American hero unfold.

The dramatic, daylong manhunt came to an end when a distraught Simpson, clutching a
blue steel revolver, allowed police to coax him out of the back seat of his friend’s white Ford

Bronco that was parked in the driveway of his $3 million mansion.
Police reportedly had instructions to “take him out” had Simpson not cooperated.

After leaving the vehicle, police said Simpson entered the mansion, spoke with his mother
and drank some orange juice. Police said he was cooperative.

Later last night, Simpson’s mother Eunice, 72, was admitted to the California Pacific

Medical Center in San Francisco, after suffering from the stress of her son’s arrest.

The former Buffalo Bills legend was taken into police custody last night and was booked
and processed at police headquarters.

Simpson, who was charged with the grisly slaying of his former wife, Nicole Brown
Simpson, and her companion, Ronald Goldman, was to spend the night in the LA County

main central jail.

If convicted of the grisly double slayings, Simpson could face the death penalty. Sources
said last night that Simpson killed his former wife, and then killed Goldman when he tried to

come to her aid.

Al Cowlings, Simpson’s childhood friend and former teammate who fled with Simpson,
was booked for aiding and abetting a fugitive. He was taken to jail in lieu of $250,000 bail,

police said.
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An extremely agitated Simpson eluded police for some five hours yesterday after fleeing a

San Fernando Valley residence with Cowlings, minutes before he was to be arrested.

Simpson’s attorney, Robert Shapiro, praised police for resolving the situation in a “very

very peaceful manner.”

“I can’t express the fear I have that this matter would not ended the way it did,” said

Shapiro, who voiced concerns earlier that Simpson would take his own life.

Earlier in the day, Simpson left behind three suicide notes, one for his mother, one for his

children in which he said, “I can’t go on” and proclaimed his innocence.

Police located Simpson when he made a cellular phone call just before 6 p.m. PDT near

the lake Forrest cemetery where the ex-wife he is accused of murdering is buried.

News helicopters captured the chase that involved more than a dozen squad cars speeding

along freeways in Orange County south of Los Angeles and continued into the evening.

Police cruisers followed the Bronco at a distance and at a speed of about 40 mph, while

another group of squad cars cleared the path to keep other motorists away.

Friends and sportcasters who knew Simpson took to the airwave to plead with him to give

himself up.

Former pro football player Jim Hill, now a sportscaster on KCBS-TV, was on the air live
on AM KNX is broadcasting live, hoping OJ had the radio on so that he can hear the message

to surrender.

“0.J. and Al, if you can hear me, please, please stop. Put on the emergency blinkers and
pull over. O.J., you don’t want to be remembered as someone who ran. Please guys, pull over.

Stop.”

“0.J., please stop. Please stop. We love you man,” friend Vince Evans said tearfully on

television station KCBS.

At one point police spoke with OJ - but he refused to submit. As Cowlings drove, he kept

the gun to his head and demanded to speak to his mother.
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Hundreds of police swarmed inside surrounded Simpson’s mansion while nearby,

thousands gathered in a circus-like atmosphere chanting, “Juice! Juice! Juice!”

All along the highway, people waved signs that said, “Honk if you love the Juice” and

“We Love you Juice!”

Simpson - one the most popular sports heroes in America - apparently balk at a deal to
surrender at a Los Angeles courthouse yesterday morning in the slaying of his ex-wife Nicole,
35, an Goldman, 25.

“The Los Angeles Police Department is very unhappy with the activities surrounding his
failure to surrender, and we will be looking further into those activities, including anyone who

may have intervened on his behalf,” Los Angeles Police Cmdr. David Gascon said.
Authorities warned that anyone helping Simpson would be treated as a felon.
But there was concern among his legal team that Simpson may take his own life.

“I hope he doesn’t hurt himself,” said former New York City Medical Examiner Michael
Baden, who spent several hours with Simpson before he was supposed to surrender. “I am

concerned about him.”

Gascon said police had “expressed their displeasure” to Simpson’s lawyer, Robert
Shapiro, but District Attorney Gil Garcetti said Shapiro expressed “grave surprise” when

Simpson disappeared.

Shapiro said Simpson was with him and several doctors yesterday morning when police
called to say they were coming to arrest him. Simpson and Cowlings, who were alone on a

separate floor, then vanished, Shapiro said.

Garcetti refused to blame police for losing Simpson. He said police were not certain of his
whereabouts in hours leading to his disappearance, but that he was not considered a risk for
flight.

“LAPD is busting their butt doing a fine job with this investigation,” Garcetti said.
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He said Shapiro was notified of Simpson’s imminent arrest at 8:30 a.m. Los Angeles time
yesterday. Simpson was scheduled to surrender at 11 a.m., which then was pushed back to
11:45. By 2 p.m., it became clear he had fled.

