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Other comments or suggestions:

The quality of the thesis is negatively affected by the fact that the author was not properly consulting the work
with the supervisor. The thesis was processed at the last minute. The author used a large amount of general and
non-specialized resources, but only one monograph. The statistical literature is completely missing. Also there is
no description of any statistical methods in the methodology, which affected the quality of the practical part. The
author does not give a lot of attention to the statistical analysis. There are inaccuracies in the text, for example:
“Cramer’s V test which is 0.3055 is also telling us that there is very strong dependence between gender and amount
spent for goods over the Internet” => but the relationship is not “very strong” according to Cramer’s V statistic.

Despite the mentioned imperfections | recommend this final thesis for defense.
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
