The graduand has submiƩed his master thesis oriented to water purificaƟon technology focused on the mine creator
in Mashava, Zimbabwe.

I highly appreciate, that the research provided by the student was related direct with objecƟve areas of the thesis
and provides interesƟng results with subsequent proposals of water purificaƟon units and discussion as to the thesis
topic.
