ANOTACE

Tato bakalérska préace se zabyva uzavienou tiidou modalnich sloves, a to jak po
strance morfologicko-syntaktické, tak po strance funkcné sémantické. Zkouma spolecné
formadlni rysy se slovesy pomocnymi a jejich uZziti v soucasné angli¢ting.

Préce je rozdélena na €ast teoretickou, objasnujici problematiku modalnich sloves a
¢ast praktickou, zaméftujici se na procviceni vySe zminéné teorie. Praktickd ¢4st je ddle

rozdélena do nékolika trovni a to od nejjednodussi po nejobtiznéjsi. Zaveér bakaléaiské prace

tvofi shrnujici test, obsahujici tfi ¢4sti a jejich nasledné vyhodnoceni.

ABSTRACT

This thesis deals with a closed class of modal verbs, both in terms of morphological-
syntactic and in terms of functional-semantic. It explores the common formal features with
the auxiliary verbs and their use in contemporary English.

The work is divided into a theoretical part classifying the issues of modal verbs and a
practical part focusing on practising the theory which has been mentioned. The practical part
is further divided into several levels from the simplest to the most difficult. The conclusion

of the work is formed by a summary test containing three parts and their evaluations.



Uvop

Tato bakalaiska prace zabyvajici se problematikou modélnich sloves, konkrétné
slovesy CAN, MAY, MUST, jejich opisy a uZitim, je rozd€lena na Cast teoretickou a

praktickou, kterd je zavrSena shrnujicim testem a jeho vyhodnocenim. Jednotlivé Casti jsou
déle rozde€leny do nekolika podkapitol.

V prvni kapitole - MODALNI SLOVESA - je zmin&na obecnd charakteristika
modalnich sloves. Ddle se tato kapitola zaméfuje na formalni rysy modélnich sloves spolecné
se slovesy pomocnymi. Je zde ukdzan prehled jednotlivych tvard modalnich sloves, a to jak
tvart plnych, tak tvara stazenych, jimiz se blize zabyva nasledujici podkapitola. Poté se tato
¢ast zabyva sémantickym systémem modalnich sloves. Po uvedeni obecné problematiky
nasleduji kapitoly probirajici podrobnéji jednotliva slovesa (CAN, MAY, MUST) a to
zejména jejich uZitim a vyznamem. Vse je doplnéno o piiklady s ¢eskym prekladem. Zavér
kazdé kapitoly uzavird shrnuti.

Ve druhé kapitole - SROVNANI CVICEBNIC GRAMATIKY - jsou porovnavény
Ctyti cvicebnice (Essential Grammar in Use, English Grammar in Use, Advanced Grammar
in Use a Grammar no problem). Zminéné publikace funguji na stejném principu, tzn. na
jedné strané€ vysvétlend gramatika a na strané druhé procvi¢ovéni na jednotlivych typech
cviceni. Hlavni rozdil spociva v tom, Ze prvni tii zminéné publikace jsou od zahrani¢nich
autord, tudiZ je gramatika vysvétlovana vyhradné v anglictin€. Oproti tomu posledni uvedena
cvicebnice ma gramatické piehledy v Cesting, vCetn¢é pielozenych prikladi.

V posledni kapitole —- PRAKTICKA CAST - je problematika modalnich sloves

1.4 Sémanticky systém modalnich sloves

Jak v angli¢ting, tak v ¢eStiné modalni slovesa vyjadiuji modalitu dispozi¢ni a jistotni.
Vedle vlastniho obsahu sdéleni mize mluvci vyjadrit jednak dispozici (postoj) ptivodce déje
k jeho realizovatelnosti, tj. zda ho poklada za nutny, v mezich schopnosti konatele nebo
zéhodny (modalita dispozi¢ni), jednak stupen svého presvédcent (jistoty) o redlné platnosti
sd€lent, tj, zda se mu obsah sd€leni jevi jako jisty, mozny, nebo nemoZny (rtizna mira
pravdépodobnosti dé€je, modalita jistotni).

Modalita dispozicni a jistotni se fakultativné uplatituje ve vétach oznamovacich,
tazacich a ptacich, avSak nikoliv ve vétach rozkazovacich, nebot’ imperativ vyjadiuje sdim o
sob¢ d€j nutny nebo Zadany, takze vyjadiuje stejny modalni vyznam jako slovesa typu must,
srov. you must be careful musis byt opatrny — be careful bud’ opatrny.

