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Abstract

This bachelor‘s thesis is mainly about identifying the advantages and disadvantages of online
platforms for teaching English. The selected platforms for the research are Zoom, MS Teams,
and Google Meet. The theoretical part mentions important information about topics related to
the investigation. It deals with the internet, online teaching, ICT, and online platforms. The
practical part consists of the research through the analysis of the implemented interviews that
contain the teachers' experience with the platforms. It is aimed mainly at finding the

advantages and disadvantages of the selected online platforms for teaching English.



Introduction

The restrictions to inhibit the spread of covid-19 left no other choice for educational
institutions but to start using online platforms to make the educational process happen. At the
time, meeting in person was prohibited. People could not meet in person and to start using
online platforms was the only possibility to stay in touch somehow and to make the meeting
of teachers and students possible. Otherwise, nothing better to substitute for face-to-face

teaching probably does not exist.

I have chosen this topic because I thought that it would be interesting to start investigating
this area. I thought that it would be interesting to analyze some different platforms and their
suitability for English teaching. Online teaching started to be used on a more substantial scale
than ever before in the covid era. I think that this research could be helpful mainly to the
teachers of English, headmasters of schools or anyone who would need to choose an online

platform in education or is interested in this topic.

This thesis has two parts. The first is a theoretical part in which basic information is
mentioned with the help of existing studies. The chapters from the first part contain
information about the internet, online teaching, ICT, and online platforms, including

information about Zoom, MS Teams, and the Google Meet platform.

The main aim of the thesis is to form a list of advantages and disadvantages of the online
platforms which were selected for the research (Zoom, MS Teams, Google Meet), analyze the
respondents' experience with those platforms and discover which platform possesses the
functions that are the most appropriate for teaching English online. The secondary questions
for the interviews are related to online platforms and online teaching concerning the
preparation for the online teaching of English through a certain platform, about the most
difficult area of English to practice and teach, about the platforms as a substitution for the
traditional teaching, satisfaction of the teachers with the platform, the possible benefits of

online teaching of English through the platform and others.



I. THEORETICAL PART

1 Internet

“The Internet has revolutionized the computer and communications world like nothing before.
The invention of the telegraph, telephone, radio, and computer set the stage for this
unprecedented integration of capabilities. The Internet is at once a world-wide broadcasting
capability, a mechanism for information dissemination, and a medium for collaboration and
interaction between individuals and their computers without regard for geographic location.*

(Leiner et al., 2009, p. 22)

Any data can be provided with the help of the internet whenever and wherever. It is
insignificant where human beings are. When there is an internet connection, we can acquire a
wealth of data and materials when we want. It is not time-consuming nor difficult to obtain
the materials and data. As a consequence of this, a significant amount of people can look for
any information in an online environment. The benefit of the internet is that the price for
material and data is not high, and a large amount of it can be found. There is no need to leave

the house to gain knowledge (Dogruer; Eyyam; Menevis, 2011, p. 606-607).

The restricted conditions due to covid-19 made the internet a very important tool. Today the
internet is ubiquitous, and it is a must to use it to be functioning normally in this world. The
need to use it during such a period of lockdowns made it even more important than ever
before. With the internet, spending free time interacting with each other, and acquiring

knowledge, is possible (Khurram, 2021, p. 4).

2 Online teaching

“Online teaching is the presentation of the educational process using information and
communication technologies (ICT). This an educational process is distance learning in which
the teacher and students are not physically in the same place, such as distance learning via a
videoconferencing system that is transmitted to remote locations or through an online course

developed in a distance education tool.** (Stankovi¢ and Ruzici¢, 2020, p. 225)

Selecting a platform to be utilized in an online environment for teaching language was the

teachers' uneasy task. They experienced a difficult time in addition to this. No platform is



ideal for everything, and they had to consider its possible benefits and also drawbacks, so it
would be possible to implement the set goals. A teacher of English is a person who strives to
encourage students to activity, who is a part of a class, and who strives to make
communication easier during a discussion. They should also be inventive, nowadays teachers
are not considered to that extent a supervising persons as before. The teacher was in charge of
creating the lesson plan and ensuring that everything was smooth. It was the responsibility of

the teachers to put it into practice under various circumstances (Codreanu, 2020, p. 33).

When the participants of the educational process meet during the lesson and interact with each
other, it can have a positive impact on them. It can help them develop the ability to deal with
difficulties in the right way, and it can promote the feeling of cooperation with each other. To
receive motivation from the instructor is important, they should strive for the students* active

approach (Panev, 2021, p. 99-100).

The experience of online meetings instead of traditional lessons can be relatively beneficial.
In life, the ability to be able to accept new situations is important. The teachers were offered
the opportunity of trying something different when it was impossible for the face-to-face way
of teaching to be implemented because any experience can be valued, and something from it
can be gained. By the time students are already in the working process, they might implement
what they were taught by the online lessons. With the help of online lessons, transmitting

information can still happen (Codreanu, 2020, p. 35).

2.1 Online teaching - advantages

English can be studied from many places in the world where there is an internet connection.
Online teaching is not expensive to that extent in comparison with traditional teaching. The
internet is a useful tool. Students may benefit from the internet's ability to analyze their
progress. Commuting to the place is needed because it does not require the physical presence

of everyone at the same place (Ammanni and Aparanjani, 2016, p. 2).

Lessons taken online have potential because there has been progress in the sphere of
technology. Some books can be found on the internet without the need to borrow them
physically. One of the benefits is that there is a plethora of knowledge sources available that
are appropriate for online learning. Another significant benefit of online teaching is the ability

to schedule classes at any time. In the case of online teaching, students may see the existing
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educational video in their leisure time. Such material can be beneficial if something is not

clear to the students or when the revision is wanted (Gowda and Ayush, 2020, p. 76).

According to Chadha and Dung as in Cavus and Sekyere-Asiedu (2021), one benefit of online
teaching would be the development of the participants of the educational process in the
technological area because they had no other choice than to use computers for educational
purposes. Instead of everyone being present in a lesson on the school premises, the online
method does not require the participants of the educational process to be at the same place. In
comparison with traditional teaching at school, online meetings lead to cost-effectiveness
because it makes it substantially more economical, it is not difficult to share the recorded
lectures and meetings on the internet so that anyone with an internet connection can access
them. Students are enabled to organize their time according to themselves more compared to
when they need to commute to school premises. It can be beneficial when it is used for the
development of students’ abilities to cooperate and interact with one another (Cavus and

Sekyere-Asiedu, 2021, p. 1172).

There are more positive aspects of online form of lessons than negative ones. The advantages
of online teaching such as that people can reach anything on the internet, they can download
books and materials, an online environment meeting can be saved, people do not have to leave
their houses, and they do not waste finances on commuting to educational institutions.
Although the negative aspects would be that computers are used on a greater scale for a
longer period, teachers do not hold a substantial amount of control over the students, there are
possible technical issues, feeling of isolation, and participants do not interact to the extent as
under face-to-face meeting conditions and the students have a low level of motivation to learn

(Kozhukhova; Shakhova; Smolentseva, 2022, p. 7679).

2.2 Online teaching - disadvantages

For people, it is not natural to be secluded. It was hard, especially for younger students, when
they could not attend school buildings as they would normally do. When they do not have
face-to-face contact, they can suffer from the absence of it, especially in the years when they
are still being developed. After experiencing such seclusion, students may be affected by it,
and problems such as mental illness may arise. Using pre-recorded materials, which can

happen in online teaching, would be a problem. Students, when they watch or listen to it, they
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do not have a chance to receive clarification of the content of the materials. At least, it is not

possible at that moment (Panev, 2021, p. 100).

For students, it is more difficult to concentrate. A problem that can occur during online
education is that students may not be interested in lessons that are online to that extent as
opposed to face-to-face teaching. They may be less engaged in the learning process. It is a
reasonable idea to make the lessons more captivating. It should be seen that the teachers enjoy
the process of teaching and that they care about students. They should encourage them and
should be righteous. Students need to be given pauses like in traditional teaching (Panev,

2021, p. 100).