“I am very confident we will find O.J. Simpson,” Garcetti said. “This is a man who can’t

hide easily.”

He added that “the fact that O.J. fled can be used against him with a jury as an indicator of
guilt.”

Minutes following the announcement of Simpson’s disappearance, authorities rushed to
Nicole Simpson’s condominium in tony Brentwood - where the killings took place - after a

911 call from her father, who was at the condo collecting her belongings.

News of Simpson’s disappearance came hours after the Los Angeles district attorney

announced that the former football star had been charged with two counts of murder.

The murder charges were accompanied by a ride incorporating “special circumstances,”
meaning that Simpson could be sentenced to death. But Garcetti said a decision to seek the
death penalty would not be made until after a trial.

At the least, conviction would require a life prison sentence without parole.

The charges came after five days of revelations that pointed relentlessly to Simpson’s
involvement in the killings. Police said yesterday the charges followed an “exhaustive

investigation,” including interviews with dozens of people.

Simpson, 46, had denied any part in the killings, insisting he was home waiting for a
limousine to take him to Los Angeles International Airport for a flight to Chicago. He was
grilled by police for more than three hours Monday, and except for an appearance at the
funeral remained holed up in his $3 million home.

But since the Sunday night Kkillings, police - searching sites in Los Angeles and Chicago -

amassed a formidable amount of evidence against Simpson, reported including:
- A glove matching another bloody glove found at the scene.

- A bloody ski mask found in his house.
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- A match of his blood type found at the slaying site.

- A possible murder weapon, a sharp-edged, military-style digging tool.

- Blood-soaked laundry found in Simpson’s washing machine.

Garcetti, however, said yesterday that the murder weapon - a knife - had not been found.

NBC News reported last night that a DNA match had been made between Simpson and

blood found at the slay scene.

Police also impounded Simpson’s Ford Bronco, too a pair of sneakers from his home and

examined red blotched found on his driveway.

0.J. Simpson's DNA is linked to the murder of Nicole Simpson and Ron Goldman in
1994

A single blood drop has yielded a one-in-a-million genetic “fingerprint” linking O.J.
Simpson to murder, prosecutors charged yesterday as they released the first bombshell DNA

results.

That drop and another sample recovered from the place where Simpson’s ex-wife and her
pal were slain share the same genetic makeup as the football legend’s blood, prosecutors

revealed in legal papers. Another drop found at Simpson’s mansion also proved a match.

“The DNA tests conducted so far implicate the defendant,” wrote lead prosecutor Marcia

Clark.

The motion - containing the most definitive and potentially damning physical evidence yet
against Simpson - came as both sides again sparred in court over dividing crucial DNA

evidence.

It also came as prosecutors ripped the defense team for making public a letter to Judge
Lance Ito in which the Simpson camp suggests DNA evidence has been tainted and should be

thrown out.

Clark revealed that a blood drop found near the bodies of Nicole Brown Simpson and
Ronald Goldman has been linked to O.J. Simpson through RFLP testing - the highest level of

DNA examination, commonly known as a genetic “fingerprint.”

Experts say that RFLP - or restriction fragment length polymorphism testing - can indicate

at least a 999,999 chance in a million that two samples are from one person.

Polymerase chain reaction tests - a lower level of DNA testing - performed on a second

drop in the trail of blood leading from the crime scene, also indicated a match with Simpson’s
blood.
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RFLP genetic fingerprinting tests done on a blood sample recovered from the foyer of

Simpson’s Brentwood mansion came up a match as well.

Blood taken from Goldman’s shoe matched his own and that Nicole Simpson, tests also

show.

After weeks of rumors, the court papers offered the first official results from the Maryland

lab where numerous other samples are now being tested.

Prosecutors have argued that Simpson’s finger was cut during a struggle with the victims

the night of the June 12 slayings, and that he shed a trail of blood as he fled.

Simpson told police the day after the slayings that he couldn’t remember how he injured
the finger. His lawyers later said he smashed his hand on a glass in a Chicago hotel room on
June 13, after learning of the killings.

Defense lawyers did not respond to the DNA revelation, but hinted during questioning of
witnesses yesterday that they may argue the blood found at the scene was spilled sometime

before the killings.

The courtroom fireworks ignited immediately, as Clark slammed lead defense attorney

Robert Shapiro for making public the letter critical of prosecutors.

In a letter delivered to Ito Friday night, Shapiro charged that prosecutors may have
compromised blood sample evidence “by mislabeling, cutting, switching and other

discrepancies.” He said that DNA test results should be inadmissible.