Sémanticky systém anglickych modalnich sloves se od ¢eského znacné lisi zejména
pokud jde o vyjadfovani modality jistotni.’

Vyjadfovani modality dispozicni se shoduje v tom, Ze se v obou jazycich realizuje
prostfednictvim modalnich sloves, i kdyZ se vyznamova pole jednotlivych sloves nekryji. Jde
vSak jen o rozdily v modalni vystavbé véty. Modalni slovesa jako prostfedek vyjadrovani
jistotni modality jsou v angli¢ting ¢astéjsi neZ v €eStiné a nadto v této funkci disponuji
zvlastnimi prostfedky odkazovani na minulost, které v Cestiné nemaji strukturni obdobu.

Can, may, must, will, could, might, would, should, ought vyjadiuji jak modalitu
dispozi¢ni, tak jistotni. Shall, need a dare vyjadiuji pouze modalitu dispoziéni.'

1.5.CAN, COULD, BE ABLE TO

1.5.1 Can

Modalni sloveso can vyjadiuje schopnost, dovednost (modalita dispozi¢ni) a moZnost
(modalita jistotni). V ¢estin€é odpovida slovesiim moci (schopnost, moznost) a umeét
(dovednost). Napft. I cannot believe it. Nemohu tomu uvétit. How can we help you? Jak vdim
muzeme pomoci?

Zjistovaci otazka s can miva Casto funkci zdvofilé Zadosti, napt. Can you pass me the
sugar? Muzete mi podat cukr? (srov. will/ would/ could you pass me the sugar podejte mi /
podal byste mi/ mohl byste mi podat cukr?).

Can vyjadiuje moznost, neni-li ptivodce déje a obsahova stranka déje slucitelna
s vyznamem schopnosti, dovednosti. V tomto vyznamu se na budoucnost odkazuje pomoci
ptfitomnych tvarl. MoZnostni uZiti can se stykd s mozZnostnim vyznamem may. Rozdil mezi
nimi spoc¢iva v tom, Ze can vyjadiuje moznost teoretickou (,,je mozné, aby*), kdezto may
moznost faktickou (,,je mozné, Ze*), av§ak v mnoha piipadech se tyto rozdily stiraji, takze
jsou obé slovesa zaménitelnd. Lisi se téz stylisticky, may je piiznacné pro formalni styl
(knizni jazyk, zejména odborny). Napt. the weather can change (pocasi se miZe zmenit) je
obecny vyrok o pocasi (povaha pocasi je takovd, Ze zahrnuje ménlivost), kdezto the weather
may change (pocasi se mize zménit, je mozné, Ze se pocasi zméni) spiSe odkazuje na
jednotlivou piileZitost.

K vyznamovému ptekryvani mezi can a may dochdzi pouze v kladnych vétach
oznamovacich. V zdporu jsou ob€ slovesa odliSena. Cant vyjadfuje dispozi¢ni vyznam
,hemohu , neumim®, napt. you cant prove that to nemuzete dokazat, I cant ski neumim
lyZovat a jistotni vyznam ,,nemohu, jist¢ ne“, napt. he can 't be fifty yet jeSt€ mu nemiZe byt
padesat, jist¢ mu jeSté neni padesat. Tento jistotni vyznam zdporného can 't vyjadiuje jiny
stupent pravdépodobnosti nez may not: Cannot vyjadiuje negativni jistotu ,,jisté ne“, kdezto
may not oznacuje negativni moznost ,,mozna, zZe ne*. Jistotni cannot je tedy protéjskem
k jistotnimu must, srov. he cannot know it nemiiZe to védet, jisté to nevi (je mozZné, aby to
vedél; protéjSek ke kladné vete he must know it jisté to vi) — he may not know it mozna, zZe to
nevi (je mozné, Ze to nevi; protéjSek ke kladné vété he may know it mozna, Ze to vi).

Také v otdzkach se can a may nepiekryvaji, nebot’ may se ve vyznamu moZzZnosti
v tazacich vétach neuZziva. Proti may ve vété oznamovaci stoji v otdzce can (popft. could,
might), stov. they can still be waiting/ they may still be waiting — can (could/ might) they still
be waiting? Je mozné, Ze jeSté Cekaji?