To help captivate students in the learning process, it is clever to use Kahoot, etc. The lessons
do not have to be organized full-time. Instead, they can be made more interesting by using
various features of online platforms to help with the problem of demotivation. The best
combination is when students work on their own for some time and then when all meet in an
online environment. Teachers face obstacles such as struggling with the student's ability to
focus, unexpected internet outages and also the insufficient quality of videoconferencing

(Kaup et al., 2020, p. 1221).

Because of the minimal contact between participants in the educational process, it was harder
for them to stay focused throughout the courses. Only the basic tools were used for teaching.
Teachers did not do enough to incorporate tools to motivate students appropriately because of
their insufficient skills. Some teachers had insufficient technical skills, and they were unable
to work with all the features that the online environment offered, as was stated by a number of
students. The period that was provided for classes was not spent at its best by a certain
number of teachers. From the students' point of view, they could not fully rely on the internet
because issues could occur unexpectedly. For students to comprehend the discussed topics,
learning exercises that are unusual could help. It is not easy to acquire new knowledge in
these conditions when students were not motivated enough by a teacher. For online teaching,
it is important that teachers know how to work with technical devices correctly (Hastomo and

Zulianti, 2021, p. 107-108).

Being almost constantly online is not safe. Students were afraid that something could deprive
them of their personal information from their computers when they used their devices,

however, the possibility of having the internet is unattainable for some human beings. For
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people with various disorders, becoming accustomed to online teaching, it was extremely
inconvenient. It was demanding for them to make steps forward in the new conditions for
learning. Evaluating students in online situations was challenging. In the traditional
classroom, it is easier to notice how each student is unique (Almahasees; Mohsen, Amin,

2021, p. 7).

Poverty and living in an area with no or almost no signal do not allow some students to afford
to buy a computer or a mobile phone for online teaching. When showing or explaining
something to students or when something is presented to them, it is the time when the
minimum of contact can be felt. When preparing for professions where there it is needed that
the students work in laboratories or really need to be present in the lesson physically for some
reason, it is very hard to implement it in an online environment. In the beginning, starting to
use the online platform within online teaching was strenuous for some participants of the
educational process. Secluded places that are far from the civilized world are not suitable
places for implementing online teaching because an unstable internet connection and such

problems would possibly occur (Gowda and Ayush, 2020, p. 77).

To captivate students’ attention, teachers used various presentations and activities. They had
to organize it more and think more about what activity will be subsequent. Not to mention
that not all participants could afford to pay for an internet connection. Teachers had to work

more. They prepared for one lesson as if they prepared for two (Bingco et al., 2022, p. 87).

3 ICT

“ICT is the short form of three basic terms - Information, Communication and Technology.*

(NCERT, 2020, p. 1).

Now, human beings are being born into a world where the internet is ubiquitous. Programs
and websites of social networking also function as a consequence of that. Everywhere, there
has been progress. We now have the opportunity to exchange and share facts, data, advice,
materials, and everything we need rapidly because of ICT. For example, television and similar

devices were once thought to be turning points for the transfer of information. In comparison
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to prior years, there has been a significant shift in the realm of technology (NCERT, 2020, p.
5).

ICT only has an assisting function in the lessons. ICT helps students to grasp the subject
matter. Any recordings and materials that positively impact the educational process can be
used by teachers. Students are transmitted information to, with the assistance of the teachers.
According to the conventional perspective, it means the teachers are the most important in
transferring the information to the participants of the educational process during the face-to-

face lessons (Buzzetto-Hollywood, 2007, p. 5-6).

In many instances, ICT eliminates expenses and can help to make time to be used
productively. The world has been positively impacted by the advent of ICT. Engaging
internationally because of this technology is not difficult. Users are enabled to connect with

whomever they want from any place where there is an internet and also whenever they want

(NCERT, 2020, p. 5).

With the usage of ICT arises the possible occurrence of certain concerns. When something
does not function as it should, it may be irritating for all the participants. Before the lesson
starts, devices that are intended to be used in the educational process should be scrutinized,
and by planning, the possible problems could partially be prevented. Unfortunately, some
hardships can occur during the lesson completely unexpectedly. Suddenly unavailable links
during the lecture and other possible unexpected obstacles sometimes cannot be prevented.
Even though this and also other similar problems can appear, teachers and students should not

stop using technology during lessons (Erben; Ban; Castafieda, 2009, p. 81-82).

When striving to incorporate exercises when there are computers needed by every student,
when the lesson is focused on enhancing the students® speaking skills, in certain instances,
students are unable to respect their instructors because of their absence of ICT knowledge.
There is often not enough equipment that is needed for the execution of the exercises with the
help of computers when it is focused on practising. The problem also arises because of the
need of having all the devices in a state of being able to function during the lesson. The
preparation is time-consuming, and that imposes a problem because of the length of a lesson.
Another complication that could mean an obstacle to such type of a lesson would be, for

example, unreliable internet connection, etc (Malagon and Pérez, 2017, p. 271).
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4 Online platforms

“An online learning platform is a web-based access and a software system that provides
comprehensive services for distance teaching and learning through two-way multimedia
communication networks. It greatly facilitates course preparation, information transmission,
and teacher-student interaction. As a suplement to the traditional teaching model, the online
learning platform should be open, intelligent, and interactive, which is convenient for
teachers to “teach” and students to “learn.” At the same time, it should be able to provide a

quick and effective feedback to both teachers and students.” (L1, 2021, p. 1)

The consumers of online platforms are usually interested in what extent it is reliable
concerning the level of smoothness, and if it is possible for the lesson through the platform to
be saved. They also want to gain information on the extent to which a certain platform is safe
to use, how many people can be invited to the meeting, if there are some fees for its usage,
etc. This is important information about the online platforms that can affect the decision in
choosing a certain platform for the educational process. There are some differences between

individual ones (Cavus and Sekyere-Asiedu, 2021, p. 1173).

4.1 Zoom

“Zoom is a service for video conferencing, online meetings and distance learning. Anyone
with an account can arrange a meeting. The free vision allows video conferencing lasting
from 40 minutes to 100 participants. The program is great for individual and group classes,
students can access from a computer, tablet and mobile phone. Anyone with a connection or
conference ID can join the video conference. An event can be scheduled in advance, as well
as a recurring link, that is, for a permanent lesson at a specific time, the same application link

can be made.* (Stankovi¢ and Ruzici¢, 2020, p. 228)

“Amidst a great deal of possibilities, the choice in our case has slowly narrowed down to
Zoom versus MS Teams, namely the British Council’s nomination along with other
international English language providers vs. the university recommendation to support a
mixed community of teachers. Eventually, Zoom was a better choice since it includes all the
necessary tools and features to naturally continue the face-to-face instruction: video, chat

box, interactive whiteboard, share screen feature, breakout rooms, ability to record the lesson
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efc. etc. and in its upgraded version unlimited time span of videoconferencing for groups
larger than one hundred students. What is more, the audio and video quality is stable, and the

lessons do not have to suffer from any interruptions or delays.“ (Codreanu, 2020, p. 33)

Zoom as a platform had been used by various people before the lockdowns. It had been
considered one of the best meeting tools. It changed the situation when it started to be used by
educational institutions because the demands on it changed to some extent. When using
Zoom, it was not clear who was the host that was leading the meeting. The developers of
Zoom enabled the platform to function more smoothly during lockdowns, but it does not
change the fact that it was still more appropriate for conferences than for conducting an
educational process with the students. Even though it was not perfect for the teaching process,
it was one of the best applications that could be utilized. Some used it because it was not
difficult to use. It did not happen often that it would have technical outages (Chen et al., 2020,
p. 26).

Based on their experience with Zoom, a teacher named Grace admitted that during the online
meetings, the passivity of the students could be perceived. Kahoot and Google forms were
used by the teacher to make the students more involved in the online lessons. Without that,
most of the time, it was she who was talking. It was different compared to the traditional form
of the lessons at school. The students could not be heard at all, unlike in classroom lessons,

because they used their microphones only seldom (Cheung, 2021, p. 10).