As Clark laid into Shapiro for faxing the letter to the media, Ito told her to save her

comments his chambers.
“No, no, no, no, no, Ms. Clark,” he yelled as he tried several times to cut her off.

The normally mellow Ito then angrily lashed into the defense for going to the press. “I
myself first heard that report on the radio [yesterday morning] when I was in the shower,” he

said.

The two sides went on to squabble over how to split blood samples, as the defense team
grilled state experts in painstaking detail.
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Defense attorneys have argued they should get a 50% cut of every piece of genetic

evidence recovered so they can do independent testing.

0.J. Simpson is found not guilty in the slaying of Nicole Brown Simpson and Ronald
Goldman in 1995

With the two magical words he'd longed to hear for nearly 16 months —"not guilty” —

O.J. Simpson, American icon branded heartless killer, left court a free man yesterday.

The nation breathlessly watched the trail's final act as the gridiron great triumphantly
returned home —and vowed to spend the rest of his life rearing his kids and tracking down

their beloved mom's killer.

Meanwhile, the Daily News learned last night that shortly after Simpson's release, he had
telephone discussions with his slain ex-wife's parents over the future of his children, Sydney,
9, and Justin, 7.

The children —the youngest victims of the sordid killings —have lived with their
maternal grandparents since the June 12, 1994, slayings of Nicole Brown Simpson and
Ronald Goldman.

"My first obligation is to my young children, who will be raised the way Nicole and | had

always planned," O.J. said in a statement yesterday.

"When things have settled a bit, I will pursue as my primary goal in life the killer or
killers that have slaughtered Nicole and Mr. Goldman. They are out there somewhere."

The dramatic pledge came as a suspense-ridden worldwide audience watched the jury
render the stunning and climactic verdict — capping the wildest trial in U.S. history with a

final flurry of heart stopping drama.

But the verdict — which ignited a cauldron of emotion in the courtroom and around the

country — left the killer's identity a secret that died with the victims' last breaths.
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About an hour after the verdict, O.J. returned to his mansion in a prison-owned white Ford
Aerostar van, trailed by a police caravan — a scene eerily reminiscent of the June 17,
1994, white Ford Bronco chase that ended with the athlete's arrest.

Yesterday, O.J. bounded out of the prison vehicle and into the arms of his childhood
buddy and Bronco getaway driver, Al Cowlings. The two hugged for 30 seconds before

heading into the mansion, walking arm over arm, brushing away tears.

0.J. was followed home by family members, who arrived in stretch limos. A white Rolls
Royce carried his frail mother, Eunice. Relatives danced and hugged in the front yard, and

0.J.'s sister Shirley Simpson Baker cried, "He's home! He's home!"

Family and friends partied into the night. But sources said O.J., in his mansion for the first
time in months, was disoriented — and was disturbed by the helicopters that were buzzing

overhead.

The verdict from the jury of nine blacks, two whites and one Hispanic ended the Trial of

the Century at 1:07 p.m. (EDT) — unleashing pentup emotions from both sides.

Hearing the words "not guilty,” the gridiron great smiled and cried in the same instant, his
body crunching as he mouthed "thank you™ and waved to the jurors who set him free after

nine months of testimony and less than four hours of deliberations.

Lead defense lawyer Johnnie Cochran clutched O.J.'s shoulder as the football star turned

to his family and pumped his fist in the air.

The verdict, which ended the most explosive murder case in modern times, ignited
emotions in the victims' families. Goldman's sister Kim, who doubled over as her cries

pierced the courtroom, muttered, "That piece of s---."
Goldman's father, Fred, muttered angrily as he left the courtroom, "Murderer."

But Nicole's family betrayed little emotion, save for her youngest sister, Tanya, who wept

outside the courtroom in the arms of a friend.

Cochran hugged his client, who sported the famous grin not seen since the slayings of his

35-year-old ex-wife and her 25-year-old friend.
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0.J.'s adult daughter, Arnelle, shouted "praise Jesus,” and smiled through her joyful tears.
His son Jason wept so violently that he had to be comforted by a phalanx of lawyers and

family members.

A black male juror, who had smiled at O.J., 48, he entered the courtroom, thrust his fist in

a "black power" salute as Simpson left the court a free man.
Prosecutors Marcia Clark and Christopher Darden sat stone-faced.

The trial cost Los Angeles taxpayers more than $8 million and O.J. an estimated $10

million — but the emotional toll on the main players proved overwhelming.

Their bags already packed, the longest-sequestered jury in U.S. history returned to their

homes 266 days after they were first squirreled away in a hotel.