Jistotni can ma stejné jako ostatni modalni slovesa vyjadiujici jistotni modalitu
specifickou formu pro odkazovani na minulost. Minulost se vyjadiuje pfipojenim minulého
infinitivu vyznamového slovesa k pfitomnému tvaru can(not). Tato forma se vyskytuje
pfedevSim ve vétach zapornych (jako prot&jSek ke kladnému must), napt. he can 't have
forgotten nemohl na to zapomenout, jisté na to nezapomnél. Ve vétach tazacich (téz
zavislych) tvoii protéjSek k may ve vét€ oznamovaci, srov. that remark may have offended
her? mohla ji ta pozndmka urazit? I wonder if that remark can have offended her jestlipak ji
ta pozndmka neurazila.

Dispozi¢ni can odkazuje na minulost svym minulym tvarem could nebo pomoci be
able to; opisné konstrukce se téZ uziva pro vyjadfovani budoucnosti, napt. she can 't keep a
secret neumi/ neni schopna uchovat tajemstvi, she could never keep/ she was never able to
keep a secret nikdy nebude umét/ nebude schopna uchovat tajemstvi.

Nejde-li o dovednost samu, nybrz o dosaZeni né¢eho prostiednictvim dovednosti ¢i
schopnosti, neuziva se pro minulost could, nybrz jen be able to. V Cestin€ neni moci, nybrz
podarit se, popt. se dosazeni cile vyjadii dokonavym prefixem ¢i jinymi prostfedky bez
modaélniho slovesa.'”

Slovesa smyslového vnimani vyjadiuji schopnost (vnimat) sama o sobé. Can v tomto
piipadé€ vyjadiuje vnimani aktudlné probihajici, tj. zastupuje pribéhové tvary. V Cestin€ opét
nemad explicitni protéjSek, srov. I can 't hear you, speak up neslySim t&, mluv hlasitéji; I can
smell something burning citim, Ze se néco pali. Nékdy vSak nejde o d¢j aktudlne probihajici,
nybrz o d¢j obecné platny, napt. he cant see beyond the tip of his nose nevidi si na Spicku
nosu. Ostatni ¢asy se vyjadiuji pomoci be able to, minulost téZ pomoci could, srov. will you
be able to see without your glasses? Budes vidét bez bryli? I could hear him but I couldn 't
see him slySel jsem ho, ale nevid¢l jsem ho (bylo ho slySet, ale nebylo ho vidét).
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Vedle schopnosti a moznosti can vyjadiuje té€Z dovoleni. V tomto vyznamu je
synonymni s may smét, napt. You can come with us. Muzes jit s ndmi. I could eat anything
before I was ill pfed svou nemoci jsem mohl jist cokoliv.

Ukazalo se, Ze Zaci dostatecné
neporozumé¢li danému textu a modélni slovesa volili spiSe nahodné. Tento zpiisob testovani
neni tak Casty, tudiZ to pro Zaky bylo néco nového. Je vidét, Ze ucitelé vénuji vétsi pozornost
prekladiim z CeStiny do anglictiny, proto také Zaci v této ¢asti dopadli nad ocekavani Iépe.
Chyby, kterych se dopoustéli, napovidaly spiSe o nepozornosti, nedostate¢né koncentraci,
nikoliv o neznalosti problematiky.

Zaveérem muze byt doporuceni, aby ucitelé zdkladnich Skol volili Sirokou Skdlu
riznorodych cviceni a nezamétovali se pouze na pieklad.



5. ZAVER

Cilem této bakalafské prace bylo objasnit problematiku modélnich sloves jak po
strance morfologicko-syntaktické, tak po strance funkéné sémantické. Zkoumala spole¢né
formdlni rysy se slovesy pomocnymi a jejich uziti v soucasné anglicting.

Préce byla rozd¢€lena na ¢ast teoretickou a praktickou. Soucasti praktické casti byl
souhrnny test a jeho nasledné vyhodnoceni.