4,2 MS Teams

“Microsoft Teams provides a platform that enables the users to instantaneously switch
between messaging and video conferencing, and the benefts of native Mac. It is available on
Android, iOS, and Chrome. One can schedule videos or audio meetings with a single person
or team and can also organize webinars and large meetings up to 10,000 participants. With a
free account, 299 people can be invited and gives all the primary features but lacks
integration with office applications such as schedule meetings, share point access, security

support, and compliance tools.*“ (Dash et al., 2022, p. 15)

“Microsoft Teams provides an elegant solution in this aspect as not only it can be used as a

learning management system by the instructors, but it supports both synchronous and
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asynchronous learning. For example, just like a physical classroom has got a specific
schedule, using this application it is possible to take live online classes for multiple students
at a pre-scheduled time. Moreover, if the course instructors want, they can even record their
videos and upload those to the application for the students to view. Therefore, in essence this
application works in a synchronous as well as an asynchronous delivery mode, depending

upon the choice and preference of the students and the instructors.“ (Pal and Vanijja, 2020, p.

5)

4.3 Google Meet

“One of the applications presenting features of the virtual meeting is Google Meet. Google
Meet (GM) furnishes virtual meetings for scholars, students, and teachers to hold an
effective online meeting. GM is one of the most used apps in teaching instructions in
education. It is the combination between Google Hangouts and Google Chat which is come
Jrom Google Cooperation. It developed to be an application that provides a teleconferencing
activity for teachers and students. GM is a free application for smartphone users. For the
free version, it can be attended maximally by 100 participants in an online meeting.
Moreover, for the premium or business version, it can be attended by starting from 100 to
250 participants (Nilakandi and Zuhorh, 2021 in Lestari et al., 2021). That makes, GM
become the chosen application in conducting online meetings especially virtual meetings.*

(Setyawati and Adnyayanti, 2022, p. 2)

Google Meet has been utilized by many individuals. It is considered one of the smooth
platforms not difficult to use. With registration to Google, many versatile applications can be
accessed. Not only this but, for example, also Google Mail or Google Calendar are possible to
use within. The opinions of the participants of the educational process were presumably in

favour of Google Meet (Ismail et al., 2021, p. 15).

The possibility of using Google Meet more is caused by its affordability. In the period of
lockdowns, Google Meet, which was used for online teaching, was popular with most
learners. There are not only basic features available. Students perceived it as being affordable,

and the experience with this platform was positive, as was discovered (Wahyuni, 2021, p. 30).
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During Google Meet online lessons, the transcribed version of the teacher’s lecture can be
shown on the display on a computer for students' better understanding. When learning a
language, students can benefit from the functionalities of Google Meet, which are appropriate
for it. Lessons can be saved for a later time. Students can listen to it and watch it for
educational purposes when the teachers share it with them. Because of its simplicity, older
people could also use the platform. An infinite amount of conferences can be held through

Google Meet without the need to pay (Ismail et al., 2021, p. 15-16).
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II. PRACTICAL PART

5 Introduction to the practical part

5.1 Aims

The main aim of the thesis is to form a list of advantages and disadvantages of the online
platforms which were selected for the research (Zoom, MS Teams, Google Meet), analyze the
respondents' experience with those platforms and discover which platform possesses the
functions that are the most appropriate for teaching English online. The secondary questions
of the research are also concerning online teaching through the platform and help to find the

answer to which platform was the best for teaching English.

5.2 Methodology

It was decided to use qualitative research in the bachelor's thesis. Semi-structured interviews
were used as a research tool. All the interviews were recorded, and then they were

transcribed. Next, the interviews were analyzed based on the grounded theory method.

The voice typing function in Google Documents was used to help transcribe the audio into the
written form of the interviews. With this function, it is possible. However, it is not perfect.
Even though the voice typing function can transcribe audio recordings even in the Czech
language, it cannot be trusted one hundred per cent because after transcribing, there are many
mistakes in the text. Sometimes it would not transcribe the audio at all, and because of that,
the researcher had to transcribe some parts of the audio recordings manually. In the end, it
was necessary to add the diacritics to the transcribed text and to check the text for other
possible mistakes. Although the function of the transcriber in the Google document is not one
hundred per cent reliable, it was of great help to the researcher in transcribing a large amount

of audio material.

For this project, eight respondents were asked about their experience with the online
platforms through which they taught English during the covid restrictions. Eight respondents
were asked, but actually, nine interviews were implemented. The respondents are marked as
R1, R2, R3, R4, RS, R6, R7, R8 and R9. RI-R3 are respondents for Zoom, R4-R6
respondents for MS Teams, and R7-R9 respondents for Google Meet.

There are eleven questions, two of which are the main ones, that were used in the
investigation. The main research questions are questions number 4 and 5. Not all of the
questions are concerning the advantages and disadvantages directly. So-called secondary
questions are dealing with the teachers® thoughts on related questions, for example, if they
think that teaching online through the platform was beneficial in something, what was the
most difficult area of English for teaching and practising through the platform, if the platform

replaced face-to-face teaching well despite its disadvantages, etc.

Every respondent was asked all of these questions, but as everyone reacted differently, the
researcher also had to react slightly differently to every respondent when some of them did
not understand any of the questions or when they started to express their opinion about
something they were not asked at that specific time. They were also, for example, asked some
additional questions, which others were not. Some were answering to satisfaction. It could be
seen that they thought about their answers to the questions before the interview, but
unfortunately, some of them were less prepared, or they did not have their thoughts as
organized as the others. Therefore, when analyzing all the answers about, for example,
advantages, first, the whole interview of one respondent had to be analyzed, everything they
expressed about that topic throughout the interview, and only after that the respondents’
answers together could be analyzed, and only then it was prepared to be compared and

summarized to some overall conclusion.

Some questions that all respondents were asked were originally marked as fully-fledged in the
transcribed version of the interviews, but eventually, they were left unnumbered because
respondents often answered in a way that was related to the other question. Therefore, some
questions were not numbered, but the content of their answers to these questions was used in
the overall data analysis, for example, when analyzing the entire interview of the respondent,
because, as already mentioned above, some respondents did not answer in an organized

manner.

To the researcher’s surprise, during the investigation, it was discovered that Zoom, as a
teaching platform during the pandemic, was being used by almost no school. Therefore, the
researcher experienced some difficulties trying to find the respondents for the Zoom platform.
That is the reason why there are eight respondents and nine interviews in total because one of
the teachers answered the questions for two platforms (MS Teams and Zoom) because they

had experience with both of them.
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All of the interviews were implemented from the end of May to the second half of June 2022.
They were implemented mostly in the Czech language, and only two of them are in English
because the respondent was a native American teaching at the Czech elementary school, and it
is the person who answered the research questions in two interviews. The reason for this
decision was that the researcher wanted the interviews to be in the languages that are native to
the respondents. Therefore, most of them are in the Czech language because most of the

respondents are Czech natives, and the remaining interviews are in the English language.

5.3 Respondents

The respondents of the interviews were all teachers that had experience with at least one of
the platforms that were chosen for investigation. Most of them were from Mikulov na Moravé
and surrounding villages, and two of them were from the Vsetin region. The reason behind
that is that the respondents that would have experience with the Zoom platform could hardly

be found in the same region as most of the respondents of this research.

The teachers were all women, except for one respondent. R3 and R6 are the same person. He
is the only male respondent in this research who shared his experience with both MS Teams
and Zoom. Therefore, to avoid confusion when talking about the platforms together, it was
decided to mark him with R3 concerning Zoom and R6 concerning MS Teams, as was written
before. For the reason of GDPR and after mutual agreement, only the gender of the
respondents and the regions where the schools where the respondents were employed will be

mentioned.

The majority of the interviews were implemented at the school premises in person. Some of
them were implemented through the platform Messenger and also through the mobile phone
because it was not possible to meet in person. Every time the interview was recorded and then

transcribed into written form, as was already mentioned.
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Most of the respondents were teachers from elementary schools, and three of them were
teachers from the gymnasium. These teachers from both types of schools referred to the
researcher about their experience with English lessons from the second grade of elementary
school. In the case of gymnasium teachers, it was the students from the lower level of the
gymnasium, in other words, students whose age corresponded with those from the second

grade of elementary school.