Judge Lance Ito thanked the panelists, who had deliberated for three hours and 40

minutes, for their service.

"The burdens we placed upon you were enormous and | can't begin to express the debt we

owe you," he told the panel of 12 and the two remaining alternates.

Outside the courthouse throngs of O.J. fans let out a whoop of cheers at news of the

verdict as Los Angeles cops strived to keep order.

In New York, the city that never sleeps stopped in its tracks — from Wall Street to local
taverns — to hear the long-awaited answer to one of the most talked about questions of our

time.

Also watching was President Clinton, who said, "The jury heard the evidence and
rendered its verdict. Our system of justice requires respect for their decision. At this moment

our thoughts and prayers should be with the families of the victims of this terrible crime.”

"The President didn't seem to be surprised” at the outcome, said White House press

secretary Mike McCurry, who described Clinton as somber.

Cochran refused to say what O.J.'s plans were and it wasn't immediately clear when he

would be reunited with his children. He also would not comment on reports that O.J. was
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planning a move to Mexico, though sources told The News that the NFL Hall of Famer had

had plans in the works to build a Mexican mansion even before the slayings.

Cochran said that his famed client would not speak out immediately, but he did not

address rumors of defense plans for a lucrative pay-per-view TV victory party.

Jurors rendered their decision after hearing 126 witnesses as Los Angeles' top prosecutors
and the so-called Dream Team waged war over everything from DNA tests to the phase of the
moon the night of the killings.

Testimony ranged from the dramatic (Fuhrman's taped utterances) to the ridiculous (the
comic ramblings of Kato Kaelin) to the excruciating (countless hours of tedious scientific
babble).

But save for his tug of war with the "too tight" crime scene gloves, and the baring of his
battered knees during opening arguments, jurors heard nothing from O.J., who never took the

stand.

Still, the public heard plenty from bounced jurors, some of whom painted a picture of a
panel torn by race and petty bickering.

Heard on audio tapes was the sneering voice of Fuhrman, who went from the cop who
found the bloody glove to a nationally reviled by word for racism. And the heinous slur he

was so fond of spewing became euphemistically known as the N word.

Two lives were lost but many more were changed, as were long-held ideas of celebrity

and justice.

And amid tragedy, the hidden shames of domestic violence and racism were brought to

the forefront.

Booted jurors became instant celebrities, and even the mumbling freeloader Kaelin got his
own radio talk show. The initially publicity-shy Goldman family, who attended the trial

almost daily, lashed out at the judge and O.J. when the pain became to much to bear.

The Brown family — who initially defended O.J. — channeled their agony into a
foundation for domestic violence victims led by Nicole's sister Denise, who took the crusade

to Congress.
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0.J.'s adult children, Arnelle and Jason, became adept dodgers of the paparazzi, while his

sisters, Carmelita Simpson Durio and Baker, proved his most outspoken defenders.

Shielded from the spotlight by the Browns were Sydney and Justin, who haven't seen their

father since their mother's funeral.

The case has sparked calls for legal and jury reform — and intensified the national debate

surrounding the use of TV cameras in the courtroom.

And the truism that money buys justice was never more apparent. O.J.'s cadre of high

priced lawyers included Cochran, F. Lee Bailey and Alan Dershowitz.

Los Angeles taxpayers doled out millions for prosecution salaries, jury sequestration and
jail and court costs. The money trail extended from T-shirt hawkers to tell-all authors to the
media — who made the killings of two innocent people a cottage industry.

But, ultimately, it was a trail of blood that linked the beloved Heisman Trophy winner O.J.

Simpson to the slayings.

It was shortly after midnight on June 13, 1994, when the victims' butchered bodies were
discovered in the front yard of Nicole's Brentwood condo.

When detectives arrived at O.J.'s estate, 2 miles from the crime scene, to notify the

football star of the killings, no one answered the door.

Fuhrman testified that he spotted blood on O.J.'s white Ford Bronco, sparking the decision
by cops to hop the wall to the superstar's estate.

Inside they found incriminating blood drops — and the bloody glove matching one found

at the crime scene.

Cops slapped the cuffs on O.J. after he returned home from his trip to Chicago, but
quickly took them off.

As evidence was leaked to the press, O.J. underwent four days of intense media and police
scrutiny, culminating in Nicole's emotional funeral June 16, 1994. But apparently no one was

looking next day as O.J. took off with his pal Cowlings in a white Ford Bronco. Traffic

helicopters got the beat on the Bronco nearly as quickly as cops, while 95 million Americans

viewed the spectacle on TV and hundreds formed a gauntlet of highway cheerers.