V prvni vySe zminéné ¢asti byla podrobné vysvétlena teorie uzaviené ttidy modalnich
sloves, konkrétné¢ sloves Can, May, Must. Déle se teoretickd ¢ast zabyvala formalnimi rysy
modalnich sloves, které maji spolecné se slovesy pomocnymi. Nasledn¢ byl ukazan prehled
jednotlivych tvarti modélnich sloves, a to jak tvarti plnych, tak staZzenych. Prace se také
zam¢tfovala na sémanticky systém modalnich sloves. Dalsi dsek byl vénovan obecné
problematice vybranych modélnich sloves a to konkrétné sloves Can, May, Must, jejich
uzitim a vyznamem. Zaveér teoretické ¢asti byl vénovan porovnani cvi¢ebnic anglické
gramatiky, tedy Essential Grammar in Use, English Grammar in Use, Advanced Grammar in
Use a Grammar no problem.

Cist praktickd nejprve znovu kritce objasnila problematiku modélnich sloves Can,
May, Must a to z né¢kolika hledisek. Vénovala se vyslovnosti, vyznamu, uziti, tvofeni zaporu,
otazek a kratkych odpovédi. Gramatika byla tfazena do tfech drovni od nejjednodussi po
nejobtiznéjsi. Za kazdym probranym usekem ndsledovala praktickd cviceni souvisejici s vyse
uvedenou gramatikou. Také tato cviceni byla seskupena podle obtiZnosti. Jejich cilem bylo
prokdzat, zda si Zaci osvojili probiranou latku modalnich sloves.

Posledni a nejptinosnéjsi €asti této prace byl zavérecny shrnujici test uréeny pro zaky
9. tfidy, ktefi jiz m¢li problematiku danych sloves zvladnutou, tedy byli sezndmeni s jejich
podobu v piitomném, minulém i budoucim Case, véetn¢ jejich opisnych tvart. Test obsahoval
tfi ¢asti. Prvni z nich byl Test A, B, C, kde Zici vybirali jednu z nabizenych odpovédi,

v nekterych piipadech byly mozné spravné odpovédi dve€. Nasledoval Reading, neboli Cteci
test, kde ukolem zaki bylo porozumét pfipravenému textu a doplnit modalni slovesa ve
spravném tvaru a Case. Posledni ¢asti byl pfeklad dvanacti vét z CeStiny do anglictiny, ve
kterém se méla ovérit znalost probrané gramatiky. Ukézalo se, Ze nejjednodussi byl pro zZaky
Test A, B, C, jelikoZ zde nemuseli spravnou odpovéd’ vymyslet, pouze ji najit mezi tfemi
nabizenymi. Pfedpoklddalo se, Ze nejobtiznéjsi ¢asti bude pieklad, kde se projevi opravdova
znalost problematiky, slovni zasoby a Cast. Vysledky vSak ukazaly, Ze nejnaro¢néjsi pro
Zéky byl Reading, kde se odrazilo, Ze dostatecn¢ neporozuméli textu a odpovédi spise
tipovali. Text v n¢kterych piipadech ztracel sviij smysl. Vyplynulo, Ze se ucitelé zdkladnich
kol c¢astéji vénuji piekladiim nez jinym tiptim cviceni.

Bakalétska prace mi pomohla vice si prohloubit znalosti moddlnich sloves. Po
nastudovani gramatiky jsem byla schopna problematiku zjednodusit na droven zaka
zékladnich Skol a ndsledné pro né€ vytvofit zajimava cviceni, kterd by jim pomohla si tuto
latku také osvojit. Nejzajimavejsi pro mé bylo zadani a vyhodnocovani zaveérecného
souhrnného testu, kde jsem mohla vidét, jakych chyb se Zaci nejcastéji dopoustéji, jaky druh
cviceni jim vyhovuje a naopak d€ld nejvétsi obtize. Dle kladné odezvy jsem usoudila, Ze test
Zéky bavil a cviceni pro né byla zajimava.Myslim si tedy, Ze jsem schopnd vypracovat
cviceni, kterd jsou pro zaky piinosem a zpestienim do hodin, nikoli nudnou a nezazivnou
zal&zitosti.

Zaveérem mohu jen dodat, Ze Cas, ktery jsem stravila vytvaiim nejriznéjSich druhti
cviceni veetné zavére¢ného testu, pro me nebyl pouze nutnou soucasti této bakalarské prace,
ale naopak piijemnou aktivitou, pfi niZ jsem se utvrdila, Ze pravé tato ¢innost a prace s détmi
je ptesné to, cemu se chci v budoucnu vénovat.
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