6 Research

6.1 Questions 1-3

Teachers encountered the online platform they used for the first time during the lockdown,
except for R3, who used it before the covid pandemic, but others had no previous experience
with their platforms. It was not effortless for them, especially for the older respondents that do

not possess many computer skills.

None of the teachers could choose which platform they preferred to use. In all cases it was
chosen by the school, except for one respondent, R3, who used Zoom at the beginning of the
lockdown. After the headmaster chose the platform, he had to stop using it and change to the
new platform. The teachers were forbidden to use any other online platform by the
headmasters, and the reason for that was that using different platforms would confuse the

students.

All the teachers stated that they participated in some training course about the basic functions,
but in the process of analyzing the answers from the interviews, some of them could not
remember exactly what it consisted of. The conclusion is that the courses were probably
insufficient because, from their experience, they had to discover the functions alone in the
end. They would appreciate it if it could have been focused more on the functions that could
have been used in teaching English because some of the teachers were not able to use some of

the functions.
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6.2 Question 4: Advantages

6.2.1 Zoom

R1 appreciated that, unlike at school, the teacher had the possibility of delivering the lesson
without interruption since the microphones could be muted. Students could gain and practice
new vocabulary because the setting of the platform was all in English, and R1 perceived it to
be beneficial to students. R1 also appreciated the function of breakout rooms and that the
platform enabled sharing of videos and listening activities. When some students needed to

explain something additionally, Zoom could be utilized on an individual basis, privately.

Two of the respondents, R2 and R3 of Zoom, had experience with both Zoom and MS Teams,
and therefore they tended to compare them. These two respondents stated that working with
the Zoom platform, in terms of teaching English, was more undemanding than working with
MS Teams platform. According to R2‘s experience, MS Teams seemed confusing. She
appreciated the simplicity of the use of Zoom. It was simple to operate with it, and also for
sharing what she needed. It was advantageous for her because it offered less but was not
confusing, as she could find all the functions she needed quickly. She said that it had a more

modern approach.

According to R3, students could be heard and seen in greater quality. It helped students to be
more attentive during the lessons. It was not difficult for students to use. R3 had a more
satisfactory experience with Zoom breakout rooms than those of MS Teams. The fact that
some of the students were excluded from the lesson happened only seldom. There are many
options for the teachers in Zoom. Zoom difficulties, in general, happened less frequently,

according to R3.

6.2.2 MS Teams

R4 appreciated the function of sharing a video through the platform and sharing the screen.
The respondent mentioned, that technically there were many options. The existence of
breakout rooms was also appreciated because the students could practise their English in

groups.
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RS stated that for the teacher, it was possible to observe the student‘s activity. When students
were working in the platform, the changes done could be seen. RS valued the additional
features that were not directly used to teach English but rather to motivate the students, to
keep their attention more. Tests could be created by teachers and could be completed by the
students directly in the platform, and homework could also be submitted by students to MS
Teams. The function of the Whiteboard was utilized in English lessons which is not normally

used in face-to-face lessons.

R6 appreciates that as there were more groups in the MS Teams, each specific group had their
conversation chat, but they could leave a contribution also in other chats that were also visible
to them. It was possible to mark the homework, which was also assigned in the application,
and this function is used by the teacher until today. Students are still active in MS Teams even
when the online lessons no longer exist. For communication concerning English lessons, they
use MS Teams. They also interact with the teacher to ask questions. R6 mentioned that there

were several features for teaching English.

6.2.3 Google Meet

Concerning Google Meet, the respondents of this platform were not able to share any specific

advantages.

R7 could only state that the functions offered were technically in order. She also mentioned
that she did not consider herself to be computer skilful and that she possessed insufficient

knowledge concerning the work with the platform.

R8 stated that she was unable to identify any advantages for teaching English. She saw an
advantage in the fact that it could be used for private consultations, and in that case, the
teacher could correct the student’s mistakes, and all the teacher’s attention could be devoted

to the student.

R9 mentioned that she noticed that in the second lockdown, some features of the platform
were upgraded because the video and audio were of acceptable quality. The respondent could

notice the difference. Only seldom happened that there was a problem with a video. For
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teaching English, the functions available worked as expected, she could not name the specific

advantages. The feature of sharing was smooth and undemanding to be accomplished.

6.3 Question 5: Disadvantages

6.3.1 Zoom

R1 mentioned that the disadvantage of Zoom was that there was a substantial amount of time
lost at the beginning of the meeting because the teacher had to permit the students to access
the platform. The absence of a function where the completed homework could be uploaded
resulted in the students sending the assignments through email to the teacher, which resulted
in chaos because of receiving many emails with homework. Some students were ejected
during the learning process from the meeting, and the teacher had to allow them access to the
meeting again. Since the teacher could not directly monitor any of the students’ activity,
especially the written form, throughout the session, the English lesson was more time-

consuming using Zoom than in the traditional situation.

R2 mentioned that no data could be saved for students in Zoom, and no material could be
uploaded there. It should have been focused on the students‘ age which was not. Sometimes
Zoom would not function at the normal speed, and the sound would be delayed. R2 could not
be sure where the problem was. She could not be sure if there was a problem with the
platform or a problem with the internet connection. She could not see the appropriateness
specifically for teaching English. Understanding and hearing correctly could not be

guaranteed through Zoom. R2 had to wait for the reaction because of the slowed process.

R3 mentioned that videoconferencing was the best function that Zoom offered for teaching
English. The main disadvantage was that it did not have many features for teaching English
available. The missing functions had to be substituted by other platforms, unlike in Teams,
where more features were available within one platform. To have the lesson saved, the
computer capacity was required, not the cloud. The chat conversation could not continue after
the meeting. Absent students may have faced difficulties in the preparation for other lessons
because Zoom did not have offline chat available. The teacher had to share what the
assignments for the next lesson were in some other way because it was not possible with

Z.oom.
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6.3.2 MS Teams

The R4‘s experience with teaching through MS Teams was that students® reaction to what
was happening was slow sometimes also because of their unwillingness to cooperate. To be
able to see everything in the meeting, she was forced to have two monitors. For the teacher,
one monitor was not sufficient for the English lesson because the list of names of students
present in the meeting was invisible to R4 when something was shared on the screen. Many
times it happened that when the teacher visited groups in the breakout rooms, they were

inactive and were not working on the assignment.

RS was not able to mention any specific disadvantages because she believed that the platform
itself was not the problem. The problem, if there was any, was in the students and their
approach to the online lessons of English through the platform. There was a problem with the

students because it seemed they were not willing to cooperate in some cases.

R6 perceived that intention of this platform was to be used rather for business gatherings than
for students from elementary school. The groups of breakout rooms could practically only be
created randomly, otherwise, it would have been time-demanding. It was not possible to
create groups with students with very different levels of skills. The smoothness of the meeting
depended also on the cameras. With turned-on cameras, meeting in MS Teams tended not to
be smooth to that extent. When the teacher was not present in the breakout rooms, it was
impossible to be aware of what was happening in the breakout rooms. The function was
missing that would record the conversation of each specific group. Some features in MS
Teams worked properly, such as chat or when something was shared with students. The

created deadlines of the assignments could not be prolonged.

6.3.3 Google Meet

During the process of sharing the screen, the students were invisible to R7. Sometimes there
was an error, and the screen appeared many times when it was being shared. R7 perceived the
function of raising hands as rather confusing than helping. She had to find an additional
platform to substitute for the function of breakout rooms that were difficult to use in the

Google Meet platform. Unrelated things to the English lessons were being written in the chat
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sometimes by the students. They did not use it for its purpose sometimes and were making
fun of it. In terms of teaching English, the assigned work where more people were
cooperating was not easy to control. The assessment of the sent assignments took time, and

the students did not get the feedback within a short time.

R8 mentioned that the teacher had to send the link into the chat more times because it was
invisible to the students who joined the meeting later. When the raising hand function was
being used, she perceived it as not beneficial. In the breakout rooms, this function could not
be easily used, and R8 did not use it. Saving the materials for students was not possible. There
was no such function. It was not possible to have the level of control over students as in the

class.

R9 mentioned some disadvantages that were similar or the same as the previous respondents.
She stated that the disadvantages were the absence of storage space for the materials that she
wanted to share with the students, but the platform did not enable it. To R9, the breakout
rooms also seemed like a missing function, and the delayed students were not able to see the

content of the chat.

6.4 An overview and analysis of the advantages and disadvantages

In this part, the functions that are basic of every online platform chosen for teaching English
will not be mentioned. This part is focused on the advantages and disadvantages in the context
of other platforms but is still based on the teachers‘ experience. First of all, there will be an
overview and then all the advantages of Zoom with all the advantages of MS Teams and
Google Meet will be compared. Within each platform, the experience of all respondents of
that platform together will be mentioned. It will be not distinguished which respondent is

responsible for certain information within one platform.

The parts of the answers that can be influenced by the speed of the internet connection and
also the approaches of the teachers and students to the online lesson of English will be
omitted because these are clearly not the advantages or disadvantages of the platform. It will
be focused on the analysis of the functions of the platforms. For example, when a respondent
stated that the advantage for teaching English was the function of Zoom when they turned the

microphones off, it is not the advantage only of Zoom, but this function is available in all of
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the platforms. Every platform can, for example, share a video, but in this part, it is focused on

finding the specific advantages and disadvantages of the platforms for teaching English.

6.4.1 Advantages

Zoom

- Zoom was clear in comparison with MS Teams

- simplicity, simple to operate with

- all the functions of Zoom could be quickly found

- break out rooms were available

- students could be heard and they could be seen in better quality when they had their cameras
on in comparison with MS Teams

- the setting was all in English, beneficial for students

- not difficult for students to use

- Zoom difficulties happened less frequently in comparison with MS Teams

- students were more attentive in comparison with MS Teams

MS Teams

- the existence of breakout rooms

- technically, there were many features

- it was possible to observe the student‘s activity, the changes could be observed by the
teacher in the platform by the same time they were being made by the students

- additional features that were not directly used to teach English but rather to keep the
students’ attention

- the possibility of creating and completing tests

- homework could be assigned, submitted and marked directly in MS Teams

- chat was available also after the meeting was finished, and chats of other meetings were
visible

- some functions can be used until today (assigning, marking homework, for communication)

Google Meet

- no respondent could name the specific advantages
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It can be seen that the platform that had the most functions for teaching English was MS
Teams. Students could practise English in separate groups directly in MS Teams because of
the existence of breakout rooms. The function of offline chat, benefits for tests and homework
that can be uploaded to MS Teams, these all functions are the ones that no other chosen
platform possesses, except for breakout rooms. Zoom and Google Meet also do have the
function of breakout rooms. The breakout rooms of Zoom were said to function better than
those of MS Teams by the respondent that has experience with both platforms. Zoom’s
advantages that were mentioned by the respondents are also simplicity, everything can be
quickly found, and it was also stated that lesser problems were experienced in comparison
with MS Teams, probably because of its basic clear functions. The function of breakout
rooms in Google Meet is rather an unpleasant experience, according to the respondents. It can
be seen that neither of the three respondents of Google Meet could name one specific

advantage that they would appreciate for teaching English.

6.4.2 Disadvantages

Zoom

- the teacher had to permit the students’ access to the platform, and it was time-demanding

- no function for uploading homework

- no material could be saved in Zoom

- no offline chat available

- some students were ejected during the learning process from the meeting

- it did not consider the students‘ age

- it was not appropriate for teaching English.

- not many features for teaching English available, only videoconferencing could be
highlighted

- the computer capacity was required to save the meeting, not the cloud.

MS Teams

- when sharing the screen, the list of participants could not be seen

- the target groups for MS Teams meetings are rather businessmen than students from
elementary school

- the groups of breakout rooms could practically only be created randomly
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- no function that would record the conversation of the groups in the breakout rooms for the
teacher

- some features in MS Teams did not work properly, such as chat or when something was
shared with students.

- the date of submission of the assignments was the fixed date and could not be changed

Google Meet

- during the process of sharing the screen, the students were invisible to the teacher

- sometimes, there was an error, and the screen appeared many times when it was being
shared

- the function of raising hands was rather confusing than helping

- the function of breakout rooms had to be substituted with some other platform, in the worse

case, some respondents used nothing instead

The main disadvantage of Zoom and MS Teams for teaching English is that it was suitable for
videoconferencing more than for educational purposes. In the case of Zoom and MS Teams,
the respondents stated that the platforms are more appropriate for adults and for business
matters. For example, for some formal conferences because of their approaches. Google Meet
is very similar to Zoom, and probably this was the disadvantage of all of the platforms that it

was not appropriate to that extent for elementary school students.

All the platforms had breakout rooms available, but the worst experience was expressed with
those of Google Meet because it was not easy for the respondents to use this function, and that
was a disadvantage. The platforms Google Meet and Zoom did not enable the possibility of
interaction outside of the meetings for students within the platform. They did not have the
chat available after the meeting ended, and students could not communicate through it with
each other like in MS Teams. Some teachers mentioned also that when sharing the screen,

students could not be seen, it was mentioned within MS Teams and Google Meet.

Concerning MS Teams, in breakout rooms, the teacher could not divide students into groups
according to their choice, it was not possible, or it would take a substantial amount of time.

During the interaction of the groups, it was impossible for the teacher to listen to every
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conversation the students had, and because of that, it would be beneficial to have the function
of recording each conversation. With this function, the teachers could have more control over
the activity of students. Google Meet and Zoom did not have the function of saving materials,
submitting assignments and similar functions, and therefore, MS Teams can be seen as the
best platform for teaching English because it possesses many features. MS Teams offered the
most functions that can be utilized in the educational process in comparison with Zoom and

Google Meet.

In the theoretical part, the functions of the Google Meet platform were more positively
evaluated than what was discovered by the researcher’s investigation with the help of the
chosen respondents for Google Meet in the practical part. It can be mentioned that the
teachers could have used also other applications available within the Google account as, for
example, R9 mentioned, for storing materials, etc. MS Teams had every feature available
within one platform. It can be considered the best online platform for teaching English, as was
already stated above. Because of this, it is not only a conferencing tool but is the most suitable

platform for educational purposes.

6.5 Difficulties concerning online teaching

It is necessary to be stated again that the respondents‘ answers were often influenced by their
computer skills, the possible internet connection problems, and the level of teachers® or
students‘ enthusiasm that was put into the learning process. Teachers often expressed answers
concerning the general online teaching situation and its challenges that needed to be separated
from the previous part of the investigation by the researcher to be able to focus purely on the
advantages and disadvantages of the platforms and their functions for teaching English, even

though the challenges of the online teaching, in general, are closely related.

The negative experience of teachers with teaching English through the platforms could have
been profounded by the students’ and schools® approaches to the whole online situation.
Almost all the teachers expressed discontent about how the rules were set during the online
teaching through the platforms. Probably the worst fact was that the teachers could not
demand switched-on cameras. In all cases, it was announced by the headmasters that it cannot
be compulsory. As a consequence, teachers could not be aware of what the students were

doing on the other side when it was impossible to see them.
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Teachers reported in the interviews that it happened many times that when students were
asked, no one answered or when anyone did, it was almost always with some excuse or delay.
They, as teachers, should have used the cameras most of the time, but the students did not.
The students rely on it, and when it was not compulsory, almost no one did use the camera.
RS mentioned in the interview that, except for the camera, some of the students did not have a
microphone available as well for the whole lockdown period, which means around the period
of two years. Therefore it cannot be surprising that some teachers noticed the insufficient
knowledge of what the students were taught during the lockdown period after the return of

face-to-face teaching at school.

6.6 Question 6

This question was about the most frequently used platform. The teachers mentioned most of
the time the platform MS Team. The reason behind this is probably because it has more
options for English lessons. After all, students can submit the homework there, the people
within the certain group can still see the chat history from the previous lessons, and teachers
can upload the material related to lessons to MS Teams. That is something that Zoom and

Google Meet do not have available.

The second most popular online platform was Google Meet, and that was probably because
some schools use Gmails as school emails. By using Google Meet, the students could use
their school email to be using it, and it was not confusing for them. The reason Google Meet
seems to be more popular than Zoom, at least in the Czech Republic, is that even though it is
not possible to directly, for example, upload materials in Google Meet, it is possible to do that
in other sub-applications within a Google email account. R9 mentioned that she knows that
Zoom is popular in the USA rather than in this country. No teacher mentioned any other
platform, only these three. MS Teams was the most commonly used for the number of

features that it offered.

6.7 Question 7

The received answers to the seventh question again were subjective concerning the

respondents‘ experience. This question was about the hardest part of English teaching and
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practising. The results could be influenced by the worse internet connection in some areas or
the platform itself. It cannot be stated precisely. It depends also on the teacher itself because

what was the most difficult for some teachers in Zoom could be easily done for others.

Respondents mentioned many areas of English, depending on their experience. Five
respondents R2, R4, R6, RS, and R9 mentioned that one of the most problematic areas of
English to practise or to teach through the platform was communication, speaking or
conversation. Practising speaking is an important part of trying to acquire a language and
English is no exception. R2 and R5 also mentioned listening, R2, R7 pronunciation, R3, R8
teaching grammar, R1 writing, R7 intonation, and R9 mentioned interaction, in general, was

probably the most significant problem.

6.7.1 Short overview

Zoom MS Teams Google Meet
R1- writing R4- conversation R7- pronunciation

It can be seen that what was perceived as the most difficult part of English to learn or to teach
in online lessons did not depend greatly on the platform the teachers used. The reason for that
is that everyone could have perceived the situation differently, and everyone might have had a
different quality of internet connection that also could influence it. The conversation,
speaking or communication that was mentioned within every platform was the most
challenging part. The least problematic area was the writing, depending on the teachers’

experience, which was stated only once.
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6.8 Question 8

The eighth question was about the preparation for the English lesson in the traditional face-to-
face meeting versus the preparation of the teachers for the English lesson through the online

platform.

Many of the respondents stated that it was important to have everything planned. In some
cases, to the smallest detail because if anyone was late for the meeting, it resulted in them not
following the plan. Many mentioned that it was more time-demanding. The teacher had to
face some technical challenges which did not apply to face-to-face teaching to that extent
because if anything imposed a problem with the technical aspects, the teacher could have a
plan B or could improvise in the classroom more comfortably and could do something
without the need for the computer and the internet and that was not possible in the online
teaching situation. If some technical problem occurred in the online teaching through the

online platform, it imposed a complicated.

Many teachers are now delighted that they could return to traditional face-to-face teaching.
Everything had to be planned more than in the traditional lesson. Most of the teachers strived
to captivate students‘ attention, but fewer of them did not. Most of them used different
interactive activities, Kahoot or other games to make the online lessons more engaging for the
students in the difficult situation. The teachers felt the need to have control over students, but
some students were not willing to cooperate many times. It was frustrating for both the

teachers and also the students.

6.9 Question 9

In this question, the respondents had to decide if the online platform they used during the
lockdown substituted traditional teaching. Almost no teacher could imagine that the platform
would replace face-to-face teaching entirely. Personal contact in a classroom is priceless
because teachers have much more control over what is happening in the class, the lessons are
also more intensive, people can react more quickly, and there is no uncertainty about the

internet.
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The problem with online teaching generally was that the students were not attentive in the
learning process because it was about the people’s approach. It was influenced by the
situation of unwanted isolation that caused people to be frustrated and demotivated.
Everything was decelerated, the classes seemed to be shorter, some problems could not be
influenced, for example, the internet connection. The dearth of knowledge could be seen after
returning to school. Some students did not want to cooperate even after they were back at

school. They were more introverted after the lockdown.

It could be felt that for most of the teachers, any platform cannot substitute for the actual
physical presence at school, although some students, for example, introverted could perceive
the situation positively because they had their anonymity and were not disturbed, but most of
them probably felt the opposite and longed for the social contact when being locked at home
only and only could see their classmates’ names on the screens. There were teachers and
students who worked with eagerness even during the online teaching through the platform but
not everyone. Some could have become more self-disciplined because it was their
responsibility, and they chose that approach. There were at least online platforms because no
other option was possible to be implemented at the time of lockdown. Some teachers used the
platform only out of necessity. Some did strive to captivate the students' attention by adding

some interactive activities.

6.10 Question 10

In the tenth question, the teachers needed to decide if they were satisfied with the platform

they used and if they would use it again.

6.10.1 Short overview

Zoom MS Teams Google Meet

R1- would use Zoom again | R4- would use MS Teams | R7- would use Google Meet

and also MS Teams again again

The result is that the most satisfied with the online platform were those respondents who used
the MS Teams platform. The users of Zoom would use Zoom again in two cases, together
with MS Teams, and one respondent would use Zoom only for individual classes. Google
Meet was found as the least successful because R7 would use it only because she knows how
it functions and what to use instead of the missing functions to substitute for it. R9 did
respond that it was not important which platform was used in the online teaching because the
students were not attentive, and they were not willing to work in the lessons anyway. From

R9’s point of view, the online lessons of English through the platform were useless in general.

6.11 Question 11

The eleventh question was the most general question concerning the evaluation of online

teaching and its possible benefits. The respondents had to decide.

Almost all of the respondents mentioned that for some students, the online teaching situation
could have been beneficial because they could have learnt some new functions related to the
computer. Some students could have learnt how to organize their own time or could use it
more effectively, some students are easily distracted, and the fact that no one disturbed them
was convenient for them. On the other hand, for the chaotic students and for those who are not
interested in that extent in the lessons, it was not beneficial. The long isolation, in general,
could not have been beneficial because people are social beings and need to socialize,

otherwise, they languish, but everything has its advantages and disadvantages.
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Conclusion

The main aim of the thesis was to form a list of advantages and disadvantages of the online
platforms which were selected for the research (Zoom, MS Teams, Google Meet), analyze the
respondents' experience with those platforms and discover which platform possesses the
functions that are the most appropriate for teaching English online. The thesis was divided

into theoretical and practical parts.

In the theoretical part, important topics were introduced. They are related to the research in
the practical part. In the theoretical part, the chapters deal with the internet, online teaching
and its advantages and disadvantages, ICT, online platforms and then the platforms
specifically, Zoom, MS Teams and Google Meet, that were selected for the research, were

introduced.

In the practical part, the interviews were used as a research tool in order to discover the
respondents' experience with the chosen platforms. At the beginning of this part, the
methodology was introduced, and information about the participants was included. There are
three respondents for each platform and nine interviews in total with the eight respondents
because one of them shared their experience about the two platforms. Seven of the interviews
were implemented in Czech, and the remaining two were in the English language. Their

transcribed versions are attached to this thesis at the end.

In the practical part, the advantages and disadvantages mentioned in the respondents' answers
were first summarized from each interview. Then it was focused on specific advantages and
disadvantages that did not include the factors like the quality of the internet, the general
online situation's advantages and disadvantages, nor the basic functions that were mentioned
often like, for example, the function of sharing a video that could be done by any of these
platforms. Such type of information was omitted when the researcher wanted to focus purely

on the advantages and disadvantages of the functions of the platforms.

It was discovered that none of the platforms is one hundred per cent appropriate for teaching
English, but despite that, the best platform for teaching English would be MS Teams because
it has many features available for the educational process, unlike other selected platforms. The
platforms are similar to a certain extent, the basic functions are the same with every platform,

but MS Teams has many features available which can be utilized for English lessons. There is
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a possibility of assigning, submitting, and grading homework and the tests can also be

implemented directly in the platform, etc.

In the questions that were also related to online teaching, MS Teams was the platform that the
respondents that had an experience with it would use again. When teachers were asked about
the most frequently used platforms, many mentioned MS Teams for the many functions it

offers. Those who used Zoom would also use MS Teams together with the Zoom platform.

The more general questions showed that, generally, for most of the respondents, it was more
time-consuming to prepare for the lessons of English through the platform they used. Almost
all of them think that no platform can substitute traditional face-to-face teaching. The online
lessons were difficult for teachers. Some participants were frustrated because of it. For others,
it would have been convenient, for example, because of the anonymity it offered to them,

according to some respondents.

The information in the studies from the theoretical part concerning mainly online teaching and
the advantages and disadvantages of the selected platforms are similar to the researcher’s
results from the practical part, except for Google Meet. In the theoretical part, in the existing
studies, a more positive experience was expressed with the Google Meet platform than what

was discovered in the investigation by the researcher.

The reason why questions number 6 and 15 are missing in this interview is that they are of
general character and because the respondents (R3 and R6) of the third and sixth interview are

the same person, it was answered only once.

1. Did you encounter the platform before the pandemic, or did you use it for the first

time during online teaching at school during the lockdown?

Yeah, T used it before the pandemic, so I had some experience with it.

2. Did you choose the online platform for teaching English yourself or was it given by

the school?

No, that was my decision to specifically use Zoom, it was before they came up with the MS
Teams platform, and after that, we weren't allowed to use any other platform when we started

to use Teams.

3. Did you have any training courses at school about how to use the platform?

Well, not specifically for Zoom. For Teams, we did have but not for Zoom. At that time, it

was my decision to start using it.

4. What are all the advantages of the platform for teaching English?

The main benefit of Zoom is online videoconferencing. Everything works very smoothly.
There're a lot of options for the host of the meeting. It's easy to add links, it's easy for the

students to use, you can separate them into groups, it's easy just all around to join, and most of
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the benefits are the quality of the video, the sound and the ease of use of the
videoconferencing. Students get dropped very rarely, with the sound issue, or my mic doesn't

work and things like that, it was a lot less of those problems.

When you used Zoom, did the students have to have the camera on?

It was up to students, they didn't have to have the camera on, but yes, most of them showed to
have the camera on. It just makes it more personable, and students get more from the lesson.
They would pay attention more, they would answer questions more, they would be quicker to
respond and things like that, and if something happened, you would see them and they
wouldn't have to interrupt the whole class cause you could see just like waving their hand and
you said: "Ooh, there must be an issue. " And you could handle the situation quicker instead
of... you know... "Hello John, you're there? Hello John!... Hello!" A minute later, "Oh,
sorry, my mic was off!" Or you know, some excuse. It was easier with the camera on. It was

not compulsory, but they chose to do it.

If you had to choose from all the advantages that, in your opinion, the given platform for
teaching English offers, which would it be and why? What do you appreciate most about this

platform?

Everything was clearer as for the sound and video. I think it caught the student's attention
better during the meeting. You could separate them into groups, and also there wasn't an issue

with repeating. There were fewer problems.

Was it really better than MS Teams?

Oh yeah.

S. What are all the disadvantages of the platform for teaching English?
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With Zoom, the main disadvantage was that when the meeting ended, the lesson ended, and
everything was lost. As the host, you could save the minutes of the meeting, as what was
written, but it's not saved in the cloud. You have to use your computer space to save that.
Zoom does one thing really well which is videoconferencing, and there was very little else
that it was helpful for. You could assign, but you couldn't take track of your homework
assignments and things you sent to the students. It had a calendar but if not everyone used
Zoom, it wouldn't link up with another calendar. More kids had to look for more places to see
what was scheduled, or they had to look for when the class was scheduled. And there wasn't
that offline group chat where if a student had a question they could write you. You would
have to write an email through a separate application or just an email program, which I think

students wouldn't spend the time to do that. They would just forget it all.

If you had to choose from all the disadvantages that, in your opinion, the given platform for
teaching English offers, which would it be and why? What is the biggest drawback of Zoom
for teaching English?

Again, because it's only focused on the meeting at that time that is happening. That's what it
does really well. It's really one thing that it does really well, but there's nothing else integrated
within, so that was a major disadvantage. You'd need multiple platforms to do multiple things

unlike in Teams where you have everything kind of put together.

7. Which area of English was the most difficult to teach and practice through the

platform, and why?

Grammar was pretty difficult. Grammar is always difficult to teach. We had the whiteboard
but writing on it... I'm left-handed. I use my right hand with a mouse, so I had to write with
my right hand. That made things a challenge until they gave us this writing tablet you can
write on, and it made things a lot better, a lot smoother. What would be another area? Oh, still
pair-work, pair-work was still difficult. You could separate them into groups and it worked
better than Teams, but it was still a challenge to do any kind of pair-work. We talked about
how we couldn't listen to what they were saying. It was just kind of... you had to jump into

each specific group, so that kind of stuff took more time than other activities.
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8. In what way was preparation for teaching English online via the platform more

difficult than preparation for face-to-face (classroom) teaching?

Zoom was a little bit easier because there weren't so many technical problems, so I didn't have
to worry as much about it, but preparation was still difficult. Online teaching is a pain, but it
wasn't as bad as with Teams because things were much smoother. The downside would be
that I would have to take notes where we stopped because nothing was saved after that

conversation or after that lesson.

9. Did the platform replace face-to-face teaching well during covid restrictions despite

possible disadvantages? Why yes, why not?

I think it did better if we're only looking at the face-to-face and none of the other aspects of
teaching but just speaking and listening. It did a better job than Teams, but it still had some

drawbacks. If only we talk about face-to-face, I think it was... it worked well enough.

Did the platform have more benefits or shortcomings?

If you only wanna teach students and the students keep very good notes, meticulous notes
themselves and yourself as well of what happened in the meeting, then I think Zoom is great
but because it doesn't offer any other features, I would almost have to say that it has more

shortcomings, so there's more disadvantages in Zoom.

10. Would you choose the platform again for online teaching, or would you try another

one? Why?

I still use it. I still use Zoom with a couple of students, but it's more one-to-one. It's a lot
smoother. There are more individual classes now. You don't have the connection issues. But
again, it's because these classes are focused mostly on English conversation. There' s not a lot

of written activity, even sharing stuff through Zoom is really easy. I can open up a web page
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and have them read just a text, and I can hear them quite clearly, things like that. It works

quite well.

1. Did you encounter the platform before the pandemic, or did you use it for the first

time during online teaching at school during the lockdown?

I did never use Teams. We never had it here, not even just a program, and it wasn’t until our
IT department decided that that’s the program we were gonna use, and then we all started to

use it.

2. Did you choose the online platform for teaching English yourself or was it given by

the school?

The school decided. And they actually told you you couldn’t use the other programs because

they were hackable or other people could access them.

3. Did you have any training courses at school about how to use the platform?

I think we had some course. I just can’t remember when and how long. I know we didn’t have
that in the beginning, and I just can’t remember if we had it during the second part of the
covid or if we had it somewhere near the end or mid-end range of the first covid. I can’t
remember, but 'm pretty sure we had something. A lot of it was just the basic stuff, like how
to start a group, how to mute, how to unmute. I said they didn’t even tell the teachers where to
click to make it. Only the teacher had the access to invite, to mute. I just had to figure that out.
Just the basic stuff, how to use an application like Kahoot, how to install and have it work
through Teams, and a lot of times, it didn’t work. A lot of teachers wanted to use Powerpoint.

It was always an issue, always.

4. What are all the advantages of the platform for teaching English?
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Well, that’s many benefits. I like to say it is the jack of all trades because it does a little bit of
everything, but maybe not everything is great or perfect, and we had some trouble setting it
up. Once it got set up, the students are on, and it’s great. Everyone is connected. There are
private groups, so you can assign homework. You can grade the homework actually for you,
you can access other applications through Teams, or as I said, sometimes they don’t work as
well if it’s linked or used separately. We actually still have students that use Microsoft Teams.
They‘ll send us homework, or put there questions. That seems to work out very well for us.
They also seem more comfortable asking questions there. Sometimes they don’t want to ask
in class. They can write me on Teams, and I can answer them in their own time, and they have

time to read through it.

If you had to choose from all the advantages that, in your opinion, the given platform for
teaching English offers, which would it be and why? What do you appreciate most about this

platform?

It goes back I said a lot. It goes back to having a little bit of everything. Zoom doesn’t have a
private chat. Once your meeting ends, that’s it, too bad for you, but with Teams, the kids can
still write to you, and they still write to me now. They can still write to each other in the chat
group, so in one year, we have three different language groups. The kids can write to each

other inside their group about anything that happened in the English class.

S. What are all the disadvantages of the platform for teaching English?

Many, the video, if you have too many children with the cameras on. Videos tend to slow
down, and the connection is bad. I don’t know if it’s entirely Teams® fault or just our internet
is bad here in the town. As I said before, everything was integrated, but it’s not always the
best. Sometimes it wouldn’t load, or it loads incorrectly, or the kids can click on it, and we
end up using just a link instead. There’s quite a frequent time that the students would tell us
they can’t write in a chat, and the link, that they’re trying to click on, didn’t properly connect
even though other students are in the class or the chat room. There're not many options for the
host as a teacher. It seems to be more built for businesses where you don’t have kids that take

advantage of any sort of situation. One example, this happened as late as last year. As a
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teacher, you have to click in the options sections to say that only you can invite people, and
only you can do certain things, otherwise the kids would mute each other, they would mute
you. They somehow invited kids from the other local school into the, you know, the group
classroom. That was a bit of a problem, and one thing I did like well were the assignments.
One of the downsides is, it gives a set time. For example student is: “I need one more hour,
my internet was down.” “Something was wrong, we were on a family trip.“ You can’t
individually set it. Once it’s set, that’s it, and then you don’t get their work unless they send it
through the chat. The last one are the groups. You can also manually assign groups, but that
always took too long. If you wanted a really good student with a student that was shy, it took
too long to do that, it took your whole class to try to get time. When you randomized it, it was

very strange cause it was built more for businesses than for schools.

If you had to choose from all the disadvantages that, in your opinion, the given platform for
teaching English offers, which would it be and why? What is the biggest drawback of MS
Teams for teaching English?

The whole program is the greatest disadvantage. The video quality was not great. When we
used to have teacher meetings through Teams, in the beginning, we would all turn off our
cameras because it wouldn’t actually work, so the great disadvantage for me, I think, were the
groups. It was really awkward or really clunky. I couldn’t set something up beforehand with
the students. If the student was missing, it was hard to replace him and things like that. The
biggest disadvantage for me would be that there was no way to know what the children were
doing in the breakout rooms after you left. Once you joined the group, you saw everything,
but it took a while to load, so they saw you joined, and there were ten seconds before you
actually heard, so they can stop, and change. Once you left, that was it. There was no way to

monitor, like a listening function. It was really just clunky and slow.

And did children have to have the cameras on?

They did not, that was not compulsory, it was very rarely that kids did it and a few did in the
beginning and learnt why cause I learnt that my friend John is playing videogames and things

like that so that’s one thing I wish they would have made compulsory was the cameras.
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6. What online platforms are most commonly used and why?

Well, that would be... we talked about MS Teams, I know Google Meet is used by the other
school and Zoom as I used it more for private lessons although I did use Zoom in the
beginning before everything got moved to Microsoft Teams. I don’t have much experience
with Google Meet. I did use it once for a private lesson. They didn’t have a group chat for
speaking, you couldn’t see all the students, so I didn’t like that. I think that with Google Meet,
you had to have a Gmail or something. I didn’t like that cause with Teams, it’s all through
their school emails, that’s not another email, and logging they have to memorize, it’s all
through school. Teams was the lesser evil than Google Meet. They all did something wrong,
but I guess the least amount wrong, or you could work around the problems the easiest would

be Zoom.

7. Which area of English was the most difficult to teach and practice through the

platform, and why?

The most difficult for me was any kind of group work because kids, as we’ve talked about, if
you wanted them to do something in a group, they would be doing something else. Or if they
had, you know, a really, really brilliant kid in a class, he might just do all the work. They were
like: “We’re done teacher, so we’re just talking.“ That’s great, but I didn’t get to see who

actually did the work.

And was there something else difficult to do?

Listening activities were probably the most difficult because anything I would play through
Teams would play their Teams which may have had not worked. I would typically have to use
a link instead and then have to put the link to students. Some students would use the phone,
and they would listen to it like that. Listening was probably the worst. Pronunciation was
difficult. Yes, that again could either be the fault of Teams, or just with an internet

connection, so it could be difficult to hear. Kids would mute their mics. It wouldn’t turn on,
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and it wouldn’t work again. Whether that was Teams or they just didn’t wanna talk. That was
common. I liked to use pair-work in my class, and with Teams, it was very difficult to do that.
It goes back to that groups. It took a long time to assign pairs, and it had to be more, you

know, just students and just the teacher talking to each other.

8. In what way was preparation for teaching English online via the platform more

difficult than preparation for face-to-face (classroom) teaching?

Most difficult for me was the linking activities. So, I wanna use this for four or five minutes. I
wanna then talk about grammar for fifteen. Then I wanted to add some activities for another
ten minutes, and then we’ll talk about something else. Because kids were late on MS Teams,
or something didn’t work, or the groups took too long to separate into, or it didn’t separate
correctly, you had to redo it. It was very frustrating. I had a lot of activities or a certain plan,
and it just rarely seemed to follow that plan. We were usually almost always short.

Classrooms seemed very short. It was like twenty five minutes of actual work.

And in what exactly was the preparation longer?

When it is face-to-face, everything goes much smoother, and it was just frustrating cause I
never wanted to have not enough information or not enough things planned, but you just did
due until the next class, you tried to catch up where you were, or you may forget it and have

to move on so that was really frustrating.

9. Did the platform replace face-to-face teaching well during covid restrictions despite

possible disadvantages? Why yes, why not?

It’s hard to say if it replaced it well. It was a substitute, and it was ok, but I can’t say it
replaced face-to-face well. It was better than no school at all, but it’s still hard to say because
the teachers were so frustrated. All were frustrated with the program, and because kids didn’t
have the cameras. You know, you’re telling the kid to turn their mic on for ten twenty seconds

instead of this should be answered straight away. Sometimes keeping the children’s attention
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because they were just looking at this screen, and it was easy for them to be distracted by
other things in their room most likely. I had students in their family kitchen, so other kids
were walking around, and moms were yelling at one kid, so there were a lot of distractions. It

was not necessarily Teams* fault, but that was just learning from home.

Did it also happen that when you asked someone, there would be no one answering on the

other side?

Yeah, that was quite common, so to compensate for that, I ended up making a list, and I
would say: "John, you’re first, Samantha you’re second, Jerry you’re third." In that way, the
kids would be ready for that. The problem was that they knew they went, and then they might

have been doing something else after their turn.

Did the platform have more benefits or shortcomings?

It’s almost fifty-fifty, but I would say just slightly more beneficial than the other platforms

with its functions.

10. Would you choose the platform again for online teaching or would you try another

one? Why?

Yes, I would have to say MS Teams unless anything else came about because it has many
features, and it’s the fact that the whole school is on, people can communicate through it with

each other and stuff,

11. Was online teaching beneficial in something?

Yes, it reminded kids that they‘re still in school and they should be studying, but I didn’t feel
that the students benefited much from it unless a student really applied. There were a few

students that really did try, that were always listening, that would always have their mic, that
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would use the little fake hand symbol or something, that would raise their hand and answer a
question, and for those, I think it was fine. I mean, they kept their English at a really good

level. There weren’t very many.

Do you think that the students could improve their technical skills?

Maybe. But as I said, we had quite limited features. I think the students had even more limited
features. They could only raise their hand, they could only mute/unmute themselves, they
could turn on and off their camera, and everything else was set through the teachers or should
have been set through the teachers. Yeah, I think that I've said already in the interview that
the students invited other kids from other schools during the class, not mine, but I’ve heard

other teachers had that problem.
